Farmers
to Fight
For Shares

“Cotton farmers obviously
are determined to fight for a
greater share of the expanding
market for fibers,”’ George C,
Cortright Jr., chairman of the
Cotton Board, said today,

As evidence, the Rolling
Fork, Miss,, cotton producer
cited the collection to date of
almost $7 million for research
and promotion from the small
1967-68 cotton crop.

Cortright said funds now in
transit to the Cotton Board will
push the collections to well
above the $7-million mark, A
total of $6,792,000 had been
received as of June 27,

“The extremely low level
of refunds -- only three per-
cent of collections -- strongly
emphasizes the great value
which cotton farmers place on
research and promotion and
certainly shows they aredeter~
mined to compete with other
fibers for markets,”” Cortright
said,

Established under the Cotton
Research and Promotion Act,
the collections are on cotton
sold prior to June 1, 1968,

R B R R Ay .,

The total represents about

95 percent of the 7,366,000 bales
of upland cotton ginned during
the 1967-68 season as report-
ed by the Department of Com-
merce, Cortright explained,

Not many home gardners know
that humus or organic matter
made from leaves, weeds grass
clippings and different fdrms of
manure and chemical fertilizers
do two entirely different things
for a garden.

Both types of fertilizers are
important because they comple-
ment each other. Humus mainly

promotes the proper texture of
the soil, thus allowing air to
come into it, making the soil
easier to cultivate. Humus al-
s0 increases the water-holding
capacity of soil and prevents
the washing and blowing away

of topsoil.

Chemical fertilizers, on the
other hand, provide the elements
for plant growth that are lack-
ing in the soil. Just which ones
are needed can easily be dis-
covered by asking the State
Agricultural Stations of almost
every state.

Every time a flower is picked

or a radish used from a garden
a certain amount of phosphorous
potassium, calcium or nitrogen
is being removed also. Since
these are essential for normal
growth in a garden, it is easy

to see how necessary it is to
replace the reservior in the soil
poore:.

Since President Johnsonlim-
ited bombing of the North last
March 31, the Communists have
renewed their attacks onSaigon
civilian centers as wellas mili-
tary and supply centers and add-
ed massive rocket attacks,
They have, according to De-
partment of Defense estimates,
infiltrated more than 29,000
troops into the south during the
month of May alone, the high-
est of any month since the war
began,

Some American officials had
hoped for evidence by now that
the North Vietnamese were ac-
tively considering moves to-
ward de-escalation to match
President Johnson’s limitation
on bombing over much of North
Vietnam, But now the evidence
is only that Hanoi is holding out
for further U, S, concessions
as the talks continue in Paris,

A U,S, Naval commander said
that from a purelytactical mili-
tary viewpoint, he saw no point
in resuming the bombing as be-
fore, under the same target
restrictions, ‘“‘Of course, if
we were allowed to take out
Haiphong, that would be a dif-
ferent matter,’”” he added, ‘“‘But
that is a political decision,’”

And that is a decision I ad-
vocated more than two years
ago and still do., Haiphong
is North Vietnam’s principal
port and main supply point for
Soviet and Red Chinese war
materials entering the country,
As a fighter pilot in the Ko~
rean war, I know the frustra-
tion of allowing the enemy a
sanctuary for supply and troop
concentrations,

A recent paper drafted by
the Republican Task Force on
National Security headed by Neil
H. McElroy and Thomas 8.
Gates Jr,, both of whom serv-
ed as Secretary of Defense in
the Administration of President
Eisenhower, is titled ‘“Grad-
ualism -- Fuel of Wars,’”’ The
paper said of U, S, policy in
Vietnam;

“Ironically, gradualism --
designed to prevent intensifi-
cation of war -- does the very
opposite by preventing timely
use of force against aggres-
sion, While ‘flexible response’
blunts our first reactions, grad-
ualism assures the aggressor
that our subsequent reactions
will also be cautiously phased
to prevent over-application of
force, Skillfully and patiently
applied, the process can hardly
fail to nourish a skirmish into
a major war,

“Moreover, after each care-
fully restrained excalation,
gradualism dictates a ‘pause,’
This ingenious strategem is in
effect a one-sided military re-
cess during which the enemy is
importuned to recalculate his
risks and contritely review his
indiscretions as his own de-
predations continue, T h e
‘pause’ occurring when the ag-
gressor’'s force has been at
least temporarily stalemated
by our military effort, actually
enables the enemy to recoup
his strength at his most vulner-
able moment, Thus rejuvena
ed by successive pauses, the

struggle continues and intensi-
fies,

“America’s laboratory for
testing the gradualism experi-
ment has been Vietnam, There
it has failed -- it has prolonged
and escalated the war, It has
permitted North Vietnam toac-
quire the weapons, suppliesand
training from the Soviet Union
and Communist China needed to
maintain and expand its war-
making capability and to with-
stand punishing attacks, It has
preserved the sanctuaries in
which the Communists can safe~
ly regroup and reinforce, It
has long delayed interdiction of
the flow of supplies to the
South, It has denied our own
military the strength and deci-
siveness the circumstances
have required ... America’'s
overwhelming power has been
fended off, not by the enemy,
but by our own hand,”’

President Eisenhower has
repeatedly voiced his opinion
that when a nation applies force
as we have in Vietnam, then the
force should be overwhelming,
We have the capability to apply
such force which we should know
by now is the only language the
Communists understand or
respect, It is long past time
that we did so,
