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UIL realignment means few 
changes for local schools

The biennial University Inter­
scholastic League realignment 
and reclassification  often 
m eans drastic changes for 
Texas high schools, moving 
them into new districts or, in 
•some cases, even changing the 
‘classification in which they par­
ticipate.
* Last week's announcement 
•from the governing body for 
Texas high school athletic and 
academ ic competition pro- 
'duced very little change for the 
four school districts in Callahan 
County.

Clyde will remain a Class 3A 
school and will again compete 
in a five-team district, only the 
Bulldogs will have two new dis­
trict opponents. Clyde was 
placed in District 7-3A along 
with Abilene Wylie, 
Breckenridge, Comanche and 
Sweetwater for the 2006-08 
school years.

While Baird and Cross Plains 
both remained in Class A, the 
Bears and Buffaloes will not be 
competing in the same district 
in football next fall. Baird was 
placed in the seven-team Dis­
trict 15-A, along with Albany, 
Hamlin, Roby, Roscoe, Rotan 
and Winters.

Cross Plains will also be in a 
seven-team district. The Buffa­
loes will compete in District 12- 
A in football, along with 
DeLeon, Gorman, Perrin-Whitt, 
Ranger, Santo and Tolar^

Baird and Cross Plains will be 
in the same district for basket­
ball, however. And they will be 
joined by Eula. District 10-A, 
Division 1 for basketball will 
have five teams, including Al­
bany, Baird, Eula Cross Plains 
and Winters.

"As far as basketball is con­
cerned , nothing m uch 
changed," said Mark Young, 
the Baird boys' basketball 
coach and boys' athletic coor­
dinator. "But football is going 
to be tough. It will be hard to get 
that second spot. And, if they 
take three (the OIL is consider­
ing adding a third playoff team 
from each district in Class A), it 
will still be tough. Albany and 
Roscoe are usually among the 
top teams in the region, and 
Rotan and Winters always have 
good athletes."

Class A includes high schools 
with enrollments between 100 
and 194.

Breckenridge and Comanche 
replaced Merkel and Snyder, 
which competed in District 4- 
3A with Clyde the past two 
years. Merkel dropped to Class 
2A, and Snyder was placed in 
District 3-3A, along with 
Andrews, Lamesa and Midland 
Greenwood.

New Clyde head football 
coach and athletic director 
Craig Slaughter, who has only 
been on the Job for several 
days, was not surprised by the 
changes.

"Not really," he said. "Before 
I took the job, I looked at a map.

There really weren't a whole lot 
of options. 1 thought if we 
added anyone it would have to 
be B reckenridge and Co­
manche."

The GIL created five four- 
team districts in Class 3A, so 
Slaughter was just happy to 
have five teams in the Bulldogs' 
new district.

"What a scheduling night­
mare that would be in every 
sport," he said of the four-team, 
districts. "Class 3A is by far the 
smallest division. It had 170 
schools. Every other division 
has over 200. With the popula­
tion in the Metroplex just blow­
ing up, 1 think we'll always be 
grouped with Wylie even 
though Wylie is a larger school. 
But I think we have potential for 
growth here."

Enrollment numbers for Class 
3A runs from 415 to 949. Clyde 
turned in 506. Wylie's enroll­
ment is 916.

Seven of the Bulldogs' 10 op­
ponents in football next fall 
made the playoffs in 2005. 
Slaughter said Clyde will play 
Ballinger, Graham, Bangs, 
Early, Vernon and Burkburnett 
in non-district games next fall. 
Burkburnett is dropping from 
Class 4A to 3A.

"We may have lost Snyder 
from our district, but every 
other team in the new district 
made the playoffs last year," he 
said. "We're going from the fire 
to the frying pan. You still have 
to be ready to roll."

Geneology is most interesting 
and takes a very large amount of 
work on your part to find and then 
gather together all the necessary 
documentation, i.e.; birth certifi­
cates marriage licence, death 
records, census reports, etc.

My mom's mother's name was 
Lillie Belle Meador. She was 
bom in Texas, but I don't know 
where her family came from. Her 
maiden name was Forbes. Her 
mother, who died at her birth, 
maiden name was Cates. Her 
father. Reverend Forbes was a 
circuit riding Baptist preacher.

To date, 
families and individuals who 
suffered damage from the re­
cent Texas Wildfires have been 
approved to receive more than 
$818,470 in assistance.

Recovery Services Summary

• 353 individuals have regis­
tered for Individual Assistance.

Inconvenient. Can’t afford it. 
Too busy. Boss won’t give me 
time off from work.

A summons for jury duty — 
the invitation to participate in a 
cornerstone of democracy that 
people in most countries can 
only dream about- too often 
inspires only excuses.

Studies have found that one of 
the greatest barriers to serving 
on a jury is economic. People 
simply can’t afford to take time 
off work- in many cases without 
pay - for the grand sum of $6 per 
day. That doesn’t pay for court­
house parking and a sandwich 
for lunch, much less make a 
dent in the monthly rent or utility 
bill.

But Texas lawmakers are of­
fering a helping hand. On Jan. 
1, a new law. Senate Bill 1704, 
increased juror pay from $6 to a 
minimum of $40 per day after 
the first day of service- a 500- 
plus percent increase. The new 
provision, long recommended 
by the Texas Supreme Court 
and various legal organizations, 
should take some of the eco­
nomic sting out of jury service.

Too busy? Most of us have 
many demands on our time, 
and that’s showing up in declin­
ing jury participation. In Texas’ 
largest counties, almost three- 
fourths of all those called for 
jury service simply don’t show 
up.

