Man With Ties to Cross Plains

Writes His

Editor's Note: Cleve Wiese, a
graduate journalism student at
New York University (NYU),
wrote this story after visiting
Cross  Plains in the days
following the fire. He is the son of
Larry and Patricia (better known
as Sissy Barr) Wiese and the
grandson of the late Clara Nell
Spencer.

CROSS PLAINS, TX—Hollis
Sherrell recalled fighting the
flames with a garden hose as they
approached his back yard. Fmally
realizing the futility of this
defense, he climbed in his old
pickup and, with the tank of pure
oxygen he relies on to breathe
situated in the seat next to him,
made his way along a once
peaceful country lane turned
tunnel-of-fire.

"Boy, I told that truck, you
better keep running because if
you don't, me and you both are
sunk," he said.

When, despite overpowering
heat and blinding smoke, he
finally made it to relative safety,
he said he noticed something
forgotten in the pickup-bed: an
open container of gasoline.

Stories of death-defying heroics
and miraculous escapes like
Sherrell's have abounded in
Cross Plains in the days since
devastating wildfires wreaked
havoc on the quiet community on
Dec. 27, destroying (according to
Red Cross estimates) 116 homes
and killing two people.

Immediately after the fire, the
town looked like a war zone.
Random details sporadically
leapt out from scenes of general
destruction: a strand of Christmas
lights dangling from a caved-in

carport, a pair of charred bicycles
neatly laid in front of a gutted
house, a blackened cross rescuec
from the rubble of the destroyed
Methodist Church. The pastures
along Highway 36, where the fire
began, had turned to seas of black
dotted by gray piles of ash—once
hay bales.

But, even then, the predominate
mood in the town seemed to be
one of hope, even gratitude. A
sign in front of one local church
read, "Lord, as bad as itis, it could
have been so much worse. We are
thankful."

In Connie Kirkham's main
street beauty shop, just three days
after her home was destroyed,
Mary Jones wanted to talk about
the one thing she'd miraculously

.recovered: her pet. Atherjobasa

cashier in the local grocery
store, mere hours after leaving
her house had burned, Jones
happened to overhear a city

worker mention a dog saved near
Jones's property and sleeping in
his truck. She immediately closed
her register, despite a line of
customers, and went outside to
verify the good news. The dog
was hers.

"We thought she'd died in the
fire because it came so fast," she
said. "We call her the little
miracle dog."

Ed Duncan, standing in front of
the home he'd saved with a garden
hose, casually recounted the
death-defying extraction of a keg
of black powder from a burning
shed filled with firearms.

"(My son) sprayed me with
water while I went in there to get
it," he said, "I knew it'd blow
out our windows and probably
our neighbor's too."

Take on the Wildfire

Insurance company represen-
tatives were a common sight
around town in the days
following the fire. Some,
emotions  overriding official
capacity, were clearly over-
whelmed by the carnage before
them.

"Our insurance man cried
today," said one resident.

But not everyone could rely on
insurance policies to help them
recover.

"I'd just guess probably 30
percent of (the fire victims) didn't
have any insurance," said Rolan
Jones, Justice of the Peace.
"Some of them had insurance but
not enough to cover lossds, and
some of the ones I've talked to
were well insured."

For many, West Texas culture
and the idea of insurance
inherently clash.

"Some people don't believe in
insurance," said Jones. "You
have to give them a ticket every
time you see them driving."

The Cross Plains United Fire
Relief Fund was set up in the days
following the fire through the
Texas Heritage Bank to assist
these and other fire victims left
with little or nothing.

But some things can't be
replaced. Sherrell said his wife,
an artists, lost about 50 original
paintings. They lost their cat. He

lost his gun collection and a
number of family heirlooms,
including an old butter mold.

"It's made a million pounds of
butter," Sherrell said. "I got up
that morning played with that
cat, drank some coffee. Didn't
have any idea what was going to
happen that day."

CHIP, Medicaid provide quality
care for low-income children

Good deals are hard to come
by. If you're raising children
who don't have health insur-
ance,. Children's Medicaid or
the Children's Health Insurance
Program (CHIP) may be one of
those good deals you've been
looking for.

"These programs are de-
signed to meet the needs of
low-income Texas families who
cannot afford health insurance
for their children," says Texas
Health and Human Services
Executive Commissioner
Albert Hawkins. "Parents want
their children to have access to
quality medical care .
Children's Medicaid and CHIP
make that goal a reality for
many families struggling to
make ends meet."

The two programs provide
coverage for-children in families
who earn up to 200 percent of
the federal poverty level. That's
$38,700 a year for a family of
four.

A family's enrollment fees for
CHIP are based on income and
range from no fee to $50 every

six months. That's quite the
bargain when the average cost
of private health insurance for
Texas families exceeds $900.
per month:

Children's Medicaid and CHIP
currently provide coverage to
one out of every three children
in Texas, cover pre-existing
conditions and offer a choice of
doctors. Services include doc-
tor visits, immunizations, hos-
pital care, surgery, X-rays,
physical, speech and occupa-
tional therapies, prescription
drugs, vision services, emer-
gency services and transplants.

