Wm "Success Maker" 
Be a Success for 
Cross Plains I.S.D.???

When the Cross Plains School 
Board met in its regular session 
on September 25th, all agreed 
that Homecoming 2006 was a 
great success, but weren't too sure 
about the "Success Maker" 
software. The idea of 'pooling' 
sick days surfaced. Unsupervised 
children attending athletic 
events drew discussion and 
Superintendent Tennison's 
evaluation form was evaluated.

* Commitment to using the soft­
ware program, "Success Maker", 
an interactive program that helps 
in preparing students to under­
stand and score higher on the 
TAKS (Texas Assessment 
Knowledge Skills) test was 
discussed at length.

Elementary and Jr. High 
Principal, Margie Sowell stated 
that the teachers want to look at it 
more 'in-depth' before deciding to 
approve it exclusively. She added 
that, "Some, but not all of the 
teachers have had a chance to see 
and work with it." Kim Crockett 
said that she had spoken with 4 
teachers and they said that they 
all liked it.

Sowell added that a Lab-Aid 
will have to be there to help the 
kids with the program, because 
students will be using it everyday 
for about 15-25 minutes each.

Crockett asked, "Why not use it 
now and also look into another 
program?" Sowell went on to 
explain that there were different 
options to using and purchasing 
the program. Prices are based on 
how many people are licenced to 
use it, if there are site licences, 
and other issues. She said that she 
personally likes it, but some of the 
teachers just aren't ready yet to 
commit to this particular 
software.

As discussion went on. Board 
President, Scott Childress stated
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that if the teachers want it, then 
the board is ready and willing to 
help. "If the group likes it, we'll 
get it, " he added, "but if they 
don't, they need to come back to 
us and let us know." It was 
brought out that time is ticking on 
and the school year is already 
going by without a decision being 
made on what software will be 
used for the students.

Finally it was decided that this 
be tabled until more teachers 
have had the opportunity to 
evaluate the program. It was 
strongly suggested that a decision 
be made by the October meeting.

*There was dialog over the 
possibility of a sick leave 'pool' 
program for employees, where 
sick days could be shared. For 
example, if one teacher had used 
all of theirs up, another teacher 
could 'give' them one or two. As 
debate over this went on, the 
possibility of it being misused 
came to light and there was the 
chance that discrimination could 
be perceived. It was decided that 
due to potential problems, this 
could not be approved. Teachers 
are allowed 5 sick days per 
calendar year.

*Safety Rules for Cross Plains 
Athletic events were discussed. It 
seems that there are re-occuring 
incidents where children under 
the age of 12 years old are being 
dropped off, or are coming by 
themselves to athletic events 
unsupervised. There will be 
letters sent out to parents alerting 
them of the problem and request­
ing their cooperation in handling 
this.

*The school suffered damage a 
few months back in the amount of 
about $1,100.00. There was a 
discussion about purchasing 
different types of security equip­
ment to deter vandalism. At this 
time, no decision was made on the 
exact way to proceed with this 
matter.

♦Superintendent Jackie Tenni- 
son was asked about the progress 
on the venture with the City 
leasing the softball field. He 
stated that he has the lease and is 
now waiting for City Secretary, 
Debbie Gosnell to get back to 
him.

♦Mr. Tennison's evaluation is 
coming up at the end of 2005. It 
was decided that this time there 
would be 8 performance goals

C ity Rem inds 
C itizens o f 
Junked V ehicle 
O rdinance

The City of Cross Plains would 
like to remind its citizens that the 
city has adopted an ordinance 
regulating the keeping of junked 
vehicles that are located in any 
place whereThey are readily vis­
ible from a public place or public 
right-of-way.

The ordinance states that such 
vehicles are detrimental to the 
safety and welfare of the general 
public, reduce the value of private 
property, invite vandalism, create 
fire hazards and constitute an 
unattractive nuisance creating a 
hazard to the health and safety of 
its citizens and are considered 
a public nuisance.

Therefore, the city council re­
quests that its citizens remove 
any junked vehicles from their 
property or to completely enclose 
the vehicle within a building 
where it is not visible from the 
street or other public or private 
property, or maintain the vehicle 
in such a manner that they do not 
constitute a health hazard and are 
screened from ordinary public 
view by means of a fence.

