Follow
the recommended maintenance
schedule in your owner’s manual
and have your vehicle checked
out if you detect any unusual
sounds, smells or vibrations.

Tip: Lighten your load. Extra
weight requires extra fuel, so if
there’s anything in your trunk or
cargo area that you don’t need,
take it out and store it in your
garage or basement.

Tip: Be efficient with a warm
engine. A cold engine (one that
hasn’t been started for many
hours) is less fuel-efficient than
a warm one.

Tip: Shop around. Most gas
stations carry the same quality
fuel, so as long as you're al-
ready on the road, keep an eye
out for the lowest price.

AUSTIN - Attorney General
Greg Abbott today reached a
settlement with an automobile
credit insurance company that
unlawfully withheld insurance
premiums from more than
12,000 Texans who paid off
their vehicle loans early. With
today's agreement, the Office
of the Attorney General has
now settled with eight out of
the nine auto credit insurance
companies it has investigated
for similar practices.

Under the terms of today's
settlement, Universal
Underwriters Life Insurance
Co. agreed to refund insurance
premiums worth $2.4 million to
Texas policyholders whose
loans terminated between
2002 and 2006. The company
also will pay $125,000 in
attorneys' fees to the state.

Texas Attorney General’s
court-filed agreement with
Universal Underwriters Life
Insurance Co.

The Overland Park, Kan.,
company sold policies that
were intended to cover vehicle
payments in the event the
borrower died or became
disabled. Customers who
bought single-premium
policies paid for the insurance

.in a lump sum, typically when

they purchased their vehicles.
The full cost of the credit
insurance policy was bundled
into the buyer's vehicle loan
and the coverage period lasted
through the term of the vehicle
loan, in some cases as long as

'six years.

Under the Texas Insurance
Code, Universal Underwriters
was obligated to refund the
insurance premiums’'
unearned portion to those
customers who paid off their
loans early. The company,
however, retained the
unearned premiums in some
cases. .

Of the original nine
companies against whom the
OAG took legal action, only
one case, against Resource

'Life Insurance Co., remains

pending.

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Wind turbines responsible for
higher tax values in County

Callahan County's taxing enti-
ties reported higher tax values
compared to 2007, except for
the City of Clyde.

Callahan Country Appraisal
District Chief Appraiser Bun
Barry provided 2008 property
tax values for Callahan County,
the cities of Clyde, Baird and
Putnam and the Clyde, Baird,
Cross Plains and Eula school
districts.

Barry reported Callahan
County's tax values for 2008
were $475,698,720, up
$43,898,462 over 2007 tax val-
ues. He said the majority of the
tax value increase in the County
was due to $35 million in wind
turbines located inside the
county's boundaries. He said
the Lone Star Wind Farm built
27 new wind turbines in the
county. "That's something we
hadn't gotten in the county until
this year," Barry said of the wind
turbine values put on the tax
rolls.

Barry said because of House
Bill 1010, Callahan County only
provides property tax values for
those taxing entities located in-
side the county's boundaries.
He said because of the House
Bill, Clyde CISD, Eula ISD and
Cross Plains ISD property tax
values are different than the pre-
vious year. He said Clyde CISD
taxing boundaries are located
inside Callahan, Shackelford,
Taylor and Jones counties.
Cross Plains ISD includes prop-
erties inside Callahan, Eastland
and Brown County. Eula ISD is
situated inside Callahan and
Taylor counties.

Barry said the City of Baird
listed property taxes of
$38,919,445, up $984,545 over
2007 tax values.

He said Baird ISD listed prop-
erty taxable values of

$92,971,510 in 2008, up
$6,968,642. He said $3.5 mil-
lion of Baird's increase in prop-
erty tax values is due to new
construction. Barry said the Lone
Star Wind Farm had seven wind
turbines constructed inside Baird
school district's boundaries this
year.

