Callahan County Nutrition Board Requests 
Additional Operation Funds for Senior Citizen's Center

Tuesday, August 12th, there was 
a public hearing of the Cross 
Plains City Council.

Mary Alice Smith met with the 
Council to explain the two 
resolutions that are on the agenda 
for the purpose of applying for 
CDBG Funds for a Planning and 
Community Development Grant. 
There were no questions from the 
public. Ms. Smith also advised the 
council that she would need a 
“Certificate of Water Rates” form, 
signed by the Mayor, and she 
would get Gosnell the needed 
information.

With no further discussion, 
Jerry Cassle moved to adjourn. 
Bob Kirkham seconded and the 
motion carried.

All members of the council 
and City Administrator Debbie

Gosnell were present. Council­
man Edwin Weiss was absent due 
to illness. Members of the public 
were Era Lee Hanke, Gene 
D illard, Katy Dunn, Julene 
Franke, Mert Swofford, and Kim 
Lambert, a representative for the 
Cross Plains Review.

At 6:30 p.m., the regular 
meeting of the City Council 
convened.

Katy Dunn, Callahan County 
Nutrition Project Director, 
discussed the need for additional 
funds for the operation of the 
Cross Plains Senior Citizens 
Center. Ms. Dunn commented 
that she understands that 
everyone wants more money, 
but that with the rising cost of 
fuel as well as all the other 
expenses, they ju st cannot 
continue to come to Cross Plains 
to deliver the meals without 
extra money to cover the added

expenses.
A discussion was held about the 

current and future expenses of the 
operation. A comparison was 
made of the funds received from 
the cities that benefit from the 
operation, and Ms. Dunn 
requested that the City of Cross 
Plains begin paying as much as 
the City of Clyde, despite the 
fact that the City of Clyde’s 
population is almost double that 
of Cross Plains. The City of Cross 
Plains is currently paying $500, 
and the City of Clyde pays 
$854.17.

Mileage from Clyde to Cross 
Plains is 68 miles daily and 
averages $100 per week in fuel. 
85,000 miles are on the van and 
$2,200 was recently spent on 
repairs. The need to replace the 
van in the near future is imminent.

Ms. Dunn explained that there 
must be vents placed over the

freezers in the van and she has 
received a bid for $4,600.

Income for the Cross Plains 
Senior Citizen’s Center is $7,000 
annually, and that is for 
congregate meals only.

The Council was given a 
deadline of September 1,2008, 
for their decision, so the contracts 
can be worked out in a timely 
fashion. A lengthy discussion was 
held concerning fund-raisers, 
available grants, ordered but un­
used meals, and other ways of 
cutting costs. Ms. Dunn stated' 
that the City would be eligible for 
the state and federal grants if they 
decide to operate the center 
themselves. She also stated that 
she would be glad to help in 
any way with paperwork or 
information that may be needed.

Mayor Purvis asked Julene 
Franke, Nutrition Board Member,

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Drunk driving is on the rise in Texas 
Thousands of law enforcement officers 
joining Labor Day crackdown

HOUSTON—Federal, state and 
local transportation officials ral­
lied at Texas Southern Univer­
sity Thursday, August 7th to 
call attention to the growing 
problem of drunk driving in Har­
ris County and across the state.

The Texas Departm ent of 
Transportation (TxDOT and the 
National Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration NHTSA) joined 
Mothers Against Drunk Driving, 
local law enforcement and other 
community leaders to weigh al­
ternatives for combating drunk 
driving, which is on the rise in 
Texas.

.Texas continues to lead the 
nation in drunk driving traffic 
fatalities. During 2006, 1,354 
motorists in Texas died in alco­
hol-impaired crashes where the 
driver had a blood or breath 
alcohol concentration of .08 or 
higher—up 34 deaths from the

previous year. Despite improve­
ments during 2006, an average 
of 17 motorists per month died 
in alcohol-related traffic crashes 
in Harris County.

The meeting precedes the na­
tional drunk driving crackdown 
planned for the two weeks lead­
ing up to this year's Labor Day 
holiday.

