Faithful Audience Meets
Author Mike Cox

A good-sized crowd mingled in
the Community Center last week,
enjoying refreshments and
visiting with author Mike Cox as
they discussed his stories of the
Texas Rangers. The “Meet the
Author” event, sponsored by the
Cross Plains Public Library
continues to attract top-notch
Texas writers, a feat that is envied
by much larger libraries.

Cox, who lives in Austin, grew
up in a family atmosphere of
reading and writing—Ilots of
reading and writing as both of his
parents and his grandfather
were published authors. His
grandfather, L.A. Wilke, spent a
career with early day newspapers

and was a definite influence on
young Cox, who became a cub
reporter in the late 1960’s.

Always interested in the stories
his grandfather told about the
Texas Rangers, Cox jumped at the
offer of his dream job in 1985. As
public information officer for the
Department of Public Safety, he
would have access to an endless
supply of records and resources
about the Rangers. Gradually his
story telling traits were combined
with dusty historical records and
the result is known as “The Texas
Rangers-Wearing the Cinco Peso,
1821-1900.” Volume two of the
series has a planned release date
of 2009.

Chuck Norris, the no-nonsense
lawman in
Ranger” made the law enforce-
ment arm of the DPS seem overly
glamorous, with cases being
resolved quickly in black and
white. But as Cox told of the long
history of the unit, black and
white was not always the case.
“The story of Texas Rangers is as
controversial as it is heroic,” the
long time writer stated.

Organized in 1821, the new
group, known as the Texas

Clyde woman killed in two
vehicle accident on SH 36

An 18-year-old Clyde woman
was killed late Thursday evening,
October 9th in a two vehicle
accident on State Highway 36,
one mile west of US 283 in
Callahan County.

Kimberly Rae Ayers, 18, of
Clyde, was driving a 2003
Mitsubishi EGS westbound on
State Highway 36 at 11:25 p.m.
when she collided with a 2004
International Truck Tractor
driven by John William Corka,
43, from May, Texas, eastbound

on State Highway 36.

The Mitsubishi crossed the cen-
ter stripe into the eastbound lane,
striking the truck head-on. The
roadway was dry and the weather
clear to partly cloudy.

Ayers was pronounced dead
at 2:29 a.m. Friday morning,
October 10th by Dr. Talliaferro
at Hendrick Mecical Center. The
body was taken to Bailey Fu-
neral Home in Clyde.

The crashis being investigated
by Trooper Joel Timms of Baird.

“Walker, Texas

Rangers, was charged with
keeping early day settlers safe
from various Indian tribes,
marauding outlaws, Mexican
banditos and unhappy union
soldiers. In the sparsely settled
area known as the Texas Territory,
the Rangers were often accused
of vigilante-style racism and
murder. But enforce the law they
did, even if it was often executed
with a heavy hand.

Good Rangers: Were Ranger
troops on patrol the best use of
their limited manpower? In spite
of some opposition to the idea,
when a patrolling troop in 1858
came across a family that had
been brutally massacred, they
buried the bodies and rode off in
search of two more children,
whom they felt had been
kidnapped by Indians. Running
low on provisions, they had to

turn back and regroup. Riding out
the second time, they actually
found the two youngsters who
had escaped on their own and had
been wandering aimlessly for
several days. Feeling more
compassion for the children than
hatred for the Indians, they turned
back the second time, taking the
children to the safety of relatives.

Bad Rangers: Were the
Rangers justified in not hanging
one of their own who had shot
another Ranger in the back for his
thieving ways along the trail?
Although they did not care for the
“thieving Ranger”, neither could
they approve of the tactics of the
“shooting Ranger.” To avoid a
hanging, the Captain dismissed

the errant lawman, only to have
the civil authorities acquit him
because no witnesses could be
found! Justice in 1870??

Ugly Rangers: Were the
Rangers justified in parading a
captured Comanche warrior
through towns as if he were part
of a circus sideshow? Capturing
the Indian known as Little Bull
near Menard in 1874, the
patrolling Rangers trekked
towards Austin, stopping at towns
along the way to show off their
prisoner. Rigged out in a wild
Indian costume and strapped to a
mule, the captive was led straight
up Congress Avenue to the
Capitol.

The Governor was not
impressed and ordered the
Rangers to take him away.
However, an enterprising young
Ranger stepped up and arranged
an exhibition at the Opera House
where the curious citizens could
see a “wild” warrior fresh from
the bloody field of battle on the
Texas frontier” for a mere twenty-
five cent piece. Some people
turned out to see the show, others
felt it was a sacrilege to do such a
thing on the Sabbath and the
General promptly stopped the
escapades with the prisoner and
ordered Little Bull confined in the
state penitentiary in Huntsville.

Although Volume I ends at
1900, Cox answered numerous
questions about the current status
of the Rangers and the kinds of
situations they have called into
during the past couple of decades.

Deer present

unique

challenges to area drivers

Meriden CT—The high season
for car crashes with deer is Oc-
tober through December. Each
year, they account for more than
150 human and nearly one and
a half million deer fatalities. Ex-
perts attribute the problem to
the combination of deer mating
and migration habits and short-
ened daylight hours.

"More drivers are on the road
at dawn and dusk, the very time
of day when deer are most ac-
cautioned Ray Palermo,
director of public relations for
Response Insurance, a national
car insurer. "A car striking a
200-pound adult deer can not
only result in the death of the
deer, but also incur an average
of two thousand dollars in dam-
age to the vehicle." Palermo sug-
gested a few basic cautions for
drivers.

e Scan a wide swath of the
roadside. Slow down when ap-
proaching a deer standing near
the side of a road and be pre-
pared. If startled, the deer can
bolt onto the road and into your
path. If necessary, honk your
horn and flash your lights to try
to scare it away.

