Ag Building Problems 
S till a C on cern  for  
Local School Board

This month’s regular meeting 
began with President Kim 
Crockett advising everyone 
they were welcome to speak in 
open forum, but that there would 
be no name calling or accusations, 
and that the meeting would not 
get out of hand.

Judy Luter was the only person 
to speak in open forum, stating 
that she believed the direction the 
junior high and high school have 
been led in the last year and a half 
has been great, with many 
improvements. She also 
commented that the High School 
Principal and Curriculum 
Director have been doing a 
superb job.

Upon returning from their 
second executive session, the 
board members voted to take no 
action on the charge against the 
High School Principal until 
further investigation is complete.

Mr. Morgan gave the board 
members and public a 
presentation with pictures and an 
explanation of the different 
problems with the ag buildings 
new roof. He also went on the 
record to say that he did not have 
anything to do with the supplies 
that had been ordered. He only 
dealt with the supplies afterwards. 
Mr. Morgan stated that the order 
of the materials, whether they 
were the wrong measurements or 
not, had nothing to do with the 
roof not being installed correctly. 
He stated that part of the 
problem stemmed from the 
screws being taken out and put 
back in therefore stripping the

hole out leaving room for leaks. 
Mr. Reed commented, in last 
months meeting and in this one, 
that the screws had to be taken out 
due to the shortage of the 
insulation, which were not 
ordered incorrectly, but were sent 
by the company as the wrong size.

After more of his presenta­
tion and a little debate, the Board 
voted to allow Mueller, the 
company from which the metal 
roofing material was provided, 
to come and inspect the ag 
building and make adjustments or 
recommendations on how to 
solve the problem.

The Board then called for the 
High School and Elementary 
Principal reports. Mr. Loyless 
pointed out how well the 
basketball teams were doing with 
the girls team winning the 
championship and the boys 
winning some key games. He 
encouraged everyone to take a 
look at the school’s website, with 
lots of information on upcoming 
events. Mr. Loyless also 
mentioned the success with the 
robot teams. He commented that 
it has been a good first semester 
and he is looking forward to the 
next one.

Mrs. Sowell started with the 
Highly Qualified Teacher report, 
stating for 2007-2008 school year 
they had 94 to 95% of the core 
classes teacher meeting the HQ 
status, and this school year 
bringing that percentage up to 
97% and are making progress 
towards one-hundred percent. 
She then reported that for the UIL 
invitational meet our students 
represented their home,

Death aftects people in many 
\Vays. It never is timely. Death 
confron ts the family with 
bereveavement, with the need 
to readust emotionally and 
financially, and oftern with an 
unknown future. Death is not 
only a personal issue, but a 
legal one as well. A death 
certificate must be issued, and 
the estate of the deceased 
individual (the decednet) must 
pass to others.

Dying Intestate (Without a 
Will).

In T e x a s , p ro p e r ty  is 
characterized as separate or 
community. Separate propery 
is that owned before marriage 
or aquired during marriage by 
gift or inheritance. Damages 
awarded during marriage from 
a personal injury lawsuit, 
except damages representing 
the loss of earning capacity, 
also are seperate property. 
Community property is all 
property, other thatn separate 
property, that is aquired by 
either spouse during marriage. 
Thus, there can be separate 
re a l p ro p e r ty ,  s e p a r a te  
p e r s o n a l  p ro p e r ty ,  an d  
community personal property. 
When a person dies without a 
will, a legal instrument that 
s ta te s  how the te s ta to r 's  
property is to be distributed at 
death, the law determines who 
are the heirs, and assets are 
d isposed  of accord ing  to 
whether they are community or 
spearate property.

If a person dies without a will, 
the law disposes of his or her 
property. The public policy of 
statutes governing the intestate 
distribution of property is to 
p ro v id e  fo r th e  o rd e rly  
distribution of property at 
death. The law does not play 
favorites, so the distribution is 
determined by how closely the 
heir w as re la te d  to  th e  
d e c e d e n t ,  n o t by how  
wonderful one was to the 
decedent. Dying without a will 
may trigger undesired results 
and unexpected costs and 
delays.

Executing a Will to achieve
desired property distribution.
A testator is a person who 

leaves a will in force at his or her
death. A valid will avoids many 
of the problems that may arise 
from dying without a will and 
allows a person to leave 
property to the person(s) he or 
she desires. In addtion to 
naming the recipients fo the 
testator's property, the will also 
designates the Individual(s) 
who will manage the property 
and care for minor children. In 
larger estates, the will often 
c o n ta in s  p ro v is io n s  th a t 
minimize estate taxes.

