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Greenbelt hits Stage 3 on drought plan

A lack of rain and persistent
hot, windy weather has pushed
Greenbelt Lake into Stage 3 of its
drought contingency plan.

With the reservoir falling below
a depth of 51 feet, officials with the
Greenbelt Municipal & Industrial
Water Authority have begun lower-
ing the levels in municipal storage
tanks as a method of conserving
waler.

Dropping the water tower levels
reduces pressure on municipal water
systems thereby cutting back on the
amount of water going through the
system and even reducing leaks in
the system.

Greenbelt General Manager
Bobbie Kidd says the biggest con-
servation is coming from the City of
Childress, which uses more than 50
percent of the water consumed from
the lake.

“We dropped the level in their
storage tank by three feet, and that
IS producing a significant savings,”
Kidd said.

The level in Clarendon’s water
tower has been dropped ten feet, but
Kidd said that was primarily due to a
pump at the filter plant being taken
offline for maintenance.

Water usage in Hedley is not a
problem, Kidd said, and tank levels
in Quanah are only kept at 50 percent

anyway.

The  Greenbelt Reservoir
reached Stage 3 on Friday, May 27,
and the lake this week is at a depth
of 50.91 feet.

Kidd said consumption has
come down somewhat in recent days
and the decline of the lake seems to
be leveling off.

The next trigger in Greenbelt's
drought contingency plan will come
if the lake falls another three feet. If

that happens, member cities will be
asked to implement their own water
conservation rules.

The water authority says Green-
belt has only received 0.48 inches of
moisture since January 1.

Officials say the weather, not
consumption, is the main problem
facing the lake right now, but they
still encourage everyone to conserve
as much water as possible to help
protect this vital resource.

Clarendon resident faces charge of cruelty to animals

Clarendon resident Brandon Goodwin III
1S out on bond this week on a charge of animal
cruelty.

The Donley County Sheriff's Office and
city employees were dispatched to Goodwin’s
house at 223 S. Carhart St. on May 24 on a
report of a dog hanging from the fence. The
small female dog was dead when they arrived.

Following an investigation, Goodwin
was arrested on May 25 on a Class A Misde-
meanor; cruelty to non-livestock animals. If
found guilty, he could possibly a maximum

$4,000 fine and up to a year in jail.

“When we come up on something like
this, we will prosecute to the full extent of the
law,” City Administrator Lambert Little said.
“There is absolutely no reason for this.”

The city also impounded two other dogs
Goodwin had reportedly tied to a fence post.
Little said that the dogs had no food and no
water and were covered with ticks. One was
so tangled around the post that it only had two
feet of moving area.

“These dogs were so malnourished you
could see their nbs,” Little said. “We will keep

them in our animal control facility for ten days.
If they are not adopted by then, we will have to
euthanize them.”

Little said that the city will need to “pep
up animal control” to encourage citizens to
take better care of their animals.

“We’re not nearly as strict as we should be
about people taking care of their animals,” he
said. “The city rules concerning animal cruelty
state that pets cannot run at large in the city,
must have a rabies shot tag issued by the city,
and must be provided food, water, and shelter.”

The city has the right to impound dogs

that are tied up by anything but a leash.

“It 1s not permitted to have dogs chained
up, and if your dog is tied up, you must be out
there to watch it,” Little said. “It 1s permissible
is they are tethered to something like a clothes
line where they won’t get tangled up. There
must be 150 square feet of playing space per
animal.”

Pets picked up will have ten days of-adop-
tion time before getting euthanized.

“It will cost owners time and money to
get their animals back,” Little said. “They can
also face a fine for ordinance violation.”

District court hears 29 pleas

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Debt debate
opens door
to real cuts

[he House of Representative’s overwhelming
rejection of a clean debt-limit increase means that the
two parties must now find major spending cuts. House
Republicans say that they will not support a debt
increase unless the Democrats agree to equal-sized
spending cuts. If Congress raises the debt limit by $1
trillion, then 1t must also find budget savings of at least
S1 trilhion, over either five or ten years.

[he crucial quesuon 1s: Will the proposed budget
savings be real cuts or smoke-and-mirrors “cuts
Many of the cuts in the 201 | budget deal were of the
latter variety.

[here are only two types of cuts that are “real
legislated reductions in entitlements and complete
terminations of discretionary programs. Once enacted,
those types of cuts have the best chance of shrinking
the government permanently

Let’s look at entitlements. Real cuts could include
increasing the Social Security retirement age, chang-
Ing retiree cost-of-living allowances, and increasing
patient deductibles under Medicare. Those are real
cuts because benefits would be permanently reduced
unless liberals could get a majority in the House and
60 votes in the Senate to reverse them down the road,
which i1s unlikely given the huge deficits we face.

Rather than such real cuts, President Obama has
proposed phony cuts, such as a “debt fail-safe trigger,”
which 1s just a promise that future Congresses will find
savings. Indeed, because Obama’s trigger is slanted
toward tax hikes, 1t could embolden liberals to spend
even more in the near term 1n the hope of triggering
large revenue increases later on.

With discretionary spending, any debt-increase
deal should terminate entire programs, not just trim
them. The 2011 budget deal cut spending by $38 bil-
lion, but most of the savings were through reductions
to ongoing programs. T'he problem is that advocates
for those programs are now energized to undo the cuts,
which they could do anytime through simple majonty
votes during the appropriations process.

