AUSTIN - High gs prices
and the higher ozone levels
that accompany scorching tem-
peratures are causing a growing
number of Texas drivers to think
“green” this summer. That’s wel-
come news for organizers of the
state’s Drive Clean Across Texas
air quality campaign.

Officials at the Texas Depart-
ment of Transportation (TxDOT)
say 1t’s easier than many motorists
realize to save money at the pump
and help reduce air pollution at
the same time. That’s why they’re
kicking off the annual Drive Clean
campaign this week by encour-
aging motorists to implement
cost-saving, no-cost, and low-
cost changes in their driving and
vehicle maintenance behaviors to
reduce harmful vehicle emissions,
In some places in Texas, emis-
sions from cars and trucks make
up half of all the air pollution.

“For better gas mileage and
cleaner air, we recommend that
drivers change their air and fuel
hlters regularly, keep tires prop-
erly inflated, and get their vehi-
cle serviced on schedule,” says
Dianna Noble, TxDOT’s Environ-
mental Affairs Division Director.

Pathfinders Club 1921-1931

Club established Clarendon’s public library

The April 22, 1927 yearbook’s
description of the Mother’s Day pro-
gram designates the Pathfinders as
“Mothers of this Age-Pioneering in
Public Life, an All-Round Worker
in Home, School, and Community.”
They were involved in state and fed-
eral politics as seen in the telegrams
they sent to lobby for bills concern-
ing the 18th Amendment (Prohibi-

tion Act). They finished paying off

the War Work Pledge of 1917 and
wore red poppies on May 30, 1921.
And in 1928, they sent a contribution
to Kerrville to erect a Hut for War
Veterans.

Locally the Pathfinders dis-
cussed and contributed money
toward Clarendon’s street lights,
trees for the city campgrounds, a
“truck to convey school children,”
and books for the Pathfinder Public
Library. The ladies provided the
prize for the Interscholastic League
Jr. High Spelling Contest in 1922
and championed Adult Literacy in
1924. In 1928 club members voted to
petition the Hospital Board to open
the Adair Hospital.

Texas remains under severe drought

COLLEGE STATION,
— A whopping 97 percent of the
Lone Star State is in the midst of a
drought, with almost three-quarters
facing exceptionally “bad condi-
tions, according to a national report
released Thursday.

The National Drought Monitor
shows that most of Texas i1s at the

highest intensity level registered for
drought, State Climatologist John
Nielsen-Gammon has said this 1s one
of the worst droughts Texas has seen
since 1895, when the state first began
keeping records.

The drought has devastated
land and forestry this year and aided
In creating conditions that are ripe
for wildfires. Since fire season began
Nov. 15, 2010, almost 13,000 fires
have burned 3.3 million acres in
Texas.

The Pathfinder Public Library
was formally opened in November
of 1924 with an afternoon tea held in
the Municipal Building (City Hall).
Less than a year later a “book hunt-
Ing committee was commissioned to
locate and secure club books which
have strayed.” The Clarendon news-
paper listed 27 newly added books
including three Bobbsey Twins
books, one by Zane Grey, Uncle
Tom's Cabin, an Uncle Remus book,
and a couple by L.M. Montgomery
(Anne of Green Gables creator). The
McDowell Club at Clarendon Col-
lege gave a benefit that raised $74.95
for the library.

Clarendon’s Boy Scouts were
encouraged to join the library and
donate books used by their orga-
nization. Later minutes spoke  of
discussions to merge the Pathfinder
Library with the High School-Col-
lege Library and/or form a County
Library.

[n the April 1926 minutes, the
Secretary struggled with her spell-
ing of Chutauqua/Shutauqua, which

tive Services Department Head Tom
Spencer.

With a hot, dry summer forecast
across the state, the number of wild-
fires 1sn’t likely to decrease.

“We expect fire activity to con-
tinue,” Spencer said. “These are dan-
gerous conditions.”

Burning trash, gathering around
a campfire, tossing out a lit cigarette
and even driving a hot car through
tall grass all can lead to an increase
in wildhres when combined with
vegetation that has been dried out by
the summer sun.

With 90 percent of wildfires
caused by humans, Texas Forest Ser-
vice continues to urge Texans to use
caution when doing anything out-
doors that could cause a spark.

The Department  of
Public Safety 1s also urging Texans
to use caution and avoid situations
that could cause wildfires to break
Oult.

We have wonderfully complete
minutes of this decade recorded in
our Pathfinder history.

ing, one undertaking establishment,
one water system, four hardware
stores, one elevator, one theater, one
ice plant, three blacksmith shops,
two abstract offices, two plumbing
establishments, two variety stores,
one show store, one laundry, three
hotels, and one college.

Modified-Release Steroid Reduces RA

Morning Stiffness

According to clinical studies presented at the Annual European League
Against Rheumatism Congress, the steroid prednisone, in a modified-
release, low-dose formulation, has been shown to effectively relieve
morning stiffness and pain associated with rheumatoid arthritis
(RA). This steroid, called Lodotra, was compared with placebo (fake
medication) in a one study involving 350 persons with active RA.
When taken at bedtime, Lodotra delivers d low dose of prednisone
approximately 4-6 hours later. This delivery time is considered optional
since interlukin-6 (a naturally occurring chemical associated with
inflammation) tends to rise while we sleep. It is believed that in the
early morning hours, interlukin-6 blood levels reach their maximum,
probably contributing to RA-associated swelling and stiffness that is
reported as being most severe when a person wakes up. Researchers
indicate that those who received Lodotra in these studies experienced
an average 20% reduction in the number of swollen and tender joints.
