Greenbelt board to 
meet this Thursday

The Greenbelt Water Author­

ity Board o f Directors w ill meet 

this Thursday, August 18, at 6 

p.m. at the Filter Plant north o f 
Clarendon on SH 70. Among 

other items o f business, the board 

w ill consider the authority’s 
drought contingency plan.

The authority reported Tues­
day that the depth o f Greenbelt 

Lake was 47.48 feet compared to 

47.74 feet one week ago. Green­

belt officia lly gave notice last 

week that it had entered Stage 

Four o f its drought contingency 
plan.

Clarendon and Hedley con­

tinue to operate under Stage 3 

restrictions and are urging citizens 
follow those guidelines.

Reported Aug. 16. 2011

Clarendon’s Stage 3 Rules
1 Limit outside watering to twice-a-week, 
and then before 10:00 a m. and after 7:00 
p.m. Residential customers with odd-num­
bered street addresses water on Wednes­
days and Saturdays. Residential customers 
with even-numbered street addresses water 
on Thursdays and Sundays. Commercial 
customers water on Tuesdays and Fridays.
2. Limit washing of motor vehicles, motor­
bikes. boats, and other vehicles at home to 
before 10:00 am or after 7:00 pm on your 
designated watering day. and then use a 
bucket and/or a hand-held hose equipped 
with a shut-off nozzle. Commercial car 
washes are excepted.
3. Avoid filling swimming pools except during 
the above watering hours.
4. Avoid operating ornamental fountains 
unless necessary to support aquatic life or if 
equipped with a recirculation system.
5. Oo not water-wash driveways, sidewalks, 
and other hard-surfaced areas. Do not wash 
down buildings or structures except for 
immediate fire protection.
6. Repair all leaks as soon as possible, and 
report any leaks or unauthorized usage to 
City Hall. Night and weekend emergency 
leaks should be reported to the Donley 
County Sheriff's Office at 806 874.3533. 
Persons found guilty of violating Clarendon’s 
Stage 3 rules can face a maximum fine of 
$500.

Hedley's Stage 3 Rules
1. Outside watering utilizing sprinklers or 
irrigation systems will only be allowed on 
Monday and Thursday. However, no water­
ing will be allowed between the hours of 
9:00 a m. and 7:00 p.m. Hand watering only 
will be allowed on Sundays.
2. No washing of vehicles, boats. RV's or 
dnveways is allowed.
3 Customers with livestock tubs must main­
tain the float systems in good repair to allevi­
ate any overflow
4 Swimming pools must be maintained to 
reduce evaporation and water loss due to 
flushing

5. All commercial and other known high 
water users are asked to reduce usage and 
prevent waste.
6. Watch for leaks and notify personnel at 
Hedley City Hall immediately if one is found 
7 Violators will be given one verbal warning 
After the warning has been given a fine of 
$50 will be charged to your water bill every 
time you are caught violating the rules

Tonja Ruthardt. owner o f Uncle 

Bob’s convenience store, published 

notice o f her application for a local 

option petition in this week’s E n t e r ­

prise and plans to circulate a petition 

this week calling for the legalized 

sale o f alcoholic beverages and

mixed drinks in Hedley.

The application has been signed 

by Ruthardt and nine other Hedley 

citizens.

“ I know some people are against 

it, and I don’t mean any disrespect 
or want to cause any hurt feelings,”  

Ruthardt said, “ but our town needs 

the money and I need the business.”

I f  the petition and later elec­

tion are successful, Ruthardt said she 

wants to sell beer and possibly wine

in her store to keep more business in 
Hedley.

"People are going to drink,”  she 

said. “ Now they are going to Estel- 
line or Howardwick. Why not have 

it here?”

Hedley Mayor Dusty Wilkinson 

says he has mixed feelings on the 

issue but he looks at it from a rev­

enue standpoint.

“ We’re losing a lot o f money 

now," Wilkinson said. “ We’re dowm

20 percent in our water revenue with 

the current drought restrictions, and 
it ’s only going to get worse.”

The latest figures from State 
Comptroller Susan Combs also show 

Hedley is losing sales tax revenue, 

seeing its August allocation drop 

more than 15 percent and being 

down more than 13 percent for the 

calendar year-to-date.

“ The city could use the money 

from alcohol sales,”  the mayor said.

“ We’re trying not to raise utilities 

or taxes. We’ve got a big portion o f 

people here on fixed incomes and 

Social Security. A small increase 

in utilities could mean a meal for 
them.”

Ruthardt says 35 percent o f the 

people in Hedley who voted in the 

last governor’s election must sign 
the petition in order to call an elec­

tion, and she believes she w ill have 

no trouble gathering the signatures.

Local church ministers to children in Ethiopia

A young Ethiopian girl o f 

about four years old climbs 

onto the lap o f Laura Wilson. Her 

small feet are bare, and her nose 

needs wiping. She lacks the atten­

tion o f a caring, attentive mother. 

Reaching up with cold fingers, 

she touches Laura’s face and 

begins to giggle.

Her giddiness, despite the 

hardships in her life, makes her 

an inspiration.

“ She was so happy, and 

that’s something you cannot 

teach a child her age,”  Laura said. 

“ That’s how all the children were. 

They were so happy and had 

nothing but precious smiles.”  

