Seliger named to

Lieutenant Governor David

ics and Science Advisory Board. 
Seliger-will replace Senator Flor­
ence Shapiro, current Chair of 
the Senate Education Commit­
tee, who w ill be retiring from the 
Texas Senate.

Created by the Texas Leg­
islature in 1987, the Texas Acad­
emy of Mathematics and Science 
(TAMS) is a two-year, residential, 
early college entrance program 
serving approximately 380 Texans 
at the University o f North Texas.

The TAMS Advisory Board 
consists of nine members who 
oiler advice on curriculum, stu­
dent life and admissions. Seliger's 
term w ill expire August31,2015.

City aldermen consider buying iPads for offical use
Computer tablets may be in the 

future for members of the Clarendon 
Board of Aldermen follow ing a pro­
posal by City Administrator Lambert 
Little at the January 10 city meeting.

Little asked the aldermen to 
consider purchasing iPads for them­
selves at a cost o f about S500 each 
as a way to improve communications 
with City Hall.

The tablets would be capable 
of accessing the Internet if  a wire­
less router was nearby, and aider- 
men could access their e-mail on the 
machines.

The tablets would be used 
to receive weekly e-mail updates 
from City Hall and could replace 
the three-ring binder of information 
each alderman uses at city meet­
ings. saving on the cost o f paper and 
reproductions.

Alderman Terry Noble said the 
cost of the machines concerned him. 
but Alderman W ill Thompson said 
other brands of computer tablets 
could be purchased much cheaper 
than an Apple iPad. Several board 
members agreed that the idea was 
the way o f the future.

No action was taken, but 
Thompson is going to look into alter­
native brands of computer tablets, 
and the board w ill discuss the matter 
at a later date.

In other city business, aldermen 
heard a report from the Clarendon 
Chamber of Commerce regarding 
its recent activities. Vice President 
Carol Braddock said the chamber is 
functioning, has dues-paying mem­
bers. and has all its bills paid. She 
said the chamber intends to have 
its annual banquet and to help with 
local activities such as the Fourth of

July.
Later in the meeting. Mayor 

Larry' Hicks said he felt like the city 
had not heard what it wanted to hear 
from the chamber, especially with 
regards to promoting tourism, and 
said the subject would be considered 
at a future board meeting.

Last year- the city withdrew 
$20,000 in annual support for the 
Chamber of Commerce after issues 
arose which centered on a lack of 
record keeping for the chamber's use 
o f the Motel Bed Tax funds.

Aldermen considered a pro­

posal from DigiPro Events to spon­
sor the second annual Battle of the 
Bands this April. The board approved 
$3,500 from the Motel Bed Tax fund 
to sponsor the three-day event, with 
Aldermen Tommy Hill, Jesus Her­
nandez, and Terry Noble in favor 
of the measure, and Alderman Will 
Thompson voting “ nay.”

Thompson later said he sup­
ports the event and appreciates what 
the organizers are doing, but just 
didn’t think there was enough time 
to put it all together. Alderman Ann 
Huey was absent.

Pit bull attacks 
Clarendon man

A Clarendon man is counting 
himself lucky this week after he was 
attacked by a neighbor’s pit bull dog 
Sunday.

Bobbie Kidd says he was pick­
ing up trash in the alley behind his 
house with two o f his grandchildren 
the morning of January 15, and his 
neighbor, S.J. Johnson , was also 
taking his trash out. Kidd said his 
granddaughter ran up to Johnson and 
he also started in Johnson's direction 
when the dog owned by a second 
neighbor, Steven Bento, hit him from 
behind.

"1 had seen that dog earlier tug­
ging on his chain,”  Kidd said. “ He 
was probably loose for a little while 
because I hadn’t heard him, and he 
would always go crazy when some­
one was outside.”

The dog bit Kidd's leg, tearing 
his pants, and then let go. He hol­
lered for his grandkids to get to the 
house, and he and Johnson followed 
them to make sure they got inside 
okay.

“ I don't know how he didn't 
knock me down. I f  it had been one

the kids, it would have been really 
bad.”

