Hedley mayor plans resignation

Hedley Mayor Dusty W ilk in ­
son w ill resign his office this week, 
according to a statement given to 
T he Clarendon Enterprise.

Wilkinson e-mailed the paper 
Monday night and said he would like 
to share with the C ity o f Hedley his 
reasons for resigning.

“ Members o f the community 
have recently harassed and threat­
ened my family, friends, and council 
members,”  W ilkinson’s statement 
said. "They have a problem with me 
personally and have made threats 
and problems for the city.

“ 1 have served this community 
as mayor for three years where I have

donated nearly every Friday to the 
maintenance o f its roads, equipment, 
sewer lines, trash trucks and general 
operations,”  the mayor wrote, “ but I 
feel it is in the best interest for the 
safety o f both my family and the 
city that I resign from my position 
o f Mayor effective Thursday, March 
7, 2013.”

Mayor Pro Tern Leon Ward 
said Tuesday he was unaware o f 
W ilkinson’s plan to resign and said 
he wasn't sure what might have 
prompted such a move by the mayor.

“ We had some stuff come up 
over this drought at the last meeting 
that people were upset about, but we 
couldn't help it,”  Ward said.

Alderman Tonya Metcalf was 
also surprised to hear o f W ilkinson’s 
upcoming resignation. Metcalf said 
she arrived late at the last meeting on 
February 21, but knew that resident 
James Edward Potts had addressed 
the board.

Potts told the Enterprise that he 
did speak to the board but that he did 
not threaten anyone.

“ We had a heated discus­
sion, and I did gel P.O.ed, but there 
weren't any threats.,”  Potts said. 
“ They did talk about calling the law 
at one point.”

According to the unofficial 
minutes o f that special meeting, the 
Hedley Board o f Aldermen unani­

mously approved a clarification of 
restrictions under the c ity ’s Stage 4 
Drought Contingency Plan. Mayor 
Wilkinson then turned the meeting 
over to Ward and abstained from the 
rest o f the meeting.

Potts, the minutes say, 
addressed the council about RV 
parks in the city needing to have a 
separate meter and city account for 
each hook up.

Potts told the Enterprise that 
he wasn’t concerned about the water 
meters but that he did think each 
RV should have its own sewer and 
Dumpster charge. Otherwise, he 
said, it wouldn’ t be a fair situation 
to citizens who live in Hedley year

round.
The minutes say the board 

advised Potts that separate meters 
and accounts would be unnecessary 
and that the city would install the 
number o f meters, sewer taps, and 
Dumpsters requested by a business 
owner and the business would be 
charged for that number.

The minutes reflect that Potts 
did not approve o f this answer and 
said he would discuss the issue fur­
ther with his attorney.

The Hedley Board o f Aider- 
men w ill meet at 7 p.m. this Thurs­
day, March 7, and Wilkinson tells 
the Enterprise he w ill resign at that 
meeting.

The Broncos gave their all 
against El Paso Harmony in the 
Regional Tournament Friday night 
in Levelland, but fell short in their 
attempt at extended post-season 
play. The Broncos succumbed to 
the charter school and were defeated 
50-72.

Things did not go well for the 
Broncos in the first half o f play, and 
the Tigers roared to a huge lead as 
they were able to connect on several 
three-point shots. The inside work 
o f their 7’ 3”  post did not hurt the 
Broncos offensively. Because o f the 
height difference, post Adam Topper 
had to be very creative with his shots 
and made good on several shots 
underneath the basket. But after two

quarters o f play, the Broncos trailed 
the Tigers, 14-34.

Deadline 
brings out 
candidates

Several candidates signed up for 
local offices in the final days o f filing 
last week, and four out o f six local 
boards w ill be having competitive 
elections this spring.

Clarendon Mayor Larry Hicks 
is being challenged for his job by 
Alderman Tommy H ill, and four 
people are running for two positions 
available on the Board o f Aldermen. 
Alderman Debbie Roberts, who was 
appointed in December, is seeking a 
fu ll term in office, and she is joined 
on the ballot by former alderman 
Janice Knorpp, Sandy Skelton, and 
Trevor Leeper.

Clarendon ISD has four 
candidates running for three 
positions on the Board of Trustees. 
Current school board members Robin 
Ellis and Jim Shelton are seeking 
re-election and challengers Linda 
Rowland and Chuck Robertson are 
also running.

