Creenbug Control 
Aided by Research

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In a recent Washington 
Report on student disorders,
I said that the Congress and 
the President have a clear 
responsibility to put "law 
and order”  ahead of anything 
else and to enact and en­
force stringent laws to deal 
with Comminist conspira­
cies as well as the flagrant 
disregard of human rights.

Since then, U.S. Attorney 
General John N. Mitchell 
has said he expects to au­
thorize criminal prosecution 
of "hard-line militants”  who 
he says have been crossing 
state lines to Incite riots 
by college students.

Last year, I and other 
Congressmen Introduced 
anti-riot legislation which 
became part of the 1968Civ­
il Rights Act, and makes 
it a Federal offense to cross 
state lines with Intent to 
incite, organize, encourage 
or take part in a riot.

These are encouraging 
words in view of the mount­
ing mass of evidence of a 
national or international 
conspiracy behind the stu­
dent unrest. The same faces 
appear at one disorder af­
ter another on campuses a- 
cross the nation. The 
Attorney General appears to 
be convinced that a small 
group of people is making 
"almost a vocation”  of 
starting trouble on the cam­
pus. "There is a distinc­
tion between the hard-liner 
with the millitant approach

and the young innocent who 
likes to protest," he said. 
"W e should break out the 
hard-liners and distinguish 
them from the others."

Governor Ronald Reagan 
at the National Governors 
Conference here recently 
proposed a Federal investi - 
gation to determine if there 
is a nation-wide plan or o r ­
ganization behind the current 
outbreaks. Attorney General 
Mitchell said the Justice De­
partment is already making 
such an investigation.

At the same time. Presi­
dent Nixon directed Vice 
President Agnew to discuss 
with the governors what ac­
tion, consistent with the tra­
ditional independence of A- 
merican universities, might 
be taken at the state and Fed­
eral levels to cope with the 
growing lawlessness and vi­
olence on our campuses.

In a letter to the Rev­
erend Theodore M. Hes- 
burgh. President of Notre 
Dame, Nixon said that if the 
integrity of our universities 
is to be preserved, then cer­
tain principles must be re­
established and certain basic 
rules enforced. “ Intimida­
tion and threats remain out­
law weaDons in a free soc­
iety," f.- wrote. In speak­
ing of ts student rebellions, 
George F. Kennan, diplomat, 
historian, and educator, 
said: "Universities are
there for purposes of edu­
cation. They are not sup-

ter) due to forage or feed 
availabile,”  continued Mc­
Nutt.

"D r. Frank Petr, Exten­
sion Service Agronomist 
from Amarillo, will present 
information on forages and 
how farmers can fit them 
into a year round livestock 
grazing program.
