This year, shoppers will save 
an estimated $82.7 million in state 
and local sales taxes during the 
Sales Tax Holiday.

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Saving Sophie

Despair turned to joy last week when a 
local family’s pet was rescued from a 
well hole after 27 hours.

The 15-year-old Yorkie named Sophie 
began an ordinary day last Wednesday, July 30, 
with her owner Jim Whitlock, putting out feed 
on the old Reynolds place five miles south of 
Clarendon on the JA Ranch Road.

That was at 10 a.m.; and when Whitlock 
got ready to leave, Sophie was nowhere to be 
found.

“She was always with me and usually stuck 
close to me.” Whitlock said. “When I couldn’t 
find her, I thought she might have chased a 
rabbit.”

The search was on with Whitlock and his 
wife. Sue, joined by Troy Ritter and Tye and 
Cortney Jackson diligently looking for Sophie. 

Finding her was imperative. This was more
than a dog to the Whitlocks. This was their0
family.

“We lost a daughter in 1960 to a drunk 
driver." Whitlock said. “So we don’t have any 
kids or grandkids. We just have our animals.” 

And Sophie, along with her sister, had been 
Whitlock family members for eleven years.

As the search wore on more than half a 
mile away. Sue Whitlock convinced her husband 
that there was no way Sophie had wandered that 
far off.

“We went back to the windmill, and as 
I got to the other side of it, I saw that hole. A 
shiver went up my spine.” he said.

The hole was 15 feet deep, nine to 10 
inches in diameter at the opening but narrowing 
to about four inches at the bottom.

“I thought 'surely not,’ but I hollered her 
name, and she barked from the bottom of hole.”

As the Whitlocks’ hearts sank, they were 
joined by other friends and neighbors over the 
next several hours -  R.J. Kemp. John Morrow. 
Tanner Morris. Kelly and Linda Hill. Kelly 
and Vicki Tunnell. and others -  as numerous 
methods were tried to pull Sophie from the well

Morrow put a camera down the hole that 
showed it was wallowed at the bottom, and that 
Sophie was off to one side.

“We were trying to get a noose on her,” 
Whitlock said. “We got her front legs in. but we 
couldn’t get her through the small part of the 
hole.”

Next, they devised a hook that successfully 
snared Sophie’s collar and brought her up in the 
hole. But about five feet up. the collar slipped 
off. and she fell back to the bottom.

The Whitlocks, joined by Mrs. Tunnell, 
turned to prayer to guide the rescuers.

“I prayed out loud, and she would come 
over and we would pray some more,” Whitlock 
said.

But at 2:30 Thursday morning. Whitlock 
decided it was time to stop for the night.

“I called it off," he said. “Sophie was tired. 
We were all tired. We needed to rest.”

Sophie remained on everyone’s minds 
throughout the night, and Morrow had a 
realization that would prove the key to saving 
her life. Nooses and catches were too risky and

might harm the dog, but Morrow knew what 
needed to be done.

“John called me the next morning and said 
we were going to save her just like that girl in 
the well,” Whitlock said.

In 1987, eighteen-month-old Jessica 
McClure fell down a 22-foot well near Midland. 
Rescuers ultimately saved her by digging a 
parallel hole to the well and then tunneling to 
her. Morrow felt the same method would work 
with Sophie, and he brought his backhoe to the 
site and began to dig.

Ten feet was the limit of his equipment, 
so Chris Schollenbarger joined the effort with a 
trackhoe that could continue to get the last five 
feet. Then the tunnel was dug to get to Sophie.

At first she would stick her head up but not 
come out. Then Kelly Hill was able to get her 
out and relief flooded their emotions.

“I bawled like a baby,” Whitlock said. “I 
just love her.”

The Whitlocks are forever grateful to the 
people who rescued their loved one. For her 
part. Sophie is safe, healthy, and happy. But now 
she stays not more than about three feet from 
her owner’s side.

“We got her back through a bunch of great 
people and prayer. A lot of good people showed 
up and no money was exchanged,” Whitlock 
said. “We owe a big thanks to everyone who 
helped.”

Morrow urges everyone remember the 
need and responsibility to plug, cap, or seal, 
abandoned well holes to prevent tragedies.

Regents 
consider 
FY ’15 
budget

Clarendon College Regents 
began work on a $9.1 million 
projected budget for fiscal year 
2015 during a called meeting last 
Thursday, July 31.

The budget is forecast to be 
less than the current expenses, 
and CC President Robert Riza 
said the administration’s num­
bers are based on statewide pro­
jections of no growth in college 
enrollments.

