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City enacts new garage sale permit ordinance

Garage sales in the city limits
will now require a permit following
the meeting of the Clarendon Board
of Aldermen last Tuesday, October
28.

City officials began looking at
garage sales after complaints about
a “perpetual garage sale” being held
on US 287 last month. That sale,
being operated by Lynn Floyd, has
since been resolved, but city lead-

ers wanted rules in place to prevent
future problems.

In drafting Ordinance 439,
aldermen rejected requiring any fees
to be collected for a permit and also
struck requirements that would have
limited the hours of operation of a
garage sale.

Alderman Larry Jeffers said
he saw enforcement issues with a
permit.

City Secretary Machiel Covey
said the state comptroller’s office
limits the number of garage sales per
address to two per year, and sales
may not exceed three days.

The city ordinance covers all
sales entitled “garage sale,” “lawn
sale,” “attic sale,” “rummage sale,”
“flea market sale,” or “any simi-
lar casual sale of tangible personal
property, not associated with a com-

mercial business properly licensed
to do business in the City which is
advertised by any means whereby
the public at large is or can be made
aware of the garage sale.”

The free permit from City Hall
1s obtained by filling out an applica-
tion stating the name of the person
who 1s having the sale, the address of
such person, the location of the sale,
and the dates of the sale. A copy of

the permit shall be posted in a con-
spicuous place during the time and
at the place where the sale is being
held.

Sale items must be removed
from the yard, lot, driveway, or other
location in view of the public no
later than 24 hours after the garage
sale ends.

Violators can face a fine of up
to $50.

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Red River Inn undergoing $400k makeover

Clarendon’s Best Western Red
River Inn will soon have a new look
inside and out as hotel owner Steve
Hall carries out a $400,000 renova-
tion of the facility.

The hotel which opened in Feb-
ruary 2004 was upgraded to Best
Western Plus status about two years
ago. The improvements to the hotel
are part of that rating, but Hall said
he would have wanted to renovate
the 10-year-old facility anyway.

“It’s necessary to this business
to stay fresh and new and give the
consumer what they deserve,” Hall
said. “The consumer today is also a
lot more discerning now than in the
past.”

Planning for the renovation
began in the middle of 2013, and
much of the interior has been reno-
vated since that time.

Wallpaper has been replaced by
new textured and painted walls, and
new tile has been laid in the lobby
and breakfast area. New furniture

is currently in storage waiting to
be installed, and other new finishes
such as curtains are on the horizon.

“The interior is being entirely
with the exception of the pool area,”
Hall said.

The first exterior work was
done earlier this year when the drive-
way was replaced with stamped and
colored concrete.

Workers on scaffolding are now
resurfacing the exterior EFIS to give
the building a new color scheme that
1S expected to be completed in two to
three weeks.

Next on the remodeling agenda,
stonework will be added to the
facade of the building, and then LED
uplighting will be added to the east
side of the hotel.

“This will give us a fresh,
updated look,” said Hall, who has
owned the property since 2005.

Hall says he’s built a lot of
repeat customers over the years, and
the Red River Inn has a commitment

Hysinger said he will start in
Dumas sometime in January, but the
exact date will be coordinated with
Clarendon ISD so that interim super-
intendent 1s in place here.

Hysinger has spent 27 years in
education and has been in Clarendon
since 1999.

The move to Dumas will take
him from a school system here with
480 students to a district with about
4,500 students. But Hysinger said he
plans to stay in touch with the people
of Clarendon and the community
that will always be his kids’ home-
town.

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Self-interest drives our voting habits

Now that we’ve completed yet
another expensive, divisive, and
exhausting election, it’s easy to view our
society as being divided into warring
factions of liberals, conservatives, and
wacky outliers. However, this view may
oversimplify the reasons behind our
political differences and motivations for
voting.

Very few people, especially the
ones I know, are ideologically pure,
and most of them certainly don’t base
their opinions on abstract ideologies
and principles. Most people are more
strongly swayed by the effects of
policies on their lives, their family’s
lives, and the lives of their wider circle
of friends. Our views, for the most part,
are based on self-interest.

My point may make sense to most
folks, but 1t is pretty much ignored by
many political scientist types who focus
on other explanations: such as parents
and friends, colleges and universities,
political parties and leaders, and that
abstract and nebulous catchall - “values.”
Even so, the most honest explanation,
demographics, 1s also the most
persuasive.

Consider the following:
Unemployed people are more than twice
as likely as people working full time to
want unemployment benefits increased.
No great surprise here. Also, it seems
that black folks are by far the most likely
supporters of affirmative action, and lots
of government help for black folks. Rich
white men, on the other hand, are highly
likely to oppose income redistribution.
Granted, there are many exceptions,
from black conservatives like Ben
Carson and Herman Cain, to wealthy
folks like Warren E. Buffett and Bill
Gates, as atypical as they are.

Of course, self-interest is not
limited to economics. For example,
people who want to make love but
don’t want babies are likely to support
policies that ensure access to birth
control and abortion. Immigrants often
favor easier immigration policies. Gays
and lesbians are far more likely to
oppose discrimination based on sexual

orientation.

excel on tests — are much more likely to
want to reduce racial-based preferences -
programs like affirmative action.

