duction, Texas oil wells account
for about a third of the nations
oil production, Texas provides
two fifths of natural gas for the
United States, one half of sul-
fur for our country, Texas al-
s0 supplies valuable quantities
of many other minerals,

Texas has a yearly farm in-
come of $2,694,400,000, Far-
mers and gardeners are doing
all they can to prevent erosion,
They add chemical and natural
fertilizers to the soil. A far-
mer rotates his crops, plows
his furrows across a slope to
catch the rain water and builds
dams to hold back water and
soil, They keep land covered
with closely growing plants such
as wheat, grass, andtrees, Cot-
ton is the most valuable crop,
Texas has more than five hun-
dred types of soil, in which
farmers can grow a great
variety of crops.

The FEDS, Yet

Guest Editorial
A protest group of federal employes-the “Federal Employes

for a Democratic Society'’-has organized in Washington to join

student radicals on the road to revolutionizing America.

Its first target is to be the antimissile program of the Nx'xol_l:
administration. However, this seems to be merely the first
in a long series of operations to do for the federal government
what the Students for a Democratic Society have done for higher
education,

One of the purposes set forth in the articles of incorporation
is ‘“‘to secure consultative, participatory processes of planning
and policy-making in the executive branch involving all levels
of federal employes and all relevant segments of the national
public,”’

At the risk of seeming irrelevant, we would like to point
out that the Coanstitution and various other documents make
ample provision for *“cousultative, participatory processes of
nlanning and policy-making”” in the executive-and, for
matter, in the legislative-branch,

The consultative process Is called voting and the particl-
patory process is called taxpaying, This combination is en-
gaged in by a large number of people who are included in those
relevant segments of the general public known as voters and
taxpayers.

In last November’s consultative process it was made fairly
clear that many of those involved in theparticipatory process feel
that entirely too much tax money is being spent on payrolls
for federal employas, Concerned and socially conscious as
they may be, the latter have become exceedingly expensive to
support in their current numbers,

The FEDS recently discussed such problems as ‘“‘dissent
and policy’’ and “how to react to work-related moral conflicts,”
It would be hoped by many that those FEDS who dissent vigor-
ously to the policies of their taxpayer-employers would resolve
