Barnett of her first night in
Saigon on July 10,

Mrs, Barnett left Muleshoe
early in June to tour several
European Countries with her
son Richard, and his family,
They ended up the tour at
Richard's home inSaigon where
she spent 19 days,

The welcome was a 15-pound
bomb which was tossed in front
of a U,S, Billet across the
block from her son's home in
Saigon,

She said they had just sat
down at the table for dinner
when the initial blast came,
They rushed out the door and
saw smoke pouring around the
house, Some government offi-
cials who lived two doors down
from Barnett said for them to
go back inside quickly as there
was a sniper on a rooftop,
Mrs, Barpett said they could
hear the statacco shots from
the sniper's rifle,

They later learned that sev-
eral American soldiers and
Vietnamese had been killed by
the bomb, The man who tossed
the bomb, who drove to the
scene In a taxi, was killed in
the blast, When his wife went
to claim the body, she was
placed under arrest for ques-
tioning,

Liz said when the blast went
off, she thought it was a rocket
and there would be more, She
sald she heard gunfire every
night all during the night,

Later, servants found that
shrapnel had broken a water
vessel on the roof of the build-
ing. Barnett’'s maid brought
a larger plece of shrapnel to
Liz for a souvenir,

Life for the American iIn
Saigon is a combination of cau-
tious living and free-and-easy
living,

Dinner parties and leisure
skilng trips downriver from
Saigon occasionally oceur, but
with careful supervision, Liz
sald they could not go too far
downriver with safety, but she
did get in one afternoon of ski-

Nematode Detection Lab

COLLEGE STATION, Aug,
7--Nematodes, small hair-like
roundworms which live in soil,
will soon be getting a lot of
special attention,

Because of the increasing
importance of plant parasitic
nematodes control, and the need
for agricultural producers and
homeowners to have in-
formation needed for control,
a detection laboratory has been
established at Texas A&M Uni-
versity,

Dr, Wendell Horne, plant
pathologist for the Texas Ag-
ricultural Extension Service,
said the lab would operate on
much the same basis as the soil
testing lab, also an Extension
Service operated facility, A
fee of $2,00 per sample will

Despite the general pes
simism that permeates the
in most U, S, cotton circles
the Board of Directors
Plains Cotton Growers,
Lubbock, has not lost itsd
mination to maintain cotton as
the number one in¢
ducer on the High Plains and
to continue the area’s climbing
prominence in the U, S, cotton
industry,

This was demonstrated by the
Board's recent adoption of a
1969-70 budget of $192,400 to
carry out the organization’s
activities inproduction and util-
jzation research, market buil-
ding , legislative and other ser-
vices,

Commenting on the
PCG Executibe Vice
Donald Johnson said It will en-
able us to continue at a reas-
onably high level the research,
the promotion and the services
to our textile ustomers that
have in recent years helped
us to remain and grow as a
major factor in both domestic
and world cotton markets,”’

The major portion of financial
support for PCG comes from
cotton producers in the organ-
ization’s 25-county area and
Johnson went on to say ““The
continued support of these pro-
ducers is concrete evidence that
they have not given up on cotton
as the mainstay of the High
Plains agricultural economy.’

The 1969-70 budget of
$192,400 compares with abud-
get of $182,100 for 1968-69,
with most of the increase ac-
counted for by stepped-upagri-
cultural research, advertising
and promotion, fiber research
and services and an increased
total for allaries,

The budget was adopted as
recommended to the Board by
the PGC Finance Committee,
Lloyd Cline, Director from
Lamesa and member of the Fin-
ance Committee, who presented
the proposal to the Board, said
“The new budget should again
just about balance with expected
revenue rom 4an estimated
plains crop of 1,9 million
bales or more,'’

He also noted ‘'Approxi-
mately $238,000 isavailable for
budget purposes in 1969-70, and
by keeping within that figure
we are observing our long-
standing and wise policy of not
making plans to spend money
which isn’t already in the bank,’”

Cline presented the budget
to the Board in the absence

More Police Criticism

A special panel created by Washington's mayor has been
studying the national capital riot of 1968--and after many months
of deliberation has come to the conclusion that the police in
that city sometimes erred In attempting to halt the riots,

