“ The acids nre used In equal parts 
and nothing Is added to them. A hole 
Is bored In the slump with a two-liich I augur, deep enough to hold the quaii- 

• tlty of acid to he used, and then one 
acid Is poured In and the other add- 

; ed. The hole Is then pliig.ged air 
j tight with a wooden peg.’ ’
I A stump three feet In diumetor 
! sliniild he treated with nlioiit one-half 
j idnt of each acid. The nitric m-l-l 
I  is poured info the stump first, and 

the siilphtirle acid la added In all 
■ cases, and not the reverse. In mixing 
j these acids much lieni Ix gi lu raled 
! and care must he taken not over a 

half pint of each to he mixed at one 
lime, which must he allowed to cool 
hefore any mon- Is added. Ilolh of 
these* arliis are extremely corrosive.

Tho ancient shell heap tliat oov- 
red the sjiot Is now forever blotted 
lit. A few moments after the uni­

versity's excnvalors willidrew. tho gi­
ant exposition dredges liegan lo  immp 
bay mud over tlie silo a yard dei’ii. 
The Investigation proved that the de­
posit consisted o f a three-foot layer 
o f shell and hone, all dro|)ped there 
by human hands, nnd extending more 
than GOo feet each way.

The Fxliiliit lEeliei.
The age of tlie mound has lieen 

computed hy the anthropologists to 
lie most reent ns such antiquities go, 
being only some 1100  years, though 
even this brings It in ndvnnc<> of the 
earliest Spanish pioneers. It could 
hardly have been a metropolis, even 
of aborigine Indians, as their graves 
and usual imiileinontg were missing. 
It apparently served as a station for 
the sea Hon hunters of the ancient 
pehinsuln. This is jiroven hy the 
largo quantity o f seal, porpoise and , 
whale bones found among the mass 
of mussel shells. The finds have b*“en 
Incorporated In the University of Cal­
ifornia Anthropology museum, where 
they will no doubt bo of partleular 
Interest In 191.">.

Visitors who trend the ground from 
which human beings first looked out 
over the Golden Gate will be able lo 
compare the meager relics of these 
first occupants of San Francisco with 
the magnificent iichicvenieiits of the 
modern occupants In the exposition 
that surrounds them.

One very interesting fart is point­
ed out by Professor Kroi'lier in his 
report of the discoveries. It shows , 
that San Francisco has sunk twenty- 
six inches into the ocean since tlie 
early Indian hunters frequented this 
spot. Tho mound is now submerged 
to this depth below mean water level. 
The subsidence is evidence of great 
antiquity, for such changes of rela­
tive level o f land and sea take place 
with extreme slowness, from an inch 
to a foot a century being the rate us­
ually allowed.
