EAPLORERS NEARLYSTARVE

}Cup(uln Koch and Companions Cross
Greenland After Many b
Hardships.

|  Copenhagen, Aug. 18.—The story
| told by Captain Koch, the Danish ex-
plorer, of the crossing of Greenland
in company with three companions,
shows that the dangers and hard-
ships to be encountered on the great
inland ice field have not decreased
since Rear Admiral Robert E. Peary
and Dr. Fridjof Nansen made their
| journey over a portion of the same
' deserted wastes.

The Danish leader and his three
companions, Dr. Wagener, a German
Larsen, a sailor, and Sigurson, a na-
tive of leeland, were reduced during
their journey to eating a pet dog,
the only animal left,

| After landing from their ship July
|24, 1912, the explorers lost scveral
ponies. Then their motor boat dis

appeared through the thin ice. The
explorers waited until the end of
September before the ice was suffi-
ciently thick to ecarry their sledge
and horses. Then Dr. Wagener fell
and broke a rib.

On April 20, this year, four men
with five sleighs drawn by ponies
started the 750-mile trip to the west
coast.

During the first forty days bliz-
zards raged and three ponies had to
be killed. Another pony was killed
July 11 this vear because the fodder
had given out. The next day the
last pony was killed.

The rations of Captain Koch and
his companions gave out July 13,
On July 15 they tried to push on to
the coast, but were scarcely able to
move. After the pet dog had tramp-
ed with them for 800 miles, it was
killed and eaten. The
scarcely finished when the explorers

east of Proeven, on the west coast of
Greenland.

explorers succeeded in attracting the
attention of the vessel and Pastor
Chemnitz, with the assistance of the
crew, soon had the famished explor-
ers in 'ntety.
