the work that makes possible 
the profits o f the undertakings 
they finance.

Some years ago Henry Exall 
pointed out bi our traffickers 
ami traders, great and small, 
tht' essential, vital fact that big 
business is not the trading, but 
the production of the things that 
are traded in; that properity is 
not in btiiik cloarint£, totals, hut 
in more farm pnaiucts which 
make th<*se totals iiossible; that 
our well being is not based u|»on 
the I xpertness o f the merchan- 
dizer, but uiM>n the effeciencv 
index o f the fanner. Henry 
Exall sought to raise this eflic- 
iency index, measurcable in the 
net profit per acre taken out of 
the soil in field crops or live­
stock production, and to that end 
he gave the Texas Industrial 
Convesa the mission of acting 
a i tiw  business niaiTs agency TrT 
bringing about proper seed se­
lection. right cultural methods, 
conservation o f fertility, crop 
rotation and diversification. 
Henry Exall pointed the way in 
the crop contests, giving the 
same importance to cotton, corn, 
the grain-sorghums, and cow- 
peas,—all o f them feed for live­
stock. Death called him when 
this vital work was well outlined 
but only just begun.

Now comes a great crisis, a 
worldwide war, to sires*, in re­
trenchments and hardships, the 
lessons that he taught. The 
cities are again reminded that 
the totals per munth of their 
building permits are unimpor­
tant in comp.irisoii with the sol­
vency and prosperity of John 
Jones and Henry Smith, tillers 
of the (luiet country-side, who 
must even shelter their work 
animals behind pole windbreaks. 
The convulsion of the nations is 
enforcing the evangel o f .>ur 
visioner of progress.

Some of the lessons of Henry 
Exall, driven home by the Eu­
ropean war, are that we must 
give to cotton an importance no 
greater than that we give to 
corn, the grain-sorgh im*. and 
cowpeahay; that we must raise 
larger yields per acre so that the 
cost of prj^luction may be low-

The European war, laying the 
necessity upon us of cutting 
down our cotton acreage next 
year, imposes the greater ne­
cessity o f raising great corn ;ind 
grain-sorghum crops at a c i.st o 
production sufficiently low to 
enable us to keep at home the 
$;{0,00(>,000 we send out o f the 
State annually for feed, and to 
feed increased numbers o f caDle 
and hogs cheaper than they can 
he fed in Iowa and shipped to 
Texas.

Therefore, the battle of the 
Texas Industrial Congress for 
better yields per acre,"as plann 
ed by Henry tJxall, takes on the 
semblance of a holy war; and the 
business man who does not en­
list in it is surely, though per­
haps unwittingly, inviting con­
ditions o f hunger and distress to 
the State.

Is It not In tlie nuliire of slavery 
thut a woman should hi- rorced into 
Ihe fleld.s, that sIk- slumid he rom- 
pclh'd to do very hard, rough work for 
her hiiKband's employer, and that she 
idiould have no voice In the matter of 
her wiigcs? This particular woman is 
X very poor specimen of the human 
race; she suffers from terrible neu­
ralgic pains lu the head —affecUng her 
eyeelglit badly; her cutUige was nut u 
pleasant plure to visit; she se. nird to 
bavo uo heart for her life Hut to go 
twice over an acre of l,20ti "hills," 
Hiiding bi-r own rushes and to be |iuld 
eight shillings at the end—this strikes 
one OH cruel and wicked

When the hops arc grown on wires 
Ihe wuiiieii arc paid eight Khlllings 
a week; but no onu cau suy that eight 
shillings is a reasonable wage. And 
where llie work has to be done at the 
peril of tho husband's cinpluynient, 
St the peril of being turned out of 
house and hoiiie - even a house which 
Is like a dog hole—one may Justly say 
that the thing partakes of the nature 
af slavery.

This women was onee eni|doyed by 
another woniuii of higher class, but 
when the bop tying season came she 
had to leave this work, hud to give up 
her higher wages and hud to go into 
the Helds. The daughter of another 
cottager, earning fair wages In a laun­
dry, bad to ri.tlnquibh this einploy- 
moiit and acceiit whut the farmer paid 
fur hop tying. They have no frecduni 
lu the mutti T.

Hut what striki-s me in this scandal 
of woman slavery Is the silence of pub­
lic opinion. Here In u very prosper­
ous vllluge, crowded wllh rleh resi­
dents, and not very fur from Ixmduii, 
a woman cun bo forced to do this ill 
paid Held labor without omi word of 
condemnation by the church. An 
admirable attempt is being inude by 
the new ehurch of FInglund newspaper, 
the Challenge, to create u coniniunal 
spirit, to restore the essential charac­
ter of brotherhood, to niuko the church 
realise her duty to the poor. Hut how 
dllficiilt that Isl The church In this 
particular village Is very inueh alive. 
The services are more beautiful and 
reverent than any I have ever expe- 
rli nced In country districts The rich 
give large sums of nioney. The clergy- 
niHj) la devout. You would bo aston­
ished by tho catholic spirit of tbe
