Under Train Wheels.

Colonel Ramop Hinojosa, who
was commander of the Mexican
‘Fedenli at Tam!nco last April,
and was responsible for the ar-
rest of five American Marines,
is in jail in San Antonio, charged
with “vagrancy.” Secret ser-
vice men have discovered that
Hinojosa fled from Vera Cruz
when orders were issued for the
removal of United States troops
from that point, and entered
the United States under an as-
sumed name. It is likely that
deportation proceedings will be
instituated- The immigration
law provides that an alien can
be deported when ‘‘unlawfully
entering the United States un-
der an assumed name."”’

LESSON FOR OCTOBER 18

IN THE GARDEN OF GETHSEMANE.

LESBON TEXT--Mark 14:32-42, See also
Luke 22:39-46.

GOLDEN TEXT-Watch and pray, that
E c'nut not into temptation. Matt 26:41

The account of Peter's boast (v.
29-30), a common but highly signif-
cant story, forms the connecting link,
in Mark's Gospel, between this and
last Sunday's lesson. After singing
the hymn v. 6 (the Hallelujah),
Jesus and his disciples left the up-
per room.

I. Into the Garden, vv. 32.35. No
other passage in history so moves the
bhuman heart with reverential awe.
Somewhere outside Jesus left eight
disciples. He took three, his closest
friends, and resolutely entered the
darkness. Our record tells us that he
was “amazed and sore troubled” and
there is a hint of his humanity sug-
gested by the fact that he should con-
fess the same to the disciples. These
three had been with him on the Mount
of Transfiguration there to behold his
glory. Now they are to see the deptha
of Divine self-abnegation. He trod
the winepress alone, however, for
he “went forward a little” (v. 35),

The Master's Prayer,

il. Praying, vv. 36:38. The Mas-
ter's prayer was in reality a prayer
of trilumph; a prayer which enables
us to apprehend, In part at least, his
suffering and a suggestion of his com-
ing glory. It is easier to appreeci-
ate and to understand his prayer
than it is to comprehend his glory.

His
gentle reproach goes unanswered, For
& third time he enters the trial and
returning commands the disciples to
sleep on and take thelr rest.

There is little doubt that between
his permissjon “sleep on" and the
declaration “It 1s enough” that the
Savlor, in wakeful loneliness,
watched over the sleeping dlsciples.
At last he roused them for the en-
emy, headed by Judas, were at hand.
Their dearly bought sleep was short
and we can imagine the confusion
caused by the torch-bearing mob. The
Man of sorrows is calm in this hour
after his victory in prayer. The dis-
ciples, not llkewise strengthened, flee
away,
