A northern
Ilinols bank does not hesitate to say
that It would loan fully 50 per cent,
more on a farm where bulldings were
well painted and In good order than
where they were not. The vice presis
dent, who answers the lnqulry, goes
on to say: “There probably are many
farmers good financlally and morally
who permit thelr buildings to remain
unpainted, but as a rule the most sub-
stantial people who live In the coun-
try keep their buildings well palnted.”

An Iowa bank, through its vice pres-
fdent, states that it would make a dif-
ference of at least 25 per cent. in' fa-
vor of the farm with palnted build-
ings. Another lown concern says that
it would make a difference of at least
20 per cent.

All this being true, it 1s perfectly
evident that It 1s a good business prop-
osition to keep the farm bulldings well
painted. They not only look better
and are more pleasing to the owner,
but fhe farm would sell to better ad-
vantage, the loan vulue of the property
would be greatly lucreased and the
bulldings themselves would last much
longer and need less  repair~The
