The following Is a le tter from the President, CEO, Bryan Davenport of 
Mueller inc. in Ballinger, sent to  the contractor referred to  in the Cross 
Plains School Board minutes dated January 19, 2009.

Dear Mr. Reed:
Mueller, Inc.’s letter of January 12,2009 to the Cross Plains ISD School Board 

addressed the state of the District’s metal building at the time our representative 
inspected it. The intention of the report included with the letter was not to levy blame. 
Rather, it was to diagnose the causes of the problems being experienced with the 
building.

Mueller, Inc. fully acknowledges that the original roof insulation delivered was 
cut incorrectly. Guardian insulation promptly delivered the proper insulation, but as 
the first insulation was already installed, the roof sheets had to be removed and 
replaced.

Additionally, the letter’s recommendation that the District “retain a competent 
and experienced contractor to carry out the repair” was not meant to be either 
inclusive or exclusive of you. It was simply a caution to the District, which we 
regularly relate to customers, to retain a contractor experienced in the type of work 
rather than rely on employees or others who do not have the requisite knowledge or 
experience.

It was also failed to mention that the paid contractor had told the school 
board that before the publication of the minutes January 19, 2009 he 
would furnish the labor to  replace the roof whatever Cross plains school 
and Mueller's decision was on the materials in order to  help the school.

Reed Construction* Paid Advertisement
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( Commissioners amend County Road crossing poiicy
The Callahan County Commis­

sioners' Court voted to change 
the County Road Policy after 
discussion of updating the policy 
was held Monday, January 26th 
at the commissioners' courtroom 
at the County Courthouse in 
Baird.

Commissioner Farmer made a 
motion to amend the County 
Road Policy, adding a sixth con­
dition which will read that "all 
paved roads will be bored and all 
other roads will be at the discre­
tion of said Commissioner." 
Commissioner Windham sec­
onded the motion and the mo­
tion passed with a 5-0 vote.

The amendment to the County 
Road Poiicy is for county resi­
dents who wish to lay pipe across 
a county road. The County Road 
Policy is signed by both the 
county commissioner and the 
resident wishing to lay the pipe.

Before approving a County 
Road Policy, the resident must 
pay $500 to remain as escrow to 
protect the county from any 
damages to the roadway due to 
the construction. Also, a $300 
deposit shall be retained by the 
county to cover the cost of re­
pairing the road in the future 
when settling of the refilled road

materials occurs. The policy 
deposits are required for each 
location a county road is crossed.

The policy states the pipe shall 
be placed at the depth required 
by the commissioner and then 
repair and replace the bed and 
coverings of such roadway and 
return said roadway to as near 
its original condition as possible. 
The pipe shall be buried three 
feet depth from the bottom of 
the ditch on either side of the 
roadway and shall replace with 
gravel the cut out portion of the 
roadway from the surface down 
12 inches.

The policy states if the com­
missioner is not satisfied with 
the work done, said commis­
sioner may repair said roadway 
as he sees fit and take the costs 
of such repair from the escrow 
deposit. The resident agrees to 
be responsible for any liability 
from such construction.

Gpon completion of such con­
struction and approval of said 
com m issioner, the escrow 
money or any amount remain­
ing in said escrow account shall 
be returned to the resident.

The amendment portion of the 
County Road Policy states, "All 
paved roads are required to be

bored and all other county roads 
are at the discretion of the pre­
cinct commissioner.

Other agenda items brought 
before the commissioners' court 
included:

—The commissioners' court 
meeting was called to order at 
9:30 a.m. by Judge Roger Corn. 
Present were Commissioner Pre­
cinct#! Harold Hicks, Commis­
sioner Precinct#2 Bryan Farmer, 
Commissioner Precinct #3 Tom 
Windham, Commissioner Pre­
cinct #4 Cliff Kirkham, County 
Treasurer Dianne Gunter, and 
County Clerk Donna Bell.

—The minutes of the previous 
commissioners' court meeting 
were reviewed and signed.

—Cinder public comment, there 
was none.

—Commissioner Windham 
made a motion to pay all the 
approved bills. Commissioner 
Kirkham seconded the motion, 
which passed 5-0.

—A motion was made by Com­
missioner Hicks and seconded 
by Commissioner Farmer to 
adjourn the commissioners' 
court meeting at 10:00 a.m. The 
motion carried with a 5-0 vote.

