The Cross Plains Review has
the distinction of being the oldest
business institution in the
community of Cross Plains and
is celebrating its 100th
Anniversary this week.

The business moved from
the banks of Turkey Creek to the
present location in 1909. The
original printing press was
mounted in the ground and the
two-story brick building was then
constructed around it.

Other antique equipment
including a typesetter, paper
folder, addressograph, etc. are still
housed at this site and was
still used until around 1980.

Belmont L. Shields was the
editor and publisher for five years
followed by L.M. (Lem) Henslee,
who edited the paper until 1922.
At that time he disposed of his
interests to Tom Bryant. Bryant,
whose chief interest was in oil
production, was also associated
as equal partners with Tom
Anderson, M.E. Wakefield and
S.F. (Foss) Bond.

Jack Scott acquired an interest
in the company in July of 1930
and the business continued as a
corporation for about ten years.
Scott bought the interest of the
other shareholders and continued
as editor and publisher until he
entered the military in 1944.
Following his discharge in 1946
he resumed his position at the
newspaper until May of 1951. At
this point, he sold his interest to
Jack McCarty of Rising Star, who
was formerly a partner in the
Rising Star Record.

Jack Scott and Jack McCarty
earned numerous citations of
excellence from various
Newspaper Associations over the

state. (Historical facts were taken
from “Early Days in Callahan
County” by Brutus Clay
Chrisman.)

McCarty was killed in a
boating incident leaving Scott
the sole owner. Later Scott sold
the Cross Plains Review to
Benny Glover. When Glover
passed away, our  current
publisher, Don Tabor, purchased
the newspaper in February
1986. ‘

Vanda Anderson Wwas hired in
March of 1986 as the editor and
continues in this capacity as the
only female editor in its long
history. Tabor has operated the
newspaper 23 years, almost
one-fourth of its 100 years
existence.

Mr. Tabor is also the publisher
of the Clyde Journal and the
Baird Banner, also located in
Callahan County.

Hutton, who creates the display
and classified ads, and Kim
Lambert, special writer covering

the Cross Plains 1.S.D. school
board meetings and the City
Council meetings. :

Anderson’s column was Down
Home.

Wallace Bennett currently
writes the Cottonwood News;
May Jones the Pioneer News;
Dona MclIntire the Rising Star
Nursing Home News; Library
Notes are prepared by Linda
Burns, Librarian for the Cross
Plains Public Library; Joyce
Odom writes the Cross Plains
Garden Club News; Amber
Thomas the Cross Plains Senior
Citizens News, Deborah
Lowitzer’s column Maybe It’s
Just Me, But... and Barbara
Holmes Worcester of Clyde
writes Barb’s Cues.

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THE DocTOR'S PRESCRIPTION FOR HEALTH

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Heartburn and Reflux

One of the most common com-
plaints that patients talk to the
doctor about is heartburn or gastro
esophagel reflux (GERD).

GERD most commonly will
have heartburn associated with a
burning feeling in the upper
abdominal area at the bottom area
of the breastbone. Sometimes,
this can give mid back pain, a
sensation of warm sour fluid
coming up in the throat.

As a rule, heartburn and GERD

are aggravated by smoking, dip-
ping, eating and drinking within
hours of bedtime, being over-
weight, the consuming of coffee,
tea, decaf tea, chocolate, alcohol,
greasy and spicy foods, and
sweets.

Quite often, we find by a simple
blood test, that the patient has a
stomach infection with bacteria
called H. Pylori. When this oc-
curs, treatment with an antibiotic

regimen typically eliminates the
problem.

When left untreated, GERD
can lead to Barrett’s Esophagi
which can lead to esophageal can-
cer.

Remember, heartburn is not
simply an inconvenience. Heart-
burn can serve as a warning. Do
not ignore that warning! Hoping
the heartburn will quit is not an
appropriate treatment.

Dannes reported
that they had held a public
hearing concerning the grant/loan
offer for Jeff Parker/Parker
Ironworks, and that no one
appeared to dispute the offer. The
council members voted in favor
of allowing the EDC to give
Mr. Parker the $15,000 loan
according to the stipulations that
the EDC proposed.

Young, said farmers may be
eligible for loans of up to 100%
of their actual losses or the
operating loan needed to
continue the agricultural
business, whichever is less.
For farmers unable to obtain
credit from private commercial
lenders, the interest rate is 3.75
percent.

"As a general rule, a farmer
must have suffered at least a
30 percent loss of production
to be eligible for an FSA
emergency loan", Richard G.
Young, said. Farmers

participating in the Fadaral
Crop Insurance program will

have to consider proceeds
from those programs in
determining their loss.

"Applications for loans under
this emergency designation
will be accepted until
September 13, 2009, but
farmers should apply as soon
as possible. Delays in applying
could create backlogs in
processing, with possible
delays into the new farming
season".

FSA is a credit agency of the
ad.S. Department of
Agriculture. It is authorized to

provide disaster emergency
loans .to recognized,farmers -

who work at and rely on
farming for a substantial part of
their living. Eligibility is
extended to individual farmers
who meet U.S. citizenship
requirements and to farming
partnerships, corporations, or
cooperatives in which d.S.
citizenship requirements are
met by individuals holding a
majority interest.

