answers didn’t necessarily reflect 
the boards feelings in any way, 
and that the law prevents them 
from responding to public inquiry 
during and open forum. Mr. 
Dodds informed everyone that his 
office door was always open to 
anyone who may have a question 
that they would like an answer to.

The first question Mr. Dodds 
gave an answer to was, “How 
does a principal get put in place 
without having a board meeting 
to hire one?” At anytime needed, 
administration can put a substitute 
in place, without needing board 
approval.

Mr. Dodds then went on to 
inform the public that public 
records for superintendents, any 
other school employee, or 
anything else you would like to 
check on about the school are on 
file and available for anyone to 
receive. He stated, “The thing that 
bothers me most about Cross 
Plains, maybe I am wrong in what 
I am fixing to say. I’ve been 
wrong before, I don’t feel the trust 
that I ’d like to feel from the

community. I am not going to lie 
to you. If I can’t tell you the truth, 
then I am not going to tell you 
anything at all.

He explained about the school 
credit cards and informed every­
one that there are 12 school credit 
cards, and they are located in 
Lurene’s office. Whenever some­
one comes in for a credit card, 
they are required to sign their 
name, the credit card number and 
the date into a spiral notebook that 
is used specifically to keep track 
of the credit cards. Upon return 
of the credit card, the user must 
sign the card back in, date it, and 
provide receipts for all purchases 
made with the-card. The receipts 
are then kept until the credit card 
bill comes in and is matched up 
to insure all expenses are 
accounted for.

he would have one done just to 
see where he stood. He said that 
he didn’t see the need to have one 
done at this time, as the January 
Audit was fine and as he under­
stood, they were still doing fine. 
He commented that the school 
board was not required to have 
one conducted, but recommended 
that it would be a good idea to 
have one done. It is normal 
procedure to have one conducted 
upon the arrival and departure of 
a superintendent.

Mr. Dodds said he had no 
problems with any of the students 
and that he couldn’t ask for a 
better group of kids.

There are currently 66 
superintendent candidates, and 
the board has met twice, for 
several hours, going through 
superintendent applications. The 
deadline for applications was 
March 20th, and April 9th is the 
date that the board hopes to name 
the lone finalist. The law requires 
that they wait 21 days before 
actually hiring the superintendent, 
and that date will hopefully be 
May 1st.

Dodds noted that if he had 
done anything right it was 
preserving the Buffalo Mascot 
head.

She reported that those 
who didn’t pass would have two 
more chances to pass the exam, 
and that most of the students who 
didn’t pass the first time were 
extrem ely close. Their next 
assessment is on 5th and 8th grade 
math on April 7th. Mrs. Warlick 
expressed her excitement for all 
of the upcoming events and 
activities that the school has 
planned for the busy spring 
season.

Mrs. Sowell gave her report for 
the Elem entary school. She 
reported that the preliminary 
results for the 3rd grade TAKS 
reading came in with 93% 
passing and 5th grade came in 
with 88% passing. She 
commented that these are very 
good preliminary scores, and does 
not anticipate a problem with 
getting more passing results upon 
retesting. The TAKS 4th grade 
writing results aren’t expected to 
come in until May, due to the time 
that is required for scoring. Mrs. 
Sowell reminded the board of 
their School Lunch Program 
Audit that was conducted in 
January of this year, and was 
proud to present a Certificate of 
Excellence, signed by the 
Commissioner of Agriculture, to 
Cross Plains ISD for their perfect 
score.

The needed repairs for the Ag 
buildings leaking roof was on the 
agenda again. Crockett read the 
bids that had been received aloud 
with Darrell Hargrove bidding 
$3,261.31, Pat O’Brien $5,320, 
and Thomas Hicks $8,394 
(without flipping the perlins). Mr. 
Dodds informed the pubic that the 
school was not required to take 
bids for this, as it is a repair job 
and will cost less than $10,{XX).

