NIPPER’S MASTER’S VOICE

During the mid-twentieth century, one of the most recognizable
brand icons in America was a dog sitting in front of an old-time
gramophone, head cocked, listening to the sound. That iconic
image; owned by RCA Victor record company, was taken from a
painting by English artist Francis Barraud. The dog, Nipper, had
been owned by Barraud’s brother who had recorded his voice
on early phonograph records. After the brother died, Barraud
inherited Nipper, the gramophone and records. Whenever the
records with Nipper’s master’s voice were played, the dog would
sit in front of the gramophone listening to his master’s voice.

That’s a beautiful image of the relationship between Jesus Christ
and us.

Requirements Effective August 1st

 IMMUNIZATION REQUIREMENTS

Astudent shall show acceptable evidence of vaccination prior o entry, attendance, or transfor toa child-carc facility or public or private

Changes to school
immunization requirements for
five vaccines take effect
Augugust 1st according to
Texas Department of State
Health Services officials.

"The changes were made to
update the Texas elermentary
and secondary school
immunization requirements to
more closely . match
recommendations by the U.S.
Centers for Disease Control
and Prevention and the
Advisory Committee on
Immunization Practices," said

Jack Sims,  DSHS
immunization branch
manager.

Changes affect mainly
students entering kindergarten:
and seventh grade. All
immunizations must be
completed by the first day of
attendance at public and
private schools. The vaccines
and new requirements are:

e Hepatitis A vaccine:
Students entering
kindergarten statewide must
have had two doses of the
hepatitis A vaccine.

e Measles, mumps, rubella
(MMR) vaccine: Students
entering kindergarten must
have had two doses of the MMR
vaccine. Students in grades 1
through 12 must continue to
meet the current requirement,
which is two doses of a
measles-containing vaccine
and one dose each of mumps
and rubella vaccine.

e Varicella vaccine:
Students entering
kindergarten and seventh
grade must have had two

Students entering seventh
grade must have had one dose.

"A student may be enrolled
provisionally if the student has
received at least one dose of
each required vaccine," Sims

said. "To remain enrolled, the-
student must complete the
required doses in each vaccine
series on schedule and as
quickly as is medically
feasible."

Information about the new
Texas immunization
requirements was sent to
health care providers, schools
and child-care facilities earlier
this year.

City of Cross Plains Begins Work to
Repair Old and Delapidated Water Lines

Last week the City of Cross
Plains repaired two major water
leaks, one behind the Subway and
one in Avenue E, west of Mexico
City. Both repairs were made
quickly and no one was without
water during the repairs. City
Employees worked Sunday
afternoon unstopping the sewer
main on Highway 36 and Liveoak.
This main line continues to give
problems and is in need of repair
due to the aging condition.

Representatives from the
TCEQ met with City
Administrator, Debbie Gosnell, to
discuss the complaint they
received concerning the major
sewer line collapse at the Kennith
Beeler home. TCEQ has required

the City to smoke test the line to
see if there are additional
problems with the main line and
to address any problems found.
The city crew will be testing this
line on June 8th beginning at
1:00p.m. Residents living off the
Alley between Avenue D and
Avenue C from NW 2nd Street
to NW 3rd Street are informed
that there may be smoke coming
out of their vent pipes or any
open or cracked lines located
upon their private property as
well. Any private property that
has open lines will also be
subject to this mandated
requirement to hire a plumber
and have this section of lines

repaired.

The City works closely with
TCEQ to meet any requirements
they institute on the City. We
understand better than anyone the
condition the infrastructure is in
and work diligently to repair any
known sections of lines, either
water or wastewater as soon as
possible.
