Drought leaves livestock 
producers with $974 million 
loss; producers cah seek 
help from Federal Government

Fort Worth, Texas - Drought 
losses for Texas crop and 
liv e s to ck  p ro d u c e rs  h as  
reached $3.6 billion and could 
exceed $4.1 billion by the end 
of the year, according to the 
T exas AgriLife E xtension  
Service.

Texas AgriLife Extension 
Service also reported that 
livestock losses have topped 
$974 million since November
2008, an increase of more than 
$400 million since March
2009.

“T e x a s  r a n c h e r s  a re  
c o n tin u in g  to  d ea l w ith 
scorched pastures, record­
setting high temperatures and 
empty water tanks as the 
drought continues to take its 
t o l l , ” s a id  T e x a s  a n d  
Southwestern Cattle Raisers 
A s s o c ia t io n  (T S C R A ) 
P res id en t D ave S co tt, a 
ra n c h e r  from  R ichm ond, 
Texas. “TSCRA is working with 
federal and state agencies to 
ensu re  th a t a ss is tan ce  is 
available for producers who 
want to participate.”

Livestock Indemnity Program

Gnder the United S ta tes  
Department of Agriculture’s 
(USDA) LIP, eligible producers 
can seek benefits for livestock 
d e a th s  th a t  re s u lt  from  
disasters. Eligible losses must 
have been the result of adverse 
weather, including losses due 
to hurricanes, floods, blizzards, 
disease, wildfire or extreme 
heat or cold. Losses must 
occur between Jan. 1, 2008 
and Oct. 1, 2011.

Producers are encouraged to 
contact their local USDA Farm 
Service Agency (FSA) office 
for details on eligibility and 
program deadlines.

Producers do not have to 
participate in the Noninsured 
Crop D isaster A ss is tan ce  
Program (NAP) to qualify for 
LIP benefits.

Assistance Program (SURE) 

The Emergency Livestock 
Assistance Program (ELAP) 

Producers will also be able to 
gain assistance from other 
supplemental programs, such 
as the LFP, SURE, and the 
ELAP, once USDA implements 
these programs. Participation 
in NAP is necessary in order to 
be eligible for benefits through 
these programs.

TSCRA has asked USDA to 
implement the programs as 
soon  as p o ssib le  and  is 
working with m em bers of 
Congress to encourage them 
to weigh in on im m ediate 
implementation.

Commissioners 
approve resolution to 
repeai oil & gas market 
condition factor

The Callahan County Commis­
sioners' Court voted to adopt a 
resolution requesting the change 
or repeal a portion of the Texas 
Tax Code which provides the 
Texas Comptroller to calculate 
the 2009 oil and gas values on 
the market condition factor 
which favors oil and gas owners.

The commissioners' court took 
the action Monday, July 27th 
during a regular meeting of the 
commissioners' court. The mo­
tion to approve the non-binding 
resolution was made by Com­
missioner Harold Hicks and sec­
onded by Commissioner Cliff 
Kirkham and approved with a 
unanimous 5-0 vote of the com­
missioners' court. The resolu­
tion follows:

RESOLUTION 
Under-Valuation of Oil and 

Gas Properties

WHEREAS, the Texas State 
Comptroller's severance tax 
based intepretation of the Texas 
Tax Code Sec. 23.175 (Com­
monly known as the market con­
dition factor) has been applied 
to the estimated 2009 tax valu­
ations of counties in the State of 
Texas; and

WHEREAS, many counties re­
ceive the vast majority of their 
tax revenues from the county’s 
oil and gas values; and

WHEREAS, the Texas State 
Comptroller’s under-valuation of 
the market condition factor fa­
vors oil and gas owners to the 
detriment of all other taxpayers;

and

WHEREAS, these counties will 
be adversely-and catastrophi­
cally affected by the market con­
dition factor as interpreted by 
Texas Comptroller’s office; and

WHEREAS, these counties will 
be unable to fund essential 
county government services 
under the Comptroller's current 
interpretation of the market con 
dition factor;

NOW THEREFORE. BE IT 
RESOLVED, that Callahan 
County requests that the Texas 
Legislature add ress the 
Comptroller’s interpretation of 
the Texas Tax Code Sec. 23.175 
(market condition factor) and 
its effect on the oil and gas 
values in counties in the State of 
Texas and make ail efforts to 
change or repeal Texas Tax Code 
Sec.23.175 to bring all Texas 
taxpayers into an equitable po­
sition.

