Describes Seven Days Of Action 
In Rain-Soaked Viet Nam Jungle

In the face of the nau­
seous news of the communist 
regimented, beatnik punks 

i who are marching on U. S. I college campuses, burning 
their draft cards and yap­
ping their anti-American and 
party-line slogns, it is re­
freshing to read a “cheer up 
the home folks” letter from 
a REAL American, one of 
the brave lads fighting A- 
merica’s battle with the com­
munists in Viet Nam.

Such a letter is from Dee- 
ne Holden, son of Mr. and 
Mrs. Bill Holden of Ozona, 
who is with the recently ar­
rived First Airmobile Divi­
sion which has been in the 
thick of the fighting in the 
soggy Viet Nam jungles.

“Today I was determined 
to figure out how come a 
fellow in s u c h  a fix as I, 
could be so happy,” begins 
his cheery letter, written af­
ter, he later revealed in the 
same epistle, having been 
“in the field” for seven days 
and nights — in never ceas­
ing rain.

“Well, I added up all the 
terrible things I could think

of and slapped them, long, 
side of all the good things T 
have to be thankful for, and 
what do you think?

I reckon there is ho 
doubt about it, I ’m a happy 
soldier today.”

Of his seven days “ in the 
field” Deene’s bubbling,, 
y o u t h f u l  optimism still 
shone through as he wrote 
details.

Polynesian foods are a de­

One-third cup soy sauce
Va cup catsup
3 tbs. vinegar
2 tbs. sherrj"
2 tbs. brown sugar
1 clove garlic, crushed
2 tbs. diced preserved gin­

ger or 1 teas, ginger
2 sides spareribs (about 4 

lbs.)
1/2 teas, salt
1 V2 tbs. toasted sesame 

seeds
Drain 1/2 cup syrup from 

pineapple. Combine with all 
remining ingredients except 
spareribs, salt and sesame 
seeds. Pour over ribs in large 
shallow pan and marinate 
several hours as refrigerate 
overnight.

j Mission — Funds .spent on 
I the screwworm eradication 
I program by the federal gov- 
jernment no longer will have 
, to be fully matched w i t h  
I non-federal money, thanks 
I to action taken by Congress 
during the closing days of 
the session.

! The cost of treating screw- 
worm outbreaks that occur 
, in areas of the United States 
where the insects have al- 
I ready been eradicated must 
'continue to be matched by 
' state and private sources. 
I However, the expense of 
maintaining a barrier zone 
I along the U. S.-Mexico bor­
der to guard against rein- 
ifestation by fertile flies will 
be borne by the federal gov­
ernment.

Congress voted $2.8 million 
for maintenance of the bar­
rier. It also appropriated 
activities in Arizona and 
California — the only states 
where screwworms have not 
been eradicated. Of the lat­
ter amount, $600,000 will 
have to be matched by the 
two states.

Since inception of the era­
dication campaign in Feb­
ruary 1962, half of the costs 
have been paid by the fed­
eral government, the other 
half by the livestock indus- 

i try and state governments in 
I Texas, New Mexico, Oklaho- 
: ma, Arkansas and Louisiana. 
The l i v e s t o c k  industry, 
through the Southwest Ani­
mal Health Research Found­
ation, has raised nearly $4 
million on a voluntary basis.

Dolph Briscoe, Jr., Found­
ation president of Uvalde,

Y et consider this. The burden of self that we carry is unnecessary. . .  and we have 
a standing invitation to lay it down! One of the joys of following Jesus is that we must 
‘ ‘leave self behind.” There is no place in the Christian life for worry or woe, because 
the logical sequences of faith in God are contentment and serenity. Yes, the gloomiest 
pessimists become clear-visioned optimists when they are filled with the light that only 
God can give.

wet before but, by golly, 
when a fellow needs a snor­
kel to go to bed, I think 
things are getting a little 
out of hand. When it rains 
that hard over here, things 
start coming out of the 
ground, that I never e v e n  
dreamed lived in the ground 
— and they don’t make the 
best of bed-buddies.

“Aside from being misera­
ble every minute, I rather 
felt kinda proud, for this was 
about the biggest operation 
they’ve conducted over here. 
Prom the news, we judge it 
came out fairly well. Lest- 
ways, we did so well, we were 
congratulated from the Gen­
eral all the way down to 
the Company mascots.

“The area we were locat­
ed in was very clqse to the 
action. Ground troops were 
situated all around us for 
security, but that sure didn’t 
keep a fellow from glancing 
over his shoulder from time 
to time. In our particular 
section, we had 7 refueling 
points set up. Around my

point were 2 machine gun 
nests so I felt rather at ease. 
The main purpose of our op­
eration was to keep some­
thing over 100 aircraft fuel­
ed and in the air.

“Nearby in a certain area 
they were dropping and 
picking up troops. I know it 
was plenty ‘hot’ over there, 
for we could hear the firing. 
Many of the helicopters 
made assaults on this area, 
and needless to say, there 
were quite a few shot up. I 
was pretty thankful not to 
be in those shot up ships, 
but at times I believe I’d 
have gone with them just to 
get out of the water for a 
while.

“We worked plenty hard 
and I was never dry once. 
After a few of the ships came 
in all shot up and some of 
the fellows wounded, I didn’t 
feel much like complaining 
any more , , . I’ll , tell you, 
when a ship has a few fel­
lows bleeding pretty bad in 
it, and they need fuel in a 
hurry to get back to the Co. 
area, you do your best to 
break a few records. Well, 
we did that and got many 
thanks for our trouble.

“I saw some pretty .shot 
up guys and a few I knew 
got the worst end of it. The 
V. C. aren’t particular, for a 
Major was shot through the 
head, and another officer 
shot in the belly with a shot­
gun. I hate to let you have 
all these gory facts but that’s 
what they are — facts. . .

“Some of the aircraft were 
so badly shot up they didn’t 
fly too well, and some didn’t 
fly at all. I remember one 
coming in to my point and 
just as he sat down, a big 
section of the bubble under 
the pilot’s feet fell off to the 
ground. It was full of holes 
and I went up to the officer 
piloting the ship and said, 
■Sir, a large piece of your 
right hand bottom bubble 
just fell off on the ground.’ 
He j u s t  smiled and said, 
‘That’s all right, son, we need 
seme fresh air in here any­
way.’ So, I fiiied him up and 
back he went. A sure en­
ough brave bunch of guys 
those, and it make a fellow 
feel like we can’t help but 
win the war.”

And maybe we’d best be 
thankful that Deene and 
those other “brave guys” are 
defending America and not 
the marching, chanting, card 
burning hoodlums — though 
we’d like to see a solid phal­
anx of the latter lined up as 
a sort of breastworks for 
the American fighting men 
in Viet Nam — each one 
tied to a bush so he couldn’t 
run.

“Ozona seems like a far­
away paradise,” wrote Dee­
ne.
