Wage-Hour Law
Work of Officers

Texas Sheep and Goat
Raisers’ Association mem-
pbers and directors meeting
in Ozona unanimously voted
for an expression of grati-
tude to officers and individ-
uul members who carried on
an exfensive campaign on
behalf of the ranch industry
in respect to the new Wage
and Hour Law. Included in
the expression were officers
of the National Wool Grow-
ers Association, who worked
closely with the Texas group.

“At a time when all the
odds seemed to be against us,
and when many organiza-
tions saw no hope and offer-
ed little help, these men car-
ried on the battle”, declared
Gaylord Hankins of Rock-
springs, chairman of the TS
&GRA ranch labor commit-
tea.

He said exclusion of range
livestock employees frem the
new law, and exemption of
ranchmen from responsibili-
ty for most contract labor,
was due to the determined
efforts of these men in the
two wocl-and-mohair grow-
er organizations.

Ranchmen will find them-
selves having to keep more
records than ever and com-
ply with regulations they
have never known in the
past, he continued, but even
S0 the TS&GRA and NWGA
won important -concessions
the industry would not o-
therwise have had.

‘The official commenda-
tion lauded officers and
members who worked with
Texas Senators Yarborough
and Tower, with individual
members of Congress, with
labor committee members of
both Houses and with the
U. S. Department of Labor.
It recognized the effect TS
&GRA and NWGA had upon
the final writing of various
safeguards in the law.

Here is’ this country we

- find it impossible to under-

. «stand the thinking of sup-
‘erstitious millions in far-off
‘India who starve to death as
‘they watch well-fed sacred
.cows roaming the streets of
their towns and cities. How-
ever, there’s no reason why
we should feel superior since
we, too, have some sacred
cows on which we lavish a
large measure of supersti-
tious ignorance.

One of these is ‘“academic
freedom”, which is supposed
to place the academic com-
munity above criticism. In
some countries, notably in
Latin Amex;ica, this ridicu-
tous principle is carred to
such an extreme that the
police are not allowed to en-
ter upon university campus-
es, even when it is known
‘that Communist agitators
use such sanctuary to plan
-and: stage riots against the
law-abiding community.

Now, thanks to the erudite
-gents of our Supreme Court
— or at least the liberal
Five, Warren, Douglas, Black,
Brennan arid Fortas — we
“have taken another step to-
ward the kind of academic
freediom that makes propa-
gandists and agitators vir-

~tually untouchable if they
ean get themselves a teach-

ing position. In the latest of
their decisions upholding the
“rights’ -of Communists, the
Supreme Court has ordained
that taechers cannot be fired
if they happen to be mem-
bers of the Communist con-
spiracy.

Employing “their familiar
Alice - in - Wonderiand logic,
Warren, Douglas, Black,
Brennan and Fortas offer
the concept that, in the mar-
ket place of ideas, democra-
cy should be able to hold its
own even when children are
pitted against glib and skill-
1ul Red persuaders. Appar-
ently cur youngsters are ex-
pected to be a lot smarter
than the majority of the
Justices of the U, S. Supreme
Court. This could be.

We're not predicting that
this ruling is going to cause
an early outbreak of revo-

‘luticnary activity on camp-

uses and playgrounds. But
we do maintain that Com-
munists have no business
teaching, because they are,
first, last and always, propa-
gandists for a world soviet.
It’s as simple as that, even
if our Supreme Court can’t
grasp that elementary idea.

Come to think of it, maybe
another of our sacred cows
is that the edicts handed
dewn by this segment of the
Supreme Court should be ac-

Motorists woud pay the ad-
ded 30 cents cost per plate.

Blue Law Proposed — A
new twist to the cld Sun-
day “blue laws” is proposed
in a bill by Rep. Billy Wil-
liamson of Tyler. It woud
levy an occupation tax on
persons selling or renting
personal property on Sunday.

Actually; the tax would be
so rough as to prohibit Sun-
day sales. It would be at the
rate of 10 percent of the re-
ceipts from the sale or ren-
tal, with some deductions
provided. Anyone violating
the measure would be fined
not less than $25 nor more
than $500 for each violation.
