Food riots on a scale exceed­
ing anything since 1959 are 
considered certain. Fantas­
tic amounts of grain will 
have to be imported.

In India, food riots are 
threatening to tumble the 
government already. Emer­
gency shipments of wheat en 
route from the United States 
have had to be routed around 
Africa instead of through the 
closed Suez Canal. The extra 
.two weeks of shipping time 
have created a crisis. Addi­
tional millions of tons of 
foodgrains will have to be 
imported.

In short, at least four mas­
sive areas of the world face 
famine conditions before the 
end of the calendar year.

War in the Middle East 
was explosive in its sudden­
ness and complicated in its 
consequences. The agitator’s 
hand of the Communist So­
viet Union was obvious early 
in arming Egypt and egging 
the Arab states on to block­
ade Israeli shipping routes. 
Soviet veto threats prevent­
ed the United Nations from 
easing (tensions, and then the 
U. N, itself aggravated things 
by pulling out its buffer 
troops-at just at the wrong 
moment. Israel settled the 
affair by herself, and only 
then did the Soviets run to 
the U. N. to cry for a cease 
fire.

We now are faced with 
the likelihood of long, pro­
bably bitter, negotiations 
between Israel and the A- 
rabs with continued Soviet 
interference. It’s doubtful 
Israel will agree again to a 
U. N. buffer force or any­
thing else that does not 
guarantee her right of na­
tional existence and free 
trade. Since the stability of 
the Middle East also is in 
United States’ best interests,

we must do what we can to 
see that new order/ evolves 
there. This may require new 
solutions and even new 
boundaries, and we must be 
willing to thoughtfully con­
sider every suggestion for a 
better lasting settlement.

Vietnam fighting contin­
ues on the other side of the 
globe and our goal there re­
mains preservation of the in- 
depenednee of South Viet­
nam. Korea, Australia, New 
Zealand, Thailand and the 
Philippines all have forces 
fighting and working with 
us. And more than 30 addi­
tional nations provide non­
combat personnel and sup­
port. The whole of free Asia 
opposes Communist expan­
sion. As our efforts intensify 
Texans find themselves call­
ed upon to produce almost 
rtwice as much defense con­
tract work as last year.

I’ve been asked if the U. 
S. position in Vietnam is just, 
I think it is. There is an 
overriding moral ethic that 
mankind has a right to de­
termine its own destiny. Nei­
ther do I find morality in 
Viet Cong brutality.

Austin, Texas — Air poUu- 
ution is the prime topic of 
conservation in the Capitol 
at the moment.

After taking a look at the 
air pollution law just put on 
the books this year, members 
of the new Texas Air Control 
Board say the Texas law per­
mits 80 times as much air 
pollution as do similar laws 
in some of the other states.

Elbert Hooper of Austin, 
the Board’s attorney, told the 
directors that an exemption 
from control supposed to ap­
ply only to cotton gins (li­
miting air emissions to a 
maximum of eight per cent 
of the process weight of any

agricultural product- may 
exempt many industries.

He named the following as 
possible: lumber mills, rice 
mills, grain elevators, paper 
mills, cotton oil mills, pro­
duce plants, food processing 
plants, citrus processing 
plants, flour mills, soybean 
oil mills, corn syrup plants, 
and, p o s s i b l y  slaugh­
ter houses, wool scouring 
plants, nut processing plants 
and, possibly, r e n d e r i n g  
planU.

“We might as well fold up 
and go home,” said Board 
Member Henry LeBlanc of 
Port Arthur. “Maybe it would 
be easier for you to tell us 
what’s left that we can con­
trol,” he told Hooper.

Some members observed 
cotton gins would have to 
produce 50,000 to 60,000 mi­
crograms of particulate mat­
ter to get to eight per cent

concentration — and gins at 
best are not likely to exceed 
40,000 to 50,000 micrograms.

Rep. Don Cavness of Aus­
tin and Sen. Criss Cole of 
Houston, co-authors of the 
1967 Clean Air Act, say that 
the legislative intent was to 
exclude only cotton gins 

I from State control. However, 
jit may be necessary to a- 
! mend the Clean Air Act in 
the 1968 special session to 
make this fact clear to in­
dustries which might want 
to be exempt.

American history proves 
that freedom and liberty 
come at high prices and that 
their upkeep is costly and 
time-consuming.

Let our object be 
our country . . . ” — not our 
country the object of des­
ecration and abuse.
