Damage Heavy,
Injuries Few In
Accident Series

A rash of automobile ac-
cidents Sunday kept officers
busy and inflicted several
hundred dollars worth of
preperty damage. However,
personal injuries were at a
minimum.

The first accident occurred
at 6 a. m. Sunday when a
1949 Chevrclet pickup driven
by Robert L. Baker of Big
Spring swerved to avoid a
deer cn Highway 163, about
five miles south of Ozona.
After going out of coentrol,
the vehicle hit a sign,
glanced off a metal post and
came tc rest in the barrow
ditch. The driver was unin-
jured, but a passenger, Nor-
man McNew alsc of Big
Spring, suffered a laceration
above the right eye. Damage
to the pick-up amounted to
around $100, according to
investigating officer, Orvil
Perry, DPS.

Later the same morning,
a 1965 Ford pickup driven by
Alonzo Galindo ran off the
highway, hit a guard post
and plunged down a draw,
losing the left front wheel.
The accident occurred 11
miles north of Ozona on
highway 163. Damage was
estimated at $350. The oc-
cupants sustained minor
bruises and lacerations, Per-
ry reported.

The third accident of the
day occurred just south of
town around 7.30 p. m., also
on Highway 163. A 1955 Che-
vrolet driven south by Mario
Flores was making a left
turn into the cemetery, when
it was hit by a 1965 Chevro-
let driven by Anastasio De-
Hoyos, Jr., as he was at-
tempting to pass on the left.

NONSENSE

Not only is it utter non-
sense, it is patently dishon-
est to decry criticism of our
astronomical national debt
as unwarranted concern be-
cause “we owe it to our-
selves.” However one inter-
prets that facile and cryp-
tic phrase, it simply isn’t
truc.

First and foremost, of
some $326 billion in funded
national deht outstanding on
30 November 1966, $15.3 bil-

lions were owned by foreign--|
ers. It so happen that for-|g
eigners can claim payment |y
in gold, and US gold hold-

ings on that date barely ex-
ceeded $13 billion.

The statement that “we
owe it to ourselves” naturally
implies, and the unregener-
ate spenders want us to be-
lieve, that it will never have
to be repaid. We may be able
to send rockets to the moon,
but it is improbable that we

supply. Unquestionably,
those commercial bankers
will not sit quietly by and
see. their depositors’ funds
delivered in irredeemable pa-
pe:.

We hope, for the sake of
insurance policy holders, de-
positors in mutual ‘savings
and savings and loan assc-
ciations, pension fund bene-
ficiaries, etc., that their
managements also take a
dim view of the idea that
US government bonds are
not redeemable. We doubt
seriously that those millions
of Americans whe own $79.9
billion will take kindly to the
idea that
them as a loan to their gov-
ernment is something that
they “owe to themselves.”

And where is the money

coming from for social se-
curity since the “trust fund”
for that agency is comprised
entirely of government

“We :will. not be trapped. bonds?

If “we owe it to ourselves
why has the Congress appro-
priated some $120 billion just
to pay the mterest over the
past dozen years" And why
will the Congress appropriate
more than $14 billion — an
amount in excess of total
government revenues in any
year prior to 1943 — just for
interest for 'the current
year?

Indeed, if “we owe it to
ourselves,” we all can retire,
and live out the remainder
of our days in style, needing
only to endorse the drafts
the government sends us.in
repayment. If the theories
of the new economists are
valid, such a luxurious leis-
ure for all our citizenry
would be pessible. But the
reality is that the repayment
funds have to be collected
from us, and our children.

Last week Gov. Richard J.
Hughes of New Jersey, a ci-
vil rights advocates, tcured
riot-torn Newark with the
City’s Mayor, during which
he said he was “shocked” to
see a Negro couple, driving
an expensive car, stop in the
middle of a street, jump out
and begin to grab shoes from
ithe broken window of a
i store. This was but one of
hundreds of store being loot-
ed.

