A CRIMINAL MINORITY

Congressional investiga­

tions are not going to end 
the horrifying violence now 
sweeping across the nation’s 
large cities. Nor will partisan 
fault-finding, nor socological 
theorizing.

Arson, looting and murder 
stem from the nearly incre­
dible surrender to felonious 
instincts of a criminal mi­
nority exploiting violence in 
the streets. Stern enforce­
ment, not temporizing nor 
theorizing, is required.

This nation, which pre­
sumes to police the world, 
seems ridiculously incapable 
of coping with lawlessness in 
its .own streets.

The rampant criminality 
in Detroit — where casual­
ties and property losses rival 
those of a war zone — can’t 
be blamed solely on racial 
 ̂grievances. W h i t e s  there 
I joined Negroes in an unbe- 
i lievable orgy of looting, 
j Were these thieves hun- 
I gry? They didn’t steal food 
i but took color television sets, 
i liquor and otlier expensive 
j items. Poor? Some of them 
I loaded the loot in late model 
j Oadiliacr.

The breakdown of law en­
forcement clearly reflects the 
failure of leadership. Crimi­
nals carted off the loot un­
der the noses of policemen 
and soldiers presumably sent 
to maintain order.

Not until strict law en­
forcement is substituted for 
this official permissiveness 
will this w'ave of rampant 
lawlessness be ended.

I see where Mr. Gallup has 
been taking another poll. I 
am always interested in 
these gimmicks and have a 
feeling along with Lyndon B. 
Johnson that they do serve 
as a rather reliable baromet­
er of the weather of current 
thinking. I hold this faith, 
however, in the absence of 
having ever been asked one 
single solitary question by 
Mr. Gallup’s pollsters. And 
this puzzles me. By the way, 
has one of his interviewers 
ever gotten around to you? 
But in spite of the fact that 
we have not been asked it 
does appear that Mr. Gal­
lup’s predictions often come 
through.

Now being a preacher I 
am quite loath to admit that 
I fear this recent p>oll bears 
out the facts. It seems that 
ten years ago Mr. Gallup 
conducted a survey asking 
“At the present time, do you 
think religion as a whole is 
increasing its influence on 
American life, or losing its 
influence?”

Back then in 1957 sixty- 
nine per cent of the folks 
questioned said religion was 
increasing its influence and 
only fourteen per cent said 
it was losing out. But when 
the same question was asked 
this year, lo and behold, only 
twenty-three per cent of the 
people said religion was 
gaining in influence and fif­
ty-seven per cent said it was 
losing.

I am afraid I would have 
answered with the majority 
group both in 1957 and then 
again in 1967. For it seems 
apparent that the religious 
upsurge w h i c h  followed 
World War II and continued 
its gain .through the Korean 
War has definitely been wan­
ing. This is indicated by the 
fact that the churches are 
not gaining in membership 
as rapidly as the American 
population increases and 
that attendance at services 
has been decreasing. And 
now it appears from most 
recent figures that collec­
tions are actually falling off 
dollarwise and certainly so 
in terms of a shrinking dol- 
lai.

To my thinking this does 
not mean that the churches 
are about to close up or that 
religion is about to fade out 
on the American scene. Re­
ligion has always had great 
vitality and has weathered 
many a storm, 'The Christian 
churches have suffered their 
times of recessions. But these 
recessions have always given 
way to renewal and revival.

I was interested to note 
the reasons ascribed for this 
waning power of religion in 
American life. 'These are 
three: (1) that religion (the 
churches and their mem­
bers) are increasingly irre­
levant to the real and in­
creasingly complex w o r l d  
and its multiplying pro­
blems; (2) that religion is 
too involved in the secular 
world and is so “ far out” it is 
losing its following; (3) that 
religion has become so much 
a “mirror image” of its com­
munity and national setting 
that its life is blended into 
the general patterns of our 
culture leaving only an im­
perceptible and perhaps, non 
existent, influence.

I saw the parade for the 
Junior Rodeo and enjoyed it 
immensely. There is nothing 
prettier than a pretty horse 
except a pretty horse ridden 
by a pretty girl. The Rodeo 
was real fun. I am no judge 
of these matters, but I am 
sure I enjoyed the fine per­
formance of the cleancut 
youth of West Texas even 
more than I could have en­
joyed the sophisticated per­
formances of the profession­
als at Cheyenne on July 4th. 
It’s hard to beat youth and 
especially disciplined youth 
who have been willing to 
train themselves.

j Mrs. Curl and I were out 
of Ozona for a week between 
Sundays recently and do you 
know we were real glad to 
drive around the curve into 
town and be back again. In 
less than two months we find 
this has become for us home 
and we pined for our “room 
to breathe.”

