AUSTIN, Tex. —Franticpre­
parations are underway to ready 
the State Capitol for the 62nd 
legislative session which begins 
January 12.

Construction workmen still 
have to complete renovation of 
the building and completion of 
new offices and committee 
rooms. Staffs must be hired 
and assigned, opening sessions 
planned and the budget and oth­
er major bills drafted.

Surveys indicate that most 
legislators are agreed that tax­
ing and redistricting of con­
gressional and legislative 
boundaries are their toughest 
tasks. But there is no short­
age of tough tasks for the law­
makers in 1971.

Legislative Budget Board has 
pushed the estimated new re ­
venue need to $645.1 million, 
and many think it will run a 
great deal higher, perhaps as 
much as $800 million or more. 
Very few ideas have been of­
fered on how to raise the new 
revenue.

Political futures of many le­
gislators ride on the redraw­
ing of their district boundaries, 
which must follow population 
patterns of the 1970 census.

Among other major problems 
pinpointed by legislators are:

♦A multi-billion-dollar state 
budget.

♦Liquor-by-the-drink legis­
lation.

♦Welfare programs, includ­
ing an increase in the $80 mil­
lion a year ceiling on categori­
cal assistance payments.

♦Laws to curb drug use and 
prevent crime.

♦Revision of auto insurance 
jegulations.

♦Air and water pollution con­
trol.

♦Financing higher education, 
including a proposed tuition 
including a proposed tuition 
hike.

Gov. Ben Barnes on January 
19.

state officials. An admission 
charge of $15 a couple will be 
levied.

Five other dances will be 
free. A western dance will be 
held in the Austin coliseum, a 
square dance at the University 
of Texas gymnasium and three 
others at downtown hotels.

RATE HIKE UPCOMING 

Auto owners will be getting 
notice this week of the new 
insurance rates which they will 
be paying after January 1.

News won’t be so bad as 
first anticipated. While an av­
erage statewide incerease of 
23.4 per cent had been recom­
mended by the State Insurance 
Board staff, it now appears that 
the jump will be between 12 and
18.6 per cent.

Board calculations indicate 
companies will get an after-tax 
rate of return of six or seven 
per cent of total assets. Com­
panies wanted an increase of
27.7 per cent, and are not ex­
pected to be overjoyed with 
the "compromise.”

Dallas--The Tax Reform Act 
1969 limits the federal income 
tax for long-time capital loss­
es, Ellis Campbell J r ., IRS 
District Director for North 
Texas, said.

The Act allows only 50 per­
cent of an individual’s long­
term capital losses to be used 
to offset ordinary Income. Thus 
is takes $2,000 in losses to 
get the maximum offset of 
$1,000 against ordinary in­
come.

While the $1,000 limitation 
is unchanged In the case of 
joint returns, the new law 
limits the deduction to $500 
on each return of a married 
couple filing separately.

Campbell said that new long­
term capital losses carried 
over from pre-1970 tax years 
can be fully deducted under 
the old tax rules. The 50 
per cent rule does not apply.

The maximum capital gain 
tax rate is 25 percent on the 
first $50,000 of gains and 29.5 
percent on any excess over 
that amount.
