Crockett County Hospital 
Administrator Keith Peters 
reported that donations had 
been received for the furnishing 
of a ll but nine and one-half 
rooms in the Crockett County 
Care Center at the monthly 
meeting of the Crockett County 
Commissioners Court Monday.

The center, which is 
nearing completion, has been 
furnished almost entirely by 
donations from local individ­
uals, with the exception of
the nine and one-half semi­
private rooms, Peters listed 
donors in his report and the 
areas furnished by the various 
individuals.

Architect for the care 
center, John C. Allen of 
Austin, presented his report to 
the court. In it , he cited an 
apparent slow down of work 
in completion of the facility. 
At alien's request, the court 
instructed the Judge to assess 
a penalty of $100 per day, 
unless valid reasons could be 
given, starting May 1, for 
incompletion of the facility 
and to write a letter stating 
this to Allen.

Young 
informed the court that the 
Woman's Forum will purchase 
approximately $100 worth of 
equipment for the center 
kitchen. He said he had not 
yet received bids on the 
purchase of silverware for 
the center.

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The Oil Depletion Allowance

The headlines in the Washington newspapers told the story: 
“House Liberals Show Clout With Oil Depletion Victory.”

“In a stunning display of their new legislative muscle,” the 
story read, “a coalition of liberal Democrats pushed the repeal 
of the oil depletion allowance through the House of 
Representatives. ’ ’

What the “stunning display” really demonstrated, of 
course, was the anti-capitalist mentality of the new, 94th 
Congress. The move was based upon the left-wing propaganda 
line that those who invest their money in drilling for oil are 
becoming fat at public expense. Since no amount of factual, 
statistical information will serve to change their minds, there is 
little use in repeating it here. The “liberals” are apparently 
blind to the fact that the cost of oil exploration has greatly in­
creased with the passage of time and with new oil discoveries 
becoming less frequent. They seem oblivious to the fact that at 
this very time of dangerous energy shortage, we should be 
offering more incentives, and not less, to explore for oil. They 
are deaf, dumb and blind to the fact that the increased tax 
load to the oil industry will show up in the form of increased 
consumer prices for not only gasoline, but all other petroleum 
products.

We have a suggestion to make. According to the news 
stories, “Reps. William Green, D-Penn., Sam Gibbons, 
D-Fla., Abner J. Mikva, D-Ill., Martha Keys, D-Kan., 
Fortney H. Stark, D-Calif., Charles B. Rangle, D-N.Y., and 
Andrew Jacobs, Jr., D-Ind., formed the nucleus of the group 
of young maverick Democrats which brought the issue to the 
floor.”

Our suggestion is that, in lieu of their $817.30 weekly 
paycheck, these “maverick” Congressmen be reimbursed in 
the form of investment in any oil drilling venture they care to 
select. After all, if those who do invest their money in oil are 
getting so all-fired rich, as these Representatives seem to 
think, they can’t possibly object to putting their money where 
their mouths (and votes) are.

HOORAY FO R  TH E CIA

Every once in a while a ray o f light illumines the excellent 
work of the U.S. intelligence community in a way that leaves its 
liberal critics with little to do but mumble to themselves.

So it is with Project Jennifer, the code name for the CIA’s 
imaginative and valuable mission to locate and raise a Soviet 
submarine which sank under three miles o f Pacific Ocean in 1968. 
A major portion of the submarine was grasped by an ingenious 
steel claw and brought to the surface, yielding important 
intelligence data. More of the sub may yet be recovered.

Complicating further efforts under Project Jennifer, however, 
is the now common knowledge of its existence and purpose. 
Typically, it was Jack Anderson, that champion of the people’s 
right to know — including the people in the Kremlin — who 
finally blew the lid off the project. He did so after the most 
influential journals in the country — including the New York 
Times, Washington Post and Time magazine — wisely had agreed 
to maintain a cloak of secrecy around the operation, a cloak 
which is vital to any intelligence-gathering effort.

Within days of Anderson’s revelation on a radio program, the 
Navy reported that a Russian tugboat, believed equipped with 
sophisticated electronic equipment, was hovering in the area of 
the sunken sub northwest of Hawaii. And one of Russia’s largest 
oceanographic ships, the DIMITRI MENDELEEV, is due in 
Hawaiian waters in April.

Anderson’s action, which is disgusting at best, should not, 
however, be allowed to detract from the plaudits owed the CIA 
for its resourceful effort. Despite the catcalls from its nitpicking 
critics, we believe Project Jennifer is typical of the excellent work 
done by the CIA and the rest of the U.S. intelligence community.

In the words of the New York Times Project Jennifer is “a 
useful reminder o f how essential good intelligence is for the 
national security in a world of nuclear weapons, nuclear 
submarines and hydrogen bomb-tipped intercontinental missiles. 
The CIA is only to be commended for this extraordinary effort to 
carry out its essential mission.”

AUSTIN — Texans are going to 
get to vote on a new constitution 
this year after all.

