NEW SOVIET MILITARY MOVES

S ecretary  o f  Defense Schlesinger has now confirmed 
deployment o f  three large Soviet MIRVed missiles. These are the 
SS-19, carrying six warheads per missile, the SS-17, with four 
warheads each, and the huge SS-18. The latter is said to be 
deployed so far only in a single warhead model, but this is the 
same missile that was recently tested in the Pacific with at least 
seven warheads and with a “ slightly better accuracy”  than 
American experts had anticipated. This is the weapons system 
which now poses the major threat to the U.S. Minuteman 
land-based missile system. According to Schlesinger, these 
deployments confirm a “ disappointing”  drive toward “ major 
counterforce capability”  by the Soviet Union.

At the same time, the Secretary o f  Defense continues to warn 
that Russia is building a short-range missile base at the Somali 
port o f  Berbera, which dominates the entrance to the Red Sea 
and could support Soviet naval and air operations in the 
northwest Indian Ocean, near the Persian Gulf. The Soviets and 
Somalis both denied the report, but Schlesinger has the aerial 
reconnaissance photographs to prove his statement. (The Russians 
also denied they were putting missiles in Cuba in 1962.)

Then there is also a report that Soviet Yankee class nuclear 
missile submarines have moved in about 1,000 miles closer than 
usual to the U.S. east coast. One has been seen cruising only 350 
miles o ff  Cape Cod and another the same distance o f f  Norfolk.

All o f  this new Soviet mihtary activity should remind us that, 
whatever the talk about detente, the Soviet Union goes right on 
improving its capabilities to make war.

What most alarms us about these developments is that so few 
Americans seem to care. A few headUnes in the newspapers, 
usually accompanied by reassuring commentary that it was all 
“ expected”  anyway or that the Pentagon is using “ scare tactics”  
again, and John Q. Public ho-hums and turns his attention 
elsewhere.

Such complacency is tragic. Even if Russia has no intent to 
actually use her military power against the United States, her 
creation o f a perceived capability to do so enormously enhances 
her leverage for blackmail and gives further impetus to the 
worldwide leftward shift now taking place. In the real world, the 
political and the military are always closely intertwined. The 
Soviets are acutely aware o f  this fact o f  international life. We 
only wish more Americans were, too.

REVOLUTION AND THE BICENTENNIAL

As we prepare to celebrate our country’s 200th birthday, it is 
important that we understand just what we have that’s worth all 
the fuss.

America’s revolution is so far in the past that many o f  us tend 
to forget that we ever had one. But that is what the Bicentennial 
is all about — a revolution that gave birth to a new form o f  
government so perfectly conceived that today it stands as the 
oldest constitutional system on earth.

The American Revolution was unique. UnUke many since, it 
arose out o f  the legitimate grievances o f  the people rather than 
the ideological extremes o f  a tiny minority. And the unparalleled 
stability that has followed it is also traceable to the wisely limited 
goals o f  American revolutionary leaders.

Irving Kristol, Henry R. Luce Professor o f  Urban Values at 
New York University, recently compared the American and 
French Revolutions in a speech reprinted by American Brands, 
Inc. Kristol noted that the French Revolution, which has become 
a “ model”  for most other revolutions, “ promised — as practically 
all revolutions have promised since — the abolition o f  poverty. 
The American Revolution promised no such thing.. . .

“ . . .  the leaders o f  this revolution understood what their 
contemporary, Adam Smith, understood and what we today have 
some difficulty understanding,”  Kristol continues, “ namely, that 
poverty is abolished by economic growth, not by economic 
redistribution — there is never enough to distribute — and that 
rebel l i ons ,  by  creating instability and uncertainty, have 
mischievous consequences for economic growth. Similarly, the 
French Revolution promised a condition o f  ‘happiness’ to its 
citizens under the new regime, whereas the American Revolution 
promised merely to permit the individual to engage in the ‘pursuit 
o f  happiness.’ ”

More Americans across a wider strata o f  society have pursued 
and caught that happiness — and shared in the fruits o f  a 
productive country — than anywhere at anytime in the world’s 
history. And for that fact alone, the Bicentennial o f  the American 
Revolution is indeed worth celebratine.

