Dr. W. C. McCoy, a Methodist 
minister in this city, is said to have 
known Quantrell when a bov, and 
it is well-known that the man Hen­
derson on several occasions avoided 
meeting McCoy face to face. While 
Henderaou drank a great deal, and
