Mr. McKinley, o f Walker county, 
introduced a bill in the house on 
Thursdav which is intended to car­
ry out prufessorCooper’s recommen­
dations in his last report a^ State 
Supenntcudant of education with 
respect to a reorganization pf school 
district* in counties.

AUSTIN LETTER.
Question. Spacial to The C o v n n :

A u s t i n , Texas, Fob. 24 1891.— 
Senate bill number 2. which is the 
text book bill, has been before the 
senate for nearly three weeks. 
Nearly every Senator lias had a 
chance to fire an amendment at it 
in some shape, with the view of 
either killing the measure or im­
proving it. t Discussion on it was 
brought to a clcse on Friday last 
by the application of what has re­
cently acquired the title of ‘"cloture 
rule.”  The vote on engrossment 
wos 20 ayes to 7 noes. The rules 
were then suspended under the 
emergency clause and the bill 
passed b f  a vote of 22 to 6. It 
now goes to the House with whom 
rests the responsibility of killing or 
passing the measure. I f  it becomes 
a law, books will be greatly cheap* 
ened to the masses, to say nothing 
of the advantages to accrue from 
uniformity in other respects. Quite 
a number of city superintendents 
as well as book-agents are here 
working against the passage of the 
bill, and the peoplo should look to 
it and sec that petitions are sent up 
favoring the passage of i t  The 
discussion over the bill elicited some 
interesting facts which go to show 
how patrons of schools are being 
put to unnecessary expense in the 
purchase. Books in Texas cost an 
average per annum of $3.00. In 
Michigan where there is uniformity, 
the case is fifty cents per pupil per 
annum, in Maine which has unifor­
mity 20}  cents per pupil per au* 
num. In Vermont which has uni­
formity 33 cents per aunum. In 
Iowa with uniformity 40 cents per 
pupil. In S t Louis with uniformity 
37 cents per pupil. The free pass 
bill has passed the Sedate and gone 
to the House where it has been re­
ported favorably. It  prohibits the 
use of tree passes by any state, dis­
trict or county official except 
sheriffs abd other peace officers,

•*t have been fanning about six- 
years and for a few fears made 

ractice of spending from $20 to 
per year shoeing and removing 

shoes, etc., on horses and mules—  
because my father did, I  presume. 
It  was communicated to me m 
some way, orally or written-do 
not now remember— that it was a 
useless expenditure, so I  made up 
inind to try and do away with, as 
far as possible, the expense of 
shoeing. Since 1876 I lave been 
working regularly from eight to 
twelve mules on my tar in, kept 
from three to four horses for the 
saddle and harness, and not one 
shoe has been upou their feet from 
that date to this— a period of thir­
teen years. I  find they do as well, 
keep as fat, do as much work, are 
os free o f lameness and sore feet as 
when they were constantly shod, 
and that they are less liable,to 
Break and bruise each other’s limbs 
and not so fond of pawing down 
stalls, doors, gates, - etc., crippling 
hogs, sheep and goats that come 
within reach of their feet. I would 
not have them shod now’ if it was 
done gratuitously. I think the 
necessity of shoeing horses and 
mules depends altogether uj>on the 

; locality and work the animals are 
used for. etc. I f  kept constantly at 
service upon pikes and rocky 
roads, shoes may he a necessity; 
but upon farm and country roads 
I  have found no necessity for shoe­
ing when the animals are accus­
tomed to service without shoes from 
the time they are foaled.”— New 
Orleans Times Democrat.
