The big fight over the commission
billis on. The war raged unceas-
ingly allthis week untikthe passage
of the bill in the House. Itopened
out on Monday of this week. Of
pou.rle there was an overwhelming |
majority in favor of a commission,
but thekind of a commission it
shall be is what caused the trouble.
Hon. A. W. Terrell, of Travis, in-
troduced a substitute bill in lieu of

the Brown—Johnson bill and the
house passed it, but it has been the
recipient of & very galling fire from
the anti-commission members led
by Judge Hamblen of Harris coun-
ty and the members who are in
favor of a conservative commission.
Judge Teryell’s bill provides for the
appointment of the three railroad
commissioners by the Governor,
and there are a great many mem-
bers who are violently opposed to
such a policy and who favor a bill
providing for the election of the
commissioners by the people. They
claim that it is a reflection upon
the intelligence of the people tosay
that they are incompetent to elect
men to serve in the capacity of
railroad commissioners. They
claim that the people seem to have
sufficient intelligence to elect gov-
ernors, and all other State officers
and why not railread commission-
ers also. They assert thatit would
