BLOODTHIRSTY MAN.

HE ATTEMPTS TO KILL ALL OF
THE NAME.

Jack Crews Wilfully Muarders Thomas
Marrell and Wife, Rifles His FPockets,
Takes His Best Horse and them As-
sassinates Morgan Murrell,

Ganesvitie, Tex., April 135.—
one of the most

prominent and wealthy farmers of
Cooke county, was assassinated yes-
terday morning at 5:30 o'clock by
one of his tenants
Murrell went to the barn to feed his
stock. When he entered the barn
door two bullets pierced his bod‘ in
ur-

the rescue of her husband. When
she reached his side & bullet from a
Winchester plerced her neck, killing
her instantly. Crews then ocame
dowu from the hay loft where he had
been secreted all night and rified
Murrell's pocket of $100. Then tak-
ing one of the best horses in the
barn, rode to another farm, six miles
distant, where a son, Morgan Murrell,
aged 23, was plowing corn. Without
& word of warning he, too, was
shot, the bullet taking effect in the |
heart, causing instant death. Crews
then started on to the farmhouse to
but he
could not be found. Crews then
crossed Hed river and is now hiding in
heavy thickets. Thomas Murrell lived
one hour after he was shot. He made
& statement in which he said he re-
cognized Jack Crews as his murderer
and detalled the shooting of himself
and wife. Immediately after the
tragedy an armed posse of fifty farm-
ers organized and started in pursuit
By noon the posse had greatly in-
creased until now fully 500 men are
on his trail. Sherif Ware and five
doputies are but five hours behind
Crews. If apprehended he will un-
doubtedly be lynched. Never in the
history-of Cooke county has excite-
ment run s0 high.

Deep Sea Fish Face & Danger Unknown
to Other Living Things.

It is only reasonable to suppose
that the ability to sustain an enor-

| mous pressure can only be acquired
| by animals after generations of grad-

ual migrations from shallow water,

says & writer in the Popular Science

Monthly. Those forms that are

brought up by the dredge from the

depth of the ocean are usually killed

and distorted by the enormous and

rapid uiminution of pressure in their

journey to the surface, and it is ex-

tremely probable that shallow water

forms would be similarly killed and |
crushed out of shape were they sud-
denly plunged into very deep water.
The fish that live_at these enormous
depths are, in ﬁ(\q:noquence of the
enormous pressure, tiable to a curi-
ous form of accident. II in chasing
their prey or for any other reason, |
they rise to a considerable distance
above the floor of the ocean, the
gases of their swimming bladder be-
come considerably expanded and
their specific gravity very greatly
reduced. Up to a certain limit ithe
muscles of their bodies can counter- |
act the tendency to float upward and |
enabie the fish to regain their proper

sphere of life at the bottom; but be- |
yond that limit the muscles are not |
strong enough to drive the -body |
downward, and the fish, becoming |
more and more distended as it goes, |
is gradually killed on its long in- |
voluntary journey to the surface of |
the sea. The Zeep sea fish, then,