Yet our highest elected leaders 
have found time to serve.

Recently, President Bush said 
he intends to answer a jury sum-, 
mons from McLennan County, 
where his Crawford ranch is lo­
cated . And Texas Governor Rick 
Perry reported to the Travis 
County courthouse in 2002 when 
called for a municipal trial.

Barb's Cues

INTERESTING FACTS
FROM HISTORY (ORIGIN 

OF SOME OF OUR 
COMMON SAYINGS)

In George Washington’s days, 
there were no cameras. One’s 
image was either sculpted or 
painted. Some paintings of 
George Washington showed him 
standing behind a desk with one 
arm behind his back while oth­
ers showed both arms and both 
legs. Prices charged by painters 
were not based on how many 
people were to be painted but 
how many limbs were to be 
painted. Arms and legs are 
“limbs”, therefore painting them 
would cost the buyer more. 
Hence the expression, “Okay, 
but it’ll cost you and arm and a 
leg.”

As incredible as it sounds, men 
and women took baths only 
twice a year (May and October)! 
Women kept their hair covered, 
while men shaved their heads 
because of lice and bugs and 
wore wigs. Wealthy men could 
afford good wigs made from 
wool. They couldn’t wash the 
wigs so to clean them they would 
carve out a loaf of bread, put the 
wig in the shell and bake for 30 
minutes. The heat would make 
the big and fluffy, hence the 
term “big wig." Today, we often 
use the term "here comes the 
Big Wig" because somebody

appears to be or is powerful and 
wealthy.

In the late 1700's, many houses 
consisted of a large room with 
only one chair. Commonly, a 
long, wide board folded down 
from the wall and was used for 
dining. The ‘head of the house­
hold’ always sat in the chair 
while everyone else ate sitting 
on the floor. Occasionally a 
guest, who was usually a man, 
would be invited to sit in this 
chair during a meal. To sit in the 
chair meant you were important 
and in charge. They called the 
one sitting in the chair "chair 
man." Today, in business, we 
use the expression or title "Chair­
man" or "Chairman of the 
Board."

Personal hygiene left much 
room for improvement. As a 
result, many women and men 
developed acne scars by adult­
hood. The women would spread 
bee's wax over their facial skin 
to smooth out their complex­
ions. When they were speaking 
to each other, if a woman began 
to stare at another woman's face, 
she was told to "mind your own 
bee's wax." Should a woman 
smile, the wax would crack, 
hence the term "crack a smile." 
In addition, when they sat too 
close to the fire, the wax would 
melt, therefore the expression 
"losing face."

Ladies wore corsets, which 
would lace up the front. A proper 
and dignified woman, as in 
"straight laced" wore a tightly 
tied lace.

Common entertainment in­
cluded playing cards. However, 
there was a tax levied when pur­
chasing playing cards but only 
applicable to the "Ace of 
Spades." To avoid paying the 
tax, people would purchase 51 
cards instead. Yet, since most 
games require 52 cards, these 
people were thought to be stu­
pid or dumb because they were 
not "playing with a full deck."

Early politicians required feed­
back from the public to deter­
mine what the people consid­
ered important. Since there were 
no telephones, TVs or radios, 
the politicians sent their assis­
tants to local taverns, pubs and 
bars. They were told to go "sip 
some ale" and listen to people's 
conversations and political con­
cerns. Many assistants were dis­
patched at different times. "You 
go sip here" and "You go sip 
there." The two words “go sip” 
were eventually combined when 
referring to the local opinion and 
thus we have the term "gossip."

At local taverns, pubs and 
bars, people drank from pint or 
quart-sized containers. A bar 
maid’s job was to keep an eye 
on the customers and keep the 
drinks coming. She had to pay 
close attention and remember 
who was drinking in "pints" and 
who was drinking "quarts," 
hence the term "minding your 
P’s and Q’s."

spite many pressing demands 
highlights the importance of citi­
zen participation in preserving 
the rule of law in our democratic 
system. They recognize that our 
judicial system will not work if 
the jury box is empty.

Our founders treasured the jury 
trial, along with voting, as the 
two great pillars of citizen con­
trol over government. Jefferson 
described the system as “the 
only anchor ever yet imagined 
by man by which a government 
can be held to the principles of 
its constitution. “ In the 19th 
century, de T oqueville observed; 
“The institution of the jury . . . 
places the real direction of soci­
ety in the hands of the governed 
. . . and not that of the govern­
ment.”

The Texas Constitution has two 
separate guarantees of the right 
to a jury trial. Texas jurors de­
cide not only guilt or innocence, 
but assess punishment as well. 
They decide more types of civil 
disputes than jurors in most 
states. If your life and property 
were at stake, you’d want the 
best possible jury, not just the 
best that could be obtained 
among the one in four citizens 
who bothered to show up.

We talk a lot about how to get 
and keep good judges in Texas’ 
but good juries are just as im­
portant. When large numbers of 
people avoid jury service, we all 
suffer. Obviously, the plaintiffs 
and defendants in a particular 
lawsuit need good jurors. But 
the entire public depends on a 
strong, honest jury pool to ren­
der verdicts that keep us safe, 
secure and prosperous.

At a time when our soldiers are 
risking their lives in foreign lands, 
the least we can do for our coun­
try is to sacrifice a little time and 
money to keep our justice sys­
tem strong. Let’s each resolve to ’ 
make answering the call to jury 
service a New Year’s resolutions 
for 2006.