Families don't need to deter-
mine which program they may
qualify for. Once an applica-
tion is submitted, the state will
review the information to see if
the family qualifies for either
CHIP or Children's Medicaid.

Assistance is available in
English and Spanish from 8:00
a.m. to 8:00 p.m.

USDA ceases taking new grasslands
reserve program applications

(Baird, TX) - March 7, 2006 -
USDA announced Farm Service
Agency (FSA) and Natural Re-
source Conservation Service
(NRCS) offices are no longer
taking applications for its Grass-
land Reserve Program (GRP) due
to lack of funding, announced
Robert Frost, County Executive
Director for.the Name County

ESA

Reauthorized in the Farm Se-
curity and Rural Investment Act
of 2002 (Farm Bill), GRP is a
voluntary program that provides
financial and technical assis-
tance to landowners and opera-
tors for the preservation and
conservation of the nation’s
grasslands. GRP enrollment per-
mits common grazing practices,
haying, mowing, or harvesting
for seed production from the
grassland, subject to certain re-
strictions.

“The Agricultural Appropria-
tions Act of 2006 did not include
additional funding for GRP,” said
Frost. “There is currently an ex-
isting backlog of GRP applica-
tions in every state.”

States have been asked to
retain all unfunded GRP applica-
tions.

Over $78.2 million was allo-
cated, nationally, to the pro-
gram in Fiscal Year 2005, which
runs from Oct. 1, 2004, through
Sept. 30, 2005. Of these funds,
Texas received $8.9 million in
GRP funds.

The Farm Service Agency,
Natural Resources Conservation
Service and Forest Service work
together to coordinate imple-
mentation of GRP, which helps
landowners restore and protect
grassland, ‘rangeland,
pastureland, shrubland and cer-
tain other lands and provides
assistance for rehabilitating
grasslands.

Third, be patient with
yourself. Demanding that you
stop acting, feeling or thinking in
a certain way will not just make
the stress and grief reaction go
away. Different people will work
through this at different rates of
speed and in different ways.
There is no cookie cutter
approach for dealing with stress
and grief.

One of the most important

steps after acknowledging and
accepting that you are going
through a stress and grief reaction
is to allow yourself to admit that
you are hurting. Rather than try to
escape the emotional pain, you
can then began to work through
the pain. Whether you choose to
or not, you will have to fact the
loss that you have experienced.
Stress, grief and trauma make a
very firm statement by saying

"pay me now or pay me later". In
other words, if youdon't deal with
the symptoms now, they won't
just go away. You will have to
deal with them eventually,
however, "eventually" may
mean youdevelop PTSD, making
the symptoms far more difficult
to resolve.

You all have to make some very
difficult choices, and the choices
you make will either empower
you or disempower you. One way
you can keep yourself in stress
and grief is to keep asking your-
self over and over, "Why did this
happen?" This side of heaven you
nor I may never know why. Con-
tinuously dwelling on the "why"
will do little more than drain you
and those around you of emo-
tional reserves and physical en-
ergy.

One thing many have been
forced to do since the fires is to
work extra long hard hours. This
is a time when you need to make
sure you get plenty of rest and
eat nutritionally. This may mean
going to bed an hour earlier and
reducing caffeine, nicotine, sugar
or alcohol intake. Typically,
when someone is stressed, they
increase caffeine, nicotine, sugar
or alcohol intake, all of which
have the ability to reduce the ef-
fectiveness of the immune
making us more
vulnerable to becoming ill.

For adults, getting back into a
normal routine and keeping that
routine is  very helpful. For
children especially, routines help
them feel safer and makes their
world become more predictable
again.  The bottom line is
routines allow children to be able
to predict what will be happening
and being able to do so creates a
stable home environment where
children feel secure and nurtured.

As a result of the fires, changes
have occurred and will continue
todo so. How you introduce these
changes into your life will make a
huge difference in how easily
you transition. When possible,
especially families with children,
introduce changes a little slower
rather than all at once. Also, the
children will only be as excited as
their parents are about change. If
you growl at the mention of
change, don't get upset with your
children if they growl at change,
too. Changes are only as bad as
our attitude.

When it comes to coping
effectively, attitude is every-
thing. If you allow yourself to get
down in the mully grubs, thinking
or saying, "we'll never get over
this", or "now we'll never be able
o...." Or "what else can go
wrong". Then you are undermin-
ing your coping skills Yes, the
fires were bad. Yes, many people
lost a great deal. However, know
that you will survive this. It may
not look good right now and it
sure doesn't feel good, but you are
a SURVIVOR and have it within
yourself to make it through this,
especially if you allow others to
reach out to you. Accept your
feelings as part of the normal
stress and grief reaction, how-
ever, you need not allow your

feelings to control your life.