If the citizens do not comply 
with the ordinance, the city will 
have the vehicle removed from 
the property at the owner's 
expense.

Commissioner table purchase 
of portable water tanks

Callahan County Commission­
ers tabled a request to purchase 
portable water tanks for the 
county volunteer fire depart­
ments during the commission­
ers' court meeting held Monday, 
September 25th at the County 
Courthouse in Baird.

According to County Judge 
Roger Corn, the item was tabled 
because no price quote has yet 
to be given on the purchase of 
the water tanks.

The portable water tanks would 
be used throughout Callahan 
County to battle brush and grass 
fires without having to transport 
water from far away to battle 
large brush fires.

Judge Corn stated the Calla­
han County Sheriff's Department 
has seized a trailer through a 
drug bust in the county and the 
Sheriff's Department said the 
trailer could be used to hold the 
portable water tanks and would 
be stored in Baird when not in 
use.

Judge Corn said the item would 
come up before the commis­
sioners' court at its next meeting 
in October.

"Life and Staying W arm "

With w inter coming on, 
thoughts seem to turn to staying 
warm, etc. It mostly isn't too hard 
these days with central heat and 
air in most homes, department 
stores, churches and schools. 
Most automobiles have heat and 
cool. However, in looking back 
to when I was a small child age 3 
to 5 years old, our parents had to 
use a little bit of ingenuity and a 
lot of hard work to get us all 
warm and keep us warm. 
Whereas now you only have to 
switch on the electric blanket to 
get the bed warm and then to keep 
everyone warm throughout the 
night to achieve somewhat the 
same degree of warmth as T.L.C.

We didn't have a fireplace then, 
so at night mother would heat 
bricks on her kitchen stove, then 
wrap them in towels and put them 
to our feet in the bed. Sometimes 
she would use two old flat irons 
wrapped in towels for warming 
our feet. Later Mama was able to 
buy an electric iron. Then at night 
she just had to plug the iron in and 
get it hot then when it got hot she 
unplugged it, wrapped it in the 
towels and put it our feet.

The old flat irons were those 
black ones that were really 
heavy. There was only one handle 
that you clipped onto the iron 
base. When the iron cooled, you

took off the handle and clipped it 
to the hot one. You kept this up 
until you finished ironing. There 
might be 3 or 4 irons and one 
handle. We had to learn how to 
iron with those before she would 
let us use the electric iron.

I remember it was so cold in the 
winter that most of the girls wore 
their pajama bottoms and their 
slacks or overalls over the p.j.'s. 
Sometimes we wore two pair of 
socks, too.

One of the houses we rented 
didn't have a cook stove in the 
kitchen. Some mornings we had 
cereal and milk for breakfast. But 
on school days Mama got up real 
early and made a campfire in the 
backyard. She cooked Daddy and 
her some hot coffee.

Ann and I would make and bake 
biscuits, cook eggs and bacon. On 
Friday mornings Mama would 
build that fire and cook oatmeal 
and toast. Oatmeal really warms 
you up and it lasted a long time.

On Monday mornings she 
usually coolced hot chocolate, 
buttered toast and boiled eggs. 
After you ate your eggs you could 
cut your toast into 4 squares then 
dunk it in your hot chocolate and 
pop it right into your mouth. It 
tasted exactly like a chocolate 
doughnut.

Another hot breakfast treat was 
half a bacon sandwich toasted 
and a bowl of cream of wheat. 
Those kind of breakfasts warm 
you heart and soul as well as your 
stomach. Nothing feels quite like 
the old times.

1 
promised myself that when 1 got 
out of the Army, I'd never stand 
in another line."

GOOD NEWS—The Court of 
Appeals for Veterans claims 
recently made a very important 
d e c i s i o n  in HAAS vs 
NICHO LSON t h a t  VA 
regulations defining who had 
service in Vietnam for the 
purpose of establishing a 
presumption to exposure to 
herbicides (e.g. Agent Orange) 
w e r e  t o o  r e s t r i c t i v e .  
Consequent ly ,  those  who 
served in Thailand, Laos, and 
Cambodia or on Navy ships off 
the coast of Vietnam MAY be 
eligible for service-connection 
of certain cancers, including 
lung and prostate cancer, as 
well as Type 2 Diabetes.