The chief appraiser reported
the City of Putnam listed prop-
erty tax values of $1,918,020
this year, an increase of $5,000
over 2007 tax values.

Barry reported the City of Clyde
listed property tax values of
$98,706,547 this year. He said
the City of Clyde's taxable value
is down $4,658,623 from 2007
values due to a problem with the
certified tax values from the pre-
vious year. Barry said there were
two businesses that did not no-
tify his office they would protest
their value until after he certified
the taxrolls for the City of Clyde.

Barry reported Clyde CISD had
taxable values in Callahan
County's  boundary of
$173,481,870. Barry said last
year, Clyde CISD's total taxable
value was in the neighborhood
of $290 million. Barry said be-
cause of HB 1010, he only gets
the school district's values in-
side the county.

Barry reported Eula ISD re-
ported taxable values of
$88,993,530. He said EulaISD's
values included $17 million for
some 11 wind turbines inside
the Eula school district's bound-
aries.

Barry reported oil values in
2008 were $68 a barrel, up only
$8 from the previous year. Barry
did say if oil prices remain high

throughout the year, a barrel of
oil in Callahan County will be
taxed at over $100 a barrel.
Barry said the price of natural
gas was valued at $8.10 this

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Disaster Assistance Available
for Small Businesses

Small, nonfarm businesses in
23 Texas counties may now
apply for low-interest disaster
loans from the U.S. Small
Business Administration
(SBA). These disaster loans
offset economic losses because
of reduced revenues caused by
adverse weather in the primary
counties, announced Alfred E.
Judd, Director of SBA's
Disaster Field Operations
Center-West.

Small businesses in the
following primary and
neighboring counties may
apply for working capital loans
to offset economic losses that
are attributable to the impact of
the following weather
conditions on the incident dates
in each disaster:

Primary Counties: Briscoe
and Lynn; Neighboring
counties: Armstrong, Borden,
Crosby, Dawson, Donley,
Floyd, Garza, Hall, Hockley,
Lubbock, Motley, Swisher and
Terry; Incident Type: Drought,
Incident Date: 01-01-2008:

Deadline: 03-16-2009.
Primary Counties: Callahan,
Fisher, Haskell, Nolan,

Shackelford, Stonewall and
Taylor. Incident Type: Hail.
Incident Date: 04/23/2008.
Deadline: 02-24-2009.

Small businesses and most
private, non-profit
organizations of any size may
qualify for Economic Injury
Disaster Loads (EIDLs) of up to
$2 million to help meet financial
obligations and operating

expenses which could have
been met had the disaster not
occurred. "Eligibility for these
loans based on the financial
impact of the disaster only and
not on any actual property
damage. Theses loans have an
interest rate of 4%, a maximum
term of 30 years, and are
restricted to small businesses
without the financial ability to
offset the adverse impact
without hardship,: Judd said.
By law, SBA makes EIDLs
available when the d.S.
Secretary of Agriculture
designates and agricultural
disaster. Secretary Ed Schafer
declared these disasters at the
request of Governor Rick Perry.
Businesses primarily engaged
in farming or ranching are not
eligible for SBA disaster
assistance. Agricultural
enterprises should contact the
Farm Service Agency (FSA)
about the U.S. Department of
Agriculture (USDA) assistance
made available by the
Secretary's declaration.
However, in drought disasters
nurseries are eligible for SBA
disaster assistance.

This Week in Texas History

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Peacemakers wait for Comanches to decide their fate

AUGUST 6 - 12, 2008

It was pins-and-needles time
for three white peacemakers
on Aug. 10, 1843, as they
waited for the Comanche
council to decide whether they
lived or died.

Making amends with the
western tribes was a top
priority for Sam Houston at the
start of his second presidency.
But in the bitter aftermath of
his predecessor's ethnic-
cleansing policy, bringing
peace to the frontier would be
almost as hard as whipping
Santa Anna.