TxDOT officials announced 
today that thousands of state 
troopers and local law enforce­
ment will be stepping up en­
forcement of the state's DWl 
laws between August 15th and 
September 1 St. Last year, 3,979 
drunk drivers were arrested dur­
ing the two-week crackdown, 
up more than 700 arrests from 
the prior year. Preliminary data 
indicates 168 people died in al­
cohol-related traffic crashes in 
Texas during August and Sep­
tember last year.

"Our Drink. Drive. Go to Jail 
campaign reminds motorists that 
if they drink and drive this Labor 
Day holiday, they will get ar­
rested. Our goal is simple: to 
prevent alcohol-related crashes, 
which saves lives and prevents 
injuries," said Carlos Lopez, 
TxDOT's director of traffic op­
erations. "Stay out of trouble 
and don't get behind the wheel if 
you've been drinking."

Convicted first-time DWl of­
fenders can pay a fine of up to 
$2,000, lose their driver's license 
for as long as a year, and serve 
180 days in jail.

Safety officials say other costs 
associated with a drunk driving 
arrest and conviction can add 
up to more than $10,000 for 
bail, legal fees, court appear­
ances, court-ordered classes and 
vehicle insurance increases and 
other expenses.

Young Austin gets mixed up with shady character
, AUGUST 20 - 26, 2008

When the two men parted on 
Aug. 26, 1822, Stephen F. 
Austin asked Gen. Arthur G. 
Wavell to act on his behalf 
while in England.

^  Austin went to Mexico City in

V Arkansas assumed the visit 
.would be short and sweet since 
: sympathetic officials already 
had confirm ed  the  legal 
standing of his claim.

‘ The stranger soon learned 
the foreign capital functioned

C om passion was out of 
character for Gen. Arthur 
Goodall Wavell, a professional 
soldier who traveled the world 
selling his services to the 
highest bidder. But Austin 
impressed him, to use the 
Scot's own words, as "a man of

resolved to render him all the 
assistance in my power."
, Wavell also made a strong 
im p re s s io n  on A u s t in ,  
undoubtedly dazzled by the 
older man's thrilling tales of 

‘d is ta n t  b a t t le f ie ld s  an d  
international intrigue. Though 

"̂‘only eight years A ustin 's 
^senior, Wavell had fought 

under four flags including 
fpreat Britain, Spain, Chile and 
newly independent Mexico.

„ As a brigadier general in the 
^Mexican military, Wavell was 

In a position to cut through the 
fed tape. In addition to his 
E x p e r t a d v ic e  a n d  
indispensable introductions, 
the generous general also gave 
his destitute guest a place to

sleep and spending money.
Wavell was sent to England in 

August 1822 as a special 
envoy to secure diplomatic 
re c o g n it io n  of M exican  
independence. Before his 
departure, Austin provided 
him with th e  n e c e s sa ry  
docum ents to serve as his 
agent. It was a token of his 
gratitude as well as an attempt 
to attract British investment in 
the colonization of Mexico's 
northernmost province.

Wavell did not return for two 
long years, and by then Austin 
h a d  g a in e d  an  A n g lo - 
Americari foothold in Texas. 
Although the two never again 
laid eyes on each other, they 
stayed in touch through a 
r a th e r  o n e - s id e d
correspondence.

Wavell wrote on a regular 
basis, while Austin's replies 
were few and far between. For 
the busy empressario, letters 
were a luxury he rarely could 
afford.

There was another reason the 
m e rc en a ry 's  long-w inded  
monologues went unanswered 
for months at a time. Austin 
was perplexed by Wavell's 
repeated attem pts to take 
cred it for the su ccessfu l 
settlement of Texas and his 
ridiculous insistence that they 
were partners.

Failing to pressure Austin 
into giving him a piece of his 
action, Wavell applied for a 
grant of his own. The petition 
was approved in 1826, and he 
hired Ben Milam to recruit 
residents for the sizable strip 
along the Red River.

Nothing ever came of the 
Wavell Colony. Milam had 
trouble contacting his elusive 
b o s s ,  w h o se  M ex ica n  
employment was terminated in 
1833, and eventually dropped 
the project in favor of the 
struggle for Independence.