® Be alert for more deer than
you may see at that moment.
Where there is one deer, there
are often more nearby.

¢ [n many instances, it is best
not to swerve around the deer
since the deer may move in the

e Be particularly careful at
dawn and dusk and when driv-
ing either over a hill or around a
curve, where visibility is limited.
Use your high beams to give
you a greater area of visibility
and allow you to see the deer’s
eyes sooner.

e Deer whistles or ultrasonic
deer avoidance systems at-
tached to vehicles have never
been proven to work by inde-
pendent studies and may give
drivers a false sense of security.

* Take deer crossing signs se-
riously, particularly those in-
stalled specifically for this time
of year. Be particularly cautious
in wooded and agricultural ar-
eas where there is little distance
between the road and the woods.

This Week in Texas History

Crockett's Grandson no chip off the old block

OCT. 15 - 21, 2008
The Oct. 15, 1876 edition of
a New Mexico weekly carried a
report from Cimarron detailing
the death of a Texas outlaw
named Davy Crockett.
Just a coincidence? That

was; what: everyone sthought:

until Robert Crockett, son of
the famous frontiersman and

Alamo martyr, came to visit:

the grave.

David Crockett was born in
Tennessee 17 years after his
legendary grandfather gave
his life for the independence on
Mexico's northernmost
province. He was still just a
boy in the 1850's, when his
family moved to Texas and
settled on a homestead in
present-day Hood County that
the state set aside for his
widowed grandmother.

Davy, as the youth was
known, struck out on his own
in the early 1870's. He wound
up in northern New Mexico,
where he bought a small cattle
ranch east of Cimarron.

Bored with the day-to-day
drudgery of punching cows,
Davy sold the spread, took a
room in town and lived off the
proceeds. For companionship
he chose his former foreman, a
no-count sponge named Gus
Heffron, who was happy to
help his old boss spend his
money.

Except for the occasional
night in the local drunk tank,
Davy managed to stay out of
serious trouble. Handsome
and generous to a fault, he was
well-liked by the residents of
Cimarron, who were willing to
overlook his growing
attachment to the bottle.

All that changed on the night
of Mar. 24, 1876. Davy, in his
usual state of intoxication,
reached for the door handle to
exit a bar at the same exact
moment an army cavalryman
tried to enter the watering hole.
Enraged by the short but
spirited tug-of-war, the
inebriated Texan pulled his
pistol the instant the door flew
open and shot the soldier
dead.

Remembering three other
troopers seated at a table
behind him, Davy spun around
and emptied his six-gun into
the trio. He hit all three
cavalrymen fatally wounding
two. When the case came

to “trial *six ‘months‘later, -the*

defendant blamed the triple
murder on booze and his bad
temper. Had the victims been
white, Davy probably would
have hanged. But the fact that
they were freed slaves made all
the difference in the world to
the community and the judge,
who let the killer off with a $50
fine and court costs.

Davy should have thanked
his lucky stars and taken the
opportunity to turn over a new
- and sober - leaf. Instead, he
and his drinking buddy Heffron
went on a two-week tear.

In an anonymous letter to the
editor of the Santa Fe "New
Mexican," a citizen of
Cimarron related the rampage:
"These two men have defied
arrest, threatening to Kkill
anyone who should attempt it;
have rode their horses into
saloons, stores and offices,
and with their double-barreled
shotguns cocked have
compelled persons to comply
with their demands no matter
what they were."

According to the concerned
correspondent, Cimarron's
lone lawman was as helpless
as everyone else. "On
Saturday they halted the
sheriff, and with their shotguns
loaded, cocked and aimed at
his breast told him he only
lived at their pleasure. (They)
politely informed him that
when he made any attempt to
arrest them to be sure to have
'the drop,' or his time on earth
would be short."

Egged on by his sadistic
sidekick, Davy delighted in
publicly humiliating Sheriff
Rinehart. He took whatever
caught his eye from store
shelves and told frightened
shopkeepers to put his

. "purchases" on the sheriff's

tab.. On one especially

memorable evening, he
marched Rinehart at gunpoint
into a saloon and forced him to
swallow shot after shot of
whiskey until he passed out on
the barroom floor.

But there is a limit to how

much-abuse~seme men- will-+

take, and a rancher and the
postmaster reached theirs on
Sep. 30, 1876. Joseph
Holbrook and John
McCullough had ignored
earlier appeals from the
overmatched sheriff, but now
they were ready to lend a hand
regardless of the risk.

A grateful Rinehart deputized
the two volunteers in secret,
andi. the three armed
themselves with shotguns.
After making sure Davy
Crockett and Gus Heffron were
drinking their favorite haunt
dry, ‘they concealed
themselves along the road the
bullies always traveled on the
way back to their camp.

At nine o'clock, the two tipsy
toughs mounted their horses
and started riding out of town.
Rancher Holbrook stepped out
of the shadows and into the
road with his shotgun pointed
straight at the pair.

Giving them a chance to
surrender, he shouted, "Up
with your hands!" Drunken
Davy laughed out loud and
dared him to shoot.

Holbrook called his bluff with
a double-barreled blast.
Davy's horse bolted and did
not stop until it reached the
Cimarron River.

When the sheriff and his two-
man posse finally reached the
riverbank, the 23 year old
Texan was sitting lifeless in the
saddle with a death grip on the
horn. It took every ounce of
their strength to pry loose
Davy Crockett's dead fingers.

It is
important for veterans to receive
their flu vaccination at the be-
ginning of flu season annually. If
your schedule prohibits you from
being present during the special
flu clinic, please ask your pri-
mary care nurse for your vacci-
nation during your next visit.