A will can also set up a trust, a 
method by which property is 
held by one party (the trustee) 
for the benefit of another (the 
beneficaiary). To establish a 
trust, the testator transfers 
property, whtih the specific

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intent to create a trust, to the 
trustee who m anages and 
adminsiters the property for the 
benefit of named beneficiaries. 
A testam entary trust arises 
under a will and becom es 
effective when the testator dies. 
A trust is an effective way of 
m anaging property for the 
benefit of minor or incapaciated 
person or persons who are 
incapable of managing their 
own financial affairs. A trust 
also is useful to prevent a 
s p e n d th r i f t  c h ild  fro m  
immediately spending his or her 
inderitance by preserving the 
funds for the child's education 
or other im portanat needs. 
Further, a trust may be used to 
protect the child's inheritance 
from the claims of his or her 
creditors becuase property 
placed in a trust generally may 
n o t be  r e a c h e d  by a 
beneficiary's creditors until is is 
distributied to the beneficiary. 
There also are many other 
legitimate reasons to create a 
trust in a will.

Requirements for execution.
For a will to accomplish any or 

all of these results, it must have 
been properly signed. Texas 
recognizes three kinds of wills: 
o ra l ,  h a n d w r i t te n
(holographic); and typewritten 
(formal).

To execute any of these wills, 
the testrator must meet the 
following requirements:

1. is at least 18 years of age, 
married or serving in the armed 
forces; 2. is of sound mind at 
the time of execution; 3. not
u n du ly  or f ra u d u d le n tly  
induced (forced or deceived) to 
make the will; and 4. has 
testm entary intent (present 
intent to bequeath property at 
death.

Additionaly, requirem ents 
must be met for each type of 
will.

Conclusion.
If you die without leaving a 

will, you risk that your property 
will not be distributed as you 
desire. Even when the heirs at 
law ar the same as you would 
have selected yourself, there is 
no advantabe to letting the law 
take its own course. The 
advantage lies in dying with a 
will. With a well-drafted will you 
can avoid legal pitfalls, name 
an executor of your estate, 
name a guardian for your minor 
children, estab lish  tru sts , 
minimize estate tax liability, 
and minimize probate-related 
c o s t s  by p ro v id in g  fo r 
independent administration.

A lthough a will can be 
cha lllenged  in cou rt, the 
grounds for contest in Texas 
are few, and the law favors 
carring out the decendent's 
intent. Executing a will is not as 
complicated or as expensive as 
you m ight think. You are 
encouraged to talk with an 
attorney about wills, trusts, and 
estate adminsitration and to 
have a will prepared by the 
attorney.

Conner Elliott Buried in 
Cross Plains Cemetery

Conner Elliott’s ashes were 
buried in Cross Plains Cemetery 
on December 22, 2008.

Parker took the lead, he was 
dribbling around the court tot he 
right, shooting over his shoulder, 
making a score, then dribbling to 
the left and making a shot with 
his left hand over right shoulder; 
he couldn’t be stopped. Finally 
when the gong sounded that 
ended the game. Cottonwood was 
ahead and won. Cottonwood was 
the District Champions! And that 
is quite a feat, playing with only 
three players.

Conner loved basketball and 
played the game in days of D.C. 
Hargrove, Donald Strahan, Bruce 
Saroyan and Durwood Vamer. He 
went on to play at Abilene 
Christian, Hardin Simmons, the 
University of Texas and during 
his Navy years.

Conner joined the U.S. Navy 
and served in the Sea Bees as a 
Coast Watcher on an island in the 
Pacific Theater during World

War 11.
He will be missed. He

Callers will be asked for| 
the ESI ID number found on their 
electric bill to confirm eligi­
bility for the program.

“Turning in an old energy- 
guzzling refrigerator or freezer 
through The Great Texas 
Refrigerator Roundup will allow 
electric customers served by AEP 
Texas to lower their energy usage 
and earn a $35 reward,’’ said 
Program Coordinator Pam

Esterloh. “Replacing an 
inefficient, 20-year old 
refrigerator with anew ENERGY 
STAR model, could save an 
average of $60 a year,” Osterloh 
stated.

AEP Texas has partnered with 
Appliance Recycling Centers of 
America, Inc. (ARCA) to provide 
environmentally sound appliance 
processing and recycling 
services for The Great Texas 
Refrigerator Roundup. ARCA is 
one of the nation’s largest 
recyclers of major household 
appliances for the energy 
conservation programs of electric 
utilities.

A healthy alternative 
for battling ADD

Prescription drugs have long 
been the main weapon for chil­
dren -  and increasingly adults -  
when battling Attention Deficit 
Disorder (ADD). Side effects 
for various medications can 
range from anxiety or nervous­
ness to insomnia. “Before set­
tling for the quick fix of pills, 
tliere are natural approaches that 
should be considered,” contends 
nutritional expert David 
Sandoval, author of “The Green 
Foods Bible.”

The causes of ADD, which is a