By contrast, fully repealing a program and 1ts
underlying authonization would scorch the earth and
likely prevent its revival. For example, the government
spends $9 billion a year on public-housing subsidies.
Lawmakers could trim the subsidy by $5 billion a
year. which would theoretically save $50 billion over
lef years. However, we could only be really sure of the
first-year savings of $5 billion, because appropriators
could easily restore the spending down the road.

[f, however, Congress abolished public-housing
spending and repealed the law allowing it, then we
could be confident of saving $90 billion over the next
decade. Reauthorizing the program would face numer-
ous legislative hurdles, including the Senate’s general
supermajority requirement. In today’s fiscal environ-
ment, 1f we kill a major subsidy program, it 1s not
likely to come back from the grave

For the debt-increase vote, fiscal conservatives
should be suspicious of any discretionary-spending
cuts that aren't ted to full repeal of particular pro-
grams. Any plan that shows major savings from
assumed reductions in future discretionary spending 1s
meaningless unless it 1s based on terminations, or 1s at
least enforced by a ngid spending cap that requires a
supermajority to void.

A final source of budget trickery to watch out
for involves budget baselines. Leading up to the 2011
budget deal, the House leadership promised $100 bil-
lion 1n cuts. However, that number was based on the
inflated spending level from Obama’s never-enacted
budget. So the GOP went into the negotiations with
no more than $61 billion of real cuts 1n hand, and that
total was whittled down from there.

Inflated baselines have played a prominent role in
other budget deals. such as the infamous 1990 deal 1n
which Pres. George H. W. Bush broke his tax pledge.
Bush claimed that he received two and a half dollars in
spending cuts for each dollar in tax hikes. But a lot of
those “cuts” were against an inflated defense baseline
that both parties knew was unrealistically high given
the winding down of the Cold War

In sum, Republican leaders have made an unusu-
ally explicit promise about spending cuts that must be
passed this year. It1s a great chance for conservative
voters and tea partiers to hold GOP feet to the fire and
really shrink the government. | trust that Republicans
are sincere 1n their Promiscs. but we need (o \cril')- that

any budget deal delivers real and lasting cuts.

Pour the thickened sauce and
remaining sauce from the slow
cooker into a blender, filling the
pitcher no more than halfway full.
Hold down the lid of the blender with
a folded kitchen towel, and carefully
start the blender, using a few quick
pulses to get the soup moving before
leaving it on to puree.

Puree in batches until smooth
and pour into a clean pot.

The Classy Class, Part 12:

Clarendon High School Seniors at long last, 1960-1961

Editor's Note: This is the conclusion of
the class history of the Clarendon High
School Class of 1961 as compiled by
Jo Shaller. Visit the Burton Memorial
Library to read the complete,
unabridged version of the history.

On August 26, 1960, thirty-eight
bigger than life seniors stormed the
front doors of Clarendon High School.
Juniors and sophomores stood stock
still in respectful silence. Some mere
freshman actually fainted in recognition
of our greatness. Faculty and staff were
rightfully awed having never encoun-

tered such outstanding specimen of

senior hood.
The Classy Class of 1961 had

arrived. The CHS buildings and all of

their inhabitants were ours.

Okay, okay. So this was only In
our imaginations. But we thought we
were pretty hot stuff. We had no doubt
that our athletic teams would sweep all
of the State meets; our academic records
would not be broken for at least a cen-
tury; our class and individual achieve-
ments would be the stuff legends are
made of. Years later I realized this is the

attitude of most first day seniors.

Some of our parents lamented
about how quickly their babies had
grown up and how fast our school days
since September 1949 had passed. Some
of our parents moaned because they had
nine more months of living with stub-
born, smart aleck, know-it-all teenagers.
You know which category your parents
fit into.

Acetaminophen: New Guidelines for Young Children
An advisory panel of the FDA recently voted to recommend new dosing

guidelines for acetaminophen (Tylenol) products for children less than
two years of age. Their recommendation is based on the fact that liquid
formulas of Tylenol and related products have only contained dosing
guidelines for children greater than two years old. The panel indicated
that not having specific guidelines for parents of children under 2 may
have caused confusion and increased the risk that parents might give
an overdose to their infants. The panel recommended dosing based on
the weight of the child and that the dose be designated in milliliters,
pointing out that some liquid measuring cups do not have adequate
markings to guide parents or-caregivers.

As a result of the FDA panel action, the manufacturer of Tylenol has
announced that it will begin making only one type of liquid children’s
Tylenol. The company indicated that the product will carry dosing
mstructions for children under age 2, as well as those over the age of 2.

Texas, by 1910, built saddles in
Clarendon by 1920, was a leather
worker in Groesbeck by 1930, and
died in Kerr County. Annis custom-
built a saddle for artist Harold Dow
Bugbee (1900-1963) whose initials
are on the back of the cantle.

B.F. Kirtley took over saddle-
making 1n Clarendon from Annis
after about ten years, when Turner
M. "Red” Caldwell bought him out.
Caldwell operated the saddle shop
for about ten years from about 1949
to 1960, when Pete Borden took
it over. Borden built boots in part
of Caldwell’s shop initially before
opening Pete Borden’s Boot and
Saddle Shop in Clarendon. Borden
past away in 1967.

PPHM will continue its efforts
to acquire saddles from the remain-
ing major saddlemakers from the
Panhandle-Plains  region: Junior
Gray of Dalhart (who has promised
to give one of his saddles); Pete
Borden of Clarendon; Red Caldwell
of Clarendon; Carl Darr of Paducah,
and Potts Ingerton of Amanllo.