Moments such as this one 

occurred frequently on the Com­

munity Fellowship Church’s 

mission trip to Ethiopia on July 
7-21. Team members included 
Ronny and Laura Wilson. Bran­

don and Jill Frausto, Michael and 
Emily Keough, Jaclyn and Linda

Benson. A ll eight agree that the*
trip changed their lives.

“ God called us to serve 

these people for a special reason,”  

Ronny said. “ This was a group 

o f people that we have to take 

under our wing and help. They 

have so little, and our little helps 

them so much. You can’t imagine 

the blessings that were showered 
upon us.”

Before attending the trip, the 

team fasted in order to prepare 

themselves mentally and physi­
cally for their upcoming adven­

ture.

“ We chose to do a Daniel 
fast, which only allowed us to 

eat fruits and vegetables with no 

sugar, meat, dairy, or anything 

processed for 40 days,”  Jill said.

During their stay, they 

served mostly at orphanages and 

schools, reaching out to people of 

all ages.

“ We brought suitcases and 
supplies with clothes, school 

supplies, money, and toys,”  Jill 

said. “ We went and fed the street 

people, visited the Sisters o f 

Charity with over 800 mentally 

ill, orphans, young girls who had

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babies or sick people. They slept 

everywhere, with two or three to 

a bed. It was absolutely crazy. We 
weren't allowed to take pictures or 

minister to them because they were 

Catholic. But we talked to the kids, 

did crafts with them, taught them 

songs, did plays, and mainly just 

loved on them.”

The team w ill go down in his­

tory for their selfless service. Liter­
ally.

“ The Gafat people were so 

blessed by us coming that they 

believe that we are the answer to 

700 years o f praying and actually 

wrote us down in their history,”  
Emily said. “ I t ’s really humbling.”

The team members were also 
served by those they were serving. 

Each o f them have a positive testi­

mony o f their time with the Ethio­

pians.
“ The one village that had noth­

ing asked us for nothing,”  Jill said. 

“ They wanted to bless us and give 

us everything. The Ethiopians have 

absolutely nothing, and they’re 

happy. They know that their duty 

is to serve God. and that’s all they 

have to live for. They don’t live for 
things. Here in America we take 

everything for granted. We can have 

everything and still not be happy. 

They would give you anything just 

for speaking to them.”

Brandon and Jill w ill continue 
to financially support one woman 

who touched their lives.

“A t one point we were 

swarmed by little kids trying to sell 

us little chips,”  Jill said. “A little

angel dressed in’ red came up and 

saved us. Her name is Ester, and 

she is an amazing woman o f God. 

She spoke English but not that 

well. She ended up staying with us 

throughout our orientation meet­

ing and as the night went on, she 

told through an interpreter that it 
was late and she needed to go but 

she just couldn’ t leave. She just felt 

that God was there with us, and she 

wanted to stay the night with us, so 

she did. She wants to become a mis­
sionary and Brandon, and I want to 

help her out with that.”

Michael and Emily said they 

are blown away by the poverty in 

Ethiopia, and are currently sponsor­

ing a child there.

“ She is a beautiful little girl,”

County 
proposes 
$2 million 
budget
R oger E stiack, C la rendon  E nte rprise

Donley County Commissioners 
w ill seek a slight increase in property 

taxes to support their proposed $2 

m illion budget for fiscal year 2012, 

according to documents on file in the 
County Clerk’s office.

The budget, which grows about 

3.7 percent this year, requires a total 

tax rate o f $0.573253 per $100 valu­
ation, which is up from $0.557117 

last year. The proposed rate would 

impose taxes o f $286.63 on a 

$50,000 home compared to $277.56 

under the current tax rate.

Information from the Donley 

Appraisal District reveals that the 

average taxable value o f a resi­

dence homestead in Donley County 
last year was $31,055 compared to 

$32,105 this year.

The budget includes raises for 

county employees o f about three 

percent and forecasts spending more 
than five percent higher health insur­

ance premiums for employees.

Notable savings in the proposed 

budget include $10,546.82 less 

for the local Department o f Public 

Safety office. The county previously 

paid the salary for a part time clerical 
position there, but the state is now 

paying that salary as a fulltime posi­

tion. The county w ill still provide 

$1,320 for telephone and Internet 

services in that office.

One unusual expense in the 

proposed budget is a line item o f 
$30,000 that is being set aside for the 

trial o f accused child k iller Robert 

Babcock.

The county expects to collect 
about $808,551.89 from ad valorem 

taxes, which is up from $744,159.33 

in last year’s budget.

Donley County Commissioners 

w ill hold hearings on the tax rate at 
9 a.m. on September 6 and Septem­

ber 9.

A budget hearing w ill be held 

at 9 a.m. on September 12, and both 

the tax rate and the budget w ill be 

voted on by commissioners that day. 
The proposed county budget is avail­

able for public inspection at www. 

co.donley.tx.us.

City considers private wells
The Clarendon Board o f Aider- 

men took no action on the topic o f 

restricting private water wells inside 

the city lim its when they met last 

Tuesday, August 9.

About a dozen citizens were in 
attendance after word spread about 

the agenda item, which City Adm in­

istrator Lambert Little said was not 

intended to be taken as a ban on 
water wells.

" I d idn’t mean to cause this 

much consternation,”  Little told the 
board, noting that he really had three 

concerns about water wells.