Kidd said he called 911, which 
dispatched a deputy, animal control, 
and an ambulance. EMS personnel 
cleaned the wounds, and Kidd went 
to an emergency room by car to have 
the wound checked.

The dog was killed later this 
week, and the head was sent off 
for rabies testing. It had not had its 
shots.

Kidd said he had complained 
about the dog to the city in the past 
and, while the city is making prog­
ress in some areas, the dog situation 
is very bad.

“ It could have gotten one o f the 
kids and that’s exactly what’s going 
to happen in this town if  we don’t 
watch out,”  Kidd said. “ You should 
be able to walk down the street and 
not worry about getting attacked by 
a dog.”

City Animal Control Officer 
Jason Christopher said he expects to 
have the test results from the dog this 
week, and he said the city is going

WASHINGTON -  USDA Nat­
ural Resources Conservation Service 
(NRCS) Chief Dave White today 
announced that the cut-off date for 
the current Conservation Steward­
ship Program (CSP) ranking period 
has been extended to January 27, 
2012. Producers who maintain a 
high level of conservation on their 
land and agree to adopt higher levels 
of stewardship are eligible for CSP 
payments.

"We want to make sure that 
people who want to be considered 
for CSP during this first ranking

period have the time they need to 
complete their applications,”  White 
said. “ CSP is a very popular program 
and I encourage interested producers 
to apply at their local NRCS office as 
soon as they can.”

CSP is offered in all 50 states, 
tribal lands and the Pacific and 
Caribbean areas through continuous 
sign-ups. Administered by NRCS, 
CSP provides many conservation 
benefits including improved water 
and soil quality, enhanced wildlife 
habitat and conservation activities

Howardwick man pleads guilty to burglary in district court
The District Court heard ten pleas took 

place which resulted in five convictions and 
live deferred adjudications when it met in 
Childress on Monday, January 9, 2012.

District Attorney Luke Inman, assisted 
by Greg Buckley, prosecuted the cases for the 
State of Texas with the Honorable Judge Stuart 
Messer presiding.

A total of $19,000 in fines was assessed 
as a result o f the pleas that took place on Janu­
ary 9. In addition to the fines, the defendants 
were required to pay a total of $3,846 in court 
costs and $5,676.48 in restitution.

Richard Pina Castillo was placed on pro­
bation for a period o f eight years for the first

degree felony offense of burglary of a habita­
tion enhanced. Castillo pleaded guilty for the 
offense that took place on August 26. 2011. 
and was placed on deferred adjudication for 
the offense.

Castillo, 44-year-old resident o f How­
ardwick, TX, was arrested by Randy Bond. 
Chief Deputy with the Donley County Sher­
i f f ’s Office and pleaded guilty to a complaint 
and information filed by the State on January 
6. 2012.

Pursuant to the plea agreement, Castillo 
is required to pay a fine of $2,000 to Donley 
County, $473 in court costs, and complete 400 
hours of community serv ice.

Robert Milton Hicks pleaded true to alle­
gations listed in the State’s Motion to Revoke 
Community Supervision and was convicted 
and sentenced to four years in the Institutional 
Division o f the Texas Department of Criminal 
Justice. Hicks, 62-year-old resident of Chil­
dress, originally pleaded guilty to two counts 
o f the third degree felony offense of driving 
while intoxicated 3rd or more that occurred on 
September 7, 2008 and June 4, 2011, in Chil­
dress County.

David Bonfil was convicted for the first 
degree felony offense of possession of con­
trolled substance. Bonfil pleaded guilty for 
the offense that took place on December 13,

2010 and was sentenced to five years in the 
Institutional Division o f Texas Department of 
Criminal Justice. Bonfil, 32-year-old resident 
of Oklahoma City, was indicted by a Carson 
County Grand Jury on October 4, 2011 after 
being arrested by Carson County by DPS 
Trooper Ben Dollar.

Jimmy Holley Jr. pleaded true to allega­
tions listed in the State’s Motion to Revoke 
Community Supervision and was convicted 
and sentenced to six years in the Institutional 
Division of the Texas Department of Criminal 
Justice.