Three candidates filed in the 
final days to run for the Hedley 
school board, bringing the total to six 
candidates running for two positions. 
Incumbents Bonnie Walsh and 
James E. Potts are being challenged 
by Michele McCann, Kevin Smith, 
Aaron Harper, and Lana Ritchie.

The City o f Howardwick still 
leads the candidate count at eight 
with David P. Cafferata and former 
alderman Mike Rowland running 
for mayor; W illiam R. Jordan, 
Gail Leathers, and Jim Cockerham 
running for two vacant full terms 
on the Board o f Aldermen; and 
Alderman Gene Rogers, Cory 
Longan, former mayor H.L. “ Buster”  
Baird, and Sandy Sanders vying for 
two unexpired terms.

The Donley County Hospital 
District has three candidates, one 
for each o f the expiring seats. 
Incumbents Wayne Tubbs (Place 1) 
and Melinda McAnear (Place 3) are 
seeking re-election on the hospital 
board, which oversees emergency 
medical services and indigent care 
in the county. Carey Wann is also 
seeking the Place 2 position.

The City o f Hedley has three 
positions open on its Board of 
Aldermen; and when filing closed 
it also had three candidates -  
Alderman Tonya Metcalf along with 
Jim Copelin and Kathy Spier.

A ll local offices are elected 
at-large, but hospital board members 
run for specific places.

Early voting by personal 
appearance begins April 29 and runs 
through May 7. Election Day w ill be 
Saturday. May 11.

Lions Club to host Chance Jones Memorial 5K April 13
Plans are underway for the 

first Chance Mark Jones Memorial 
5K Walk/Run to be held this April 
to coincide with Child Abuse 
Prevention Month.

The Clarendon Lions Club is 
hosting the event, which w ill be held

Welfare Board. The race is intended 
to bring the community together 
to honor the life o f four-year-old 
Chance Mark Jones, who died from 
abuse in 2011.

The race w ill start and end at 
the Community Fellowship Church 
and w ill run along the scenic JA 
Ranch Road. The start lime is 8 a.m.

The event is expected to draw- 
several out-of-town athletes to 
the community, as running events 
continue to gain in popularity and 
participation in them increases.

Proceeds w'ill go towards a 
playground project that can be

enjoyed by all the children o f Donley 
County.

W hat’s your 
Water IQ?

“ Where does your water come from?”
That’s one o f the questions that we ask fifth- 

grade students during a Panhandle Groundwater 
Conservation District (PGCD) education presentation 
on water conservation. Often the answer is “ from the 
faucet” .

It's a natural answer. Most o f us -  especially 
those who get water from a municipal water supply -  
don’ t think much about where our water comes from. 
We turn on the faucet or we flush the toilet and clean, 
fresh water appears -  almost as i f  by magic.

And sometimes it seems as i f  water does have 
magical properties. It is the only substance found 
naturally in each o f the three states o f matter -  liquid, 
solid (ice), and gas (vapor, steam, clouds). But we take 
it for granted. We drink it. we bathe in it, we wash our 
cars and pets, we water our lawns, we grow crops, we 
eliminate personal waste with it- ju s t to name a few 
uses.

Underlying the western Great Plains -  from the 
Permian Basin and South Plains o f Texas, all the way 
into South Dakota (and including parts o f six other 
states) -  is the Ogallala aquifer, one o f the largest in 
the world. That is a vast area, but let’s focus on the 
PGCD. and the counties comprising it: Potter, Carson, 
Gray, Wheeler, Roberts. Armstrong and Wheeler.

In the old days -  prior to 1875 -  that water was 
accessed by finding a spring, which were relatively 
common in the creeks and draws. When the land 
was secured for settlement -  farming, ranching and 
railroads -  wells were drilled into the aquifer, pumps 
powered by windmills were installed, and there 
was plenty o f water for stock, homes, and steam 
locomotives. It seemed an inexhaustible supply, and 
i f  settlement had been limited to that, it likely would 
have been.

As the twentieth century' rolled around, however, 
people began to realize that the water from the 
Ogallala Aquifer could be used to a greater purpose
-  to grow crops and livestock that could feed the 
world. A w indm ill might do for a garden patch or a 
small orchard, but farming on a large scale required 
irrigation -  larger wells with pumps powered by 
something other than wind. And while some irrigation 
was begun in the early part o f the century, it began in 
earnest in the 1950s.