“The new norm is zero and 
down for enrollment,” Dr. Riza 
said, noting that the plentiful 
availability of jobs in the econ­
omy makes it hard to recruit stu­
dents for college.

College officials plan to 
adopt an ad valorem rate in the 
Clarendon College District, which 
covers all of Donley County, set 
at $0.220802 per $100 valuation, 
which is lower than the current 
tax rate of $0.222732. However, 
due to higher property values, the 
lower rate will actually bring in 
about $31,000 in increased rev­
enue.

The proposed rate is eight 
percent higher than the effective 
rate of $0.204447, the rate which 
would bring in the exact same 
revenue as last year.

Regent Tex Selvidge spoke 
in favor of adopting the proposed 
rate, noting that it was better to 
raise taxes a little when times ared
good than to get behind and have 
to raise them a lot. Other board 
members also agreed with Sel­
vidge.

CC won’t be looking at any 
tuition increases, and Riza said 
state appropriations will remain 
unchanged. The college is expect­
ing to receive about $100,000 
more from the five-cent tax in 
Gray County due to higher values 
there.

The 2015 budget will be 
condensed compared to the cur­
rent budget, Riza said, and it will 
be easier to track expenses and 
related programs.

Thursday’s workshop did 
not include any information about 
the college’s auxiliary budget, 
which covers expenses for ath­
letics, the bookstore, and cafete­
ria operations. Regents will hold 
a public hearing and continue 
budget talks on August 14 and are 
set to adopt a tax rate that day as 
well.

In other college business, 
Riza gave Regents their first look 
at the administration’s strategic 
plan being developed for 2014- 
2017, labeled “One College...One 
Vision.”

When finished, the plan 
will take the college through its 
upcoming reaccreditation process 
and also has goals to redesign and 
increase student services, imple­
ment a district-wide master plan, 
strengthen college-community 
relations, and identify programs 
for expansion.

Regents also met in closed 
session to discuss personnel, but 
no action was taken following the
closed session.

W e have the  
Congress 
we deserve

The US House of Representatives last week voted 
to sue President Barack Obama, claiming the chief 
executive has overstepped the limits of his powers.

The Republican-led House doesn’t like the way 
Mr. Obama enforces some laws and not others, and they 
specifically don't like the way 
his administration has chosen 
to enforce parts of the Afford­
able Care Act (also known as 
Obamacare) but not enforce 
other parts of the same law.

They have a point, and 
this column largely believes the 
GOP is right to be upset with 
the president on this. However, 
a lawsuit doesn’t seem like a 
very good way to handle things.
The House’s most effective tool remains its control of 
the purse strings, and they should pull those strings 
tight every chance they get, effectively strangling any 
Obama program they don’t like. Congress putting on 
the breaks is probably the only way we’ll ever get the 
shackles back on our government.

Expectations of Congress doing anything right 
isn’t too high right now. In fact. CNN posted an online 
story Tuesday with the results of an informal poll. 
They asked their followers on Facebook and Twitter 
to describe Congress using only one word. More than 
5,000 people responded, and “useless” was the number 
one response, followed by “worthless” and “joke.”

And it didn’t get any better after that. The next 
seven most popular responses were “corrupt,” “incom­
petent,” “lazy,” inept,” “idiots,” “selfish,” and “dysfunc­
tional.”

A word cloud -  a graphic representation of the 
most popular words -  showed virtually no positive 
responses to the question. And some words made the top 
ten look like compliments. Consider these responses: 
“criminals,” “traitors,” “crooks,” “losers,” and “crap.”

The article quotes a NBC NewsAVall Street Jour- 
nal/Marist College poll this week that reports only three 
percent of voters as considering Congress “productive,” 
and another poll showing Congress with a 15 percent 
job approval.

Who are these 15 percent that are pleased with 
Congress? They need to have their heads examined and 
their voter registration cards taken away.

Typically, individual Congressmen and Senators 
get high marks from their constituents. The old “I hate 
Congress but love my Congressman” phenomenon has 
been prevalent for years in politics. However, CNN 
says the Washington Post reported that 51 percent of 
people now disapprove of their own representative’s job 
performance.

Results for individual members of Congress 
weren’t available, but I suspect that our own Mac 
Thomberry still enjoys a pretty high approval rating by 
Texans in the 13th District. He shares our values and 
votes the way most of us probably want him to. Your 
editor disagrees with Mac occasionally, but largely 
thinks he’s doing the best he can in a corrupt and broken 
system.

As a body, Congress is out of touch with the 
people it represents, has no qualms about ignoring the 
Constitution unless they want to beat the president over 
the head with it, and mostly serves to spend money we 
don’t have to fund a government that generally only 
makes life more difficult and more expensive.