Focusing on self-interest goes a
long way to explaining why seventy-five
percent of people who went to church
as children don’t attend church in their
20s. The young people most likely to
abandon the church are those engaging
in lifestyles involving the use of alcohol,
recreational drugs, premarital sex, and
people living together that religious
conservatives frown upon.

Self-interest also explains the
economic views held by college-
educated people. Most end up leaning
to the right on tax-and-spend issues,
and primarily thanks to the advantages
that a college education provides they
usually have higher incomes. Despite
their early socialization, as people age
and start making their own decisions,
their religion and political beliefs usually
align with their interests.

Democrats and Republicans also
have another big difference: their
commitments to policies that favor some
groups over others; Democrats usually
favor policies that offer advantages to
racial minorities, immigrants, gays, and
non-Christians. Therefore, they attract
members of these groups. Republicans,
on the other hand, usually support
policies that offer advantages to the
middle and upper classes, and most
white folks.

Which brings us to the question:
What about working-class whites who
vote Republican? Research re-affirms
what previous scholars have pointed

out: those voters do not ignore their
economic interests. Over the past 10
years, among whites with household
incomes in the bottom fifth, there
have been roughly four Republican
voters for every five Democratic ones.
Among the top fifth, there are around
eight Republican voters for every five
Democratic voters.

Basically, when native-born
white folks, who are less-educated
and heterosexual Christians, vote for
Republicans, they're not necessarily
ignoring their best interests. They
are simply simultaneously holding
conservative views on discrimination
issues, and liberal views on tax-and-
spend issues. They usually don’t vote,
but when they do, they often split evenly
between the parties.

Black churchgoers are similarly
divided — conservative on lifestyle and
social issues, liberal on economic ones
— but tend to favor Democrats.

[f the United States actually set
policy simply by polling its citizens, it
would look much different. There would
be more spending on the poor, health
care, Social Security, and education.
[mmigration would be dramatically
reduced, school prayer would be
allowed, and anti-American speech by
Muslims would be banned. Abortion
would be legal in cases of rape and fetal
deformity, but illegal if the abortion was
a form of birth control, by being poor, or
by being single.

Why doesn’t America look like
this? Mainly because decisions at the
federal level often result in conservative
economic policies, and liberal social
policies. That’s because they are the
result of one group of highly educated,
wealthy representatives negotiating
with another, similar group - and the
policies that result reflect their own core
interests.

The men with the gold make the
rules, with very few exceptions. Next up
is the 2016 presidential election. Gird
yourselves.
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Honor bravery of American heroes

Our nation 1s founded on the
principles of law and is proud of the
military tradition it continues through
the men and women who gallantly serve
us. Every day, they put their lives on the
line and fight with valor, tenacity, and
loyalty to preserve the freedoms that we
are accustomed to.

Yet, through their many sacrifices,
these honorable members of our
Armed Forces face many challenges.
On a single night last year, researchers
counted nearly 58,000 homeless veterans
across our nation, including almost
4,000 1n Texas. Veterans also face a lack
of affordable housing options, suffer
symptoms of post-traumatic stress
disorder, and experience difficulty with
legal issues pertaining to disability
benefits, corrections of military records,
and compensation and pension claims.

Sensing that need, then-State Bar
President Terry Tottenham of Austin,
a retired Marine, helped launch Texas
Lawyers for Texas Veterans, a program
to develop and assist with pro bono
legal clinics throughout the state for
military veterans who otherwise cannot
afford or lack access to the legal services
they need. Since the project’s launch
four years ago, approximately 4,000
volunteer attorneys have assisted more
than 13,000 veterans through local bar
associations’ legal clinics, addressing
Issues such as bankruptcy, housing,
employment, wills and estate planning,
and landlord-tenant disputes. In Texas,

more than 55 local bar associations host
weekly, monthly, bimonthly, or annual
legal advice clinics for veterans, and the
State Bar has shared the program with
attorney organizations and pro bono
groups in 25 other states.

Last year, the Texas Young
Lawyers Association, part of the
State Bar of Texas, produced two
informative pamphlets — Resources for
Veterans Seeking Help and Resources
for Lawyers Assisting Veterans — and
distributed them to more than 13,000
veterans and nearly 3,400 lawyers.

To reach veterans in rural areas, the
association hosted two free legal advice
clinics in Gillespie and Van Zandt
counties, where members of the TYLA
Board of Directors offered legal counsel
and informational guides and drafted
medical and financial powers of attorney
to more than 30 veterans.

In May, the Texas Access to Justice
Commission raised more than $351,000
through its annual Champions of Justice
Gala to help provide civil legal services
to veterans with limited incomes. The
State Bar of Texas paid expenses at the
event to make sure every penny of the
proceeds went to help veterans get the
legal help they need.

Also, as part of the Library of
Congress Veterans History Project,
the State Bar is joining with the Texas
Court Reporters Association and local
bar associations to record veterans’ oral
histories. To date, the partnership has
resulted in more than 200 interviews

with veterans in Austin, Brownsville,
Corpus Christi, Dallas, Edinburg, Fort
Worth, Hillsboro, Houston, Rockwall,
and San Antonio.