The conclusion was inevitable--and the same finding can be
expected in any study of the sfforts of any metropolitan police
force in the United States--in attempting to halt rioting and loot-

If no fault or mistakes were found, after months of quiet de-
liberation by a panel of experts, it would mean that every mem-
ber of the police force performed faultlessly, in the face of
difficult, dangerous and fast-moving riot developments,

That cannot be expected of human beings, Thus less emphasis
these days should be on faulting police departments in the wake
of riots and looting and more on steps which will prevent riots,
and provide for speedy punishment of rioters and looters,

Many Washington policemen are convinced, in this connection,
that rioting and looting in the national capital could have been
stopped in fifteen minutes had authorities given law enforcement

officers

the right to fire on looters, Instead, the high-level

decision was to leave policemen vulnerable to charges if they
shot anyone in the act of stealing goods valued at less than a

hundred dollars,

When that decision was immediately aired on radio and tele-
vision looters proceeded to burn and loot an entire area, We
cannot expect policemen to carefully evaluate the worth of mer-
chandise being stolen before acting, expecially when they know

they will

face manslaughter charges vigorously pushed by

minority organizations whether right or wrong.

Russia has muchmore to show
tourist in art galleries, museums
and exhibitions and historic
buildings than most Americans
think. Visitors are once again
being welcomed and both Pan
American and Aeroflot, the Sovi-
et airline, are running two round
trip flights from New York to
Moscow during the busy summer
season. As the first anniversary
of direct service approaches,
Aeroflot estimates ten thousand
passengers as its first year
haul, and Pan American, six
thousand. Advance booking for
the second year is up 20 per
cemt.

This week the House debated
at great length one of the most
important appropriations that
comes before it each year:
funding of our education
programs, When the final vote
was taken on Thursday night,
a npumber of amendments had
been added to the bill
and additional funds hadbeen
provided for school libraries,
vocational education, college
construction, student loans and
ald toelementary and secondary
schools, Also incliced were
additional funds for Federally
impacted areas, education of the
handicapped and facilities for
the mentally retarded,

The amendments adopted on
the House floor would add
approximately $1 billion to the
original budget requested by the
Nixon Administration, A total of
$17.7 billion was approved, This
included funds, not only for the
Department of Health, Ed-
ucation, and Welfare, but for the
Department of Labor and
related agencies such as the
National Labor Relations
Board, the Inter-Agency Com-
mittee on Mexican-American
Affairs and others, The great
bulk of the funds, however, went
to HEW,

Some of the most interesting
debate came over non-approp-
riation provision offered by
Rep, Jamie Whitten of Miss-
issippi, would forbid the De-
partment of HEW to use any
funds appropriated in the bill
to force bussing of students,
closing of any school or for-
cing any student to at-
tend a school against the
chnice of his parents, This
would give congressional back-
ing to Freedom of Choice plans
ana prevent cutting off Federal
aid from school districts which
the Department did not con-
sider were moving speedily
enough in implementing
desegregation guidelines, Two
attempts to knock this section
out of the bill were defeated,

Since this legislation contains
most of the money for student
loans whick Congress approp-
riates in each fiscal year, a
privision was added to the bill
which stated that no Federal
ald should be accorded to col-
leges that did not act to cut off
aid to rioters,

Although this sounds wise, I
was personally disappointed
that no language was written into
the bill which  would enforce
these sections, They will stand
shortly--if they are approved in
the Senate and contained in the
bill as signed by the President--
as a part of the law of the land
but there are no provisions for
enforcement,

The House Public Works Sub-
committee on Watershed Devel-
opment approved the Lakeview
Watershed Project today,
shortly after hearing testimony
on the need for the project
from Panhandle Congressman
Bob Price,

The project, which is pri-
marily aimed at soil and water
conservation flood control, will
benefit over 20,000 acres of in-
teasively cultivated farm land
and will serve the communities
of Lakeview, Plaska, and Brice,

Although the project must now
be approved by the full Public
Works Committee, Congress-
man Price predicted it would
be approved without difficuity,