Commissioners approve proclamation 
for awareness of women's heart disease

The Callahan County Commis­
sioners voted to proclaim  
Feburay 6, 2009 as National 
Wear Red Day to promote aware­
ness of Women's Heart Disease. 
On a motion by County Judge 
Roger Corn and a second by 
Commissioner Bryan Farmer, 
the commissioners' court voted 
5-0 to approve the proclama­
tion. The proclamation reads:

PROCLAMATION
Whereas, National Wear Red 

Day celebrates the extraordinary 
progress in women's heart health 
and recognizes that more needs 
to be done in Callahan County 
to safeguard women's health for 
generations to come.

Whereas, Heart disease is the 
#1 killer of women and one in 
four American women die as a 
result of heart disease

Whereas, Most women do not

Area Students Named to 
Dean's List at Texas State

Gov. Perry Urges 
Legislature to Strengthen 
Private Property Rights
AUSTIN -  Gov. Rick Perry 

today urged lawmakers to add 
an amendment to the state 
constitution to fortify property 
owners' rights against abuses 
of em inen t dom ain . The 
governor spoke at a press 
conference with the Texas 
Public Policy Foundation.

"Through Senate Bill 7, we 
made it clear that Texans will 
not tolerate taking land for 
econom ic developm ent or 
g iv in g  it to  a p r iv a te  
developer," Gov. Perry said.
"Unless we take action on 
th ese  pro tections, private 
property rights in Texas will 
begin to erode and undermine 
the very charac ter of our 
state."

Senate Bill 7 was passed in 
2005 during a special session 
of the 79‘̂  Legislature, after a 
U.S. Supreme Court decision 
in Kelo v. New London ruled 
that government entities could 
use eminent domain authority 
for economic developm ent 
projects rather than traditional 
public uses. The bill prohibits 
acquisition of land for non 
public purposes, such as 
c o m m e r c ia l  e c o n o m ic  
development or private use.

The governor was Joined by 
state Sen. Robert Duncan and 
Rep. Rob Orr who will propose 
legislation to fortify property

rights, and S usette  Kelo, 
plaintiff in the Kelo v. New 
London case. Sen. Duncan will 
also propose a constitutional 
amendment to prevent private 
property from being taken for 
e c o n o m ic  o r p r iv a te  
development purposes.

Gov. Perry also cautioned 
aga inst use of the Texas 
Supreme Court's decision in 
Hubenak v. San Jacinto Gas 
T ran sm issio n  Co., which 
allows government entities to 
make an unreasonably low 
offer on a person's property, 
and then respond to an owner's 
refusal by taking the land. The 
governor also com m ended 
R ep . J im  J a c k s o n  fo r 
sponsoring the constitutional 
amendment adopted by voters 
in 2007, allowing landowners 
to buy back land at the price 
the government paid for it if it is 
not used for the project it was 
taken for.

"Government shouldn't use 
em in en t dom ain  to tak e  
someone's land without trying 
to buy it from them first," Gov. 
Perry said. "It is wrong for any 
government to make a lowball 
offer, then respond to an 
owner's righteous refusal by 
ta k in g  th e  la n d .  T h e  
government owes land owners 
a g e n u in e  g o o d - f a i th  
negotiation, not a land grab."

Tlie following quote is 
from a letter To The Citizens of 
Cross Plains from the City 
published in the Cross Plains 
Review March 19,2008 “...it is the 
cities (sic) practice to maintain its 
own property. Last year the City 
made a lot of repairs to the roof 
and virtually stopped the leaks. 
We will continue to maintain the 
roof as leaks appear and at such 
time the city feels the roof needs 
to be replaced, it will do so 
without asking for assistance.”

High wildfire danger
COLLEGE STATION, Texas- 

TheTexas Forest Service (TFS) 
is urging citizens across the state 
to be aware of heightened wild­
fire danger due to a low pres­
sure front that will drop humid­
ity levels and produce high 
winds.

Tom Spencer, TFS predictive 
services department head, said 
these conditions could lead to 
wildfires that spread quickly, 
pose containment problems and 
endanger public safety. Though 
the state saw some precipita­
tion earlier this week, prolonged 
drought conditions have not 
improved. In fact, the freezing 
tem peratures only caused

drought-cured grasses to oe- 
come even drier.

TFS Predictive Services De­
partment forecasts that through 
the month of February, fuels, 
such as grasses and trees, are 
expected to remain critically dry.

Over the past seven days, TFS 
has responded to five wildfires 
for 371 acres. According to an 
online database managed by 
TFS, fire departments have re­
ported 163 wildfires involving 
7,899 acres since last Friday.