County Indigent Health Program.
Mandated Providers will be the
Baird Community Health Clinic,
Cross Plains Community Health
Center, Dr. Raul Calvo, M.D.,
and Shackelford County Com-
munity Resource Center. Com-
missioner Windham seconded
the motion and the motion car-
ried with a 5-0 vote.

—County Attorney Shane Deel
came before the commission-

New Highway Designation Leading North from
Cross Plains to Putnam and Moran Made by the
state Highway Commission (February 27, 1925)

The Review stated last week
that F. M. Gwin, sec’y, of the
Cross Plains Chamber of
Commerce in company with
Judge Victor B. Gilbert and B.L.
Russell of Baird and county
engineer Mr. Webb, were in
Austin in the interest of a new
highway for this section. Well,
they were successful in their
efforts , and the State Highway
Department has granted a new
highway designation leading
north from Cross Plains to
Putnam, connecting with the
Bankhead Highway there, then on
to Moran, making connection
with Highway 23, which will
mean much to this section of the
state. Cross Plains has long felt
the need of a highway outlet
north, and now it is to become a
reality. The necessary surveys
will be made in the near future
and right-of-way established for
this new highway, and it is hoped
that before long actual work of
construction will begin on same.

Mr. Gwin, authorizes the
Review to quote him as saying
that this new highway will in no
way effect the existing Highway
23, leading from Coleman by
Cross Plains, Rising Star and on
to Cisco, or its maintenance by the
State Highway Department. A
report has gone out that the new
designation would effect
Highway 23, but such a report is
without foundation, we are re-

quested to state. It is a new
designation altogether, separate
and apart from highway 23.

After Mr. Gwin and his party -

returned from Austin, R.J. Hank,
acting State Highway Engineer,
wrote Judge Gilbert advising him
of the new highway. The letter
follows:

Hon. Victor B. Gilbert
County Judge

Baird, Texas

Dear Sir:

This is to advise you that the
State Highway Commission at its
regular monthly meeting on Feb-
ruary 16th, designated as a State
Highway the road from Cross
Plains north by way of Putnam to
make connection with State High-
way No. 23 at Moran in Shackel-
ford County.

Your attention is called to the
fact that this road will not be made
a State Highway or taken over to
be maintained by this department
until it has been placed in satis-
factory conditon; subject to the
approval of the Engineers of this
Department. We understand that
this condition is agreeable to Cal-
lahan County.

Local Boys in Thick of Fight as
Nation Plunged Into War by Japs'
Agression Sunday Afternoon

(December 12, 1941 Edition)

A dastardly aggression of
American held possessions in the
Pacific ocean by the Japanese
empire Sunday afternoon plunged
the United States of America into
war. The offensive which left
thousands of dead and wounded
and property damage running in
the millions came without
warning, and at a time while
American statesmen and
diplomats were still engaged in
working out a peaceful solution
of the far Eastern situation.

In the thick of the defense
waged by this country were
scores of boys from the Cross
Plains trade territory, who rallied
to the colors of their country when
the epidemic of war first cast its
ugly head over the distant
horizon. :

The Review was, of course,
unable to garner full details from
the war torn islands of the Pacific
and learn definitely whether any
of the local boys were among the
casualties from the first several
days of fighting. A check-up made
of youths, who still call Cross
plains this territory home, were in
the midst of the fighting.

At Pearl Harbor in the
Hawaiian Islands, where the
Japanese delivered the most
telling blow Sunday is Ray Smith,
eldest son of Mr. and Mrs. Earl
Smith of Cross Plains. He enlisted
in the Navy a little more than a
year ago and was assigned to the

,U.S.S. Arizona, which has been
based at Pearl Harbor for several
months. Ray was a former
football player on the Cross Plains
High School team and was
graduated from the local school
with the class of 1940.

Blanton Freeland, son of
County Judge and Mrs. B.H.
Freeland, was also at Pearl
Harbor .when the Nipponese

Local Conditions Better

Says 15 Members of Varied Professions

Thursday Morning

Better markets, preparedness, general recovery cited as the chief reason

- Local conditions are at least 20

percent better than a year ago
today, was the opinion of 15
businessmen, farmers, oil
operators and professional men
interviewed by a Review reporter

" Thursday morning. Factors

contributing toward the recovery
they pointed out to be: a better
market for the present cotton
crop—despite the fact that it was
off $7.50 a bale at the close
Wednesday night, the price was
more than 60 points better than a
year ago; advance of the price of
all farm commodities as well
as investments, stocks and
securities; and that people are
better prepared for winter and a
greater percent of money from
this year’s crops will go into
circulation.

Turkeys which will begin
coming in here early in
November was declared by those
interviewed to be another bright
spot in the present outlook.
Several thousand turkeys are
expected to be bought by the four
Cross Plains produce houses this
fall.

Recent rains which have
benefited late feed crops, winter
grass and replenished stock
water were also mentioned by the
local men as being noteworthy in
the recovery here.

“The five inches of rain during
August—and unusual precipita-
tion for this season—was of little
value to cotton,” said gin men,
“but the moisture certainly did no
harm.”

Good middling cotton was

quoted Thursday on the streets of
Cross Plains as being worth seven
and one half cents per pound.

Tuesday’s market fluctuation
brought a decrease of $7.50 per
bale from the year’s high point.
Cotton men here predicted a
slight advance again Monday.