Brian Bennett asked if it had 
been voted in the last meeting that 
Reed Construction not repair the 
roof, and was answered, “no.” 
Kim Crockett asked if Mr. Reed 
had still offered to do the repairs 
for free at the last meeting, and 
was answered, “yes.” Mr. Bennett 
expressed his opinion that he 
wished to have Reed Construction 
come in and repair the roof.

Judy Luter interjected to 
suggest to the board that whoever

they hire to do the repairs, that if 
the contractor is told to do, or not 
to do anything outside of what 
would normally be done for this 
job, it should be required that 
the personnel who gave the 
instruction should have to sign off 
on it.

Mr. Dodds agreed that it would 
be an excellent idea as to avoid 
any future finger pointing. Burlie 
Taylor made a motion to ask 
Darrell Hargrove to do the repair 
job, impending that he meet any 
requirements for being insured 
and bonded set forth by the state. 
Michael Cowan seconded. The 
motion passed with a 5-1 vote 
with Bennett voting against.

Bus #3 is a 1993 model that is 
in very poor condition and it was 
recommended that the bus be 
taken to auction at the Region 14 
Service center on May 2nd, as the 
school would receive a better 
price for it there than if they tried 
to sell it locally. Motion was made 
and passed.

Mr. Dodds recommended that 
no action be taken on the Charter 
busses #1 and #2 as the school had 
already spent a lot of money on 
them and they still don’t run 
properly enough to be safe on the 
road. Charter bus #1 has had $6(X) 
spent on a tow charge, $7,950 
spent on a motor sold “as is” with 
no warranty, and a pending bill for 
$8,000 for the motor installation.

Former superintendent Mr. 
Tennison gave the approval for 
the money to be spent on the bus. 
There was nothing about the bus, 
or the money spent on the bus 
brought up for the boards 
consideration during any previous 
meeting.

Charter bus #2 is blowing oil 
and leans dangerously when it 
turns. Mr. Dodds recommended 
that the board wait to make 
decision upon reviewing the 
amount of money that has been 
spent on the bus already, and 
whether or not it would be in the 
schools best interest to try to put 
more money into the busses or 
sell them both and buy nice 
busses. Motion was made and 
passed that no action be taken.

The school board voted to 
approve the Junior/Senior prom

One of the most bothersome

WILDFLOWERS 
Remain in BLOOM 
Despite Recent 
Drought Conditions

AUSTIN -  Brown and green 
:ou!d dominate as the colors 
Tiost visible along many Texas 
roadsides this spring, rather 
than the preferred pastels of 
wildflowers Texas motorists 
are accustomed to seeing this 
time of year.

Even though this may be the 
case, the Texas Department of 
T ra n s p o r ta tio n  (TxD O T) 
predicts roadways will not be 
completely without bright flora 
a s  w ild flow er s e e d lin g s  
struggled to survive the recent 
Texas drought.

"Lack of adequate rainfall last 
fall and throughout the winter 
has left very poor stands of 
wildflowers in some areas," 
sa id  D enn is M ark w ard t, 
T xD O T  v e g e ta t io n
management director.

"This year motorists might 
not see the usual amount of 
colorful, spring wildflowers 
alongside highways in several 
parts of the state."

The central Texas region is 
thought to have suffered the 
m ost from  the  d ro u g h t's  
impact.

T y p ica l a r e a s  of g re a t 
wildflower stands throughout 
the area are expected to have a 
mere scattering of wildflowers 
this season.

But all is not lost. East Texas 
did receive adequate rainfall 
last fall and winter and is 
predicted to have brilliant 
wildflower displays this spring.
In particular, Brazos County's 
Bryan-College Station area has 
a lread y  rep o rted  hea lthy  
stands of bluebonnets in the 
area . "Areas in eas t and 
northeast Texas should have 
some good displays of the 
Lance-leaved coreopsis or 
tickseed, starting in a few 
w e e k s  th r o u g h  M ay ,"  
Markwardt added.

N o rm a lly , th e  p e a k  
wildflower blooming season 
draws tourists from across 
Texas and beyond to witness 
the colorful display each 
spring.