There is little 
question that certain dietary 
habits make one prone to 
develop ing  th is problem . 
However, just as important is 
likely nature of one's genetic 
backgrounds. An individual 
who is Hispanic or Eskimo will 
find that gallbladder disease is 
much more common in their 
family than say someone of 
Asian, Chinese or Japanese 
descent. These things being 
sa id , let us exp lo re  th e  
symptoms accompanying a 
s y m p to m a tic  a b n o rm a l  
gallbladder. When present, 
these symptoms should make a 
person consider the possibility 
that their gallbladder is possibly 
a problem.

leading to a medical workup for 
g a l lb la d d e r  d i s e a s e .  
Importantly, many people have 
an abnormal gallbladder, yet 
never have symptoms of any 
kind. The two most common 
conditions that produce an alert 
to the possibility of a bad 
gallb ladder are gallstones 
( c h o le l i th ia i s i s ) ,  an d  a 
condition of inflam m ation 
known to cholecystitis. The 
occurrence of gallstones as a 
culprit is pretty straightforward.

On the  o th er h an d , an 
inflamed gallbladder functions 
in a very poor fashion, reacting 
much more slowly when a 
person eats. In it's worse state, 
th e  g a llb lad d er does not 
function much at all. The more 
the diet is high in fat, the greater 
the symptoms will become, 
o n ce  a p erso n  b eco m es 
symptomatic.

So, what are the symptoms 
that one should look for in this 
regard?

T h e  m o s t c o m m o n  
sym ptoms of a gallbladder 
p ro b le m  a re  b lo a t in g ,  
abdominal discomfort (quite 
o ften  in th e  right upper 
quadrant of the abdomen by 
the lowest ribs); increasing 
passing of gas, and nausea with 
or without vomiting. As the 
condition progresses, chest 
pain, shoulder pain, and back 
pain may all occur. Once the

problem  b eco m es severe 
e n o u g h , th e  sy m p to m s  
dramatically worsen and the 
person becomes extremely ill. 
At th is po in t, a surg ical 
emergence typically exists.

In medical school, we were 
taught that the classic patient 
suffering from a gallbladder 
problem was a female who was 
overweight, over forty, and was 
passing lots of gas. After many 
years of p ractice , this is 
certainly an over simplification 
of the "classic" patient. I have 
had one patient who was only 
12 years old, yet had a very bad 
gallbladder! Her mother also 
had to have her gallbladder 
removed as a teenager.

So, the important thing is that 
if you, or someone that you 
know are dealing with the 
i s s u e s  th a t  h a v e  b e e n  
discussed, and, especially if 
they are w orsening, seek 
medical attention. The tests for 
an abnormal gallbladder are 
not complicated nor do they 
come with a burden of more 
pain to find an answer, as a rule.

“Elvis” Imitator to Perform in Baird

So L e t’s S ta rt on the R ight 
Lead:

I ’ll collect my horse, get on a 
long straight line, and two-track 
toward the right. When I feel a 
supple rhythmic movement off 
my left leg pressure, I hold my 
reins slightly to the right, pull 
back, then on the down stride of 
the horse’s front leg, I release my 
left leg. (I’ll add my right leg if

Texas Workforce Commission 
Wiii Expedite Payments of 
State Extended Benefits

Eligible Texans to Begin 
R e c e i v i n g  Ex tended  
Unemployment Benefits by 
July 31st

A G S T m  -  T h e  T e x a s  
W o r k f o r c e  C o m m i s s i o n  
(TWC) today announced that it 
will begin paying benefits to 
jobless Texans who qualify for 
13 weeks of state extended 
benefits by the end of July. 
TWC will begin sending letters 
to claimants beginning July 
24, 2009 with instructions on 
how  to file fo r  th e  new 
e x t e n s i o n .  A d e d i c a t e d  
te lep h o n e  hot line will be 
established to take claims.

At th e  d i re c t io n  of th e  
governor, TWC worked this 
week with the G.S. Department 
of Labor (DOL) to expedite 
payments for eligible Texans 
after realizing it would have 
taken months to reprogram 
c o m p u te r s  to a d d re s s  the  
e x t e n s i v e  e l ig ib i l i ty  a n d  
reporting requirements.

"Earlier  th is  w eek  upo n  
learning that extensive federal 
eligibility verif ica tion  and  
reporting requirements could 
d e l a y  e x t e n d e d
u n e m p l o y m e n t  b e n e f i t  
payments to eligible Texans, 
my office directed the Texas 
W orkforce  C om m iss ion  to 
address the problem and find a 
solution to provide Texans with 
timely benefits," said Gov. Rick 
Perry. "1 am pleased TWC has 
worked with the Department of 
Labor on a solution that will 
allow eligible Texans to begin 
r e c e i v i n g  e x t e n d e d
un em p lo y m en t  benefits by 
July 31st,  without the months 
of delay that had initially been 
predicted."

Chairman Pauken added, "I

and my fellow Commissioners 
learned as well this week of a 
potential gap in the payment to 
claimants entitled to extended 
b e n e f i t s .  I i m m e d i a t e l y  
instructed staff to come up with 
a p la n  to  e x p e d i t e  th e  
payments of those benefits. 
Specifically, 1 asked staff to 
come forward with a solution to 
this problem so that benefits 
could begin to be paid by the 
end of this m onth . 1 am 
pleased that the TWC staff has 
taken the necessary action to 
get this accomplished."