S.,” he screamed. ‘“Negroes
are not bound to obey laws
legislated by white persons.
If a white man tries to walk
over you, kill him! One
match and you can retaliate.
Burn, baby, burn,!”

King and = Carmichael,
while vying for money-mak-
ing leadership, appear. to-
gether at some demonstra-
tions. They both urge Ne-
groes to resist the draft, and
to ignore or protest other
laws.

This agitation, with ‘riots

and bloodshed, is undoubted- !

ly doing serious harm to le-
gitimate rights cf the law-
abiding element in the Negro
community.

Encouraged by politicians |

scme preachers, and radical!
civil rights leaders, riots are
becoming an accepted way of
life for the more militant. A
recent survey by Brandeis
University revealed that this
way of “protesting” is being
accepted as the most effec-

tive weapon by vast numbers
of the Carmichael - King
contingent.

Not more laws, but a firm
and vigorous police crack-
down on the criminal ele-
ment, is the best answer to
this challenge to law and
order in America.

kingﬁsh" . Yep, it is be-
ing done. ;
During the Qiast few years

some of the sturdiest of salt-
water fishermeén have found
added fun with this new me-
thod of tangling with kings.

It’s the sportiest way of
tackling these vicious, big-
mouthed, sharp-toothed bat-
tlers.

Joe and Raymond Mucho-
wich concocted the scheme
four or five years ago. They
are owners of the Party Boat
system that works out of
Freeport.

These fellows have spent a
lifetime on the coast and
have had just about every
fishing thrill in the books.
But they say nothing will
compare with catching a 20-
pound, fighting king on a
cane pole.

Really though — as you
might well guess — it’s not
an ordinary cane pole.

Their trick is to use a long,
bamboo pole, slightly small-
er than a utility post. Any-
way, that’s the way they look
to some anglers.

My advice to you, unless
you ‘are a pretty hefty man
with a lot of muscle, is to
leave this kind of fishing to
them. However, it’s fantastic
to watch. But it’s hard, hard
work . . . and harder still on
the trcker So if you have a
weak heart . . .
You've read too far already.

As you know, the Kkings
begin their run along the
Texas coast early in the
spring. They are going good
by June 1. And by mid-July,
they are hotter than Fousth
of July firecrackers.

But, that’s when the Mu-
chowich boys like to do their
King fishing. When they
go out on a boat, they al-
ways take along one of those .
bamboo poles.

For a line they use some-
thing like 150-pound test,
with a long wire leader at-
tached to a chrome steel O’-

This hook is baited with
frozen mullet or sand trout.

{It is tossed over the side of

the boat and slowly worked
through the water.
Naturally, this kind of
fishing must be done in wa-
ter where kings have gather-
ed. Usually the kings are
drawn to the boat by chum-
ming — the tossing over-
board of various sized hunks
of chopped up mullet. '
Youw’ll know when a King |
strikes because when he does
you’ve got your hands full.!
In the first place, the pole
will weigh close to 50 pounds.
You are on the heavy end
of it, but the tip end with
the line and bait is out more .
than 20 feet. You are off
balance to start with.
When the king hits, the
hook must be firmly set in
the fish’s tough jaws. If not
firmely set, he will throw the
hook and wave goodbye. Most
important of all . . . if you!
aren’t careful . . . the king,
which may be from 15 to 30
pounds, may throw You.
When that king takes the
bait your work is cut out for
you. Better be stripped down
to the minimum because you
have a big battle ahead of
you.
Mr. King fights with every
bit of the cunning and speed
he has. And in water with no

forget it.iobstructions. He will head

down, out and even up. I've
seen them jump 10 to 25 feet
in the air. And I've heard of
them jumping over a boat.
Your job is to get the fish
4close enough to the side of
the boat for the gaff Usually
this heavy steel hook has a
12 to 15-foot handle, to en-
able the gaffer to reach over
the side of the boat.
Trouble is, about the time
you get the fish within gaf-
fing distance, it takes off
again . .