Congressman O. C. Fisher

The Newark-Detroit Riots
— worst in American history
— are giving certain politi­
cians and professional civil 
rights leaders some embar­
rassing moments. In three 
years three major ci-vll rights 
bills, all tailored to suit Mar­
tin Luther King & Co., have 
been bulldozed through Con­
gress — each with the threat 
that unless promptly enacted 
there would surely be riots 
an»l violence!

Now the apologists are 
hard-pressed to explain why 
it all happened. The old stock 
excuse — poor housing, po­
verty, police brutality, and 
unemployrrient, have devel­
oped a hollow sound. Yet, 
these excuses are being dust­
ed off, embellished, and fed 
to the public once again

The truth is that the U. S. 
Government has pumped $14 
million in proverty money 
into Detroit and has spent 
more on slum clearance and 
public housing in that city, 
per capita, than in any o- 
ther American city. Yet De­
troit Negroes burned down 
$200-million worth of build­
ings, caused 38 deaths, and 
looted 1200 stores.

In Newark $18-million in 
poverty funds were scatter­
ed among the Negroes and a 
few others there, along with 
vast outlays for housing. The 
Negroes there caused 34 to 
be killed, more than $100- 
million in property damage, 
and they looted hundreds of 
stores during the riot.

The fact is that the riots 
have been caused by the an­
archists, the anti-white mil­
itants numbering tens of 
thousands, who are irrespon­
sible criminals and fatally 
bent on mischief. Their lead­
ers — Martin Luther King, 
Stokely Carmichael, R a p  
Brown, Adam Powell, and a 
few others — along with 
some politicians — seem to 
liave convinced vast num­
bers of Negroes that they are 
entitled to something they 
are not getting. Thus, the 
flames of mobocracy have

been fanned into a holocaust. 
Therein lies the real answer.

What is needed is vigorous 
punishment of the guilty, a 
free hand given to police to 
employ relentless means of 
dealing with any who take 
the law into their own hands, 
and, of course, s o m e  new 
laws to avoid the impact of 
some Supreme C o u r t  deci­
sions which have hampered 
law enforcement. This nation 
has been on a civil rights 
binge too long. 'The politi­
cal coddling and pampering 
of Negroes has only served 
to make them more demand­
ing and more militant in 
pursuing ill-considered and 
unjustified demands. It’s 
time to lower the boom and 
crack the whip on those who 
violate our laws.

From Yeur State Capitol

Austin, Texas — S t a t e  
Supreme Court has ruled 
that the constitutional a- 
mendment requiring annual 
voter registration in Texas is 
valid.

AFL - CIO challenged the 
amendment. They contend­
ed that voters did not get 
“‘fair notice” that the a- 
mendment provided for an­
nual registration.

State-labor officials pled­
ged to take the issue to the 
highest federal court.

State Supreme Court a- 
greed with ruling of the 
Third Court of Civil Appeals 
that the amendment — ap­
proved by Texans last year— 
to abolish the poll tax as a 
requirement for voting and 
substitute annual sign - up 
should stand. There was no 
opinion. Appellate judges 
had reversed the trial court 
finding.

Meanwnile, Texas elec­
tion machinery and voter 
registration for the big 1968 
election year will proceed 
under annual sign-up law as 
amended this year.

All voters, including those 
who live in cities under 10,- 
000 population, must register 
between October and Jan­
uary-.

Highway — As July began 
the State Highway Depart­
ment had $618,899,810 worth 
of highway construction un­
der contract. During June, 
contractors were paid $35,- 
802,146 for work completed.

In 1919, only $273,000 was 
spent for road construction.

Welfare — An audit of the 
State Department of Public 
Welfare reveals that $461,- 
000,000 in federal and state 
money was used in Texas 
during the two years ending 
last August 31 on welfare 
programs.

Rate was $120,000,000 last 
year, of which $68,620,302 
was in direct grants to the 
needy aged, blind, children 
and disabled, plus $41,431,797 
for medical care for the 
needy aged. While aid to de­
pendent children and those 
who are permanently disa­
bled continues to rise, train­
ing programs are reducing 
the amount of aid needed by 
blind persons.