Final legislative agreement on 
the article-by-article revision 
proposal will send it to the polls 
November 4 for a showdown de­
cision by voters.

A m^jor campaign is shaping 
up for the document, and several 
efforts can be expected against 
individual sections.

At least, the revision is short­
er, simpler and better organized 
than the present patched-up con­
stitution. It would give the gov­
ernor needed fiscal controls, 
appointive power and agency re­
organization authority.

The proposed unified court sys­
tem is not without some strong 
criticism, as well as backing. The 
finance article requires uniform 
standards and procedures for tax 
appraisal and countywide ap­
praisals.

Counties, through the new lo­
cal government article, would be 
able to change their governmen­
tal structure and adopt ordi­
nances. Environmental protec­
tion would be mandated along 
with access to comprehensive 
health care and equal education.

Voters will decide earlier on 
two constitutional changes — on 
April 22. On the ballot then are 
recommended "emergency” im­
provements in state employees’ 
and school teachers’ retirement 
programs and a $600 a month 
pay scale and expense account 
increases for legislators.

MONEY RUNNING OUT
State revenues, rapidly 

shrinking in spite of a once-fat 
$1 billion "surplus,” will be far 
short of needs for real school fi­
nance reform, two government 
officials maintain.

Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby, Legisla­
tive Budget Board chairman, 
predicted about $450 million to 
$500 million will be available af­
ter the general state budget is 
approved. LBB Director Tom 
Keel estimated the main budget 
"leftover” at $472 .8  million. 
That’s nearly $300 million below 
the most modest pricetag of ma­
jor education finance bills backed 
by Gov. Dolph Briscoe.

Hobby said the teachers will 
get a pay raise — less than they 
are asking — but many other 
provisions of the Briscoe and 
Texas State Teachers Associa­
tion bills cannot be financed.

PRIMARY DELAYED
Presidential preference pri­

mary legislation went to confer­
ence committee with initial Sen­
ate instruction to retain a self- 
destruct feature which would 
make the legislation effective for 
1976 only.

Sponsors are still trying to get 
rid of the mandate so they can 
make the primary a permanent 
election procedure, unless re­
pealed, as is the case with most 
laws.

WATERWAYS BILL PASSED
The Senate designated Texas

Highway Department as state 
sponsor for a joint state-federal 
effort to maintain 426 miles of 
Gulf Intracoastal waterways.

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Determining the best size 
eggs to buy for the money is 
a difficult choice for many 
consumers. Stores usually 
price eggs by the dozen so 
it's easy to figure cost-per- 
pound or cost-per-ounce for 
the different sizes. By state 
law, small size eggs must 
weigh 18 ounces; medium 
eggs, 21 ounces; and large 
eggs, 24 ounces per dozen.

An even simpler method 
of determining egg value in 
relation to size is the eight- 
cent-rule. Buy the larger 
size egg i f  the difference in 
price is less than eight cents 
per dozen. For example, if 
large size eggs sell for 72 
cents per dozen and medium 
eggs sell for 65 cents, con­
sumers will get more egg for 
their money by purchasing 
the large ones. But if  the 
medium size eggs were selling 
for 60 cents, the best buy 
would be the medium size.

Now that March is gone, 
we hope the winds are too, and 
that the refreshing showers of 
last week, to help green up 
the countryside and our yards, 
will continue.

Few summer garden features 
are more impressive than a 
large bed of annuals. But with 
schedules so busy and help 
scarce, not many can main­
tain large flower beds.

If your garden is small, you 
can make it colorful with 
containers filled with vivid 
annuals.

If your garden is small, 
you can make it colorful with 
containers filled with vivid 
annuals, graceful with trailing 
blossoms. Place a portable pot 
anywhere you want a splash of 
color, or move in planted pots 
in bloom to brighten a bed of 
evergreen or small shrubs.
Select annuals that will sparkle 
in sunny groups, and will grow 
in relatively poor soil, such as 
bush or trailing moss (portulaca) 
red and yellow gaillardia, 
poppies, petunia, verbena and 
periwinkle. Creeping or dwarf 
zinnias grow well in poor or 
rich soil. Fertile soil in full 
sun produces good pink, white 
and crimson dianthus, and 
yellow, orange and mahogany 
pygmy marigolds. Annual 
phlox in brilliant red, pink, 
purple, white and lavender, and 
and pentas to well in full sun 
and adapt to broken shade. 
Nierembergia (cup flower) is a 
creeping plant that produces 
purple, blue or white flowers 
in full sun or partial shade.

Choose members of the 
shade-loving families for spots 
where the sun doesn't linger 
too long. The sultanas are 
especially cheerful in such 
locations as well as the always 
brilliant colors of caladiums 
which last all summer. The 
white caladiums lend a feeling 
of coolness to an area for 
relaxing. Caladiums and 
elephant ears may be planted 
anjrtime now, since the soil 
is warming up. Remember, 
they need water almost every 
day during the summer,