A rgon au t Insurance 
C om panies, one o f  the 
largest carriers o f malprac­
tice insurance, filed suit to 
enjoin the State Insurance 
Board from freezing rates at 
the June 3 level.

Insurance Board Chair­
man Joe Christie charged 
insurance com panies ap­
peared to have in fla ted  
their rates when a new law 
required them to file with 
the Board.

“ It’s beg inn ing  to look 
lik e  the class ic  case o f 
w e igh in g  the b u tch er ’s 
thumb along with the ham­
burger,” Christie said. He 
said one com pany nearly 
doubled quoted m id-M ay 
rates after the legislature 
ordered filing with the reg­
ulatory agency.

A Board order o f June 27 
put com panies on notice  
that only premium rates in 
e ffect June 3 m ay be 
charged  for renew al o f  
policies for doctors and hos­
pitals unless a 90-day notice 
o f increase is furnished the 
insured.

Argonaut went to court 
and got a tem porary  re ­
stra in in g  order e ffective  
until a Ju ly  10 hearing, 
blocking the 90-day notice 
provision.

The provision. Argonaut 
attorneys claimed, imposed 
a past duty they could not 
have anticipated. They also 
contended that re-issuing 
policies at pre-M ay rates 
even  though  inadequate

would "result in irreparable 
damage” to companies.

Press Buy Protested

T exas prin ters are 
strongly protesting a prop­
osal by Secretary o f State 
Mark White Jr. to explore 
purchase o f a large web- 
offset printing press to print 
copies o f the proposed new 
state constitution.

White said press dealers 
in form ed him  the state 
could  save $150 ,000  by 
doing its own printing o f the 
document and the new offi­
cial "Texas Register.”

Printers, backed by an 
auditor’s letter, claim the 
press purchase would cost 
the state far m ore than 
commercial printing o f the 
constitution and register, 
and would lead to additional 
govern m en t com petition  
with the printing industry.

Austin State Sen. Lloyd 
Doggett requested an attor­
ney general’s opin ion  on 
con stitu tion a lity  o f  the 
purchase. P rin ters
threatened a lawsuit to stop 
it.

W hite said no purchase 
w ill be made unless bids 
clearly show money can be 
saved.

Five and a ha lf million 
copies o f  the constitution 
document must be mailed to 
voters by October. A bout 
100 editions a year o f the 
R egister w ill be printed, 
containing official state or­
ders, proposed regulations, 
notice o f hearings and at­
torney general’s opinions.

One of the most outrageous 
and annoying encounters that a 
citizen may have with the 
federal government comes 
when an agency bureaucrat 
who understands nothing o f our 
business expects us to respond 
on his terms. Last week, a 
letter to me brought the frustra­
tions of a businessman who had 
to deal with such a problem.

A San Antonio car dealer had 
received a questionnaire to 
which the Federal Trade 
Commission demanded his 
response in 45 da)rs ca: he would 
face legal action. He was 
chosen at random to respond to 
the questionnaire. He had done 
nothing wrong, but by sheer 
chance he was selected to 
spend great time and expense 
trying to answer impossible 
questions.

On the fifteen page question­
naire there were 29 questions, 
two of which I give below:

(1) "During calendar year 
1974, state the approximate 
number of the instances and 
number o f motor vehicles 
offered for sale where, after 
an opportunity to inspect said 
vehicle, the customers decided 
not to purchase said vehicle. " 
Take away the bureaucratic 
language and it means the 
dealer was expected to know 
how many people walked in, 
looked at cars, and decided not 
to purchase them— clearly an 
impossible and outrageous 
request.

(2) Another question asks 
what percentage of customers 
did not receive satisfactory 
repair service the first time 
they brought in their car for 
repair. If a dealer gives repair 
service to some 1000 custom­
ers a week, this would mean 
going through more than 50, 000 
repair orders for the year to
try to ascertain what number of 
people came back for repairs. 
Even if this were undertaken, 
accurate figures would be im­
possible to attain.