FOR NOW, all those who 
received a Vietnam Service 
Medal meet the requirements 
for "service in the Republic of 
Vietnam". This would include 
not only those who served on 
board "blue water" Navy ships 
off the coast of Vietnam, but 
also those who received the 
VSM for service in Thailand, 
Cambodia and Laos, those who 
flew high level missions over 
Vietnam and so on. Veterans 
who were previously denied 
se r v ic e -c o n n ec t io n  for a 
presumptive disability should 
reopen their claim with VA. 
Those who have a presumptive 
d i s a b i l i t y  s h o u l d  a p p l y  
immedia te ly  for service-  
connection.

Texas Forest Service
A historic fire season:
Fires that raged across Texas 

beginning December 27, 2005, 
burned more than 450 homes 
and 1,260 outbuildings. Some 
communities were literally 
devastated, including Cross 
Plains, which lost 116 homes. 
Ringgold , population 100, lost 
32 homes. Kokomo, a tiny 
community in Eastland County, 
basically no longer exists.

The fires left the same nagging 
question firefighters have 
worked to answer for years: 
Why did some homes bum while 
others remained unscathed? The 
answers this time were not 
always clear. Stone houses with 
metal roofs burned. Brick homes 
burned, while adjacent mobile 
homes were left standing. What 
really made the difference?

Texas Forest Service set out to 
answer that question with a case 
study on stmcture loss. In East- 
land County, three fires merged 
into one, the Carbon Fire, which 
ran for 35 miles, destroying 41 
homes and leaving the commu­
nity of Kokomo with just one 
structure standing. The Airport 
Fire, caused by a downed power 
line, burned across the runways at 
the Mineral Wells Airport, forc­
ing single engine air tanker pilots 
to abort their takeoffs. That fire 
destroyed seven homes. Justice 
Jones, who was coordinating the 
case study, served as information 
officer on the Airport Fire and 
saw homes going up in flames.

"The most surprising thing to 
me is that stone and brick homes 
with metal roofs were burning— 
homes that at first glance fire­
fighters would classify as low 
risk," Jones says. "In this case, it 
was not the 50-foot wall of flames 
destroying the home—it was 
flames from one- or two-inch tall 
grass. It was truly an example of 
the home only being as strong as 
its weakest link."

What were the weakest links? 
Primarily the culprits were wood 
porches with no screening 
underneath, cedar posts and 
landscape timbers. Most of the 
losses occurred in areas with 
minimal amounts of vegetative 
fuels.

"Almost every loss was 
associated with conduction from 
firebrands entering open areas 
like attic vents, eaves and soffits 
or radiant heat from short grass 
igniting combustible material on 
or adjacent to the home such as 
wooden decks or landscaping 
timbers," he adds.

Another factor came into play. 
After a 15-to 20-inch rainfall 
deficit over much of Texas, the 
vegetation was not the only dry 
fuel available to bum. The fact 
that two-story homes burned 
down to a mere foot of debris 
proved the wood framing, decks, 
fences and landscape timbers all 
had critically low fuel moisture 
and were very susceptible to fire.

How the assessments were 
conducted:

The case study involved using 
the reverse home assessment 
methodology to evaluate 100

homes that burned on six differ­
ent fires. The fires had strong 
similarities—most occurred in 
grass or light bmsh fuel models. 
Most of the homes studied were 
site-built, made from a variety of 
materials.

"Decks were a common theme," 
Jones says, "One-inch tall grass 
can carry fire to anything ignit- 
able under a deck, particularly 
other fine fuels, such as dead 
leaves that tend to gather under 
unscreened decks. Damaged but 
not destroyed homes, whether 
due to construction material or 
suppression action, were the most 
telling," Jones says, "When more 
evidence was still standing, it was 
easier to determine the weakest 
point. The homes that were 
reduced to rubble took more 
investigation, so we put in
practice the reverse home
assessment methodology."