Mirabeau Lamar pursued his
goal of an Indian-free Republic
with a fanatical zeal that
alienated even friendly tribes.
The bloody eviction of the
Cherokees in 1839 followed
the next year by thé Council
House Fight, the hand-to-
hand combat in a San Antonio
meeting hall that claimed the
lives of 35 Comanches and
seven Texans, poisoned red
and white relations.

Realizing the first move was
up to him, President Houston
planned an historic peace
conference at Birds Fort, a
Ranger station in the middle of
the modern Metroplex. To
extend the invitations he chose
three young commissioners:
Capt. Joseph C. Eldridge, a 25
year old New Yorker fluent in
many Indian dialects; Thomas
Torrey, 24, who ran a trading
post with his brothers north of
present-day Waco; and
Hamilton Prioleau Bee, the 21
year old son of a prominent
politician.

The trio set out in March 1843
with several Delawares, who
volunteered to act as
mediators. From a camp near
the three forks of the Trinity
River, the go-betweens fanned
out to round up
representatives of nine small
clans. The Waco, Anadarko,
Towdash, Caddo, Kichai,
Bidai, Tehuacano, Baluxe and
lone tribes all consented to the
Birds Fort pow-wow.

The search for the

Comanches, who never stayed
in one place for long, took
more than a month. But the
Delawares finally found them
and guided the Texans to the
nomads' main village.

Although the emissaries did
not expect the red-carpet
treatment from  the
Comanches, they were
surprised by the sullen
reception. Capt. Eldridge tried
to warm up their ice-cold hosts
by explaining the purpose of
the unusual visit.

"Why should you ask us to be
friends when our chiefs, who
went to San Antonio to make
peace with the whites, were all
killed?" retorted an angry
warrior. "We will not make
peace with you now butkill you
all and even up the score."

However, as the
apprehensive Texans were
relieved to learn, no one dared
harm a hair on their heads
without permission from the
principal chief, who was away
on tribal business. Until his
return, they were advised for
their own safety not to set foot
outside their tent.

Pahayuca appeared on Aug.
9, 1843 and called a council for
the next dawn. The three
Texans were barred from the
gathering, but their Indian
companions were allowed to
attend as observers.

The elder statesman
patiently listened to the views
of the assembly. The younger
chiefs without exception
demanded death for the
intruders in retaliation for the
bloodshed three years earlier
in San Antonio.

After much prodding from
the anxious Texans, the
Delawares admitted the
debate definitely was not
going their way. They resisted
the temptation to make a run
forit because, as Hamilton Bee
recalled years later, "We would
have been followed and
recaptured and put to an
ignominious death."

Of the three only Joseph

Eldridge never gave up hope.
"When an Indian delays
action," he optimistically
noted, "there is a chance he
will reverse his opinion."

The great debate ended at
noon. Seated in the center of
a giant circle, Pahayuca
considered the complicated
question in complete silence.
No one moved a muscle nor
made a sound for four long
hours.

Rising to his feet at last,
Pahayuca addressed the
council. "The slaughter of our
chiefs at San Antonio was a
great crime, but we should not
commit a greater one. This we
would do were we to kill these
men. These men came to us
bearing a white flag, an
emblem of peace. The Great
Spirit will never look down
upon the Comanche with favor
if we dye this flag with their

" blood."

The principal chief's
persuasive pitch made the
difference. The fate of the
Texans was put to a vote
according to Comanche
custom, and the majority ruled
in favor of mercy.

But Pahayuca's equally
eloquent appeal on behalf of
the peace talks fell on deaf
ears. In a rare display of
defiance, the chiefs voted to
boycott the Birds Fort
conference and to remain at
war with the Lone Star
Republic.

Eldridge, Torrey and Bee
quietly slipped away after the
second show of hands. The
three peacemakers were
happy to escape the
Comanches' clutches but
knew full well that other
Texans would not be so lucky.