When Gen. Wavell checked 
on  th e  s t a t u s  o f h is  
uninhabited grant in 1837, 
Milam and Austin were dead 
and Texas was a sovereign 
nation. The Republic had 
voided all land grants issued 
by the previous regime and

ig n o re d  h is  p le a s  fo r 
compensation.

Wavell received more bad 
news in 1841. A survey of the 
Red River revealed that the 
easte rn  end of his g ran t 
e x te n d e d  b e y o n d  th e  
boundary  of T exas, and 
Arkansas was understandably 
opposed to parting with any 
portion of its territory.

After annexation, Wavell 
decided once more to request 
restitution for his confiscated 
land. In his first intelligent 
move in years, he retained the 
illustrious Ashbel Smith -  
former surgeon general of the 
T e x a s  A rm y, en v o y  to  
E ngland and F rance and 
secretary of state -  to plead his 
case.

Smith informed his client in 
F eb ru a ry  1853 th a t th e  
months of persuasive arm- 
twisting were about to pay off. 
He p re d ic te d  th e  s ta te  
legislature would pass a bill in 
the next session that would 
permit Wavell to seek redress 
in the Texas courts.

T h e  o v e r ly  o p t im is t ic  
forecast missed the mark by 
three long years. However, in 
October 1856 Smith was able 
to notify Wavell that the final 
obstacle to the long-delayed 
lawsuit had been removed at 
last.

Ironically, the distinguished 
Texan never heard another 
word from the globe-trotting 
general. Ashbel Smith could 
only conclude that, after three 
uneventful decades, Wavell 
had lost interest in the matter.

The s tra n g e  silen ce  of 
Stephen F. Austin's "silent 
partner" remains an unsolved 
mystery of Texas history. 
Maybe, just m aybe, Gen. 
Wavell realized in the end that 
T ex as did no t owe ^him 
anything after all.

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Fire chief to request more 
county funding to Ciyde 
Voiunteer Fire Department

Callahan County Commission­
ers will soon receive a letter from 
the Clyde Volunteer Fire De­
partment Fire Chief requesting 
the county increase funding to 
the department.

At the Tuesday, August 12th 
Clyde City Council meeting held 
to conduct a budget workshop 
for the city's 2008-2009 fiscal 
year, Clyde Mayor Dustin Hawk 
asked Clyde Volunteer Fire 
Department's Fire Chief Billy 
Dezern to send a letter from the 
local fire department asking the 
county to fund a portion of two 
new fire brush trucks being con­
sidered for purchase soon.

The discussion of the lack of 
county funding for the fire de­
partment came up during the 
city council's discussion of the 
fire department's budget.

Dezern, who also serves as a 
Clyde City Councilman, brought 
up the fire department's budget 
to include funding for a feasibil­
ity study for the new Emergency 
Services Facility being planned 
for city-owned property located 
near the new Clyde FM 604 
overpass. Dezern said he had 
talked to Jacob & Martin Engi­
neer Randall Scott about the 
cost to perform the feasibility 
study and Scott said the study 
would cost about $28,000. 
Dezern said the fire department 
is in favor of using some of the 
department's revenue to get this 
process started. Dezern said the 
fire department and Clyde Eco­
nomic Development Corpora­
tion could each pay half of the 
funding for the study and if a 
proposed bond election passes 
to fund the Emergency Services 
Facility, the two entities could 
be paid back with some of the 
bond money.

"We need to move forward to 
utilize the property we already 
have," Councilman Dezern said.

Councilman Dezern told the 
city council members the fire 
department would soon pay off 
the new rescue fire truck and the 
department is proposing to pur­
chase two new brush fire trucks 
to replace two current brush 
trucks. The projected cost of 
one new brush fire truck is be­
tween $85,000 and $90,000.

During discussion of the pur­
chase of two new brush fire 
trucks. Mayor Dustin Hawk 
asked Councilman Dezern how 
many fire calls the fire depart­
ment receives that are located 
outside the city limits of Clyde 
and Councilman Dezern said 68 
percent of all calls are outside 
the city limits of Clyde. Mayor 
Hawk questioned why the City 
of Clyde is funding $131,000 for 
the fire department and Calla­
han County provides $600 an­
nually ($50 per month).