Safety was the administra­
tor's first concern. He said the city 

needed to be sure that there was no 

cross connections between private 

wells and the public water system. 
His second concern was the c ity ’s 
ability to pay its responsibilities to 

Greenbelt Water Authority i f  every­

one in towm went to private wells. 

And he said infrastructure was 

his third concern, expressing his 

thoughts that everyone should pay at 
least a minimum water charge to the

w

city for infrastructure and fire protec­

tion.

The board generally agreed 
with the first point that private wells 

did not need to be cross connected 

with the city water system, but 

Alderman Tommy H ill seemed to 

speak for the majority o f the board in 

thinking that the second point would 

never be an issue.
"There are probably only five 

to ten people that can realistically 
afford to drill a well, and i f  the loss 
o f five or ten accounts is a big deal to 

the city, then we have bigger finan­
cial problems.”  H ill said.

Little asked the board i f  the 
city could at least explore permits or

some method to keep up with wells, 
but board members including H ill 

said they believed the groundwater 

district already has rules for that.

In other water related news, the 
board approved a resolution stating 

the c ity ’s intent to supply the volun­

teer fire department with adequate 

water for fire protection regardless 
o f water restrictions or allotments in 
the drought contingency plan.

Aldermen also discussed bulk 
water sales prices. Little said he felt 

it was unfair to ask citizens to reduce 

their water usage but continue to 
sell bulk water for $4 per 1,000 gal­

lons. Aldermen approved a motion 

to increase the price o f bulk water to 
$10 per 1.000 gallons.

And in other business, the 
board approved contributing $3,500 

to the Les Beaux Arts Festival from 
the c ity ’s Motel Bed Tax Fund.

Uncle Sam’s 
credit score 
takes a dive

We may soon see Uncle Sam singing jingles on 

commercials for FreeCreditReport.com after his ster­
ling credit rating got tarnished this month.

The Standard &  Poor's credit rating agency 

yanked the federal government’s A A A  credit rating 

August 5, lowering it to an AA+ rating. S&P blamed 
the fiscal irresponsibility o f the 

US debt and political bickering 
for its decision.

Politicians were predict­

ably aghast by this move after 
they had worked so hard to 

avoid a US default and raised 

the government’s borrowing 

ability by two-point-something 

trillion dollars. Democrats 

were particularly upset, point­

ing the linger at those Tea Party “ terrorists”  for using 

the debt debate as a political football.

But is anyone really surprised by this? The fed­
eral government deserved to have its credit rating 

trounced because it is clearly on a financial path to 

disaster, and this month's agreement did nothing really 

to change that.

Nq one but the government is allowed to operate 

this recklessly. I f  your family or business is in over 

its head in debt, you can’t just raise the lim it on your 

credit cards and promise to bring your spending under 

control sometime in the next ten years. But that’s what 

Congress and the president did.

Both parties share responsibility for this disaster. 

Democrats with their unlimited desire to spend money, 

Obama with his damnable health care bill, and Repub­

licans who allowed the spending to balloon out o f con­

trol on their watch all share the blame.
The only sane ones in this debate -  despite what 

the left and the GOP establishment would have you 

believe -  is the Tea Party folks who wanted to see 
really big spending cuts and in some cases even touted 

not raising the debt lim it, which frankly I agreed with.

1 mean seriously, isn’ t fourteen-freaking-trillion dol­

lars enough debt for any country? We’re at something 

on the order o f S I30,000 worth o f debt for every 

American taxpayer right now.

Republicans should have fought ’harder for con­
cessions before any deal was reached, but Democrats 

beat the drum steadily for a "balanced approach”  -  as 

long, o f course, as that approach didn't include a bal­

anced budget. Passage o f a Balanced Budget Amend­

ment should have been a condition o f any increase in 

the debt ceiling, but instead they w ill borrow' trillions 

more dollars and have conveniently kicked the ball 

beyond the 2012 elections.

For the longest time, I have personally opposed 

the idea o f a Balanced Budget Amendment for three 

reasons. First, 1 don’ t like cluttering up the Constitu­

tions with a bunch o f amendments. Second, i f  you 

have leaders worth their salt, you shouldn't need such 

a thing. And third. I ’ve always feared the Democrats 

would just use such an amendment as a mandate to 

raise taxes. It is now clear, however, that Congress is 

incapable o f controlling spending on its own and needs 

Constitutional restraints to keep from completely 

bankrupting the nation.

In keeping with the First Lady’s fascination with 

our national fitness. President Obama told lawmakers 

that was time for them to "eat their peas" when it came 

to compromising and finding a debt solution. That 

prompted Obama opponents to sport signs reading.

“ Eat your own damn peas.”

Frankly 1 think this is a good opportunity for the 

federal government to quit worrying about our col­

lective health and waistlines and focus solely on its 

own fiscal health and waste. The time has come to 

put the federal government on a severe diet. Never 

mind how much trans fat. salt, red meat, or cholesterol 

the American people are consuming, the only worry 

Washington should bother with is the morbidly obese 

federal budget.

It won’ t be easy to slay this dragon. In fact. I ’m 

not even sure it can be done. But folks in Washington 

have got to get serious about cutting spending, and 

meaningful reforms to Medicare and Social Security 

must be part o f the equation. America cannot continue 

on this path because it w ill surely lead to financial 

ruin.