On July 26,2010. Holley, 48-year-old res-

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Romney must 
get ready for 
class warfare 
type of politics

I f  M itt Romney gets the GOP nomination, pre­
pare for a season of class warfare in America unlike 
any before. Not only has President Obama been push­
ing class warfare unceasingly for three years now, but 
his chief strategist, David Axelrod, has been employ­
ing precisely this tactic against Romney, and well 
before Newt Gingrich and Rick Perry started harshly 
criticizing Romney’s Bain Capital work.

Axelrod, of course, is the Chicago-based consul- 
lant who got Obama elected. He was the chief archi­
tect of Obama '08. right dow n to the very words, “ hope 
and change.”  The Los Angeles Times correctly calls 
him the "keeper" of the Obama message. The New 
York Times dubs him “ Obama’s Narrator.”  Axelrod 
honed the Obama image, got hint elected, and changed 
this nation. Then, after two years as a presidential 
adviser, he w'ent back to Chicago to strategize on 
reelecting Obama. “ I have one campaign left,’’ Axelrod 
told a reporter, “ and it is going to be to try to elect a 
guy who 1 think is a great president.”

Which Republican stands in the way? The leading 
candidate is Mitt Romney, who happens to be the can­
didate Axelrod and Obama want to run against. “ Ax”  
is slicing up M itt for an Occupy Wall Street feast. He 
sees Mitt as a hunk of red meat for the Occupy move­
ment. the poster-boy for Wall Street greed.

"Obama officials intend to frame Romney as the 
very picture of greed in the great recession— a sort 
o f political Gordon Gekko,”  reported an August 2011 
Politico piece, titled, “ Obama plan: Destroy Romney.”  
The article quoted Axelrod: "He (Romney] was very, 
very good at making a profit for himself and his part­
ners but not nearly as good [at] saving jobs for com­
munities. He is very much the profile of what we’ve 
seen in the last decade on Wall Street.”

This, mind you. was still before Occupy Wall 
Street exploded in September and October.

The Politico quoted a “ prominent Democratic 
strategist" close to the White House: “ Unless things 
change and Obama can run on accomplishments, he 
w ill have to kill Romney.”

Well, indeed, Obama and Axelrod w ill run on 
Romney— tire-tracks and all.

Axelrod has steadily maintained this cancature 
of Romney. “ He says he represents business,”  Axelrod 
told MSNBC in October, “ but he really represents the 
Wall Street side of business.”

Last Sunday, Axelrod told ABC’s George Stepha- 
nopoulos that Romney is “ rooting”  for economic 
decline. He described Romney as a nefarious out­
sourcer of “ tens of thousands of jobs,”  who “ closed 
dowrn more than 1,000 plants, stores, and offices” and 
“ took 12 companies to bankruptcy.”  As this rapacious 
profiteer cheerfully destroyed companies and busi­
nesses and shops and shop-owners and the poor and 
the meek and the downtrodden and the crippled and 
the lame, “ he and his partners made hundreds of m il­
lions of dollars.”

“ He is not a job creator.”  scow led Axelrod. “ He is 
a corporate raider."

Axelrod frames this Romney way as the sinister 
“ Bain mentality.”

And if  you thought the Occupy movement was 
worked up last fall, you ain't seen nothing yet. If 
Romney is the nominee, the Occupiers w ill go bananas 
this coming fall, especially i f  prodded by the Obama 
campaign.

With Barack Obama at the helm, and David 
Axelrod charting the course against M itt Romney, this 
nation w ill set sail into a poisonous sea o f class hatred. 
"Bain" Capital w ill be “ Bane”  Capital, as in evil. 
“ Venture capital”  w ill be “ vulture capital.”

This November’s election might boil down to 
a fundamental debate between the merits of markets 
vs. central planning and wealth redistribution; that is 
w here the rhetoric is headed.

I f  I were M itt Romney, 1 w-ould be prepared to 
carefully explain to Americans what venture capital 
is, and why someone with such economic experience 
is arguably perfect for the White House given today’s 
economy. I would bone up on Friedman, Hayek,
Mises. Hazlitt. Laffer, and, most of all, Marx. Oh. and 
1 might Google the word “ agitprop,”  understanding 
that I ’ ll be thus targeted.