In 1910, an early well driller was asked i f  the 
Ogallala could ever be pumped dry. He responded, 
“ Give me a big enough pump and enough time, and I 
can pump the Pacific Ocean dry.”  The man was more 
far-sighted than anyone imagined. By the time 40 
years had passed, the aquifer had begun a noticeable 
decline -  it was being depleted faster than it could be 
replenished.

The history o f the Panhandle -  and the world -  
since then is well-known, taking turns no one could 
have predicted, including two world wars, two severe 
(and several smaller) droughts, a major depression, 
and the rise o f the automobile and other machinery, 
creating an insatiable need for water and oil.

Think o f it! A hundred years ago in the Texas 
Panhandle there were few cars. Almost all farming was 
done by horse-drawn equipment. Even in the towns
-  which were mostly villages -  water came from 
personal windmills. Most people still used outhouses. 
Water was used to drink, to water stock. Even bathing 
and washing clothes was limited to once a week.

Less than fifteen years later, oil was discovered 
in the Panhandle. In the span o f a “ B iblical”  lifetime 
o f 70-80 years, the Panhandle had gone from being 
the “ Great American Desert” , to ranchland, to 
farmland, and a major source o f oil and gas. An area 
once considered suitable only for nomadic tribes was 
attracting people by the thousands.

And what did they need to survive? Water!
And they wanted to make the desert bloom. They 
planted trees, flowers, lawns. They wanted electricity, 
automobiles, go lf courses and swimming pools. They 
could grow wheat by the millions o f acres. They could 
grow feed for beef cattle when the native grass wasn’ t 
enough, and then they realized they could grow beef 
faster in feedlots and feeding cattle crops grown by 
irrigation -  hay, sorghum, and com. Municipal and 
related industries also needed water to produce their 
products.

A ll beneficial uses are necessary, but the outcome 
is that our water supply -  the Ogallala Aquifer -  is 
being seriously depleted. Some o f the methods we 
have employed to conserve have worked better than 
others and some -  like lakes for reservoirs -  have 
proven temporary.

It is not our intention to alarm, but to educate. 
March 11-17 is Groundwater Awareness Week. Spend 
some time thinking how YOU can conserve water. 
There are lots o f ways simply by making minor 
adjustments. Do you leave the water running when 
you brush your teeth or shave? Can you take shorter 
showers? Your lawn only needs water twice a week -  
less i f  it rains -  and be careful not to water sidewalks 
or streets. I f  you’re w illing  to spend a little time and 
money, look into xeriscaping (landscaping using 
methods that do not require extra water) and rainwater 
harvesting (collecting what falls onto your roof to put 
on your lawn and trees.)

The PGCD set a visionary goal in 1998 to have a 
minimum o f 50 percent o f the aquifer remaining in 50 
years (2048). Working together, we can achieve that 
goal. To find out more o f what we are doing -  and to 
learn what you can do -  visit our website (www.pgcd.

Who do you trust - science or hype?
Our conservative friends need to 

review the works o f Theodore Roosevelt. 
Actually, I ’d settle for another reading of 
the works o f Ronald Reagan. Reagan's 
tax and spend policies helped revive the 
economic downturn that accompanied 
Jimmy Carter when he snuck into the 
White House.

Now before you die-hard Rea- 
ganites get your panties in a bunch and 
suffer unnecessary intestinal turmoil, 
you need to check the record -  closely; 
‘tis all there. We should all be grate­
ful that President Reagan had the 
good sense to do what was best for the 
country, rather than follow  some pre­
conceived ideological doctrine. Today’s 
politicians could learn a valuable lesson 
from President Reagan, i f  they only had 
sense enough to learn from history.

Many conservatives have gone o ff 
their own mental c lif f  recently, and need 
to, once again, try to ground themselves 
in reality. One indication that they have 
finally gone over the edge is the elec­
tion o f a Ted Cruz as the junior senator 
from Texas. Sadly, he is not even a real, 
native-born Texan. The truth be known, 
he wasn’t even bom in America, much 
less Texas. Senator Cruz is the child 
o f a Cuban immigrant and a Delaware 
Yankee. Ted Cruz was bom in Calgary, 
Alberta, Canada, eh. Well, at least it was 
the western part o f Canada.