You can blame it on gridlock if you like. You can 
point to the fact that Republicans don’t like Democrats 
and vice versa or that things are more polarized that 
ever in Washington. But the fact of the matter is things 
don’t seem to get better whether we have united gov­
ernment or divided government. The government itself 
is the problem.

Obama had his time with his party in control of 
both houses of Congress, and yet nothing much was 
accomplished other than a poorly written health care 
law that causes more problems than it solves. George 
W. Bush had his time with his party in power, and yet 
there were no great strides in rolling back government. 
The last Bush administration was a study in lost oppor­
tunities and, unfortunately, lost freedoms.

Some say that term limits are the answer to this 
vexing problem. A House full of inexperienced Con­
gressmen, however, would put all the power in the 
hands of entrenched Congressional aides. The same 
thing has happened with the executive branch where 
bureaucrats are running the show largely without the 
president’s knowledge or permission.

The quality of our Congress and our White House 
won’t get any better until the people demand it. But the 
people, for all their supposed frustration, are largely 
indifferent to Washington. And that is the biggest prob­
lem.

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Repeal federal ban on marijuana
The Federal government should 

repeal the ban on marijuana.
‘Tis true, Congress needs to repeal 

the federal ban on marijuana use, for 
both medicinal and recreational pur­
poses. According to a recent New York 
Times editorial, “nearly three-quarters 
of the states have experimented with 
legalizing medicinal uses of marijuana, 
reducing penalties, or even simply legal­
izing all use.” The Times added, “There 
are no perfect answers to people’s 
legitimate concerns about marijuana 
use. But neither are there such answers 
about tobacco or alcohol, and we believe 
that on every level — health effects, the 
impact on society and law-and-order 
issues — the balance falls squarely on 
the side of national legalization. That 
will put decisions on whether to allow 
recreational or medicinal production 
and use where it belongs — at the state 
level.”

Even the brilliant conservative 
intellectual, William F. Buckley, encour­
aged Congress to repeal the ban on 
marijuana, postulating that the individual 
states should determine whether or not 
pot use should be legalized. Most liber­
tarians agree with Buckley’s postulation. 
This issue needs to be decided individual 
states, reflecting local sentiments.

Also, conservative commentator 
David Brooks thinks the federal law 
should be taken off the books. He advo­
cates that marijuana use should not be a 
criminal offense.

Yours truly agrees, even though I 
have not had excellent experiences with 
the devil weed. You see, many years 
ago, including an occasion not as many 
years ago, I inhaled -  several times. Bad 
idea! A few minutes after inhaling, I was 
struck dumb and experienced an almost 
comatose state of mind. All I could do 
was sit in a comer and stare into space. I 
could not move. Actually, I could barely 
sit up straight. In short, I have abso­
lutely no tolerance for the devil weed; it 
encourages me to embrace my toilet.

1 later considered that perhaps first 
experience could have been some sort of 
aberration, and that perhaps I should try 
one more time -  just to make sure. Sure 
enough, inhaling once again resulted in

another coma­
tose stupor.
Furthermore, 
that second 
time 1 was 
overwhelmed 
with nausea 
and vertigo. I 
quickly learned 
that if I wanted 
to enjoy my

However, my experiences with the 
devil weed are vastly different than other 
peoples’ experiences. They should be 
able to decide whether or not they want 
to risk their lives and freedom to use 
this herb. As we all know, Colorado and 
Washington recently passed recreational 
use laws. It will take a while to see how 
things go with these two experiments.

Things have not gone so well for 
a Montana grower, however. Not long 
ago the feds raided a medicinal use 
grower, who was in full compliance with 
Montana state laws. When the feds con­
ducted the raid, the grower was taking 
his kids on a hunting trip and there were 
four rifles in his truck when the raid 
commenced. Therefore, four counts of 
firearms violations were tacked on to the 
charges, and the grower was sentenced 
to 80 years in federal prison. Even 
though his sentence was later reduced 
to eight years, it is wrong that he must 
serve any time whatsoever, since he was 
in full compliance with his state’s laws. 
They also torched his business -  actually 
burnt his crop to the ground.

Even though marijuana users and 
producers may be in full compliance 
with their respective state laws, they

must be made aware that they are in 
violation of tough federal laws and are 
subject to very long prison sentences. 
Depending upon which presidential 
administration is in office, and the 
vicissitudes of various federal prosecu­
tors, federal law enforcement will vary 
widely. People who value their freedom 
and treasure should contemplate long 
and hard before deciding to violate fed­
eral marijuana possession statues.