Attorneys play a crucial role in
helping our veterans as they provide the
legal assistance they need. Attorneys
are always welcome to get involved
in a legal clinic in their community.

Cooler weather, football and
falling leaves — the classic signs of
fall are upon us, which means fiu
season has also arrived.

Influenza - or the flu, as it is
commonly known - is a serious dis-
ease that can lead to hospitalization
and sometimes even death. About 5
percent to 20 percent of U.S. resi-
dents get the flu each year, according
to the U.S. Department of Health &
Human Services.

The flu costs the United States
more than $87 billion annually and
is responsible for the loss of about
17 million workdays and substan-
tial classroom time each flu season,
according to the Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention (CDC).

Unfortunately, the flu is not just
a cause of missed work and school.
Every year, thousands of people die
from Influenza and its complications,
and more than 100 of the victims this
past year were children - twenty of
them here in Texas.

The best way to protect yourself
and reduce your chances of getting
the flu is to get a flu vaccine. Accord-
ing to the CDC, everyone who is
at least 6 months of age should get
a flu vaccine, Getting vaccinated i1s

especially important for people who
have certain medical conditions such
as asthma, diabetes or chronic lung
disease, and for pregnant women,
young children and people 65 and
older.

Despite the evidence and rec-
ommendations, many people won't
get vaccinated this year — which
makes it more likely they will get
and transmit the flu. That puts your
own personal health and well-being
at risk, and it could increase the
chances of your family, friends, co-
workers and neighbors getting sick,
too.

Consider the following:

The flu shot is not expensive.

In most cases, the cost of a flu
shot is covered by your health plan,
whether you buy health insurance
on your own or are covered through
your employer, Medicare or Medic-
aid. More employers are now offer-
ing free onsite flu shot clinics at the
office. The financial and personal
costs and the potential for missed
days of work or school from the flu
far exceed the cost of the vaccina-
tion.

Young, healthy people get the
flu, too.

Influenza does not discriminate
against age or health habits. Just
because you're young or don’t typi-
cally get sick doesn’t mean you can’t

catch the flu. You can catch the flu
from someone who has yet to exhibit
any signs or symptoms of being sick.

Getting the flu shot vaccine is
fast, easy and convenient.

Getting a flu shot takes no more
than five minutes. Most neighbor-
hood pharmacies even offer walk-in
options, so you don't need to make
an appointment, If you are unem-
ployed or your employer doesn’t
offer flu shots, you can go to your
primary care doctor or nearby well-
ness clinic, most retail pharmacies or
contracted flu shot providers.

Houston will drop subpoenas for sermons

Houston Mayor Annise Parker
announced Wednesday that the city
will withdraw subpoenas it sent to
five pastors who opposed a rule ban-
ning discrimination against gays and
lesbians.

The subpoenas drew fire from
conservative groups across the coun-
try, which called them an attack on
religious liberty and freedom of
speech.

The controversy emerged
during a legal battle over the Hous-
ton Equal Rights Ordinance, known
as HERO, which expanded the city’s
ban on ‘discrimination to include
sexual orientation and gender iden-
tity.

At a press conference, Parker
said withdrawing the subpoenas was
in the city’s best interest.

“Protecting the HERO from
being repealed 1s important to Hous-
ton, but I also understand the con-

cerns of the religious community
regarding the subpoenas,” she said in
a press release. “Today’s move refo-
cuses the discussion and allows us to
move forward.”

Conservatives said the
announcement was a victory for reli-
gious liberty.

“Today’s decision is welcome
news and long overdue,” said U.S.
Sen. John Comyn, a Texas Repub-
lican. “The First Amendment guar-
antees a right to free speech and
religious freedom for all.”

The subpoenas, sent to some
outspoken and religrous
leaders who had opposed the ordi-
nance, had asked for “all speeches,
presentations, or sermons related to
HERO, the Petition, Mayor Annise
Parker, homosexuality, or gender
identity prepared by, delivered by,
revised by, or approved by you or in
your possession.”

Parker has said that the contro-

pastors

versy was based on a misunderstand-
ing. The goal of the subpoenas, she
said earlier this month, was to see if
there were any specific instructions
given by pastors about how to fill out
a petition challenging the ordinance.
She suggested that the outrage over
the word “sermon” in the subpoenas
may have been due to “deliberate
misinterpretation.”

The ordinance applies to busi-
nesses that serve the public, as well
as city contractors and municipal
workers. The City Council approved
it iIn May after an intense public
debate.

In August, city officials
announced that an effort by conser-
vative activists and pastors to put the
ordinance’s repeal to voters failed to
draw enough signatures. Opponents
of the ordinance later took the issue
to the courts, alleging in a lawsuit
that the city inappropriately disquali-
fied some of the signatures.

They
may not only speak to witnesses
but also to those who are actually
involved in the incident, asking to
see driver’s licenses, insurance and
other documents, as well as names,
addresses and Social Security num-
bers.