Perhaps the most optimistic
man interviewed the past week
was F.R. Anderson, manager of
Anderson-Dodson Chevrolet
Company. When the Review
reporter pointed out that it would
be impossible to print all of the
bright spots that he enumerated,
Mr. Anderson contracted for an
advertisement which appears on
another page of this paper to
explain why he ‘knows’
conditions are better.

about a year ago. He had only

recently returned to active duty
after undergoing an appendec-
tomy. The Review did not learn
the ship to which he is assigned
however, it was based at Pearl
Harbor.

Robert Lee Hayes, son of Mr.

one mile east of Cross Plains, is
in the U.S. Marines stationed at
Pearl Harbor. Robert Lee was for
a time stationed on the U.S.S.
West Virginia, first American
battleship sent to the pacific
bottom. He had, however, been
transferred to the U.S.S.
Maryland based at Pearl Harbor
several months ago.

Believed to be somewhere in
the Pacific with his ship, the
U.S.S. Brazos, in quest of a Jap
frigate is Vernon Huntington, son
of B.B. (Bon) Huntington of
Cross Plains. Vernon was last
heard from in California at the
return from a trip to Alaska,
however it was believed that his
ship had already steamed out into
the broad expanse of the Pacific
when hostility broke out.

Junior Ivy, son of Mr. and Mrs.
John Ivy of Cottonwood, was at
Manila, where the Japanese laid
heavy siege both from the air and
sea. Junior is signal-man in the
Navy, stationed in a look-out
tower and it is entirely probable
that the alert eyes of the
Cottonwood youth were among
the first at Manila to detect the
belligerent advance of the yellow-
men.

Mr. and Mrs. Gordon Young,
both well known here and former
residents of the locality, are resid-
ing at Honolulu where 350 were
reported killed Sunday. Mrs.
Young is the form Miss Fay
Purvis, daughter of Mr. and Mrs.

Kz'mber[ySlove (Owner)  Terrie Parum (Asst. Mgr,)

Fred Purvis who live about three
miles North of Cottonwood. Her
husband is the grandson of Nuff
Arvin, well known Callahan
county pioneer. He is in the Navy
and likely sailed with is ship in
search of enemy flotillas soon
after the attack Sunday.

In Hickam Field near Pearl
Harbor in the Hawaiian Islands is
Mayo Fowler, son of Mr. and Mrs.
Claude W. Fowler, formerly of
Bayou and Admiral. Mayo is in
the U.S.A. Air Corps, serving as
an instructor in the target
detachment.

With the United States Marines
in the Samoan Islands, which are
very much in the combat zone, is
Dickie Huntington, youngest son
of Mr. and Mrs. J.C. Huntington
of Cross Plains. Dickie is a
graduate of C.P.H.S. where as a
snare drummer in the school band
won wide recognition.

J.M. Westerman, son of Mrs.
Guy Westerman of near Sabanno,
is in the Marines and is believed
to have sailed for one of the
Pacific possessions of the U.S.
several days ago. It is not
definitely known, however,
whether or not he had reached his
destination which was likely in
the war zone. J.M. has been in the
Marines since December 1939.

Bill Upton, nephew of Mr. and
Mrs. Jim Taylor and a brother of
Giles Upton of the city, left
Honolulu several months ago for
Panama where he is now
stationed with the coast artillery.
With reports coming from the
canal zone that reconnoitering
planes have been sighted there. It
is highly likely that Bill too has
been seeing a bit of activity in the
newly inflamed way.

Mack Bingham, son of Mrs.
H.H. Nash of Cross Plains, is a
first class baker on the U.S.S.

Business Established in Jul

Dixie, which is based at Pearl
Harbor. His mother last heard
from him shortly after Thanksgiv-
ing. He was then in San Diego,
California, and wrote that he
expected to sail back to Pearl
Harbor within a day or so. It is
believed that his ship had returned
to its base when the Japanese
struck Sunday. Mack has been in
the Navy 8 years.

Judson Atchinson, former Baird
high school and Texas University
football star and the son of Mr.
and Mrs. W.B. Atchinson, of
Baird, is stationed in Honolulu in
the Air Corps and is believed to
have seen much of the first of the
week action in the Pacific. Judson
is well remembered in Cross
Plains for his football prowess.

Scores of other local boys are
in the various branches of the
service stationed along both the
East and West Coast , as well as
many in camps in all parts of
the nation. It was impossible,
however, to learn the role that
each is playing in the recent
emergency. The purpose of this
story was to tell as accurately as
possible the names and
assignments of those in the “hot
spots” created by the recent
outbreak of war, particularly
those located in the Pacific. The
magnitude of the task of learning
what each of the boys is doing is
so great that it is highly possible
that the Review staff has
over-looked several who are
playing important roles in the
defense of their country, however,
additions to this story will be
carried from time to time in the
Review, as the old hometown
paper make a serious effort to
keep its readers informed as to
where and what local boys are
doing. i

Local Bank Robbed by Youth Tuesday

A lone shotgun wielding youth
robbed Citizens State Bank in
Cross Plains of an undetermined
amount of cash Tuesday about
10:15 a.un.

The money thought to be
several thousand dollars was
recovered when two youths were
apprehended about 15 minutes
later just west of Rowden, 12
miles west of Cross Plains, just
off State Highway 36.