TxDOT buys and sows an 
estimated 30,000 pounds of 
wildflower seed each year.

As a reminder, TxDOT plants 
wildflowers for everyone's 
enjoyment. Picture-taking that 
leads to potential damage of 
wildflowers is discouraged. If 
too m any wildflowers are 
trampled or damaged, they die 
and do not re-seed. Naturally, 
TxDOT a lso  d isco u ra g es  
picking wildflowers for the 
same reason.

TxDOT's wildflower hotline, 
p ro v id in g  s ta te w id e  
in fo rm a t io n  on  s e le c t  
wildflower locations, operates 
24 hours a day at (800) 452- 
9292. The hotline will operate 
until late spring.

What is Child Abuse?
Child abuse is failure to 

provide for a child's basic 
needs. There are four major 
types of child maltreatment: 
physical abuse, neglect, sexual 
abuse, and emotional abuse.

Physical Abuse is physical 
injury that results in substantial 
harm  to the child or the 
genuine threat of substantial 
harm from physical injury to 
the child. The physical injury 
(ranging from minor bruises to 
severe fractures or death) can 
result from punching, beating, 
sh ak in g , k ick ing , b iting , 
throwing, stabbing, hitting, 
burning, choking or otherwise 
harming a child. Such injury is 
considered abuse regardless of 
whether the caretaker intended 
to hurt the child.

S u sp ec t Physical A buse 
When You See:

• Frequent injuries such as 
bruises, cuts, black eyes or 
b u rn s  w ith o u t a d e q u a te  
explanations

• Frequent complaints of 
pain without obvious injury

• Burns or bruises in unusual 
patterns that may indicate the 
use of an instrument or human 
bite; cigarette burns on any 
part of the body

• Lack of reaction to pain
• Aggressive, disruptive and 

destructive behavior
• Passive, withdrawn and 

emotionless behavior
• Fear of going home or 

seeing parents
• Injuries that appear after a 

child has not been seen for 
several days

Sexual Abuse is when an 

adul t  e n g a g e s  in sexual  
contact or sexual activity with a 
child. Sexual abuse usually 
involves private parts. It can be 
especially difficult for boys and 
girls to tell someone that they 
are being sexually abused.

Suspect Sexual Abuse When

• Physical signs of sexually 
transmitted diseases

• Evidence of injury to the 
genital area

• Pregnancy in a young girl
• Difficulty in sitting or 

walking
• Extreme fear of being alone

Emotional Abuse is mental 
or emotional injury that results 
in an observable and material 
impairment in a child's growth, 
development, or psychological 
f u n c t i o n i n g .  It i n c lu d e s  
extreme forms of punishment 
such as confining a child in a 
dark closet, making them the 
s ca p eg o a t ,  belittling and 
rejecting treatment for a child.

When You See:

• Over compliance
• Low self-esteem
• Severe depression, anxiety 

or aggression
• Difficulty making friends or 

doing th in g s  with o th e r  
children

• Lagging in phys ica l ,

D a v y  C r o c k e t t  o n c e  
famously said that Texas is 
"the garden spot of the world." 
If there's one icon that helps 
Texas live up to Mr. Crockett's 
com plim ent, it's  our s tate  
flower, the bluebonnet. Every 
spring, the bluebonnet covers 
miles of Texas countryside in a 
sea of blue.

As it is always said, in Texas 
we do things bigger and better. 
O ur s t a t e  f lo wer  is no 
exception. Having just one 
state flower, as other states do, 
was not good enough for the 
State of Texas. In fact, Texas 
has five different species of the 
bluebonnet as our official state 
flower.

In 1 9 0 1 ,  t h e  T e x a s  
Legislature took on what might 
have been an easy task in a less 
diverse state selecting the state 
flower. Debate was heated, 
with different groups and 
legislators lobbying intensely 
for their favorite species. One 
legislator, Phil Clement of Mills, 
Texas, m ade an emotional 
argument for the cotton boll, 
because cotton was one of 
Texas' lead crops. Clement 
called the cotton boll the “white 
rose of commerce.”