Since the end of May, after 
Gov. Perry worked with the 
Legislature to change the law 
to allow for state extended 
benefits, the agency began 
a d d re s s in g  th e  n e c e s s a ry  
transition of the system to 
accom m oda te  the stringent 
federal requirements.

Through an agreement with 
DOL, TWC will be allowed to 
te m p o ra r i ly  d e fe r  c e r ta in  
federal requirements, allowing 
for im m edia te  p aym en t of 
e x t e n d e d  b e n e f i t s  to  
t h o u s a n d s  of l o n g - t e r m  
unemployed Texans.

This 13-week state extension 
is available to claimants that 
have exhausted 59 weeks of 
unemployment benefits. TWC 
estim ates tha t  as many as 
1 0 0 ,0 0 0  c la im a n ts  co u ld  
exhaust their unemployment 
benefits by November 2009 
and may be eligible for the new 
extension.

Lemon Law gives 
consumers millions in relief

^O-Cross Plains Review July 3 0 ,2 0 0 ^

A U S T IN  -  C o n s u m e r s  
purchasing or leasing defective 
new vehicles received $7.6 
million in relief through the 
Texas Lemon Law in 2008 and 
more than $101.6 million in 
relief since 1993.

The 2008 Lemon Law report, 
r e l e a s e d  by  t h e  T e x a s  
D e p a r t m e n t  o f
T r a n s p o r ta t io n ’s (TxDOT) 
Motor Vehicle Division (MVD), 
lists num ber of complaints 
filed, defects  reported and 
complaint disposition. Since 
c o n s u m e r s  u s u a l ly  h a v e  
owned a motor vehicle at least 
one year prior to filing a Lemon 
Law complaint, the downturn 
in new motor vehicle sales in 
Texas, which m any agree  
started in mid to late 2008, did 
not significantly impact the 
2008 report.

Of the 629 complaints closed 
last year, 57 .7  percen t of 
c o n su m e rs  received  so m e  
form of relief for defective 
vehicles—29.6 percent had 
their vehicles repurchased , 
replaced or traded  by the 
m a n u f a c t u r e r  a n d  a n  
a d d i t i o n a l  2 8 .1  p e r c e n t  
received repairs, ex tended  
service c o n tra c ts  or o ther  
r e m e d i e s .  C o n s u m e r s  
complained most frequently 
about engine performance and 
emissions, or the electrical 
system.

“The numbers indicate the 
Lemon Law continues to do 
what it is intended to do -  help 
c o n s u m e rs  with d e fec tive  
vehicles get relief,” said Brett 
Bray, director of TxDOT’s 
Motor Vehicle Division. Under 
the Lemon Law, TxD O T’s 
Motor Vehicle Division can 
o rd e r  a veh ic le  rep laced ,  
repurchased or repaired by the 
m a n u f a c t u r e r .  S o m e  
manufacturers choose to settle 
c o m p l a i n t s  r a t h e r  t h a n  
contesting them at a formal

hearing. The report shows 
Chrysler LLC and  General 
Motors Corporation continued 
a trend of resolving more 
complaints prior to hearing.

The Texas Lemon Law covers 
new  or l e a s e d  v e h ic le s ,  
including cars, trucks, vans, 
m otorcyc les ,  m opeds ,  all- 
terrain vehicles, motor homes 
an d  to w a b le  re c re a t io n a l  
vehicles. The Lemon Law Rules 
require that a manufacturer, 
distributor, or converter re-title 
a reacquired vehicle. The re­
titling requirement facilitates 
e n fo rcem en t  of d isc losure  
requirements and hinders what 
is k n o w n  a s  “ l e m o n  
laundering” or “title washing.” 
In the near future, the title will 
include a notice sufficient to 
inform a prospective purchaser 
that the vehicle was reacquired 
by the manufacturer under the 
Lemon Law.

S ta te  law a lso  re q u ire s  
m a n u fa c tu re r s  to  is sue  a 
disclosure statement and hang 
the disclosure label from the 
view mirror arrd in the event 
that the vehicle does not have 
a r e a r  v iew  m i r r o r  t h e  
d is c lo s u re  label m u s t  be 
aff ixed in a c o n s p ic u o u s  
location on vehicles ordered 
r e p u r c h a s e d ,  r e p la c e d  or 
reacquired to settle a Lemon 
Law complaint. The disclosure 
r e q u i r e m e n t s  a r e  a l s o  
m a n d a t o r y  fo r  v e h i c l e s  
r e a c q u ired  u n d e r  a n o th e r  
s t a t e ’s L em o n  Law a n d  
transferred to Texas for resale.