Distributions of surplus 
commodities also is handled 
by this department. In two 
years, 45,000,000 pounds of

I flour, 19,000,000 pounds of 
corn meal and 17,000,000 
pounds of dry milk were dis­
tributed to needy families 
from federal surpluses. How­
ever, the amount distributed 
is declining as the govern­
ment stockpiles are used up 
and high employment is re­
ducing the number of needy 
families.

Payroll and other adminis­
trative costs for giving’ away 
$215,000,000 came to $12,708,- 
278.

Screw worm Report — Be­
tween May 28 and July 1, 
some 19 cases of screwworm 
were confirmed in Texas.

To prevent spread of the 
disease, Screwworm Eradica­
tion Program planes recent­
ly released 757,780,000 sterile 
screwworm flies in Texas. 
Some 106,144,000 were drop­
ped over Trans - Pecos and 
the Valley portions of Texas.

UndergroundW ater 
Controls May Come 
TS& GRA Is Told

Much tighter restrictions 
are likely to come against 
use of Texas underground 
water as competition for this 
water increases. That was 
the gist of a prediction given 
ranchmen at the 52nd an­
nual Texas Sheep and Goat 
Raiser’s Association conven­
tion in San Antonio.

Frank Booth, executive di­
rector of the Texas Water 
Rights Commission, said 
stockmen and farmers can- 
hot be complacent that they 
will always enjoy in the fu­
ture the same unrestricted 
rights they have today to the 
use of water under their 
land. Oil companies, indus­
try and municipalities ~ all 
want the same water. Some 
curbing of present-day rights 
is almost certain. Landown­
ers must be vigilant in the 
Legislature to keep their 
share. Booth warned.

The association elected 
Worth Durham of Sterling 
City its new president, suc­
ceeding Howard Derrick of 
Eldorado. Gene Whitehead 
of Menard and Jimmie Rieck 
of Roosevelt are the new first 
and second vice presidents, 
respectively.

The a.sscciation questioned 
the size of the price discount 
taken against mohair which 
has defects such as burrs. 
Sometimes this discount runs 
to 40 per cent of the price. 
The stockmen asked that 
proper state agencies and 
colleges investigate to see if 
such a large deduction is 
justified.

Alarmed by recent wide­
spread outbreaks of screw­
worm infestation, the con­
vention urged stockmen to 
be particularly alert and to 
treat their livestock to curb 
this spread.

They asked immediate 
compliance by drillers of new 
oilwells with the Railroad 
Commission’s statewde nb- 
pit order which forbids open 
salt-water pits after January 
1969. These pits often are 
the source of fresh - water 
pollution. The s t o c k m e n  
maintain that if all new 
wells comply now, the tran- 
.sition will be easier.

A South African mohair 
expert told Texans they need 
a drastic improvement in the 
manner in which they pack­
age and sell their mohair if 
Texas mohair is to survive. 
Dr. C. C. Kritzinger said the 
Texas one-price system is 
archaic, ignores the needs of 
the market and discourages 
improvement of the clip.

58 Enrolled In 
Summer Driver’s 
Education Course

Driver’s Education, in­
structed by Ron Murdock, 
got into the last phase of the 
summer course Friday with 
16 students enrolled for be- 
hind-the-wheel instruction.

Approximately 58 thirteen 
and fourteen-year-old boys 
and girls enrolled in the 
classroom study course which 
began immedately after the 
close of school. Twenty-three 
students have completed the 
course and most of t h e m  
have taken their state tests 
to obtain a driver’s license.

This year’s D. E. course 
was accelerated in order that 
children might secure their 
licenses before the new law 
goes into effect the last of 
August which will prohibit 
the issuance of licenses to 
those under the age of 16, 
who have taken driver’s ed., 
and 18 for those who have 
not. Most schools do not of­
fer driver’s education to stu­
dents younger than 15 years 
of age, With Ozona being one 
of the exceptions.

The high accident rate for 
teen-age drivers prompted 
the state to enact the new 
law. However, it will be at 
least two years before there 
is any change in statistics 
since a bumper crop of four- 
teen-year-old drivers will be 
behind the wheel this year. 
If anything there will be 
more of the younger drivers 
because of the rush to get a 
license before the August 26 
deadline.

Students who passed the 
classroom part of the course 
but were unable to take the 
driving because of 14th 
birthdays coming after the 
deadline, will be able to get a 
beginner’s license on their 
15th birthday. This will en-