Imagine fifteen pages of 
such questions and one can 
readily understand the frustra­
tion and annoyance the business­
man would feel when he re­
cognized the expense required 
of him to try to gain the in­
formation, and the futility of 
providing accurate documenta­
tion, while the federal govern­
ment would not reimburse any 
part of his cost. It is almost 
as though a few people were 
chosen by lottery to pay double 
income tax one year. They 
may have done nothing wrong, 
but a bureaucrat made the 
request and threatened court 
action if they did not respond.

This example, from offf 
district, points out the para­
mount needs (1) to revise and 
update out regulatory pro­
cedures so that they are 
sensible, realistic and genuine­
ly protective of our citizens, 
and (2) to expect that an 
agency would employ people 
who have some genuine under­
standing o f the businesses they 
work with.

I appreciate this business­
man's having called this 
matter to my attention and 
have written a letter, ex­
pecting prompt explanation 
from the Federal Trade 
Commission for sending the 
absurd questionnaire. Per­
haps we can still get this “ 
questionnaire stopped. Certain­
ly I would appreciate hearing 
from my constituents who have 
similar encounters with their 
government so that I might 
lend whatever assistance I 
can.

WASHINGTON— Â partisan power play may deprive 
the citizens of a sovereign state of the right to choose 
who will represent them in the U.S. Senate.

The Democratic majority in the Senate is practicing the 
“old politics” in the dispute over who won the election 
for the U.S. Senate in New Hampshire last year.

The election last November between Republican Louis 
Wyman and Democrat John Durkin plainly is too close to 
call, even though the New Hampshire Ballot Law Com­
mission, whose authority has been upheld by the federal 
courts, has awarded the victory to Republican Wyman by 
a margin of two votes.

Clearly, the dispute should be sent back to New Hamp­
shire for another election. This is what the people of New 
Hampshire want. This is what the duly certified winner of 
the election. Sen. Wyman, has advocated. But the Demo­
cratic majority intends to force the Senate to turn its back 
on pressing national business for the rest of the month to 
itself to decide the outcome of the Wyman-Durkin race.

The majority is setting a precedent that could haunt the 
Senate for many years. Never before has the Senate inter­
fered in an election in which there has been no allegation 
of fraud.

Democrat Durkin has not alleged that the election was 
stolen from him: he has merely asked the Senate, with its 
top-heavy Democratic majority, to overturn the judgment 
of the voters and seat him instead of the duly certified 
winner.

The actions o f the Senate Rules Committee in the Wy­
man-Durkin dispute raise many questions about the inten­
tions of the majority.

The kindest description of the Rules Committee behavior 
is that it has not been even-handed. It has frequently made 
judgments contrary to New Hampshire law. It has ruled one 
way on some disputed ballots, and the exact opposite way 
on similar ballots. It has examined virtually all of the ballots 
protested by one candidate, and hardly any of the ballots 
protested by the other. The only consistency in the com­
mittee’s actions is that they have all tended to favor Demo­
crat Durkin.

A  flagrant example of the all-too-common partisanship 
of the Rules Committee was the acceptance of two straight 
Democratic ballots cast by the same woman. She’d cast the 
other for her dying sister, she said.

This partisanship has changed the issue from the narrow 
question of whether Wyman or Durkin will be seated to a 
matter of grave concern for all Americans. Are we to estab­
lish a precedent whereby the loser of a close election, if 
his party is in a majority in the Senate, will go to the 
Senate to have the verdict of the voters overturned? I fear 
for democracy if this is so.

If he 
doesn't he may end up treat­
ing screwworm infestations 
in all his animals because 
counter measures have not 
been taken,

Ruth McLaughlin, head of 
the sample identification 
laboratory for the U.S. De­
partment o f Agriculture 
(USDA) Screwworm Eradica­
tion Program, receives 
thousands of samples every 
year. Most arrive in the test 
tube within a cardboard 
mailing tube which is supplied 
by the Program, administered 
for USDA by the Animal and 
Plant Health Inspection 
Service (APHIS).