Reverse home assessment is a 
description of the process for 
determining the most probable 
cause of a home's ignition during 
a wildfire event. It is basically 
conducting a home assessment in 
reverse by looking at the compo­
sition of building materials, as 
well as the vegetation, landscap­
ing and fire behavior. The team 
worked backwards to determine 
the most likely cause of ignition. 

Lessons learned 
Early on in the study, it became 

apparent that the defensible space 
message to the general public 
could be tweaked. Roofs are 
obviously the most susceptible to 
firebrands, but they are also a 
high-ticket item to retrofit.

"We saw several homes with 
metal roofs bum to the ground," 
Jones says. "When a homeowner 
thinks he has to replace his roof 
to be Firewise, he might be 
discouraged because of the cost.
From what we saw, there are 
several steps people can take that 
are much less costly, and 
sometimes just as effective."

One such fix is l/8th inch wire 
mesh screening that can be used 
under decks and in attic vents to 
keep firebrands from entering the 
structure. Another step is clearing 
any vegetation away from 
wooden decks or fences.

Firefighters recalled that decks 
and landscaping timbers were of­
ten the ignition point to the 
houses. Once the decks or 
porches ignited, the homes were 
gone in a matter of minutes.

"From a suppression stand­
point, many of the homes lost 
were in part due to the sheer num­
ber of homes igniting over a short 
period of time—there simply 
were not enough tmcks to protect 
every house," Jones says. "From a 
mitigation standpoint, many 
losses could have been prevented 
if appropriate preventive 
measures had occurred before 
the fires struck."

The case study proved it is often 
the simplest measures that make 
the difference in whether or not 
a home survives a wildfire. 
According to Jones, encouraging 
homeowners to focus on the 
nuances that can make a home 
vulnerable will be the key in 
preventing future losses.

"Before this study, I would tell
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homeowners to upgrade their 
roofs from a class B to class A 
material, which can cost tens of 
thousands of dollars. Now, I 
focus on the things that have the 
biggest impact for the least 
expense," Jones says. "For 
example, surrounding the first 
few feet around a home with river 
rock or enclosing a wooden deck 
with wire screening, can have a 
huge impact on a home's 
survivability in a wildfire 
situation with minimal cost to me 
homeowner.

A Refined Focus
According to Rich Gray, TFS 

urban wildland interface state co­
ordinator, UWI messages in 
Texas and nationally have 
leaned toward the obvious at-risk 
areas—heavy timber or brush en­
croaching on communities, not 
the communities surrounded by 
prairies.

"One of the key triggers we no­
ticed is that while we normally 
see our major interface losses in 
heavier fuel types, that is not the 
case in Texas," Gray says. "The 
majority of the losses we saw this 
winter were in light, flashy fuels. 
Some of the things we found 
about structure ignitibility is that 
it is not always the ember showers 
that ignite the homes. In this grass 
fuel type, it's just as important to 
focus on structure ignitibility

from a flaming front, not neces­
sarily a 200-foot one, but a 6- or 8-  ̂
foot flaming front of a grassfire."

Gray adds that grassfires are 
dangerous for other reasons as 
well.

"What compounds the urban 
wildland interface concerns with 
grassfires is that they grow large 
so quickly you do not have time 
for planning evacuations or struc­
ture triage hours or days in ad­
vance like you do in timber fires," 
he says. "Planning long before a 
fire threatens is the key. Once a 
grassfire is looming, you have 
moments, not days to take action 
or evacuate."

The Ringgold Fire, which 
burned primarily in grass and 
mesquite in North Texas, was a 
perfect example. While it started 
several miles outside of town, it 
bore down on the community be­
fore the fire departments had a 
chance to make a stand against it. 
The fire was moving 400 to 
600 feet per minute, and even 
highway breaks did little to slow 
it down. "Fires on our prairie 
lands have just as many losses as 
the areas with heavier concentra­
tions of fuels, and we need to. 
continue to emphasize that mes­
sage to the public, including local 
officials and emergency manag­
ers," Gray adds.