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- Nature conservancy of Texas urges parents
. to take their kids outdoors this summer

With the arrival of the summer
holidays, The Nature Conser-
vancy of Texas reminds parents
across the state that children
who play outdoors and spend
time in nature are happier and
healthier. A growing body of
research shows that children
throughout the developed world
are spending far less time out-
doors than ever before, with
potential consequences for child-
hood health and fitness issues.

“The overuse of electronic
forms of entertainment can have
adverse effects on the physical
and emotional health of our chil-
dren if they don’t balance those
sedentary activities by spending
adequate time playing out-
doors,” said Dr. Joseph
Goldzieher, a retired San Anto-
nio endocrinologist and long-
time member of The Nature Con-
servancy.

“For example, rampant child-
hood obesity, caused in part by
inactivity, is a major contributor
to the rise of both juvenile and
adult-onset diabetes in children,
and this has been a troubling
and growing problem in Texas
in recent years.”

Dr. Goldzieher adds that in
addition to being less active and
prone to obesity, children of the
digital age who don’t spend time
enjoying and playing in nature
may display higher levels of
stress, reduced ability to con-
centrate and less aptitude for
creative problem solving - a non-
scientific, social condition
dubbed “nature-deficit disorder”
by journalist Richard Louv in his
popular book, “Last Child in the
Woods.”

“Now that summer is here and
children are out of school, par-
 ents need to redouble their ef-
i forts to get their young ones
s outside to play in nature,” Dr.
i Goldzieher said. “It will improve
» both their physical and mental
~ health. Even if families are un-

able to take extended outdoor

trips this summer, simple ac-

tivities such as taking kids to a

local park or a hike near their

home on a regular basis will
! make a world of difference.”
i Ongoing research supported
¢ by The Nature Conservancy, by
. professors Oliver Pergams, as-
, sistant professor of biological
' studies at the University of Illi-

nois at Chicago, and Patricia
Zardiac, a fellow with the Envi-
ronmental Leadership Program,
point to a dramatic decrease in
camping, backpacking, fishing,
hiking, hunting and visits to
public parks in recent years.
Their studies suggest that since
1981, nature-related activities
have declined between 18 per-
cent and 25 percent, with a per
capita decline in nature recre-
ation of between 1 and 1.3 per-
cent per year.

“Nearly everyone I talk to who
supports wildlife conservation
fondly recalls a love and appre-
ciation for nature he or she de-
veloped as a child,” said Jeff
Francell, director of land and
water protection for The Nature
Conservancy of Texas, and the
father of two daughters, ages 4
and 6.

“If we lose our connection to
the natural world, we’ll lose our
understanding of the source of
our food, our clean water and
our clean air,” said Francell, who
is based in Austin. “Over gen-
erations, without a personal
awareness of what nature pro-

vides, we are not likely to feel

compelled or even to understand
how to protect it.”

Anna Sweeden, a Nature Con-
servancy staff member based in
San Antonio, is determined to
gether 15-year-old son, Garrett,
outdoors as often as possible,
but adds he does enjoy nature
on a regular basis.

“Sure, my son plays video
games, he uses a computer and
he watches TV. | want him to be
comfortable with modern tech-
nology,” she said. “But it is cru-
cial that he also spends time in
nature, whether that happens in
our yard, in the park down the
street or in one of our state
parks.

We’re blessed to live in a coun-
try setting, and we also love to
spend time at Padre Island Na-
tional Seashore, where he can
walk on the beach instead of a
sidewalk, enjoy the ocean air,
see birds and fish.

“Getting out in nature gives
him the exercise he has to have
for his health, and it also lets him
experience a world that was not
made by man. This broadens
his outlook, and | think it makes
him a more peaceful person,”
she added.

Dr. Goldzieher said his per-
sonal experience illustrates how
exposure to nature early in life
can profoundly affect one’s view
of the world.

“Summer camping as a pre-
teen and teenager was a life-
changing experience for me,”
he said.