"The county is getting a free 
ride," Mayor Hawk said. Mayor 
Hawk said he personally feels 
the citizens of Clyde should pay 
to help fund fire calls outside the 
city limits.

"I agree," Councilman Dezern 
said. However Dezern said be­
cause the fire department is also 
funded by donations from resi­
dents not only inside the city 
limits, but outside the city limits, 
the fire department will continue 
to fight fire outside the city lim­
its. "The citizens of the county 
contribute greatly to the fire de­
partment," Councilman Dezern 
said. He said donations to the 
fire department vary each year 
based upon the number of grass 
fires, but the department receives 
about $14,000 annually in do­
nations.

Councilman Rodger Brown 
agreed with Mayor Hawk, say­
ing, "I'm 100 percent behind 
you (Mayor Hawk)." Council­
man Brown went on to say, 
'What do you do, not fight fires 
in the county."

Councilman Dezern said he's 
open to any ideas the city coun­
cil might have in persuading the 
county to fund the local fire 
department more. Councilman 
Dezern said as long as he's fire 
chief, the fire department will 
continue to battle fires outside 
the city limits. "1 don't want to 
hurt the citizens of life and prop­
erty. 1 don't have an answer for 
it. I'm open to suggestions."

Councilman Brown said he's 
compassionate about the issue 
and knows the fire department 
is not going to withhold fire pro­
tection for county residents. 
Councilman Brown said the citi­
zens of Clyde should not be 
providing revenue to the county.

Councilman Jim Rector, who 
also serves as a director for the 
Citizens Emergency Medical 
Service, said the Citizens EMS 
has been battling with the county 
commissioners over the subsidy 
for the ambulance service. "The 
EMS has been fighting this since 
April," Councilman Rector said.

Councilman Dezern said the 
two new brush fire trucks are 
needed  to get the brush 
firefighting equipment more 
modern. He said one of the cur­
rent brush trucks was out of 
commission for one month to 
get it fixed. Councilman Dezern 
also said the department needs 
to go with more modern equip­
ment that has seat belts for all 
the personnel. He said the goal 
is to get seat belts in all the 
department's trucks and the 
department can't do that in all 
the current vehicles.

Mayor Hawk said the topic of 
the discrepancy in funding the 
fire department can go on past 
tonight. "We need a County­
wide solution," Mayor Hawk said.

Mayor Hawk said he's talked 
with Taylor County's Judge 
about how that county funds 
fire departments and the Taylor 
County Judge said the county 
has 14 fire departments they 
fund annually.

Councilman Dezern said be­
cause the fire department takes 
donations in the county, the fire

department can't leave people 
without help. "We need to pro­
vide good service and to use 
good equipment," Dezern said.

Councilman Dezern said all the 
volunteerfire departments within 
Callahan County would love to 
see Clyde take the lead on the 
issue of funding the county fire 
departments.

When asked what other coun­
ties do to fund volunteer fire 
departments. Interim City Ad­
ministrator Olen Petty said while 
he was at Hopkins County, the 
county voters approved a fire 
district for the county with a 
county fire chief. Petty said that 
would be the only way to take it 
out of the city's and county's 
hands.

Councilman Dezern voiced his 
opposition to such a solution 
saying that fire service would 
deteriorate. "I'm proud of the 
service we provide now," Coun­
cilman Dezern said.

Mayor Hawk suggested that 
someone sit down with the 
county to discuss funding for 
the local fire department.

Councilman Dezern said the 
two new brush fire trucks would 
be utilized for county and city 
residents.

The city council also discussed 
how the fire department is funded 
through the city's one-half of 
one percent sales tax. A ques­
tion was asked if the voters in­
tended to approve the one-half 
of one percent city sales tax, 
knowing the funding would pro­
vide fire protection inside and 
outside the city limits. Council­
man Dezern said voters in Clyde 
approved funding for the local 
fire department and he said the 
city can't have those funds go­
ing to either/or city or county 
equipment. Councilman Dezern 
said the fire department would 
then get into a situation asking 
where a certain piece of equip­
ment goes to a particular situa­
tion.