Meanwhile...
Texas Gov. Rick Perry' is running for president o f 

the United States, and. as a friend pointed out to me, it 

would certainly be an improvement in both offices i f  

he got elected. Getting Perry out o f Austin and Obama 

out o f Washington are two steps to a better world.

Your editor is not much o f a Perry fan, but Wash­

ington could use a dose o f Texas politics right now. I f  

it ’s one thing we know in the Lone Star State, i t ’s how 

to cut a budget. Give Perry' a chance and he’d have 

that federal budget bleeding all over the floor.

Unfortunately, as George W. Bush found out, 

what works in Texas doesn’ t always work in Washing­

ton, DC, where common sense and fiscal responsibility 

are in short supply.

I f  nothing else. Perry’s entry into the race w ill 

provide some entertainment value. B ill Clinton this 

week called the governor “ a good looking rascal.”  

Coming from Slick W illy, I don’ t know' i f  that was a 

clever remark or a come on, but it was funny nonethe­

less.

Gov. Perry faces national scrutiny

Many years ago, I read a magazine 

article describing how the national press 

covered Texas like it is a foreign country'
-  with little understanding o f the state’s 

politics or politicians. Little has changed 

in the intervening years.
As someone who’s been involved 

in Texas politics for 40 years, I want to 
translate Rick Perry' -  as a governor and 

a candidate.

First, Perry has been a terrific 

candidate in his home state, though he 
is untested on the national stage. Mean­

while, his gubernatorial record is mixed

-  not the panacea o f economic growth as 
portrayed.

Let’s start w ith Perry the cam­

paigner. Two years ago, as his primary' 
campaign for reelection against Sen.

Kay Bailey Hutchison was heating up. 

The New York Times Sunday Magazine 

ran a glowing profile o f Hutchison as 

a thoughtful moderate, who had a real 
chance o f defeating Perry' -  w hom the 

paper portrayed as an out-of-touch hick.

Wrong. I remember telling friends 

that when Perry finished with Hutchison, 

there would be nothing left but a bomb 

crater. He ran a tough campaign against 

her. labeling her part o f the Washington 

establishment and beating her handily.

He then won reelection by a significant 
margin against a well-funded Democrat, 

former Houston Mayor B ill White.

Perry clearly knew how to appeal to 

the conservative electorate in Texas.

He is, however, untested on the 

national stage. The Texas media tends 

to be docile, and has rarely challenged

Perry- during his 10 years as governor -  
though he has said and done some outra­
geous things.

There w ill likely be a honeymoon 

stage with the national media when he 
enters the presidential race, but Perry 

w ill soon face intense scrutiny.
Perry demonstrated that he may 

not be ready for prime time w ith how he 
handled the gay marriage issue. First, 

Perry said that he didn't have any prob­

lem w ith states like New York approving 

gay marriage -  though he didn’ t think 
it was appropriate for Texas. It was a 

state’s rights issue.

However, after getting strong push- 

back from the religious right community. 
Perry' changed his position, saying he 

was in favor o f a constitutional amend­

ment banning gay marriage everywhere.

Also, there is the George W. Bush 
comparison. I f  you turn on your TV, 

close your eyes and listen to Perry' -  he 

sounds just like Bush. They both come 

from West Texas. Perry' drops his g ’s 
at the end o f words, just like Bush, and 

even uses some o f the same expres­
sions. There is a serious question about 

whether the country is ready for another 

president from Texas so soon after Bush, 

though their politics are not identi­

cal. Perry may have to deal with Texas 

fatigue. Or stated differently, “ No new 
Texans.”

In addition. Perry can identity with 

the GOP’s religious right and with rural 
and small town voters. The question 

remains how he w ill appeal to moder­

ate suburban independents -  the critical 

swing vdfe in a general election.

There is (he his record as governor 
to examine. I remember another presi­
dential candidate, Michael S. Dukakis, 
who ran on the “ Massachusetts miracle”  

in 1988. It didn’t hold up for an entire 
campaign.

The Texas economy has been 
booming under Perry -  but much o f this 

has nothing to do with Perry’s record as 

governor. Texas does not have a state 

income tax, has weak labor laws and 
a plentiful supply o f cheap immigrant 

labor -  all reasons w'hy companies have 

relocated to Texas and created jobs.
The oil and gas business -  central to the 

Texas economy -  has also been flourish­
ing. In short. Perry has been riding a 

wave other governors would die for.

Yet, the Texas economic record is 

uneven. The state still has unemploy­

ment higher than 8 percent, and many 

o f the new jobs pay the minimum wage. 

Meanwhile, the state’s per student edu­

cation expenditure is near the bottom in 

the nation. Perry has slashed education 

and social service spending in a way that 

is unhealthy for a prosperous state -  and 

would not be acceptable in many parts o f 
our country.

Perry is not to be underestimated as 

a smart, tough campaigner. But he may 
not survive national scrutiny.

No one should hand him the nomi­

nation or the election quite yet.

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Super committee is not so super

Establishment elites are thrilled at 

the picks made for members o f the so- 

called “ Super Committee.”  With all 12 

members now public, detailed analysis 

has confirmed that these are “ serious”  

men and women who can be counted 

on to produce a “ reasonable”  product 

that w ill meet the goal o f reducing the 

national debt by at least $1.2 trillion over 

ten years.