If Romney (as the nominee) does this right, he 
has a chance not only to win Americans’ votes but to 
educate them about the free-market system that has 
made their nation the marvel it is. An ugly campaign 
of class envy could become a valuable teachable 
moment.

Most of 
us had been Girl Scouts and we knew 
firsthand about the leadership qualities 
that it instills in young women.

For a century. Girl Scouts has fos­
tered courage, confidence, and character. 
Today, the possibilities are limitless 
for young women. They are living in a 
world of opportunities that may have 
been unavailable to their mothers and 
grandmothers. And I am honored to be 
a part o f an organization that empowers 
young women to pursue their goals -  no 
matter how' high.

These ads are run by Martin 
Weiss, who has been in a research busi­
ness the past 40 years. His business has 
to do with the investment o f money. He 
has predicted the problems of Fannie and 
Freddie, the housing market, as well as 
the demise of Lehman Brothers.

He is now talking about the end 
of America and a crisis event that w ill 
cause it. That event is reached when 
our government can no longer borrow 
money, because Americans and other 
countries like China don’t want to buy 
our bonds, to provide about half o f the 
money Washington pays for every bill or 
benefit that becomes due.

to crack down the dog problem and 
strictly enforce the focal requirement 
for a dog tag and the slate law that 
dogs be vaccinated for rabies.

■'This isn't a city deal, this is 
state law," Christopher said.

Pit bulls are a particular prob­
lem for the city, accounting for more 
than 50 percent o f the reported dog 
calls, Christopher said. Over the 
weekend a local woman reported a 
neighbor's pit bull killed her cat, and 
Christopher said there was another 
case of a pit bull killing two cats.

“ We’re going to have to see 
about restricting pit bulls in the city," 
he said.

City Administrator Lambert 
Little said the Board of Aldermen 
w ill consider that issue at a called 
meeting next week.

Producers are encouraged to 
apply for CSP throughout the year to 
be considered for current and future 
application ranking periods. Those 
who apply by January- 27, 2012, 
may be eligible for current avail­
able funding. Eligible lands include 
cropland, pastureland, rangeland and 
nonindustrial forestland.

A CSP self-screening check­
list is available to help producers 
determine if  CSP is suitable for their 
operation. The checklist highlights 
basic information about CSP eligi­
bility requirements, contracts obli­
gations and potential payments. It is 
available from local NRCS offices 
and at http://www.nrcs.usda.gov/ 
wps/portal/nrcs/main/national/pro- 
granis/financial/csp.

The Afghan pine was first 
introduced to Texas for commercial 

•Christmas tree production. It gained 
popularity as a w-indbreak tree and 
is now considered the most popular 
pine species in the southwest. The 
Afghan pine is unique because it is 
an arid-land pine. It is adapted to the 
alkaline, sandy soils of west T£xas. 
It is also extremely drought and heat 
tolerant. The Afghan pine also hap­
pens to be the fastest growing spe­
cies of pine.

The Donley County Soil and 
Water Conservation District has 
Afghanistan pines for sale along 
with a wide variety, of other trees 
for windbreaks, wildlife plantings, 
and home landscaping.

A problem that is getting more attention in the media relates to a 
shortage o f  many prescription drugs. One report indicates that this 
shortage has existed for the last four to five years. It is reported that 
in 2011 the shortage affected a record 267 different medications. In 
comparison, in 2004 the number o f prescription drugs that were in 
short supply numbered less than 60. A recent article in the New- York 
Times focused on the shortage related to drugs for attention deficit 
hyperactivity disorder (ADH D ). That article indicated that there were 
hundreds o f  patients complaining to the FDA about shortages o f  drugs 
like Adderall and Adderall XR. The Boston Globe reported that the 
American Academy o f Child and Adolescent Psychiatry had told its 
members that shortages were widespread nationally.

News stories about the A D H D  medicine shortages point out that 
part o f the problem appears to be based on the lim ited amount o f 
active ingredient released by the Drug Enforcement Administration 
to drug manufacturers o f  drugs that are highly controlled such as 
Adderall and other stimulant-ty pe controlled substances.

Arlington Cemetery for burial of 
Jboth North and South causalities.