Now, personally, I don’ t care where 
he was bom and who his parents are.
I do care that he pretends to be a real 
Texan, going so far as wearing black 
cowboy boots, and a big, silver Texas 
belt buckle, etc. Really? He was edu­
cated at Princeton and Harvard, not nor­
mally a place where cowboy boots and 
big, shinny belt buckles are part o f the 
local fashion scene.

Even so, from his prideful 
demeanor, you would think that he was a 
direct descendant o f Sam Houston, or at 
the very least, one o f the Tejano fathers 
o f the Republic o f Texas. Senator Cruz 
has taken it upon himself to go to Wash­
ington and shake up the place, and “ tell 
the truth," with a demeanor that is most 
un-Texan. Unfortunately, his proclama­
tions have had much more hot air than

accuracy, which 
is embarrass­
ing for many 
Texans.

Oh o  f r p f i  
well. Senator ®  u  
Cruz managed ^ e ^  
to convince
enough real Texans that he deserves 
a chance to represent Texas, and was 
elected - and we are now stuck with him. 
Some have gone so far as to unfairly 
compare him to “ Tail-gunner”  Joe 
McCarthy, that anti-communist wacko 
from the 1950s. I t ’s understandable that 
Ted would be anti-communist in light o f 
his father’s history with Fidel’s atroci­
ties, but his mindless bluster is hardly 
comparable with the hate spewed forth 
from McCarthy.

Compared to another Teddy, Theo­
dore Roosevelt, Ted Cruz comes out 
lacking. TR, even though he was born 
in New York, he trained with his Rough 
Riders in Texas, and shortly thereafter 
likely cruised down to Cuba and saved 
Ted Cruz’s grandparents’ bacon.

Given the choice o f the two, give 
me TR every time. Whereas TR earned 
his boots and spurs, Senator Ted Cruz 
is more like the drug store variety o f a 
cowboy.

When the conservative Republicans 
placed too much emphasis upon unregu­
lated, free market capitalism, Theodore 
Roosevelt branded them “ hollow stooges 
o f wealth" and commenced to greatly 
expand government, including increas­
ing federal conservation measures, and 
increasing federal regulation o f the econ­
omy and big business to prevent ongoing 
abuses by the barons o f industry.

Ted Cruz, on the other hand, 
advocates pretty much the opposite, 
seeking to dramatically shrink govern­
ment spending exactly when we need 
more government spending in order the 
stimulate the economy to prevent it from 
slipping back into a deep recession. Ted

Cruz gladly sacrifices jobs and increases 
taxes on the middle class (the payroll tax 
rollback increased taxes on the middle 
class over 40 percent), in order to cut 
taxes for the wealthy, who generally 
don't pay payroll taxes.

Conservatives could also brush up 
on their science, especially regarding 
global warming. For whatever reasons, 
mostly nonsensical, many conservatives 
have not accepted the fact that global 
warming is real and is partially man 
made. Denying global warming is a 
foolish position to try to defend, espe­
cially in light o f continuing scientific 
discoveries.

The year 2012 was the hottest year 
ever recorded in the contiguous United 
States, since records were first recorded 
in 1895. Ten o f the hottest years ever 
recorded have occurred in the last 15 
years, and nobody under 28 has lived 
through a month o f global temperatures 
that fell below the 20th Century aver­
age. Even so, many o f our conservative 
friends still cast dispersions upon the 
concept o f climate change and global 
warming.

A recent study by Gordon Gauchat 
indicates that, since 1974. conservatives 
have lost trust in science. Liberals, on 
the other hand, have pretty much kept 
their level o f trust in science at a steady 
rate. Moderates (my group) have seen a 
modest loss o f trust in science over the 
same period of time. A t the end o f 2010 
liberals trusted science the most, moder­
ates were in the middle, and conserva­
tives trusted science the least.

In that same time frame, graduate 
degrees are now much more numer­
ous among liberals, and the graduate 
education gap between the left and right 
is widening. This factor -  reflecting 
liberals’ greater openness to scientific 
information and new ideals, as well 
as unceasing conservative attacks on 
academia (and recourse to ideologi­
cal think tanks to take its place) -  is a 
key structural force involved in driving 
conservatives away from science. After 
all, who are you going to believe - some 
Nobel Prize winner, or El Rushbo and 
O ’Reilly?

numbers on the scoreboard to understand 
what really makes up the victories that 
w ill last a lifetime.