Of course, there is another federal 
law on the books, which states that 
every federal government employee 
must immediately denounce any positive 
statement on marijuana use. Therefore, 
as long as this law is on the books, there 
can be no open debate on federal mari­
juana laws. This law must first be taken 
off the books if we are to have an honest 
and intelligent discourse on this issue.

Now, personally, I don’t care if 
marijuana is legal or illegal. My inhal­
ing days are long past, and 1 will never 
repeat my past actions, lest I inadver­
tently cause my final viewing to occur 
much sooner than I wish. Marijuana is 
not good for me personally. This is prob­
ably true for many people. However, 
there are many others who disagree. 
Therefore, the decision should be made 
by the voters in individual states, not by 
the federal government.

Currently, according to several 
polls, 52 percent of the American public 
are for legalizing marijuana, either 
medicinally or recreationally. They con­
sider it to be a states’ right issue. I agree. 
Let the states decide, and leave the fed­
eral government out of it. They have a 
long “to do” list to screw up.

Considering that the moderate use 
of marijuana poses no significant health 
risk at all -  for healthy adults, and appar­
ently doesn’t cause cancer let the voters 
decide its ultimate fate. Of course, kids 
and adolescents below the age of 21 
should never smoke pot.

Individual states must decide 
this issue, not the federal government. 
Texans should make their own deci­
sion in this matter, at the ballot box, 
not through the courts, which are over­
whelmed with other, more significant 
issues.

Gift card scam signs up victims for charges
Hi, gang! We have another way 

the scammers try to get our hard 
earned money.

If you have a cell phone, you’ve 
probably gotten one. The “You’ve 
Won a Free Gift Card” spam text 
messages are so common, you may 
not think anything of them. But be 
careful, responding to those texts 
could accidentally sign you up for a 
$9.99/month charge.

How the Scam Works: You get 
a text message saying that you just 
won a $1,000 gift card from a major 
retailer. It sounds too good to be 
real, but you decide to check it out 
anyway. You follow the link in the 
text, and it leads to a legitimate-look­
ing website with the colors and logo 
of the real company. On the website 
is a form that prompts you to “claim 
your prize” by entering your name 
and address and confirming your cell 
phone number. When you enter your 
phone number, you receive a text 
message with a secret PIN. You type

the PIN into 
the form and 
hit submit.

unknowingly signed up for $9.99 
per month premium text messaging 
service. The scam, known as cram­
ming. happens when a company 
uses your cell phone bill like a credit 
card, adding a charge for services 
that you never knowingly purchased. 
This scam is so prevalent that the 
FTC got involved and shut down 
six providers. What Can I Do About 
Cramming? Just hit delete! Receive 
a suspicious text message? Ignore 
instructions to confirm your phone 
number or visit a link. Other scam 
text messages instruct you to text

“STOP” or “NO” to prevent future 
texts. But this is a common ploy by 
scammers to confirm they have a 
real, active phone number.

Read your phone bill: Check 
all charges on your phone bill each 
month for products and services you 
haven’t ordered. Some charges may 
appear only once, but others might 
be monthly “subscriptions.” Pay 
special attention to sections labeled 
“Miscellaneous,” and the “third- 
party" charge sections on your bill. 
Know how to combat spam texts. 
In the US, forward the texts to 7726 
(SPAM on most keypads). This will 
alert your cellphone carrier to block 
future texts from those numbers. Ask 
your phone carrier about blocking 
third-party charges. Mobile phone 
carriers permit outside businesses 
to place charges on your phone bill, 
but many carriers also allow you to 
block these charges for free.

Wonders of Coronado and Palo Duro Canyon
With the rain the Panhandle 

has received the ranch land is lush 
and green, and Ole Jim and I were 
lucky to spend the weekend on the 
Palo Duro Canyon at our daughter’s 
house.

First, you must travel the Llano 
Estacado or Staked Plains which was 
described as “Like the ocean or sea 
of grass with no tree, stick or rock 
to guide you.” The Coronado Expe­
dition was hunting the City of Gold, 
and I wonder if they may have felt 
they won the prize after traveling so 
far and finally reaching water

How was Palo Duro Canyon 
formed? Millions of years ago the

river we 
know as the 
Prairie Dog 
Town Fork 
of the Red 
River found 
a path across ‘w i c k

and began Howard wick • 874-2886 
forming the
canyon along what is known now as 
the Caprock Escarpment, the transi­
tion between level plains and sur­
rounding rolling terrain. Palo Duro 
translates from the Spanish meaning 
“Hardwood” and if you have tried to 
chop cedar or mesquite you agree 
they are hard wood.