Charged with “bank robbery” in
the heist were Danny Lee Wise,
thought to be from Santa Anna
and Doyle Wayne Howe believed
to be from California. It was
thought by local lawmen that
Howe was visiting Wise.

The two were charged in L.P.
(Pender) Mitchell’s justice court
in Cross Plains. Mitchell set
bonds at $25,000 each.

The two believed to be 18 and
19 years old, were taken to Baird
by Jack Shields, an Abilene
Department of Public Safety
Patrolman, and C.S. (Hoot)
McGowen, Cross Plains City
Marshal, where they were lodged
in Callahan County Jail.

Actual apprehension of the rob-
bers was made by several License
and Weight DPS patrolmen,
among who was Mack Kniffen of
Clyde, who was en route to
Temple for a funeral.

Local lawmen related the arrest
of the robbers as follows.

An unmarked license, weight
patrol car met a red Mustang
traveling extremely fast near
Rowden. The patrolmen turned to
pursue and as they did received
word on the police radio that the
Cross Plains bank had been
robbed. A second black and white
patrol car was following and
apparently the robbers tried to
turn off Highway 36 upon seeing
the second unit. As the robbers
turned left onto the dirt road just
west of Rowden Store, the get-
away car skidded into the ditch
and became stuck. The robbers

offered no resistance to officers.
At the time of the robbery all
Cross Plains lawmen were in
Baird and when the radio alert
was sounded DPS Patrolman Don
Gosnell, Deputy Sheriff Howard
Cox and Marshal McGowen were
just leaving Baird. They were on
the scene in a matter of minutes.
Between 10 and 10:15 a.m. the
gunman, Wise, stepped through
the side door at the Citizens State
Bank with 12-gauge shotgun
pointed forward saying, “This is
a holdup. I want all your money.”
Leonard Mosley, vice-president
of the bank, was standing near the
side door, but behind teller cages.
He began taking money from the
tellers.

The robber, using profane
language and making threats to
kill if his instructions were not
followed, told Mosley to put the
money in a sack. Mosely replied,
“We don’t have sack but I'll put
it in this typewriter cover.”

Upon cleaning the teller cages,
the gunman, reported to be notice-
ably very nervous, told Mosley to
get the money from the vault.
Dick Wagner cashier went with
the vice-president into the vault.
After Mosley got into the vault he
activated the silent alarm.

Upon returning the vault,

Mosley said, “Here it is.” He

demanded it be put on the floor,
which Mosley did. The robber
then demanded that Mosley,
Wagner, Ted Sounder and another
bank employee, Mrs. J.H. (Vida)
Balkum, go into the vault and told
Mrs.. Clyde (Ethel) Sims to shut
the door. Mosley shut inside doors
and immediately called the
Justice of the Peace Officer.

Mitchell immediately called the
Abilene Department of Public
Safety to radio the alert.

Bank President Jack W. Tunnell
ran out the front door to get a
description of the car as the
robber left through the side door.

Description of a red Mustang

was given over the DPS radio and
the capture soon followed.

Tunnell and Mosley both
commended the bank employees
for their actions during the holdup
which lasted 5 to 10 minutes.

Three customers were in the
bank when the gunman entered,
they are Mr. J.H. Bradford, at the
check counter near the gunman,
Claude Joy, who was near
Tunnell’s office in front of the
bank, and Vera Pearl Bunnell, at
a teller’s window, also near the
robber.

In his hasty exit, the robber
almost knocked down C.G.
Burkett, who was planning to
come into the bank through the
side door. upon  recovering the
balance Mr. Burkett found $250
in dollar bills the robber had
dropped. He handed it to Mosley,
who by that time had also come
through the side door to catch
sight of the get-away car.

Only Wise entered the bank and
Howe stayed in the auto which
was parked along the south side
of the building. No disguise
attempt was made.

The get-away car, a 1970 red
Mach 1 Mustang was reportedly
stolen from an auto dealership in
Brownwood on Monday.

Several of the bank employees
were at work in the rear of the
bank and were not directly
involved in the robbery. Mosley
said they stayed where they were.

No additional customers
entered the bank during the
robbery, usually a busy time.

Indepth investigations were
being conducted by a team of
F.B.I. agents, Texas Rangers and
local and county l]awmen Tuesday
afternoon. All bank employees
were being interviewed, as were
the customers, who had
previously given statements.

The robbery was the first in
history of the Cross Plains bank.

Plans to Replace Downtown Sidewalks Announced.

The public meeting hosted by
the City of Cross Plains and the
Texas Department of Transporta-
tion last Thursday was well
attended with approximately 60
residents present. Steve Mack,
one member of the committee to
replace the downtown sidewalks
welcomed everyone and
introduced Pete Kraus, Bill Leach
and Doug Eichorst, engineers
representing TxDOT. Other com-
mittee members are Julene Franke
(chairman), Rolan Jones and Su-
san Schaefer.

The Texas Department of
Transportation will be responsible
for the cost of the sidewalk
replacement through Mainte-
nance Project Funds and the City

of Cross Plains will provide the

landscaping.
Pete Kraus presented a sketch

of the overall project which will
be accomplished in two phases.
Phase I is anticipated to begin this
May by replacing sidewalks from
the east corner of 9th Street (Co-
lumbia One Resource Home
Health) north just past West Texas
Utilities and from the west
corner of 9th Street (Bayer
Motor Company’s office) to the
corner of 10th Street in front of
the First Baptist Church
classrooms (white house).