A no the r  legis la tor  from 
Uvalde, State Representative 
John Nance Garner, fought for 
th e  prickly pea r  c ac tu s ,  
lauding its durability and the 
beauty of its bloom s. He

ultimately did not win the 
debate, but because of his 
enthusiasm  for the prickly 
pear, he was dubbed "Cactus 
Jack" a nickname that stuck 
with him for the rest of his life. 
Cactus Jack went on to serve 
as Vice President to Franklin 
Delano Roosevelt.

T h e  m o s t  c o m p e l l i n g  
argument was made by John 
M. Green, of Cuero, Texas, 
with the help of an organization 
called the National Society of 
the Colonial Dames of America 
in the State of Texas. When 
Green rose to the podium to 
s u g g e s t  the  b lu eb o n n e t ,  
someone on the floor called 
out, "What the devil is a 
bluebonnet?" One explanation 
was given compar ing the 
bluebonnet to the sunbonnets 
worn by Texas women in the 
pioneer days to protect their 
faces from the sun. Another 
called the bluebonnet by its 
Spanish nickname "el conejo" 
or "the rabbit" because of its 
resemblance to the tail of a 
cottontail rabbit.

Finally, representatives from 
th e  C o l o n i a l  D a m e s  
organization stepped up to 
m ak e  thei r ca se  for the  
bluebonnet with the help of a 
visual aide. They presented a 
painting of bluebonnets by 
Miss Mode Walker of Austin, 
w h i c h  b r o u g h t  on a 
" d e a f e n i n g "  r o u n d  of 
applause. The bluebonnet had 
stolen the show. A resolution

m a k in g  th e  b l u e b o n n e t ,  
spec i f i ca l ly  t h e  Lupinus  
subcarnosus, the official state 
flower of Texas was signed by 
Governor Joseph D. Sayers on 
March 7, 1901.

The debate did not end there, 
however. Not everyone was 
content with the selection of 
th e  T e x a s  L e g i s l a t u r e .  
Different groups argued that 
the Lupinus subcarnosus was 
not the most attractive of the 
b l u eb o n n e t  family.  They 
claimed another species, the 
Lupinus texensis, was bolder,^ 
more beautiful and should be 
named the official flower. For 
the next 70 years, this debate 
would ensue .  In 1971,  a 
solution was finally reached. 
Governor Preston Smith signed 
a resolution on March 8, 1971, 
designating both species of the 
bluebonnet as the official state 
flower, along with “any other 
variety of bluebonnet  not 
heretofore recorded. As it turns 
out, three other species have 
been discovered.

The 70-year debate did prove 
one th ing:  T ex a n s  were 
passionate about bluebonnets. 
Over the years, this bright blue 
flower, which usually peaks in 
late March and early April, has 
been a source of inspiration for 
a r t i s t s ,  p o e t s ,  a n d  
p ho tog ra phe rs .  Even the  
Texas Highway Department 
was moved to incorporate the 
bluebonnet in a landscaping 
and beautification project in 
the 1930s. As a result of their 
efforts, Texans and those 
traveling throughout our state 
can see fields of bluebonnets 
alongside m ost of T exas' 
major highways every spring.

Towns across Texas have 
developed wildflower tours and 
festivals to showcase their 
bluebonnets as the best and 
most colorful in the state. 
Every April, thousands of 
visitors flock to the historic 
cotton town of Chappell Hill for 
the official "Texas Bluebonnet 
Fes tival ,"  com p le t e  with 
b lu eb o n n e t  co n te s t s  and 
crafts.

1 hope this spring we can all 
pause to enjoy the beauty of 
our state's flower in any of its 
five fo rms .  In d e ed ,  t h e  
b l u e b o n n e t  r u n s  wild 
throughout Texas and deep in 
our state's'^history.

of brush control efforts

Water flows despite drought conditions

Water is scarce in Borden and 

Scurry counties in West Texas, 
where the annual rainfall is about 
18 inches. That's the average, 
but as many farmers and ranch­
ers in the area can tell you, it's 
the below-average years that 
require extra management and 
continuous planning.