Yet, she has received 
worm samples rolled up in 
green leaves, envelopes 
which also enclose a letter 
telling when and where the

Screwworm infestations in­
creased rapidly in South Texas 
during June, while smaller 
numbers of the live flesh 
eating parasite moved into 
areas that hadn't seen an 
infested wound since 1972.

Female screwworm flies 
deposit their ^ g s  on the 
edges of wounds in warm 
blooded animals. As eggs 
hatch larvae (worms) dig into 
the wound to feed on live 
flesh.

Dr. James E. Novy says 
worms taken frcan infested 
wounds in Robertson and 
Walker counties were the first 
from those counties in three 
years. He is director of field 
operations for the U. S. De-

Salle, and Dimmit counties 
which is also showing a rapid 
buildup. It totaled 218 con­
firmations in June and ac­
counted for 19% of the total.

Novy expresses particular 
concern over the migration of 
infestations into Jacteon, 
Wharton, Walker, Robertson 
and Bell counties. This north­
east movement, unless 
checked, might lead to move­
ment into southeastern states 
where an over-wintering 
population could be estab­
lished.

A total of 271 
cases were recorded in Robert­
son County during 1972, and 
13 in Walker County.

The 1,164 confirmed in­
festations in 67 Texas counties 
this June compare to 628 the 
same month of 1974, and 
only 398 in May. By July 1 
Texas had recorded 1,744 
laboratory identified infesta­
tions, compared to an even 
1,500 a year earlier.

The Screwworm Eradication 
Program, administered for 
USDA by the Animal and 
Plant Health Inspection Serv­
ice , (APHIS), is based on the 
sterile male concept. Female 
screwworm flies mate only 
once in their lifetime.

Millions o f flies are raised 
in the APHIS insectary. They 
are sterilized by brief ex­
posure to atomic energy.

Sterile, but sexually active, 
screwworm flies are released 
among wild screwworm fly 
populations. When enough 
sterile matings occur, eradica­
tion is achieved.

Texas counties recording 
their first 1975 case during 
June were Bastrop, Bell, 
Brewster, Burnet, Caldwell, 
Concho Culberson, Fort 
Bend, Gonzales, Jackson, 
Midland, Reagan, Robertson, 
Sterling, Upton, Walker and 
Wharton.

June's most extreme pop­
ulation case counts came in 
two "tiers" o f eight South 
Texas counties which account­
ed for 72% of the June totals. 
Some 616 cases of 53% of the 
total were marked in the 
State's eight southmost 
counties.

The other "tier" is the 
eight county region including 
Zavala, Frio, Atascosa, Bee,

and goat shearing season is 
underway, increasing infesta­
tions are expected in that 
region.

Livestock and pet owners 
are urged to submit samples 
of larvae (worms) from deep 
in the center o f the wound 
for laboratory identification. 
Only trained specialists can 
determine the difference 
between screwworm larvae 
and their look-alike cousin, 
the common blowfly, which 
feeds on dead flesh.

Pre-addressed, postage 
paid, sample kits are avail­
able from County Agents, 
veterinarians, and livestock 
inspectors. Screwworm in­
festations can be prevented 
by avoiding man made 
wounds and by treating all 
unavoidable wounds (such as 
navels of newborn animals) 
with an approved larvacide. 
Spraying or dipping live­
stock with CoRal or Korlan 
regularly also protects 
animals from screwworm in­
festation.

"Shy away from peaches 
that are close to overripe, 
because a small bruised or 
overripe spot quickly takes 
over the entire peach, " the 
specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service, 
the Texas A&M University 
System, said.

Ripening can be delayed 
temporarily by refrigerator 
storage. Peaches can be kept 
refrigerated for three to five 
days, depending upon their 
stage o f ripeness.

An easy way to loosen the 
peeling is to dip the fruit 
into boiling water for about 
45 seconds, then plunge direct­
ly into cold water. Peel the 
peach gently using the dull 
edge of a knife, she said.