“To walk with a naturalist, and
to identify plants, flowers, liz-
ards, birds - and start a list! - was
the most fun of all. To go on
hikes and ‘leave nothing but
your footprint’ was my introduc-
tion to environmental conserva-
tion. To sleep outdoors and hear
all the noises was scary until |
learned what each sound meant.
Waking up to hear the birds is as
good as it gets.”

Developing a n;ore skilled workforce in Texas

. AUSTIN - A Message from
Texas Workforce Commission
(TWC) Chairman Tom Pauken:

The world is not the same as it
was in the 1950s when 60 per-
cent of jobs could be filled with
unskilled workers. Today, 80
percent of high-growth, high-
demand jobs require some edu-
cation beyond high school. Re-
search has shown students are
not preparing for skills needed
in today’s workplace.

Texas has been very success-
fulin job creation and attracting
companies to our state in recent
years. One area where we need
to show more progress, how-
ever, is in aligning career and
technology education with what
isneeded in the workforce. With-
out more skilled workers, we will
be unable to maintain the rate of
job growth we have seen over
the past several years in Texas.
An important requirement of
employers seeking to relocate
or expand their businesses is the
availability of a skilled workforce,
We must be able to supply work-
ers on the employers’ timelines
in order to remain competitive in
attracting jobs to our state.

Unfortunately, the Texas
Workforce Commission contin-
ues to hear from employers that
students are not learning the
skills necessary for a modern
economy. These employers are
not alone in their opinions. Ac-
cording to a survey conducted
by Hart Research Associates and
Public Opinion Strategies, col-
lege instructors report that 42
percent of entering freshmen are
unprepared for college work, and
employers-estimate that 45 per-
cent of recent high school gradu-
ates lack necessary skills. These
perspectives are shared by the
high school graduates them-
selves: 35 percent of college
students say that they gradu-
ated from high school with large
gaps in basic academic skills,
and 39 percent of high school
graduates entering the workforce
report such gaps.

There is an objective basis for
these concerns. A study of Texas
high school graduates taking

the ACT in 2004 found only 18
percent had the foundational
skills for coliege and work. In
addition to learning the basics,
students must also develop good
analytical skills. Employers re-
port that such applied skills as
critical thinking, teamwork, and
effective .communication are
essential to the preparation for
today’s workplace. For some
occupations, these applied skills
are even more important than
basic or specific technical skills
that can be gained on the job.
Therefore, it is critical that our
young people know how to learn
on their own and how to analyze
issues, identify solutions and
develop recommendations for
solving problems.

Employers are especially con-
cerned about the broken link
between educational institutions
at all levels and the businesses
that employ their graduates.
While one can make the argu-
ment that Texas is doing a

reasonably good job of pro-
ducing the quantity of four-year
degrees, there is a huge mis-
match between the areas

of study and the jobs being
created. As Tom Luce of the
Ud.S. Department of Education
pointed out in a recent column
in the Austin American-States-
man, “America now graduates
more sports exercise majors than
electrical engineers,” adding that
“there were twice as many phys-
ics graduates in 1956 as in
2004.”

But our real deficit is in the
number of two-year technical
degrees Texas produces. Em-
ployers tell us that their greatest
needs can be met through qual-
ity high school education fol-
lowed by associate degrees or
advanced certification pro-
grams.

Right now, the message par-
ents are hearing is that their

children have to get at least a
bachelor’s degree in order to
obtain well-paying jobs. We have
to work with parents and guid-
ance counselorsto educate them
about the jobs being created
and all of the potential career
pathways, including good op-
tions requiring fewer than four
years of college.