Councilman Rector said he 
feels every city council member 
is in support of the new Emer­
gency Services Facility. "The 
Citizens EMS is in the same shape 
(as the fire department)," Coun­
cilman Rector said. He said if the 
Citizens EMS loses the county's 
funding he doesn't see how the 
EMS could continue to operate 
with funding only from the City 
of Clyde and City of Baird.

Mayor Hawk then asked Coun­
cilman Dezern if he would send 
a letter to the county commis­
sioners requesting more sub­
sidy for the fire department. 
Councilman Dezern said he 
would do that, however he would 
not threaten by denying fire pro­
tection outside the city limits.

Attheconclusion, Councilman 
Dezern said in the 30 years he's 
been associated with the Clyde 
Volunteer Fire Department, he's 
received not one complaint 
about going outside the city lim­
its to fight a fire.

Section 1: It is the policy of 
Callahan County to prohibit the 
use of excessive force by the law 
enforcement agencies within its 
Jurisdiction against any indi­
vidual engaged in nonviolent civil 
rights dem onstrations. The 
County also prohibits the physi­
cal barring of any entrance to, or 
exit from, such a facility within 
its Jurisdiction.

The City of Cross Plains' one 
percent city sales tax payments 
in 2008 are running just under 
two percent behind 2007 sales 
tax payments, according to the 
Texas State Comptroller's of­
fice.

Texas State Comptroller Su­
san Combs reported the city's 
sales tax payment on Friday, 
August 8th.

Cross Plains' 2008 sales tax 
payments for the year totalled 
$119,123.64, which is 1.73 
percent lower than  the 
$121,228.83 in sales tax rebate 
payments collected in 2007.

The payment to the city for 
August 2008 was $16,859.72, 
which is 1.42 percent higher 
than the $16,622.85 payment 
made in August 2007.

Texas Com ptroller Susan 
Combs today, Friday, August 
8th, said the state collected 
$1.8 billion in sales tax revenue 
in July, up 10.4 percent com­
pared to one year ago.

"Through July, fiscal 2008 
state sales tax collections are up 
6.5 percent," Combs said. "The 
Texas economy remains strong; 
however, we continue to moni­
tor the slower growth seen na­
tionally."

Combs sent $583.4 million in 
August sales tax allocations to 
local governments, up 9.2 per­
cent compared to August 2007. 
So far this calendar year, sales 
tax allocations to local govern­
ments are up 6.3 percent com­
pared to this time last year.

Combs sent sales tax payments 
of $393.1 million to Texas cities, 
up 8 percent compared to last 
August. Calendar year-to-date, 
city sales tax revenues surpass 
2007 by 5.4 percent. Sales tax 
payments of $35.3 million went 
to Texas counties, 13.9 percent 
higher than last August. So far 
in calendar year 2008, county 
sales tax allocations are up 7.3 
percent compared to last year.

In addition, $21.3 million in 
sales tax revenue went to 135 
special purpose taxing districts, 
2k-5 percent more than in Au­
gust 2007. Ten local transit sys­
tems received $133.5 million, 
up 9.9 percent compared to a 
year ago.

July state sales tax revenue 
and August allocations to local 
governments represent sales 
taxes collected in June by busi­
nesses that report sales taxes 
monthly, and sales taxes col­
lected in April, May and June by 
quarterly filers.

—The City of Baird reported 
that sales tax payments in 2008 
started the year 5.18 percent 
higher than the 2007 payments. 
The city has received 
$69,874.33 in 2008, while the 
2007 tax payments to the city 
totalled $66,429.45.

Baird's monthly payment for 
August 2008 was $10,100.23, 
which is 2.76 percent higher 
than the $9,828.17 payment 
made in August 2007.

—The 2008 sales tax pay­
ments in the City of Clyde are 
4.24 percent higher than the 
payments made to the city in
2007. The sales tax rebates for 
the City of Clyde have 
amounted to $318,234.91 in
2008. The 2007 payments to 
the city during the same pay­
m ent period were 
$305,270.67.

The City of Clyde's monthly 
payment for August 2008 was 
$46,171.26, which was 5.58 
p ercen t lower than  the 
$48,902.10 payment made in 
August 2007.

—The City of Putnam re­
ported the 2008 payments to 
the town totalled $10,065.67, 
up 7.75 percent from the 2007 
payments to the city in the 
amount of $9,341.57.