What is becoming very clear is that 

the star-chamber known as the Super 

Committee is stacked, it is loaded with 

people dedicated to preserving the status 

quo o f bloated government, reckless 

spending, faddish social policy, and 

corrupt insider dealing. I know this is 

a harsh view'. And, there w ill be plenty 

o f apologists and domesticated-conser- 

vatives rushing to defend the very exis­

tence o f the committee and the members 
on it.

Just look at the membership and it 
w ill become obvious where this thing is 

heading.

The Senate GOP members are Jon 
Kyi o f Arizona, Rob Portman o f Ohio 

and Pat Toomey o f Pennsylvania. Every 

conservative, free-market advocate in 
the country is happy to see Toomey on 

this tribunal. He is committed, right- 

thinking, tough, and incorruptible. But, 

he is one guy. The other two Republi­

cans don’t offer as much hope. Senator 

Kyi is not seeking re-election, he is free 

to think about his future employment 

-  not encouraging when the horde o f 

rent seekers come pounding on his door. 

Senator Portman has the most knowl­

edge o f anyone from his time as George 

Bush’s budget director. But that is the 

worry -  he was part o f the “ compassion­

ate conservative”  poison that is respon­

sible in part for the crisis we face.

Being as kind and respectful as 

possible, there are two GOP Senate 

votes for accommodation with the Left. 

There can be no debate about the Senate 

Democrats -  all three are sure to be bad. 

Beyond their ideological drive, the Chair 

-  Patty Murray o f Washington -  is the 

Chair o f the Democrat Senate campaign 

arm. Are we to believe she w ill not 

shakedow'n a w ide variety o f  interests 

in her new role? I know nobody who 

thinks she w ill resist the urge.

Chris Van Hollen is a tool o f the union- 

dominated Maryland Democrat estab­

lishment, he can’ t and won’t think for 

himself. And finally, Xavier Becerra has 

already tried to use his membership on 

the committee to shakedow'n Wall Street 

for campaign money. You can see w'here 

this guy is heading a mile away.

That leaves the three House Repub­

licans selected by Speaker Boehner. 

Again, the names are far from encourag­

ing. Jeb Hensarling is a conservative 

w'ho has a strong record. There is fear, 

however, that as #4 in the House leader­

ship he w ill not be a free agent. But give 

him and the Speaker the benefit o f the 

doubt and call him a Toomey ally. The 

other two, however, are blood chilling.

Dave Camp is Chairman o f the 

House Ways &  Means Committee. Far 

from a conservative, Camp is an odd 

pick. I f  this Super Committee is not 

going to accept tax increases, why has 

the Chairman o f the tax writing com­

mittee been put on? Camp’s selection 

is a signal, one that portends “ revenue

enhancements”  or whatever cute term 

the insider crowd wants to use today.

And the final pick is just plain 

wrong. Fred Upton, the liberal Republi­

can Chairman o f Energy &  Commerce, 

is the worst selection o f all. His record 

is horrible. His willingness to surren­

der to the Left is more o f an obsession 

than a conscious choice. It was Upton 

who after the election o f Obama went 

to a meeting w ith his good friend Rahm 

Emmanuel and plotted to deliver GOP 

votes for the Obama agenda. It is Upton 

who actively looks for ways to advance 

the mild socialist agenda o f the trendy, 

chic, cool-kids. I f  all other fears are 

unfounded about the GOP members, 

there w ill always be Upton to provide 

the 7th vote for a pro-big government 

outcome.

So, the odds favor a mutant, ugly 

proposal coming from the Super Com­

mittee. And that leaves those who want 

to save America from the fate o f decline, 

bankruptcy and social upheaval w ith 

only one option -  defeat the proposal 

and trigger the automatic cuts. There is 

unlikely to be any other way.

When that time comes, the estab­

lishment propaganda machine w ill 

swing into high gear. “ The markets w ill 

crash,”  they w ill scream, i f  we don’t 

accept the decision o f the unelected, 

unaccountable panel. But, we listened to 

them last time and the markets crashed 

anyway. Every bit o f fear, envy, and 

hatred w ill be launched against those 

who refuse to accept a bogus deal.

And that w ill be the real battle, a 

real hand-to-hand combat fight right 

before Christmas. That is what America 

gets for falling for the lie that was the 

"debt ceiling deal.”  It only gets more 

intense and dangerous from here.

Pathfinders' programs and proj­

ects for the 1950s reveal interna- 

tional, national, and local history'.

Projects included contributions 

to: the local youth canteen- a restored 

army barracks used for dances and 

parties; Polio Fund-polio was feared 

by all Americans; Red Cross; Cancer 

Fund; March o f Dimes; Tuberculosis 
fund; City Library; Latin American 

Fund and Indian Affairs; Collection 

o f books and magazines for Negro 

schools; German Youth Work- sent 

them material, patters, needles, and 

thread. This was before political 

correctness and Hispanics, Native 
American, and Blacks.

Some o f the programs o f 

international interest were: Atomic 
Energy, Communism, the Arabs, and 

India. Americanism and a debate for 

and against integration reflected The 

Cold War and racial policies. The 

drought years o f the 1950’s caused 

us to appreciate programs on Irr i­

gation and the Local Economy and 

Local Soil Conservation and its 

Resources.
Judge J.R. Porter gave the Soil 

Conservation program, and the club 

secretary noted in the minutes that he 

“ spiced his informative and interest­

ing talk with humor with delighted 

his listeners.”