My heroes aren’t presidents or 
generals but privates and sergeants 
who joined forces to prevent the inva- 

. sion of their states. They are mine- 
and Ole Jim’s great grandparents. 
Milton Loyd and Ellis Reynolds, 
great- great-grandfathers and great­
grandfather Perry Reynolds joined 
the 3rd Reserve Infantry, Shelby 
Co, Alabama in 1862. From Clark 
Co, Arkansas, great-great grand­
father John Thedford Kitchens was 
a member of 37th (Bell’s) Arkan­
sas Infantry Regiment Confederate 
States of America, Co F. He enlisted 
7 May 1862 in Clark Co., was cap­
tured July 4,1863, at Helena, Arkan­
sas, and sent to the military prison 
in Ft. Delaware, Del., April 4,1864. 
He wds in the hospital at Richmond, 
Virginia, March 13,1863, the day of

“Sacred Cattle Sent to Good­
night Ranch”

H.A. Fleming, fiscal agent of 
the Goodnight American Buffalo 
Ranch Company, the headquarters of  
which are on the Goodnight Ranch, 
forty miles east of Amarillo, was in 
the city [Fort Worth] to attend the Fat 
Stock Show. The company he repre­
sents is one of the most unique in the

country, having for one of its pur­
poses the maintenance of a 'herd of 
American buffalo and a large yearly 
increase of the almost extinct type, 
one so common on the plains.

Mr. Fleming came to this city 
several days ago to take a look over 
eleven fine head of Brahamas, sacred 
cow of India, which passed through 
Fort Worth this week from South­
ern Texas bound for the Goodnight 
Ranch. The sacred cattle of India 
will be crossed with the American 
buffalo to produce what is believed 
will be one of the finest beef cattle 
in the world.

“Charles Goodnight, owner of 
the Goodnight Ranch and head of 
the Goodnight American Buffalo 
Ranch Company, is a strong believer 
in diversified cattle raising and has 
been putting his principles into prac­
tice for a number o f years,” says Mr. 
Fleming.

“This hobby or idea o f a new 
industry finally led him to organize a 
company capitalized at $300,000 to 
promote the raising of cattle -  a cross 
between the buffalo and the black 
Poll Angus, the _arakule sheep, 
imported from Russia, the new cross 
between the buffalo and the Braham, 
and many other types of cattle.

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USDA deadlines for disaster 
programs are approaching

Donley County USDA Farm 
Service Agency (FSA) County 
Executive Director Bruce Ferguson 
reminds eligible ranchers and live­
stock producers who had livestock 
losses or grazing losses during the 
2011 crop year that the deadline 
for applying for benefits under the 
Livestock Forage Disaster Program 
(LFP) and the Emergency Assistance 
for Livestock, Floneybees and Farm- 
Raised Fish Program (ELAP) is Jan. 
30, 2012,

“ It is imperative that produc­
ers meet the deadline for disaster 
assistance as there are no late file 
provisions for LFP and ELAP,” 
said Ferguson. “To ensure a smooth 
application process, producers 
should have all required supporting 
documentation with them at the time 
they apply for benefits,”  he said.

Livestock Forage Disaster Pro­
gram (LFP) provides payments to 
eligible livestock producers who 
have suffered livestock grazing 
losses due to qualifying drought 
or fire that occurred before Oct. 1, 
2011.

During the 2011 crop year, all 
Texas counties met the LFP trigger

requirements for a three-month pay­
ment for native pasture, improved 
pasture and forage sorghum. Eligible 
ranchers and livestock producers 
have until Jan. 30, 2012, to apply for 
LFP benefits.

Emergency Assistance for Live­
stock. Honeybees and Farm-Raised 
Fish Program (ELAP) provides 
emergency assistance to eligible pro­
ducers of livestock, honeybees and 
farm-raised fish who have losses due 
to disease, adverse weather or other 
conditions, including losses due to 
blizzards and wildfires that occurred 
before Oct. 1,2011.

Producers who suffered live­
stock grazing and feed losses must 
have filed a notice of loss no later 
than Oct. 31. 2011 and have until 
Jan. 30, 2012, to submit an applica­
tion for payment for livestock death 
losses and livestock grazing and feed 
losses. i