Eighteen-year-old M itchell Marcus, 
a special-needs student, has served as 
the team manager o f El Paso’s Coronado 
High School Thunderbirds’ basketball 
team for the past four years. Marcus’ 
love for basketball and his positive 
attitude prompted Thunderbirds Coach 
Peter Morales to give Marcus the 
manager position. “ He’s just an amazing 
person that our basketball team loves 
being around,”  Morales recently told 
CBS News.

Most games, Marcus’ 
responsibilities as manager consist o f 
getting water for the team and picking 
up basketballs after warm-ups. But on 
February 12, before the last game o f the 
regular season, Marcus was instructed by 
Coach Morales to do something he never 
expected— suit up for the final game 
against rival Franklin High. Marcus’ 
parents Clement and Amy Marcus told 
the El Paso Times just the opportunity to 
suit up and be honored before the final 
game with the other seniors on the team 
was a dream come true for their son. “ He 
was just bubbly in the car going to the 
game,”  Clement Marcus said. M itchell’s

up by 10, Morales put Marcus in the 
game and the stands roared with cheers 
and applause. “ I really trust this team 
with big leads and small leads,”  Morales 
told the El Paso Times. “ I knew they 
were going to take care o f Mitchell.
I knew they were going to help him 
score.”

His teammates passed the ball to 
Marcus several times, but each time 
he was unable to make the shot. The 
crowd sighed with disappointment and 
it appeared Marcus would not get a 
chance to score. But with 13 seconds 
remaining, the game took yet another 
surprising turn. Franklin senior Jon 
Montanez was about to in-bound the 
ball to his teammate when he made 
a decision that would turn it into an 
unforgettable night for Marcus and every 
other person who witnessed it. Montanez 
called his opponent Marcus out by name

and passed him the ball. Marcus looked 
stunned as Montanez said, “ Shoot it, i t ’s 
your time.”

Marcus’ shot dropped through the 
net just as time expired, capping o ff a 
55-40 victory for the Thunderbirds. The 
crowds rushed the court and lifted up a 
beaming Marcus, carrying him o ff in a 
hero’s fashion.

Montanez later told CBS News, “ I 
was raised to treat others how you want 
to be treated. I just thought Mitchell 
deserved his chance, deserved his 
opportunity.”

Marcus’ parents were overcome 
with emotion. For Marcus' part, he has 
been amazed at his new-found fame. 
Fans approach him when he is out 
to eat or running errands and ask for 
his picture. According to Marcus, i f  
you lined up all the people who now 
recognize him in public, it would be 
longer than the line for a new iPhone.

Marcus’ spirit and the example set 
by Montanez, Coach Morales, and all 
the players in that February 12th game 
reminds us o f what really matters in life. 
Perhaps Franklin Cougars Coach Todd 
Bostic described it best, “ It just shows 
that basketball is just a game. There are 
so many other things that matter more 
than the game. That moment was bigger 
than the game.”

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Fake webcam footage fools online 
daters into falling for scam artists

When it comes to scams, never 
believe what you see. In a new 
online dating con, scammers are 
using recorded webcam footage and 
stolen photos to disguise themselves 
as attractive American or Canadian 
singles.

How the Scam Works: You 
meet someone through a dating web­
site, and you are falling in love. He/ 
she sends you gushing emails, and 
you chat over webcam. One thing 
is a bit strange, though. Whenever 
you make plans to meet in person, 
your new friend always has a reason 
to postpone. Finally, after a few 
months or weeks, he/she asks you 
for money. The reasons given vary. 
Maybe he/she lost a job and needs 
a loan, or she/he has an unexpected 
medical expense. After you send the 
cash, you find that your new sweet­
heart suddenly stops communicat­
ing. (Or maybe he/she sticks around 
long enough to ask for another loan.)

You’ve been scammed! But 
more than that, your love interest 
may not have been a real person at 
all. Scammers are increasingly using 
recorded webcam footage and p il­
fered photos to create fake online 
personas... all to trick singles into

sending thou­
sands of dol­
lars.

How the 
S c a m m e r s  
Do it? Scam­
mers spend 
weeks inside 
webcam chat 
rooms collect­
ing footage, likely o f someone who 
doesn’ t even know he/she is being 
recorded. Then, they search Face- 
book and other websites to obtain 
photos for use in a fake dating pro­
file. When the victim  chats with his/ 
her new “ love interest,”  they are 
really seeing the recorded footage. 
Scammers edit the video and book­
mark sections for easy reference. 
For example, the victim  may see a 
woman in the webcam typing, while 
the scammer writes “ [Name], look 
at this new dress I got today”  on 
the chat screen. Then, the scammer 
plays footage o f the woman standing 
up to show o ff the dress.