When Coronado saw the 
canyon it was inhabited by Apache 
Indians, but later it was taken over by 
the Comanche and Kiowa tribes.

The area was first surveyed in 
1852 by Captain Randolf B. Marcy 
for the US Army who described the 
Llano Estacado as “the land where 
no man either savage or civilized 
permanently abides... a treeless, 
desolate waste of uninhabitable 
solitude, which always has been and 
must continue uninhabited forever.”

Wow, I see beauty in that sea 
of grass then suddenly, the second 
largest canyon in the United States. 
It is about 60 miles long and 820 
feet deep and beautiful. Col. Randal 
S. Mackenzie led the last raid on 
the Comanche tribe in 1874 which 
made it safe for Charles Goodnight 
to bring the first herd of cattle to the 
canyon in 1876 and starting the first 
cattle ranch, the JA.

If you are a lover of history like 
me, we live in the right place, the 
beautiful Texas Panhandle.

‘Report cards’ for Appraisal Districts
Students get report cards. 

Employees receive performance 
evaluations. Businesses are rated 
by+ consumers and the Better Busi­
ness Bureau. But have you ever won­
dered who was in charge of oversight 
of the appraisal district?

Appraisal districts in Texas 
have a chief appraiser, who is the 
chief administrator responsible for 
daily operations. The chief appraiser 
reports to a Board of Directors 
charged with the governance of the 
appraisal district, including budget, 
finance and policy matters.

Appraisal Districts must 
comply with the requirements of 
the Appraisal Foundation’s Uniform 
Standards of Professional Appraisal 
Practices (USPAP), which govern 
all aspects of property appraisal. 
They must also meet the legal 
requirements defined in the Texas 
State Property Tax Code. Texas 
law requires appraisal districts to 
appraise all taxable property at 100 
percent of its market value.

Market value is defined as 
the price a property would bring 
if offered on the open market for a 
reasonable time with both the buyer 
and the seller aware of all of the 
attributes of the property and neither 
party being under duress to buy or

sell.
The Property Tax Assistance 

Division of the Texas State Comp­
troller is the agency charged with 
auditing appraisal districts' appraisal 
values and district operations.

These audits include a Property 
Value Study (PVS) and a Methods 
and Procedure (MAP) review, per­
formed in alternating years. Both are 
comprehensive with severe conse­
quences if the appraisal district is not 
in compliance.

In this year’s MAP review, the 
Comptroller’s office will ask ques­
tions and require documentation 
regarding Governance, Taxpayer 
assistance. Operating procedures 
and Appraisal standards, procedures 
and methodology. Each informa­
tion request is designed to assure all 
appraisal district customers that the 
appraisal district is performing the 
required tasks by following the laws 
and guidelines listed above.

For the 2015 Property Value 
Study, the state auditor will gather 
recent sales information, randomly 
select sales and then compare the 
sales prices with our appraised 
values. If our appraised values are 
higher than the collected sales prices, 
the auditor will calculate the percent­
age those appraisals differ from the

market sales. If our appraised values 
are less than the sales prices, the 
auditor will calculate the percentage 
those appraisals are under-appraised. 
The PVS results can impact the state 
funding provided to our local school 
district.

A school district receives its 
full share of state funding when the 
PVS determines a school district is 
maximizing their local effort to gen­
erate revenue because the appraisal 
district is appraising all types of 
property within an acceptable range 
of market value.

Popular Pain Relievers Evaluated for Heart Risk
In a recent study conducted by the ongoing W omen’s Health 

Initiative, the risk associated with cardiovascular (CV) events 
caused by two widely used nonsteroidal anti-inflammatory drugs 
(NSAIDs) was investigated. It has been widely believed that 
naproxen is preferred over ibuprofen due to a better CV risk profile 
for naproxen.
However, the conducted study actually found that naproxen poses 

a greater CV risk compared to ibuprofen. Ibuprofen, in fact, in this 
study, was not associated with any increase in CV death, nonfatal 
heart attack (called a myocardial infarction), or nonfatal stroke. 
NSAIDs, such as naproxen and ibuprofen, work by blocking a 
pathway in the body that causes inflammation and pain. Depending 
on which enzyme in the body the NSAID blocks to a greater 
degree determines the CV risk assigned to the drug. NSAIDs 
that selectively block the “COX-1 enzym e’’ have a lower CV risk 
associated with them. Ibuprofen, which shows greater selectivity 
for inhibiting C O X -1, compared with naproxen, has a safer CV risk 
profile, as a result.