Phase I is designed to use the
funds in the best plan to remove
and replace the worst areas and
for access problems; areas where
there are no walks; and ADA
accessible ramps where needed.

Mr. Kraus explained that the
basic design of the original side-
walks will be re-established with

‘“‘user friendly” improvements

including handicap ramps-and

railing, steps, etc. He noted that;,
old sidewalks were structured in
pieces which contributed to their.
current deterioration. With the:,‘
concrete poured in large sections,,
it will be stronger and last longer.
Phase II will begin at 7th Street:
(Hub Freeman’s corner) traveling:
north to the front of the Senios
Citizens’ Center. On the west side
of 7th Street construction wilk
extend to the front of Bayex;
Motor Company’s covered
automobile lot. The sidewalk will
be extended from the south sidé
of Higginbotham’s to the alley. A
new sidewalk will run along the
south side of the U.S. Post
Office lot on 8th Street. 24
The landscaping will be
completed in this phase including
steel plates for the installation of
‘benches and trash reciprocals and
provisions for plants and trees.

The Robert E. Howard house
has been purchased by Project
Pride from Mrs. Floyd Carter for
future restoration and hopefully a
museum.

Robert came with his parents,
Dr. and Mrs. .M. Howard, to live
in Cross Plains in the fall of 1919.
Cross Plains was to be his home
until his untimely death inthe
summer of 1936.

Dr. Howard purchased the new
“boxed” house from Mr. and Mrs.
J.M. Coffman, early settlers of
Cross Plains. The house is located
on West Highway 36. He paid the
Coffman’s $1500, $500 in cash
and the rest in promissory notes.

The house consisted of a long
hall that reached from front to
back. On the west side were the
living room, dining room, and
kitchen. The living room
extended past the entrance to the
hall. On the east side was a large
bedroom. A front porch ran across
the front.

Dr. Howard immediately began
to remodel the house. He installed
electricity, running water, and
indoor plumbing and glassed in
an L-shaped porch. A small room
was made from the storage space
between the bedroom and the

sleeping porch. This small room

was to become Robert’s
bedroom-office when he became
a writer.

The purchasers are very
interested in any information
anyone can give about the
furnishings of the house. If
anyone owns any furniture from
the house, please contact a
member of Project Pride.

It is hoped that it can be
refurbished with copies of the
period prior to World War I. Any
help will be appreciated.

The following description of
items inthe Howard house was
obtained from the book “Dark
Valley of Destiny” written by L.
Sprague de Camp, Catherine
Crook de Camp and Jane
Wittington Griffin.

Living Room —Leather divan,
2 leather chairs, library table,
ornate heaters, maroon velvet
draperies, blue glass vase with
crystal handles, earthenware
container, 14-inch high plaster
bust of Cleopatra with asp crafted
in France (Robert was especially
fond of this piece), and a picture
of 3 ships hanging over the sofa.

oaken table and chairs of quarter-
sawed oak, matching buffet, and
a collection of cut glass inherited
from her mother. Her finest bowl
stood on the dinning room table.

Kitchen—Generous size,
simple kitchen table where the
family ate and Mrs. Howard
shared a cup of tea with Hester
Butler, her young neighbor, gas
stove, and wooden ice chest.

Bedroom—2 full size metal
beds of simulated walnut, dainty
oaken chiffonier, sewing machine
(against the east wall), white
ruffled curtains, rag rugs,
souvenirs, conch shell from
Galveston, ornamental fan,
postcards, photographs of
relatives, watercolor of pale
petunias with a blue background,
perhaps a Kewpie doll, a
decorative pillow or some prize
brought back by Robert from
B.W. or a carnival.

Robert’s Room—Part of the
rear porch. Narrow bed (stood by
window separating his room from

his mother’s room). This window
was always undraped. Writing
table (handsome piece of
furniture): top mahogany 28" X
37, 47X4” legs, center drawer,
writing materials, old flat trunk
(served as a filing cabinet) and
narrow chest of drawers (stood in
the hall).

Sleeping Porch—2 white
enameled iron beds. Sleeping
porch opened into bath room.

Front Porch—Porch swing.

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Tornadoes Devestate Cross Plains and Cottonwood

Memorial Day weekend is
remembered as a time to honor
United States Veterans, but this
past Sunday, May 29, 1994 will
long be remembered as the
day tornadoes ravaged the
communities of Cross Plains and
Cottonwood. The peacefulness of
a very warm day was abruptly
altered when the sky darkened
and residents knew a storm was
on its way.

Many noted a green tint which
indicated hail. With very little
warning, folks took shelter in
closets, bathtubs, rooms in the
center of their homes and cellars.

Residents in the area hardest hit
on West Highway 36 recall hard
rain, large hail, the shaking of
their homes and businesses, and
powerful winds. Some heard the
freight train sound which usually
accompanies a tornado. It was
later determined that six
tornadoes were tracked on radar
with vertical winds up to 200
miles per hour.