In 1913, R.M. Clayton pur­
chased a large track of land in 
Borden County, which he oper­
ated as the Muleshoe Ranch, 
near Gail, Texas. As his sons 
and daughters continued in the 
ranching business, the original 
ranch was divided up among 
heirs.

C layton 's grandson.  Rich 
Anderson, and his son, John, 
continue to operate their portion 
of the original ranch, still brand­
ing the original Muleshoe brand.

Rich began working with the 
Soil Conservation Service, now 
the Natural Resources Conser­
vation Service, in the late 1950s, 
participating in the Great Plains 
Conservation Program. John, 
and his wife, Kewa, continue 
the conservation heritage on the 
land, implementing practices 
such as grazing management 
and water distribution. John 
currently serves on the Upper 
Colorado Soil and Water Con­
servation District board.

Other Clayton family members, 
Tim and Carol Wilson, operate 
the Rocker Ranch, which is part 
of the original Clayton ranch 
esta te , and neighbors the 
Muleshoe Ranch. The Wilsons 
have been consulting with the 
NRCS since 1986, accomplish­
ing goals outlined in their con­
servation plan.

Despite the good grazing man­
agement efforts, over the years, 
the Andersons, the Wilsons and 
many other ranchers in the area 
have experienced the invasion 
of salt cedar trees along their 
creeks. According to studies 
conducted by the Texas State 
Soil and Water Conservation 
Board, salt cedar and other in­
vasive brush species have 
emerged in the upland areas, 
resulting in greatly diminished 
water supplies.TSSWCB stud­
ies report that plant species such 
as salt cedar, juniper, and mes- 
quite have become dominant 
and caused extensive problems 
with water quality and quantity 
in the watersheds of the Upper 
Colorado River Basin, as they

have higher water consumption 
rates and more extensive root 
systems than most typical na­
tive vegetation, and therefore 
out-compete many typical na­
tive species.

All five members of the Upper 
Colorado SWCD are proactive 
stewards of their land; they felt 
that a more aggressive approach 
might be the key to managing 
the issue of invasive brush.

In 2002, Anderson and fellow 
SWCD board m em ber Ted 
Crenwelge and the rest of the 
Upper Colorado SWCD board 
set out to see what they could do 
to reverse the invasion of salt 
cedar, mesquite and juniper trees 
on ranches in the area. They 
approached Kevin Wright, NRCS 
district conservationist in the 
Snyder field office, to provide 
some expertise and assistance 
with this project.

As a result of their efforts, 
Wright helped them and other 
ranchers develop conservation 
plans using the best science and 
technology available to achieve 
their economic and environmen­
tal objectives. The ranchers' pri­
mary goal was to work with 
nature to restore the range to 
healthy conditions, to the point 
it could provide environmental 
services such as wildlife habitat, 
improved grass cover to reduce 
erosion, and hopefully a better, 
more abundant supply of water. 
They wanted to do all this while 
managing their herds to pro­
duce a sustainable supply of 
food and fiber to provide in­
come for their families.

Many Borden and Scurry 
county ranchers met with Wright 
about this project and were able 
to participate in the NRCS Envi­
ronmental Quality Incentives 
Program and the Texas State 
Soil and Water Conservation 
Board's brush program, which 
helped share the cost of remov­
ing salt cedar trees along the 
headwaters of the Colorado 
River. The first aerial treatment, 
applied in 2005, was so suc­
cessful that many ranchers re­
peated the process in 2008, 
spraying along Mesquite Creek 
and its tributaries, which are all 
part of the Colorado River Wa­
tershed. As part of their restora­
tion and water management 
strategies, they applied upland 
brush management to juniper 
and mesquite trees, monitored 
their cattle grazing and man­

aged their riparian areas to cre­
ate optimal wildlife habitat.