A case in point is one of Gov.
Rick Perry’s major economic
development initiatives — the
Texas Energy Cluster. This
Texas Industry Cluster Initiative
encourages skills training for
good-paying jobs in the follow-
ing areas: oil and gas explora-
tion and production, power gen-
eration, mining, power trans-
mission, and renewable energy
sources, such as wind, bio-fuel,
solar and geothermal energy.
This cluster added 85,465 jobs
from 2004 to 2007, but many of
the technical professionals in the
cluster are approaching retire-
ment. The energy industry, as
well as other high-skill, high-
wage industries, willlose as many
as half of its professional talent
over the next five to 10 years as
baby boomers retire.

Unless we can align career and
technology education with what
is needed in the workforce, we
will simply not be able to realize
the vast potential of the Texas
Energy Cluster or other high-
growth sectors.

In order to make the best use
of our state resources, | believe
that our education system should
make a shift to one that is mar-
ket-driven and takes into ac-
count the skills needed by em-
ployers.

Attorney General Abbott Files New Action Against
Four Drug Companies For Inflating Drug Prices

Drug-pricing scheme

exploited Medicaid program,
..enriched participants

AUSTIN - Texas Attorney
General Greg Abbott today
charged several generic drug
manufacturers with reporting
false, inflated drug prices to the
Texas Medicaid program.

Today's enforcement action
names the following
defendants: Watson/Schein
Pharmaceuticals Inc. of
California; Alpharma Inc. of

New Jersey; Par
Pharmaceutical Inc. of New
Jersey; and Barr

Pharmaceuticals Inc. of New
York.

Texas Attorney General's
lawsuit against Alpharma Inc.,
Barr Pharmaceuticals Inc., et
al.

Under state and federal law,
drug manufacturers must
inform the Medicaid program
about their products' sales
prices. This reporting
requirement includes pricing
schemes the manufacturers
offer to a variety of providers,
including pharmacies,
wholesalers and distributors.
The Texas Medicaid program
uses this pricing information to
estimate the amount Medicaid
pharmacy providers pay to
acquire the drug
manufacturers' products.

Pharmacies bill the state-run,
taxpayer-funded program- for

these. costs, plus. prescription _Medical Inc. of Pennsylvania

dispensing fees, and Medicaid
reimburses them based on the
manufacturer-reported pricing
information.

Because of the
manufacturers' falsely
reported prices, Medicaid
reimbursed pharmacies at
vastly inflated rates. The
resulting windfall profits, which
date back to the early 1990s,
unlawfully induced
pharmacies and other
providers to purchase the
defendants' products.

Today's enforcement action
began with a sealed
whistleblower lawsuit that was
filed by home-infusion
pharmacy Ven-a-Care of the
Florida Keys Inc. Acting on
similar information from Ven-
a-Care, the Attorney General
has taken action against
numerous defendants for
launching similar drug-pricing
schemes. Among these are
Schering-Plough/Warrick
Pharmaceuticals in May 2004
($27 million); Dey Inc. in June
2003 ($18.5 million);
Boehringer Ingelheim/Roxane
Laboratories in November
2005 ($10 million); and Baxter
Healthcare Corp. in June 2006
($8.5 million).

and Abbott Laboratories Inc. of
lllinois remain pending.

The Attorney General's
enforcement action reflects a
continuing crackdown on
waste, fraud and abuse in the
Medicaid system. In 2006
alone, the Texas Medicaid
program cost more than $17
billion. To save taxpayer
dollars, Attorney General
Abbott has dramatically
expanded both the Civil
Medicaid Fraud Section and
the Medicaid Fraud Control
Unit. Since Attorney General
Abbott took office, the civiland
criminal Medicaid fraud
sections have recovered more
than $200 million.

With the passage of
amendments to the Texas
Medicaid Fraud Prevention Act
in 1997, the Texas Legislature
paved the way for
whistleblower lawsuits
involving industry insiders,
such as Ven-a-Care. Under the
law, whistleblowers may be
eligible for a percentage of
damages recovered.'To obtain
more information about the
Attorney General's efforts to
fight Medicaid fraud, access
the agency's Web site at
www.texasattorneygeneral.gov.