Putnam's tax payment for the 
month of August 2008 was 
$1,373.80, which was 11.54 
p ercen t h igher than  the 
$1,231.66 payment made in 
August 2007.

Countywide, sales tax pay­
ments for 2008 in Callahan 
County are up 2.99 percent 
ahead of the 2007 payments in 
the county. Callahan County 
towns received sales tax pay­

ments in 2008 amounting to 
$517,298.55 while the 2007 
payments to the county towns 
totalled $502,270.53.

The tax rebate in Callahan 
County for the month of August 
2008 was $74,505.01, which is 
2.71 percent lower than the 
$76,584.78 sales tax payments 
made in August 2007.

Merchants collect the state 
and local sales tax and send it 
to the Comptroller's office with 
their tax returns. The state 
keeps its 6 1/4% share and re­
turns the local one percent 
sales tax each month to the 
local governments. Cities and 
counties may levy a combined 
tax of up to two percer\jt above 
the state's sales tax.

Clyde b u sin esses collect 
2.00% including one percent for 
the City of Clyde, one-half of 
one percent for the Clyde Eco­
nomic Development Corpora­
tion and one half of one percent 
to reduce property taxes (Pro­
ceeds to benefit the Clyde Vol­
unteer Fire Department.)

Cross Plains collects 1.75% in 
local sales taxes, of which 1.00 
percent is allocated to the city 
and 0.75% is allocated for eco­
nomic developm ent in the 
town.

Baird collects 1.50% in local 
sales tax of which 1.00% is allo­
cated to the city and 0.50% 
allocated to the community's 
economic development corpo­
ration.

Putnam collects 1.00% in lo­
cal sales tax of which all 1.00 
percent is allocated to the city.

All local sales taxes must be 
approved by local voters and 
may be used for any legal city 
or county expenses. Most areas 
put the money in their General 
Fund and use it for normal op­
erations like fire fighting, main­
taining roads and law enforce­
ment, the Comptroller said. 
Some cities use up to an addi­
tional one percent city sales tax 
to help fund local economic 
development and to  reduce 
property taxes.

Callahan County lottery retailers 
big drop in sales in 2007

With the price of gas well over 
the cost of a Texas lottery ticket, 
lottery sales in Callahan County 
fell over $500,000, according to 
Texas Lottery officials.

Lottery sales in Callahan 
County totalled $2,109,431 in 
the 2006-2007 fiscal year which 
ended in August 2007. That to­
tal was over $500,000 lower than 
the $2,675,079 reported in lot­
tery sales in the 2005-2006 fis­
cal year. The $2,109,431 in lot­
tery sales during the 2007 fiscal 
year, was the lowest yearly total 
since 2001, when $1,773,270

was sold throughout Callahan 
County.

Callahan County's highest-ever 
lottery sales fiscal year was in 
2004-2005 when $2,743,511 in 
lottery tickets were sold at the 
participating county retailers.

Thrifty's Food Mart, located in 
Clyde, was again the county's 
total selling retailer in the 2007 
fiscal year with $461,933 in to­
tal lottery sales. Thrifty's Food 
Mart has been Callahan County's 
top retailer in lottery sales for the 
past three years and five of the 
past nine years.

Challenge to m om ent of 
silence law "turns the First 
Amendment on its head"

DALLAS -  Texas Attorney 
G e n e r a l  G r e g  A b b o t t  
defended the right of Texas 
schoolchildren to begin each 
school day with the Pledge of 
Al legiance followed by a 
minute of silence to "reflect, 
pray, (or] meditate" before 
class. In a brief filed Friday with 
the G.S. Court of Appeals for 
the Fifth Circuit, Attorney 
General Abbott argued that 
Texas' m om ent of silence 
s t a t u t e  is e n t i r e l y  
constitutional. In January, a 
federal district judge rejected a 
N o r t h  T e x a s  c o u p l e ' s  
challenge to the law. Solicitor 
General Jam es Ho will appear 
before the appeals court on 
behalf of the state.