O f more personal interest were 
our programs on Advertising. Furni­

ture. and Television- a new and excit­

ing media in the 1950’s. Little B illy 

Lowe, who sang a duet for us in the 

1930s, had grown up and made his 

mama, Lilac Lowe, proud by inform­

ing us o f the need to make wills.

The September 1955 program 

was about appreciation “ by show­

ing how the American family is the 

luckiest in the world.”  Mrs. Bob 
Word compared the possessions o f 

the average American family with 

those o f families in other countries 

and gave several reasons for the 

ample supply o f goods in America.

Miss Ruth Richardson painted a very 

hopeful picture o f the average Amer­

ican fam ily o f tomorrow, saying that 

major depression is not expected by 
economic experts.

afternoon, February 25, 1955, we

. oday's college graduates 

face num erous challenges. 
W ith the  global econom y 

s till struggling, the jo b  m arket fo r 
recent graduates is less than ideal. 
C om petition  fo r jobs  is also heated, 
as high ra tes o f unem ploym ent 
have created a jo b  m arket in 
which out-of-work yet experienced 
pro fessiona ls are routine ly 
com peting  over entry-level jobs  
w ith recent graduates, many of 
whom  have little  or no experience 
in th e ir chosen fields.

But the  d ifficu lt jo b  m arket 
is only pa rt o f the  troub les recent 
graduates m ust face. M ounting  
deb t is a m ajor issue fo r many 
college grads. In Canada, fo r 
exam ple, the  average deb t fo r a 
un ivers ity graduate  m ore than 
doubled between 1 9 9 0  and 2 0 0 0 . 
By the  2 0 0 9 , Canadian students '

co llective deb t from  the  Canada 
S tuden t Loan Program exceeded 
$ 1 3  b illion fo r the  firs t tim e  in 
history. Across the  border in the 
United States, the  Class o f 2 0 1 1  
earned the  d is tinc tion  o f being the  
m ost indebted g radua ting  class in 
the  country 's history. According to 
es tim ates from  student-a id  Web 
sites Fastweb.com and FinAid.org, 
the  average 2 0 1 1  graduate  was 
$ 2 2 ,9 0 0  in deb t upon graduation.

In add ition  to find ing  work in 
a jo b  m arke t th a t's  overcrowded 
w ith app licants , recent graduates 
m ust a lso find a way to handle 
th e ir now h istoric  am oun t o f debt. 
Those fac ing  loan repaym ent while 
s trugg ling  to find a jo b  should 
consider the  fo llow ing  tips.

* Don't delay requests for
help.

Procrastination isn 't a good

approach to  dea ling  w ith debt, 
w he ther th a t deb t is from  studen t 
loans, c red it cards or personal 
loans. Recent graduates who 
cannot find work or who were laid 
o ff should con tac t th e ir  lenders 
righ t away and inqu ire  about 
lowering or postpon ing m onth ly 
paym ents. It's never good to m iss 
a paym ent, which w ill negatively 
im pact an ind iv idua l's  cred it ra ting 
and is a lm ost ce rta in  to  draw a 
financia l penalty. If troub le  is on the  
horizon, consu lt the  lender as early 
as possib le. The lender w ill likely 
g rant a de fe rm en t or forbearance, 
ne ither of which w ill ta rn ish  an 
ind iv idua l’s credit.

* Don't ignore it. Sim ply 
ignoring a s tu d e n t loan and not 
repaying it is not a good approach. 
The loan w ill s till be there , and 
even bankrup tcy co u rt is not likely

to d ischarge a s tu d e n t loan. In 
o ther words, ind iv idua ls are going 
to have to repay th e ir s tuden t 
loans, so ignoring them  is not 
going to work. If an ind iv idua l stops 
repaying his or her loan w ithou t 
being granted a de fe rm ent or 
forbearance, eventually wages 
m ight be garn ished and private 
lenders m ight even sue the ir 
borrowers.

* Don't panic. The cu rren t 
econom y could seem daun ting  
to recent graduates. Some may 
wonder if they w ill ever find work 
in th e ir fie lds or if they w ill ever 
be able to repay th e ir loans. But 
pan ick ing  w on ’t  help. Lenders 
w ill be w illing  to work w ith 
borrowers who are honest and 
stra igh tfo rw ard . Avoiding lenders 
and m issing paym ents w ill only 
make the s itua tion  worse.

F D R  T D D A Y ' S  
C O L L E G E  K I D S

College is a period o f firsts. It’s the 
firs t tim e  many s tuden ts  are away 
from  hom e fo r an extended period 
o f tim e ; it's the  firs t tim e  studen ts 
get to  choose th e ir own coursework; 
and it's  the  firs t tim e  many are le ft 
to th e ir own devices w ith respect to 
ta k in g  care o f them selves.