How to Spot a Fake Online 
Dating Persona: I f  you date online, 
watch out for the follow ing warning 
signs: Your love interest always has 
an excuse to postpone meeting. Be

wary o f someone who is constantly 
“ traveling”  or happens to be working 
overseas.

During a webcam chat, he/she 
doesn’t respond to an unexpected 
request. One way to test for pre­
recorded footage is to ask them to 
do something and see i f  they react. 
Scammers w ill likely pause the video 
and claim they are having connec­
tion problems. Many people fib on 
their dating profiles, but watch out 
for discrepancies between the profile 
claims and the webcam/photos. For 
example, the scammer may write in 
a profile that their fake persona is 
blonde but use webcam footage of 
a brunette. Watch out for someone 
whose writing style indicates they 
are a non-native English speaker 
even though they claim to be local. 
Most scammers behind this con are 
located overseas.

Finally, be wary o f profiles that 
are vague, use glamour shots and are 
looking for someone within a huge 
age range.

Observe Texas History in March
Well, I have to talk about the 

snow. We did not get 19”  like Ama­
rillo , but we got more than Claren­
don’s reported 2-4” , probably 8-10” . 
The reason we don’t know how 
much is the wind, blowing straight 
from the north but causing tfie snow 
to swirl and drift with areas covered 
in a couple o f inches and drifts sev­
eral feet tall. It was much needed 
moisture, and we thank the Lord for 
sending it.

Lake Greenbelt needs much, 
much more than some snow, it could 
use 8-10”  o f rain a month for the 
next few months and maybe it would 
be fun again. O f course that would 
be too much rain for the farmers, so 
let’s hope for our average plus a few 
more inches.

Speaking o f rain in the spring 
time and the first thought is “ storm” 
which translates to “ tornado”  and 
staying safe. This Saturday, March 9, 
at 10 a.m. help is needed to clean and 
stock the community storm shelter 
to prepare for the upcoming season. 
The shelter is located between the 
Fire Station and the trash collection 
site. A ll help appreciated.

This has been an important 
week in Texas history. Independence 
Day was March 2.

The fight for independence 
began October 2, 1835, at what is 
known as “The Battle o f Gonzales”  
with Texans winning. They contin­

ued to win 
in the early 
months of 
the war until 
Santa Anna 
and his army 
o f about 
1,500 began 
the siege of 
the Alamo, 
known at that 
time as San Antonio de Bexar on 
February 23, 1836. The defenders, 
mostly volunteers, were led under 
co-commanders W illiam  B. Travis 
and James Bowie.

Travis wrote many letters beg­
ging for assistance but only a few 
came to the aid o f those 177 men. 
His most famous letter was the one 
written to ‘The People o f Texas 
and all Americans in the World”  in 
which he begs for help with Santa 
Anna receiving reinforcements daily 
he states, “ I w ill never surrender or 
retreat”  and ends with, “ Victory or 
death!”  Santa Anna had declared the 
fighting Texans pirates which meant 
they would be executed i f  captured.

The siege continued for 13 
days, and on March 6 the Mexicans 
were able to breech the walls and all 
defenders were killed. The Texan 
bodies were stacked and burned. 
Most accounts say there were 182 
Texans and between 400-600 M exi­
cans killed.

During the time o f the Alamo 
siege the Republic o f Texas Con­
stitutional Convention convened 
at Washington-on-the-Brazos on 
March 1 with a five-man committee. 
This document was hastily written, 
using passages from the US constitu­
tion, some from Mexican law, some 
original. It was read briefly and using 
that document, Independence was 
declared March 2, 1836. David G. 
Burnet was appointed interim Presi­
dent on March 16, 1836, and served 
until October 22, 1836.

On March 20, 1836, about 350 
men under the command o f James 
Fannin were surrounded by M exi­
cans and surrendered under a white 
flag. By Santa Anna’s direct order 
they were massacred, collected into 
piles and burned.