Amanda Sowell, an employee at
Collum’s Restaurant, related
seeking shelter in the restaurant’s
freezer at the request of owner,
Dusty Finn. Sounds like a cold
place to be, but the steel walls
provided great protection.

During this time, the roofs of
Lawrence Farm and Ranch
Supply, Inc., the former Exxon
Station, Cliff’s Texaco, Lakeway

Grocery, Cross Plains Grain and
Peanut, Jack’s Place and Village
Market were partially or
completely removed.

Several mobile homes were
destroyed completely, while
others sustained damage.

Houses were stripped of roofs,
shingles, porches, carports,
shutters, etc. as the roaring winds
and heavy rain prevailed for an
estimated 20 to 25 minutes. Trees
were tossed around like fence
posts and uprooted in every
neighborhood. Some of the trees
were 100 years old and residents
are sorrowful for their loss. The
rain-soaked ground allowed the
trees to be pulled up in the
twirling winds. There are very
few large trees remaining in town.

The Cottonwood Community
was probably hit first in the storm
and they experienced lots of hail.
Vehicles were beat by the hail and
windshields were shattered. Hail
the size of tennis balls were
reported in Cottonwood and
Cross Plains.

Mike and Ava Tollet,
Cottonwood residents, rode out
the storm in their mobile home
with hail crashing windows and
the walls actually breathing in and
out. Mike stated that at one point
the air conditioner was pulled out
of the window and they seemed
to get a little relief. It was noted
that windows were sometimes
forced from the walls by the
terrific pressure. A metal roof

covering the top of their mobile
home was lifted up and thrown
several yards to the east of their
house. The awning was cemented
into the ground and all the poles
were sucked up seemingly effort-
lessly. At the same time, plastic
flower pots were not moved from
a rock fence in front of the
residence.

“I can’t remember being so
scared,” Mike remarked. “I told
my Mom to just hold onto me and
I would hold to her, if the house
went.” Similar stories were
repeated by eyewitnesses to the
terrible storm.

The Cottonwood Baptist
Church had multiple windows
broken from the hail and the rain
drenched pew cushions and song
books. Rev. Knox Waggoner and
his wife took refuge in the
basement of the church.

The fact that so many commu-
nity members were at church
when the storm hit certainly made
the difference. Prayers for safety
were answered as no fatalities
occurred.

The full impact of the storm was
not realized until Monday
morning and the area resembled
a war zone. It was shocking to see
such destruction. The towns-
people wasted no time cleaning
up the debris. Everyone was out
in their yards cutting up broken
trees; salvaging what they could
and evaluating their individual
situations.

Gene Dillard, Cross Plains
Mayor, and Judge Bill Johnson
are the emergency directors for
Callahan County and they have
been working on various
problems which follow such a
natural disaster.

Justice of the Peace Rolan Jones
has coordinated disaster help
through his local office. Joe
Crabtree, a representative of
the Bureau of Emergency
Management, is in Cross Plains
to determine the amount of
damage. Crabtree and Jones have

viewed the disaster from the air
and driven around the county and
they feel that 90 percent of the
homes and businesses received
some damage. Crabtree is
employed through the
Department of Public Service
which has sent additional
troopers to aid the county. Their
services have been greatly
appreciated.

Jones noted that the assistance
from the Texas Department of
Transportation, the Cities of
Eastland and Santa Anna,
volunteer fire departments from
Cisco, Baird, Clyde and Eula,
West Texas Utilities crews,
Taylor Electric crews, GTE
crews, local city employees and
county employees have proved
invaluable. “It is amazing how

‘many volunteers have come from

neighboring cities to assist during
this difficult time. Some tourists
passing through have actually

cancelled their vacations to lend
a hand,” Jones remarked.

The French Robertson Prison
has provided crews of prisoners
to help clear trees and brush
throughout the town. They will
remain in the community moving
from house to house assisting
with the cleaning process.

The Crystal Ice Company has
donated the free ice and bottled
water provided by Dr. Pepper
Bottling Company, Dyess Air
Force, Brownwood Fire
Department, K-Mart and KEAN
delivered donated water from
Abilene concerned citizens.

The volunteers from the
Abilene American Red Cross
have provided a great service by
serving breakfast, lunch and
dinner to local residents. Being
without electricity, drinking
water and gas, the Red Cross
volunteers have been very
helpful to the community.

If the tests on the water samples
are acceptable Tuesday and
Wednesday, residents should be
able to drink and cook with it by
Thursday. There are still homes
without electricity and telephone
service, but it is amazing how
quickly they restored service for
the large area.

KEAN sent several loads of
clothing, bedding, food, etc.
which are available to those who
need these items at the Cross
Plains Community Center.

Our “Caring Community” feels
very fortunate for all the kind
assistance, and thankful for their
lives.

Phenomenal Firestorm
Raced Across Cross Plains

Tuesday, December 27, 2005,
will mark another day in the his-
tory of Cross Plains. What started
as a grassfire exploded into a
firestorm. An estimated total of
116 homes destroyed, 36 homes
damaged and 7,665 acres burned
has been reported. David Holmes
Insurance Agency on Foss Bond
Street (northeast of the old
nursing home) and Hinkle TV
Repair on North Main were the
only businesses totally lost.
However, many tools,
computers, merchandise, etc. that
contributed to their businesses
were lost in the flames. A list of
the names of residents with losses
cannot be published due to
privacy restrictions.