"The outcome has been phe­
nomenal," said Tim Wilson of 
the Rocker Ranch, "particularly 
on Mesquite Creek, which runs 
through my ranch. I have seen a 
dramatic increase in water flow."

The results of the collective 
conservation efforts can be seen, 
and heard, as formerly dry 
springs are now flowing again. 
And it's not because of recent 
rains. Texas is currently experi­
encing severe drought condi­
tions, and this area has only 
received seven-tenths of an inch 
since November.But this hasn't 
stopped the stream flow. These 
streams aren't just flowing; they 
are growing. In the areas where 
the brush treatment and other 
conservation practices have 
been applied, the streams are 
flowing downstream many miles 
beyond their historical stream 
flow. In fact, these treated 
streams in the Upper Colorado 
River Watershed are now pro­
viding additional water to Lake 
JB Thomas, E.V. Spence Reser­
voir, and O.H. Ivie Reservoir 
watersheds, which provide pub­
lic water sources for several com­
munities, including San Angelo, 
Odessa, Big Spring, Snyder and 
Abilene.

Through utilization of good 
conservation treatments, these 
streams have^lso made a new 
source of livestock water readily 
available, enabling the ranchers 
to manage their operations bet­
ter and allowing them to not 
have to pump water out of an 
underground aquifer to supply 
their livestock and wildlife.

What started as brushy, dry 
creekbeds on some ranches in 
West Texas have turned into a 
new source of drinking water for 
the tens of thousands of people 
that rely on the municipal water 
supplies. Additional results of 
this private commitment to stew­
ardship are the cattle are enjoy­
ing more grass, many wildlife 
species are thriving in their im­
proved habitat, and the ranch­
ers are smiling about the suc­
cess of it all.

Keeping 
your home 
safe from 
wildfire

With much of the state experi­
encing severe drought condi­
tions, all residents are encour­
aged to follow Firewise princi­
pals, methods designed to help 
homeowners reduce their losses 
by better preparing for wildfire.

“You can better protect your 
home from wildfire by reducing 
fuels through deliberate land­
scaping and creation of a defen­
sible space around your home,” 
said Callahan-Shackelford_ 
County Farm Bureau President 
Sam Snyder. “It can make the 
difference between your home 
surviving a wildfire or not.”

The Texas Forest Service en­
courages you to circle your 
home, looking for any path that 
a fire can follow.

“Clear dead wood and dense, 
flammable vegetation that is 30 
feet or closer to your home, 
removing leaves and pine 
needles from gutters, roofs and 
underneath decks,” said Sny­
der. "Stack your firewood at least 
30 feet from your home and trim 
all tree branches hanging over 
your house including a radius of 
at least 20 feet around your 
chimney."

Create a barrier between your 
home and lawn by using river 
rock or some other nonflam­
mable material. Keep the lawn 
trimmed to create a barrier to 
protect your home.

Have working fire extinguish­
ers ready to go and most impor­
tantly plan an escape route and 
discuss it with your family. Have 
practice drills and include your 
pets.

Local, not 
statewide 
issues on the 
May 9th ballot
AUSTIN—While Texans will 

go to the polls on May 9th to 
decide many local issues, there 
are no statewide propositions 
on th e  bal lo t  t h a t  day,  
according to Secretary of State 
Hope Andrade.

Rumors -  fueled by an e-mail 
circulating around the state -  
of a constitutional amendment 
on the ballot regarding the 
h o m e s t e a d  t ax  a re  not  
accurate, Andrade said.

"O ur  o f f i c e  h a s  b e e n  
contacted by many citizens 
that received or heard of the e- 
mail," said Andrade. "We want 
to make sure people have 
correct information and are 
prepared to vote on the issues 
before them. Many cities, 
school districts and other local 
en t i t i e s  will be ho ld ing  
important elections, but there 
are no statewide constitutional 
amendments on the May 9th 
ballot."