"T h e  U n i t e d  S t a t e s  
Constitution plainly protects 
young Texans' right to observe 
a moment of silence before 
s c h o o l  e a c h  m o r n i n g , "  
Attorney General Abbott said. 
"In an age where children are 
bombarded with distractions, 
beginning each school day 
with a moment of silence offers 
a w e l c o m e  m o m e n t  of 
thoughtful contemplation. The 
s ta te  of T exas will work 
diligently to defend the law and 
uphold the district court's 
decision, which ruled that 
Texas' m om ent of silence 
s t a t u t e  is e n t i r e l y  
constitutional."

The case, David Wallace 
Croft and Shannon Kristine 
Croft V . Governor of the State 
of Texas, Rick Perry, was 
appealed by the plaintiffs after

Judge  Barbara Lynn ruled 
against the couple. The Crofts' 
children are students in the 
Carroll ton-Farmers Branch 
Independent School District. 
On Friday, the court granted 
Attorney General Abbott 's  
motion to dismiss the school 
district from the appeal.

In 2 0 0 3 ,  t h e  T e x a s  
L e g i s l a t u r e  re v i se d  th e  
m o m e n t  of s i l ence  law, 
providing for the recitation of 
the pledge before the minute of 
silence and making clear that 
students may "pray" during 
this time. Legislators also 
amended the law to allow "any 
other silent activity that is not 
likely to interfere with or 
distract another student."

Under Texas law, the minute 
of silence immediately follows 
the Pledge of Allegiance. As 
the s ta te 's '^ rie f notes, "by 
providing a patriotic and 
contemplative context for the 
minute of silence. Senate Bill 
83 plainly serves secular rather 
than religious purposes." The 
state also asserts, "the purpose 
of these exercises is plain -  to 
foster patriotism and provide 
an opportunity for students to 
e n g a g e  in t h o u g h t f u l  
contemplation."

Solicitor General Ho added: 
"The plaintiffs' argument turns 
the First Amendment on its 
head. Their reasoning would 
c o n d e m n  an y  law t h a t  
p r e v e n t s  d i s c r i m i n a t i o n  
against religion by expressly 
protecting the right of students 
to "pray" -  including numerous 
federal and state laws that 
p ro tec t  s t u d e n t s  ag a in s t  
religious hostility."

Local Americans sought to 
help international students
Pacific Intercultural Exchange 

(P.I.E.), a non-profit organiza­
tion, is looking for local area 
representatives to match foreign- 
exchange students with host 
families in their own communi­
ties.

P.l.E. volunteer area represen­
tatives match students with host 
families by finding common in­
terests and lifestyles through an 
informal in-home meeting. Pro­
spective host families can re­
view student applications and 
select the perfect match. The 
representative will help enroll the 
students in a local school and 
maintain regular contact with 
the student, host family and 
national program.

“The exchange program fo­
cuses on breaking down mis­
conceptions between cultures 
through the medium of interna­
tional exchange,” says Elvia 
Meza, Director of Operations for 
P.l.E. American teenagers can 
also study abroad through Pa­
cific Intercultural Exchange.

The international students are 
between the ages of 15 and 18 
years and come from countries 
such as Iraq, South Korea, Ger­
many, Russia, Thailand, Brazil, 
Mexico, Pakistan, and many 
others. They bring their own 
spending money and speak 
English well enough to attend 
public high schools. Medical and 
accident coverage are provided 
through P.l.E. Host families only 
need provide a caring environ­
ment, room and daily meals.

As there are no “typical” host 
families, P.l.E. can fit a student 
into just about any situation, 
whether it is a single parent, a 
childless couple, a retired couple 
or a large family. Families who 
host for P.l.E. are not paid, but 
open their homes in order to 
experience other cultures and 
share experiences with students

from far-away lands.
The deadline to match stu­

dents with families is Aug. 31 
and families can select an inter­
national student based on hob­
bies and interests as well as 
gender. Family screening in­
cludes a background check, an 
in-home interview, and a verifi­
cation of personal references.

High school classes will start 
soon and interested parties must 
apply immediately.

Area Representatives are vol­
unteers, but receive certain cash 
rewards and incentives through­
out the school year. Families 
who host P.l.E. students are eli­
gible to claim a $50 charitable 
contribution deduction on their 
itemized tax returns for each 
month they host a student.