College is also the  firs t tim e  many 
apply fo r a c red it card. A lthough at 
th is  po in t in life, it ’s im p o rta n t fo r 
people to begin bu ild ing  th e ir cred it 
h istories, it's ju s t as im p o rta n t fo r 
them  to care fu lly  consider the 
varie ty o f c red it card op tions before 
co m m ittin g  to a card. All cards are 
de fin ite ly  not equal, and college 
s tuden ts  shou ld  look fo r cards th a t 
w ill help them  s ta rt bu ild ing  a solid 
c red it founda tion .

So how can college kids find a 
card that's fit for them? Consider 
the following tips.

Some
cred it cards charge annua l fees, 
regard less o f w he the r or not a 
consum er eve r, m akes a single 
purchase. S ince many cards' 
in te res t ra tes are sim ilar, try  to find 
one th a t doesn 't charge annual 
fees.

W hile
in te res t ra tes are o ften  sim ilar, 
som ? cards have a be tte r annual 
percentage rate, or APR. As 
a ttrac tive  as low in te res t rates can 
be, be especia lly cau tious w ith 
cards th a t prom ise zero percent 
in te res t fo r the  firs t six or 12  m onths 
a fte r signing. That's because such 
cards typ ica lly  have very high APRs. 
This isn 't a m onth ly  fee, bu t ra ther 
a finance charge re ferred to  as an 
annua l rate. For co llege kids, whom  
h istory suggests struggle to  pay 
th e ir ba lances in fu ll each m onth, 
a high APR could add considerably 
to  the  cost o f having a cred it card.

A 2 0 0 9  report 
from  Sallie Mae title d  "How 
U n d e r g r a d u a t e  
S tudents Use 
C redit Cards" found 
th a t ha lf of college 
u n d e r g r a d u a t e s  
had four or more 
c red it cards in 
2 0 0 8 . No college 
s tu d e n t needs
th a t many cred it 
cards. If a t all 
possible, college 
kids should s tick  to 
one card and one

card only. The card shou ld  only be 
used to  help build a c red it h istory 
and in the  case o f an emergency. 
S tudents who need fou r cards are 
e ithe r find ing  them se lves in fa r 
too many em ergency s itua tio ns  or 
harm ing them se lves by charg ing 
too many purchases to p lastic.

Credit
card com panies w ill lend cash to
th e ir custom ers. These loans are
called cash advances. But unlike
borrow ing from  Mom and Dad,
accepting  a cash advance from
a cred it card com pany typ ica lly
com es w ith a heavy in te rest rate,

*

m aking  it m uch m ore w orthw h ile  to 
call hom e instead o f tak in g  a cash 
advance.

G etting a c red it card is an 
im p o rta n t step fo r young people. 
S tudents shou ld  ju s t be carefu l 
the  cred it card ends up bu ild ing  a 
solid cred it founda tion  instead of 
d igging a s ign ifican t financia l hole.

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In theory, reward 
cards are excellent. The m ore a 
consum er purchases, the  more 
rewards po in ts they accrue. Those 
reward po in ts can then  be used 
toward a host o f th ings, inc lud ing  
a irline  m iles. However, college kids 
typ ica lly  do not m ake m uch money, 
and reward cards are really only 
benefic ia l to  people who charge 
a lo t o f th e ir purchases. Such 
people can typ ica lly  a ffo rd  to do 
so, w hereas the  average college ]  
kid cannot. Reward .ca rds  are 
be tte r su ited fo r men and wom en 
w ith fu ll-tim e  jobs  and not so ideal 
fo r college kids w ithou t steady 
stream s o f incom e.

*  Don't be late. If paym ents are 
not m ade online, they shou ld  be 
m ailed a t least a week in advance 
o f the  due date. A h istory o f late 
paym ents can qu ick ly m ar a cred it 
report. Even if only the  m in im um  
paym ent is possible, m ake sure 
th a t paym ent is m ade on tim e.

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City jury returns guilty verdict 
on disorderly conduct charge

A jury o f six people found 
Danny McCampbell guilty o f disor­

derly conduct last Monday, August 

8, in Clarendon's Municipal Court.

C ity Attorney James Shel­

Witnesses for the city were 

Donley County deputies Randy 

Bond and John Lockhart, who testi- 
lied that McCampbell had used abu­

sive and profane language during a 

confrontation with Horatio Smith 

both inside the store and later by the 
gas pumps. As the situation esca­

lated, the Bond said he called for 

backup and that another deputy and 

a DPS trooper responded.

"Mr. McCampbell was trying to 

get Mr. Smith to leave the store, and 
there was some cussing," Bond said. 

"M ike Crump said they were push­

ing and shoving (in the store). At the
%

gas pumps they were still cussing. I 

arrested Mr. Smith because he was

out o f control."

The deputies also testified that 
McCampbell had placed his hand on 

Lockhart's chest as Smith was being 

arrested for public intoxication. In 
cross examination. McCampbell 

asked Bond i f  he (McCampbell) had 

touched Lockhart, why he wasn't 

charged with assaulting an officer 

instead o f simply disorderly con­

duct. To which Bond replied, "That's 

a good question. I won't make that 

mistake again."

The only witness called by the 

defense was McCampbell’s wife, 
Amanda, who testified that she was 

in Smith's vehicle at the time o f the 

incident. She further testified that 

she had a clear view o f Smith and 
McCampbell both in the store and at 

the pumps, that there were no words 

or altercation between the two, and 

that they made their purchase in the 

store and pumped their gas u'hen 

the cops suddenly showed up and 

arrested the men.
The jury deliberated for a short 

time before finding McCampbell 

guilty o f the Class C misdemeanor 

and setting his fine at the maximum 

o f $500.