Boy, were those Texans mad! 
When Gen. Sam Houston led his 
meager army to Buffalo Bayou, 
southeast o f present day Houston 
to take a stand, they were ready. In 
a battle lasting about 18 minutes, 
about 750 Texans shouting “ Remem­
ber the Alamo”  and “ Remember 
Goliad”  defeated about 1,500 M exi­
cans with half killed and the other 
half taken prisoner including Santa 
Anna. Texas was now the Republic 
o f Texas, an independent nation.

Honor Texas’ heroines during women’s history month
From an influential states- 

woman to a fearless West Texas 
rancher, the women who helped 
shape the Lone Star State’s real sto­
ries are recognized during Women’s 
History Month in March.

Women such as Houston’s Bar­
bara Jordan, an African American 
politician and educator who altered 
the political landscape in Texas, 
and Atlanta’s Bessie Coleman, who 
challenged boundaries by becom­
ing the world ’s first licensed A fr i­
can American pilot are featured in 
the Texas Historical Commission’s 
(THC) booklet, African Americans 
in Texas: A Lasting Legacy.

Other innovative Texas women 
include A lp ine’s Hallie Stillwell, 
whose contributions are noted in the 
TH C ’s Texas Mountain Trail Region 
travel guide. Stillwell rode with the 
cowboys and fought to preserve West 
Texas’ ranching life  follow ing her 
husband’s death. She lectured on life 
as a Texas woman rancher and wrote 
a column for the Alpine Avalanche. 
She was inducted into the National 
Cowgirl Hall o f Fame in 1992.

The TH C ’s thematic guide 
Texas in World War II highlights Col. 
Oveta Culp Hobby. A Killeen native, 
Hobby became the first commanding 
officer o f the Women’s Army corps.

In 1953, Hobby was appointed the 
first female secretary o f the newly 
developed Department o f Health, 
Education, and Welfare under Presi­
dent Dwight D. Eisenhower.

The TH C ’s travel guides are a 
component o f the agency’s heritage 
tourism program, which includes the 
nationally recognized Texas Heri­
tage Trails Program (THTP), along 
with several thematic guides.

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Tornado app brings safety info to mobile devices
The American Red Cross has 

launched its official Tornado App, 
putting lifesaving information right 
in the hands o f people who live in, 
visit or have loved ones in tornado- 
prone areas.

This free app -  available in 
English or Spanish -  gives iPhone, 
iPad and Android smart phone and 
tablet users instant access to local 
and real-time information, so they 
know what to do before, during and 
after a tornado. The app includes 
a high-pitched siren and “ tornado 
warning!”  alert that signals people 
when a NOAA tornado warning 
has been issued in their area -  even 
i f  the app is closed. An “ all clear!”  
alert lets users know when a tornado 
warning has expired or has been can­
celled.

“ Tornadoes often happen in 
the overnight hours when people are 
sleeping,”  said Steve Pair, execu­
tive director o f the Texas Panhandle 
Chapters.

“ The audible alerts in this app 
can save lives - even i f  users can’t

monitor the weather because they 
are away from radio, TV or in places 
where weather band radios may not 
work.”

Other features o f the app 
include: Location-based NOAA 
tornado, severe thunderstorm and 
flood watch and warning alerts; 
Enhanced weather maps; One-touch 
“ I ’m safe" messaging that allows 
users to broadcast reassurance to 
family and friends that they are out 
o f harm's way; Simple steps and 
checklists people can use to create 
an emergency plan and share it with 
household members; Preloaded con­
tent that gives users instant access 
to critical action steps, even without 
mobile connectivity; Toolkit with 
flashlight, strobe light and audible 
alarm; Locations o f open Red Cross 
shelters; and Badges users can earn 
through interactive quizzes and share 
on social networks.

Launched during National 
Severe Weather Preparedness Week, 
the Tornado App is the latest in a 
series o f mobile apps created by the

Red Cross, the nation’s leader in 
emergency preparedness. The apps 
have been used to help save lives 
during hurricanes, earthquakes and 
wildfires.

“ The Red Cross has made great 
strides in putting vital information 
in the hands o f people who need it 
during emergencies. In fact, our apps 
are now on more than two m illion 
mobile devices across the country,”  
added Pair.

Mobile activity soared due 
to Superstorm Sandy. More than 
400,000 people downloaded the Red 
Cross Hurricane App. Nearly 6 m il­
lion NOAA weather alerts were sent. 
Preparedness content was the most 
popular feature o f the app followed 
by alerts and the shelter locator. The 
average time spent using the app 
increased 300 percent. The app had 
15 m illion page views.