The downtown area was not

damaged and the electricity,
water, gas and telephone service
to the majority of homes and
businesses have been restored
remarkably fast thanks to the
dedicated employees of each
utility.
5 Local firefighters first
‘responded to a grassfire 3.5 miles
west of Cross Plains at 12:47 p.m.
‘that was moving in a northeast-
‘erly direction at 30 miles per hour.
At that rate of speed it would only
take 7.5 minutes to spread to
town.

Local Fire Chief Bob Harrell
had already called for additional
units at 1:04 p.m. realizing the
severity of the situation.
Twenty-eight units from area
towns assisted including: Brady,
Lawn, Oplin, De Leon, Merkel,
Anson, Abilene, Dyess AFB,
Abilene Airport, Cottonwood,

‘as it moved toward the
iCottonwood community. Then
;suddenly the wind changed
idirections to the southeast and it
‘headed directly to Cross Plains.
i Astrange phenomenon called a
{“firestorm” literally flooded
! Cross Plains with a wall of swirl-
iing consuming fire. Firestorms
! create their own weather. As the
“wall of fire moves forward pro-
: pelled by 30 m.p.h. plus winds, it
*begins to suck in oxygen inside
¢ of itself from around the ground
1 below. This vortex creates “fire
: tornadoes” within the fire wall.
+ The whirlwinds of flaming debris
then shot up out of moving fire,
landing on trees and structures in
_ its way. This explains the random
way one house burned and the one
beside it did not. Harrell said that
it was racing so fast across the
fields that it would burn under the
fence, leaving the briars on top
untouched. In some places it
burned only the bottom of the
trees, leaving the foliage intact.
He compared it to the scorching

flame of a blow torch.

This made fighting and contain-
ing this particular fie very diffi-
cult. “Even if we had all the
equipment in the world, we
couldn’t have fought this any bet-
ter because of the unpredictability
of this firestorm,” said Fire Chief
Harrell. He wanted to express his
heartfelt thanks and gratitude to
all of the volunteers and citizens
of Cross Plains for their coopera-
tion. :

Houses literally exploded from
the inside out as oxygen was
forced out in a tornadic fury.
These explosions fueled further
fires.

Experienced firefighters and
highway patrolmen had never
seen anything like this. They ex-
pressed shock and disbelief at the
magnitude of what they encoun-
tered. A Potosi Volunteer Fireman
said the wind was blowing so hard
it blew their fire helmets out of
the truck. The fire burned the fire
hoses and nozzles and they had
to replace them. He remarked that
the flames jumped from 5 feet to
50 feet in a matter of seconds and
was disintegrating everything in
its path.

Mike McClure, a local resident
and former volunteer firefighter
(with almost two decades of
experience) actually witnessed
the exploding of his home along
with many others on the two
blocks in front the school on
North Main Street and a row of
homes on Avenue E. In this area
only the Cornerstone Bible
Church, Dorothy Odom’s house
and Roylene Wilson’s house (the
Arrowwood house) are still stand-
ing, relatively unharmed.

McClure said, “I’ve never
experienced a fire so hot or smoke
so black. I had to drive so slow,
because I couldn’t see anything
and I hoped I didn’t hit anything.
The wind was literally rocking
my pickup (an extended cab
full-size truck).” : o
' He expressed the fact that  fire’
truck couldn’t have even
approached the houses that
exploded. He explained that the
firestorm seemed to be more
intense in the blocks west of the
school.

Word was spread to evacuate
and later the DPS announced
evacuation warnings throughout
the streets. Residents rushed to
their vehicles and drove to the
outskirts of town. Vehicles were
bumper to bumper along the high-
way with everyone standing and
watching Cross Plains burn, not
knowing if our homes were still
there. Small groups gathered to
pray for the wind to cease and for
the safety of those fighting the
fire.

Many unsung heroes were able
to stay and battle the flames sav-
ing their homes and others.
Neighbors hooked several hoses
together, stretching them to their
capacity. Their efforts filled in the
gaps for the already overtaxed
firemen.

The efforts of every fire
department, emergency medical

service, and each caring indi-
vidual who has assisted during
this massive disaster has been
greatly appreciated.

Unfortunately, two residents,
Mattie Faye Wilson and Maudie
Shepard were lost in the disaster.

Mattie Faye, 67, a retired first
grade teacher, chose not to evacu-
ate, staying in her home. Her
house-was in the area where the
houses exploded. '

Andrew Shepard rushed home
to save his 89 year old bedridden
mother, Maudie Shepard, but it
was too late.

Several firefighters and others
who were fighting the fire were
overcome by smoke. Bob Harrell,
local Fire Chief, and Byron
McNutt were taken to the hospi-
tal treated and released.

The source of the fire is un-
known and is under investigation
by the Fire Marshal because of the
fatalities and loss of homes.

The First Baptist Church pro-
vided a headquarters for the fire-
men, emergency medical person-
nel, the Red Cross, police person-
nel and residents who had no
place to stay. Three meals were
served each day to all in need.
Food and water are available at
the First Baptist Life Center, also.