USDA m akes changes to  CRP to 
assist d rought e ffec ted  producers

WASHINGTON -  Agricul­

ture Secretary Tom Vilsack today 

announced that the Farm Service 

Agency (FSA) is modifying its Con­

servation Reserve Program (CRP) 

policies to help those affected by sus­

tained drought conditions. Through­

out this year o f extreme weather, 
USDA has supported and delivered 

assistance to farmers, ranchers, and 

rural communities across the coun­

try-
"We continue to do all we can to 

help thousands o f farmers and ranch­

ers in the southwestern United States 

who are struggling from drought,”  

said Vilsack. "Many ranchers have 

been or w ill be forced to sell live­

stock due to drought and USDA w ill 

do what we can to help our farmers 

and ranchers during these challeng­

ing times.”

The policy changes influ­

ence FSA rules governing emer­

gency grazing. The period normally 

allowed for emergency grazing lasts 

through Sept. 30, 2011.

FSA is permitting farmers and 

ranchers in drought stricken states 

who have been approved for emer­

gency grazing, including those in 

Colorado, Kansas, New Mexico, 

Oklahoma and Texas, to extend the 

emergency grazing period to Oct. 31, 

2011. without an additional payment 

reduction.

Producers wishing to partici­

pate in emergency grazing must first

request permission from the FSA 

county office by indicating the acre­

age to be grazed.

As a second condition designed 

to help livestock producers. FSA w ill 

allow producers nationwide to utilize 

harvested hay from expiring CRP 

acres when those icres are being 

prepared for fall seeded crops.
Prior to this modification, all 

mechanically harvested hay was 

required to be destroyed. This 
change enables livestock producers 

to feed the hay that is mechanically 

harvested to their own livestock or to 

sell or donate hay.

Consistent with existing policy 

for managed or emergency haying 

and grazing o f eligible CRP acres, 

rental payments w ill be reduced by 

25 percent for those utilizing this 

option.

"We are eager to do all we can 

in the face o f this drought crisis 

across the southern plains,”  said FSA 

Administrator Bruce Nelson. “ This 

has been one of the worst dry and 

hot spells since the Dust Bowl era o f 

the ‘30s.”

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R adaw iec sentenced to ten years for third offense DW I
Two pleas resulted in one con­

viction and one deferred adjudica­
tion when the 100th Judicial District 
Court met in Clarendon on Friday, 
August 5, 2011. District Attorney 

Luke Inman prosecuted the cases for 
the State o f Texas with the Honor­

able Judge Stuart Messer presiding.

A total o f $12,500 in fines was 

assessed as a result o f the pleas that 

took place on August 5. In addition 

to the fines, the defendants were 

required to pay a total o f $1,031 in 
court costs and $140 restitution.

Albert Scott Radawiec w;as 

convicted and sentenced to ten years 

in TDCJ, but the sentence w'as pro­
bated for a period o f eight years for 

the third degree felony offense.
Radawiec, 46-year old resi­

dent o f Howardwick, was sentenced 

for the third degree felony offense 

o f driving while intoxicated 3rd or 
more.

Radawiec was arrested for the 
offense that took place on March 

17, 2011, in Donley County, by DPS 

Trooper Kellan Roberts. Radaw'icc

was later indicted by a Donley 

County Grand Jury on June 29,2011.

In addition to the sentence, 
Radawiec is also required to pay 

$558 in court costs to Donley 

County, a $10,000 fine, $140 in res­
titution, and complete 300 hours o f 
community service.

Jared Allan Vant-Leven was 
placed on probation for a period o f 

tw'o years for the Class A Misde­

meanor offense o f deadly conduct. 

Vant-Leven pleaded guilty and W'as 

placed on deferred adjudication for

the offense.

Vant- Leven, 26-year-old Ama­

rillo  resident, was arrested in Donley 
County by DPS Trooper Chad 

Simpson for the offense that took 
place March 13, 2011, and was later 

indicted by a Donley County Grand 
Jury on June 29, 2011.

Pursuant to the plea agree­

ment, Vant-Leven is required to pay 

a $2,500 fine to Donley County.

New Inhaler Approved forCOPD
According to recent news releases, the US FD A has approved a new 

type o f  inhaler for use in the longterm  management o f  COPD (Chronic 

Obstructive Lung Disease). The inhaler is called Arcapta Neohaler 

(indacaterol inhalation powder). According to news releases from 

the manufacturer, Arcapta is the first therapy available in the US as a 

longacting beta 2-agonist type medication that is administered once- 

a-day fo r those who suffer from COPD. The company indicates that 

improvement in lung function was observed in 5 minutes after the first 

dose was given during c lin ica l tria l. The drug was evaluated in over 

600 individuals in tw o Phase II I  trials that each lasted for 12 weeks. A 

key finding was that Arcapta at 12 weeks significantly improved lung 

function at 24 hours compared to placebo (non-drug therapy).

COPD is considered a progressive condition that affects more than 

12 m ilion  persons liv ing  in the United States. The two main forms 

o f  COPD are chronic bronchitis and emphysema. One resource lists 

COPD as the th ird leading cause o f  death in the US.