Right after the storm, the Hur­
ricane App was updated with real­
time recovery information including 
Red Cross shelter and feeding sites, 
FEMA sites, open gas stations

and warming centers to help those 
affected by the storm.

The Tornado App. along with 
the others, can be found in the Apple 
App Store and the Google Play Store 
for Android by searching for Ameri­
can Red Cross or by going to red- 
cross.org/mobileapps. Apps can help 
prepare people for disasters, but they 
are not a substitute for training. Red 
Cross First A id and CPR/AED train­
ing empowers people to know how 
to respond to emergencies in case 
advanced medical help is delayed. 
People can visit redcross.org/takea- 
class for course information and to 
register.

The Red Cross responds to 
nearly 70,000 disasters each year and 
w'e help people get ready to respond 
to emergencies by providing these 
apps for free.

Webinar to focus on controlling grassburs
Controlling sandburs with a 

new product w ill be the focus o f a 
March 7 webinar hosted by the Texas 
A & M  AgriL ife  Extension Service.

Field sandbur, commonly 
called grass bur, is a summer annual 
grassy weed found in Texas and 
especially adapted to dry, sandy 
soils, according to Dr. Vanessa Cor- 
riher, AgriL ife  Extension forage spe­
cialist in Overton.

Corriher, who w ill be'the pre­
senter during the webinar, said the 
spiny burs o f the seed heads can con­
taminate feeds and hay, thus reduc­
ing its palatability and acceptability 
to livestock. Competition from this 
weed also delays Bermuda grass

Shocked by the December 
7, 1941 Japanese attack on Pearl

Anyone interested in private 

water well management in the Buck 
Creek watershed area is invited to 
attend the Texas Well Owner Net­
work training March 28 in Welling­
ton.

The no-cost training w ill be 
from 8:30 a.m. -  3:30 p.m. in the 
Club Room o f the Wellington Audi­
torium. 802 10th St., according to 
Drew Gholson. Texas A & M  AgriL- 
ife Extension Service program spe­
cialist and program coordinator. 
College Station.

“ The TWON program is for 
Texas residents who depend on 
household wells for their water 
needs, so they can learn about 
improving and protecting their com­
munity water resources,”  Gholson 
said. “ The program was established 
to help well owners become familiar 
with Texas groundwater resources, 
septic system maintenance, well

maintenance and construction, water 
quality and water treatment.”

This is one o f 14 trainings to 
be conducted through the “ Prevent­
ing Water Quality Contamination 
through the Texas Well Owner Net­
work”  project.

As part o f the training in Wel­
lington. private well owners may 
bring well-water samples to the 
training to be screened for fecal coli- 
form bacteria, total dissolved solids, 
nitrates and arsenic.

“ The core content o f these 
trainings w ill be the same, but thew

information w ill be tailored to the 
local water quality issues and aqui­
fers.”  Gholson said.

Other scheduled trainings 
include Amarillo, Lubbock, Haskell, 
Fort Stockton, Lampasas and 
Uvalde. Well owners who would like 
to have their well water screened can 
pick up a sample bag and sampling

instructions from AgriL ife  Extension 
offices in Childress, Collingsworth. 
Donley, Hall or Wheeler counties. 
Contact information for each office 
can be found at http://counties.agnl- 
ife.org/.

Cost is $10 per sample and 
include results for fecal coliform, 
nitrate, total dissolved solids and 
arsenic. Payment is due when sam­
ples are turned in at the training.

Bringing water samples to the 
training is not required. Gholson 
said, but those wanting to have water 
samples analyzed must attend the 
training.

“ Over 1 m illion private water 
wells in Texas provide water to c iti­
zens in rural areas and increasingly 
to those living on small acreages 
at the growing rural/urban inter­
face,”  he said. “ Private well owners 
are independently responsible for 
monitoring the quality o f their wells.

The registration deadline is March 
19.

I f  successfully completed, this 
course allows establishments to meet 
the state requirement, Wagner said. 
The training includes materials and 
the state food manager certification 
examination. Cost o f the course is 
$125, or for individuals wanting to 
test only, the cost is $65.

are estimated to cost thousands o f 
dollars in lost wages, insurance and 
medical bills, Wagner said.