The Church of Christ Activity
Center was set up as a place to
deliver clothing and has now been
moved to the old nursing home
building on Avenue A and 7th
Street. Anyone who needs cloth-
ing is welcome to come by and
pick out clothing. No further do-
nations of clothing are needed.
Volunteers are needed to help sort
the huge piles of clothing do-
nated.

Its been reported on national
news that the community has
been devastated and our very
existence is in question. However,
they don’t know the people in
Cross Plains. Our faith in God is
a cornerstone and we all work to-
gether, especially in times of cri-
sis. We have already survived a
major tornado, floods and now a
fire. The spirit of brotherhood
bands us together for a common
goal. We will come through this
stronger, wiser, and more deter-
mined to stand against any trial
that tests us.

When you burn a field of grass,
it comes back with new green
sprouts called “tender”. This new
growth is stronger and more
vibrant than what was burnt.
The same is true of the people
our hometown. We never
underestimate the power of God.

A Perfect Storm

As experts like to say, it was a
perfect storm.

They say that when everything
is just right to make a catastrophic
event.

At about noon Dec. 27, that’s
what happened in Cross Plains.

A few months ago the whole
area around Cross Plains had had
a deluge of rain, enough to cause
flooding, but also enough to cause
grass, weeds, underbrush and
other plant life to flourish.

Then, for three months there
was no rain and that abundant
growth turned bone dry.

And on Dec. 27, a West Texas
norther with winds of 45 mph
bore down on Cross Plains. The

humidity was extremely low and
when someone tossed a cigarette
out of a car along Highway 36
(they don’t really know yet what
happened) the perfect storm
began.

Scott Farwell of the Dallas
Morning News told of Bob
Harrell and other firefighters
arriving four miles west of town
when the fire was a small out-
break in a ditch. They nearly had
it out when wind blew an ember
into a briar-choked fence row. The
fire then exploded and headed for
Cross Plains.

“In that moment Cross Plains
was lost,” Farwell said in his
story.

Farwell quoted West Central
Texas Council of Governments

Director Jim Compton as saying:
“Something like this could
destroy the town, absolutely.”

The History of the Cross Plains School

The first school in the county
was built in 1875 near the present
site of Cross Plains. It was a log
structure about 12’ X 18’ with dirt
floor and stone fireplace. The logs
were covered on the outside with
mud, which gave the building the
appearance of Mexican adobe. It
later merged into what was known
as Board Flat.

After the county became more
thickly populated, it was
necessary to adopt a uniform plan,
or system of public schools. The
Community Plan was followed.
It made no provision for the
levying of a special tax for
schools or for the issuing of bonds
for the construction of buildings.

In 1898, the court ordered that
Callahan be changed from the
Community System to the
District System. New districts
were created and Cross Palins
became District 23.

The first school was located
west of the cemetery. In 1900 the
population had increased to 235.

The one room school building
was replaced in 1888 by a two
story building.

With the survey of the present
town site in 1910 and the coming
the railroad in 1911-12, the town
began moving from the “old
town”. Eighteen brick buildings
were created on the present site
in 1911. A two-story brick school
was built and used in 1927.

According to Lindsey Tyson, a

local citizen who grew up with the
“new school” the building had a
difficult time staying up. Twice it
partially erected and toppled over.
It was never too sturdy.

When a strong wind would
blow, the building, a two story
structure with a basement, would
sway slightly. The parents would
come to take the children home.
Lindsey remembers that one girl
became frightened with the
swaying and jumped out the
window, breaking her leg.

The oil boom of the 20’s
swelled the enrollment and fears
appeared that the building might
crash. During the tenure of T.R.
Haggard, a new school at the site
the present elementary and high
school was under construction.

From 1927-1981, the brick high
school and elementary school
were in use. Disaster occurred in
1972 when the elementary school
burned, three days after the
sudden death of its beloved
principal, Jack Watkins. Classes
K-5 were held at the Baptist
Church, while grades 6-8 were
housed in the high school gym,
band, hall or any other available
place.

With the faculty, parents and the
whole community working to-
gether, the building was rebuilt in
1972.

After T.R. Haggard’s tenure, in
the late 20’s was Nat Williams.
He remembered the discipline of
the early teachers, and he revolu-
tionized the Cross Plains School.

He and the high school principal,
Lewis Norman, brought much
needed ideals and qualities that
turned out many exceptional

graduates.
Consolidation from other
schools took place from:

1932-1959. They were as follows:
Sabanno-1932, Burnt Branch-
1939; Turkey Creek-1941;
Dressy-1941; Caddo Peak-1941;
Deer Plains-1942; Atwell-1947;
Pioneer-1948; Bayou-1950;
Cross Cut-1953; Cottonwood-
1953; and Burkett-1959.

Following Nat Williams as
superintendent were Lewis
Norman, Leo Varner, A.J.
McCuin, Newell O’Dell, Paul
Whitton, Wayne Ford, Frank
Rundell and Dr. Scot Edington.

Amid tears for the memories the
high school building, along with
the beautiful trees, was torn down
for the present building which
was opened in 1981 with Lee
Thompson as superintendent.
Under his tutelage, the school has
continued to progress.

Without the efforts of civic-
minded men and women who
placed the education of children
above self, the opportunities
offered to today’s young people
would not be available. These
trustees since 1884 to the present
day have given uncountable hours
of their time, money and
themselves to making this a
better world. This has all been
done with no pay.
