Bell 
man’s son, on the police force, arrested 
a female friend o f Hardin’s a few 
nights ago and yesterday afternoon 
Hardin threatened to run Bellman out 
o f town. A t  11 o’clock last night 
Bellman walked into the Acme with a 
friend and Hardin was standing at 
the bar shaking dice with some 
friends. When bo saw Bellman he 
whirled around and tbrew his band 
to his hip pocket. In an instant Bell­
man’s gun was out aud a ball went 
crashing through Hardiu’a brain, and 
while he was falling Bellman put two 
more balls from his 44 into the uiau’s 
body aud then walked out and sur­
rendered himself. Hardin had in bis 
lifetime killed nine men and served 
eight years in prison for one o f his 
murders. While in prison at Hunts­
ville, Texas, he sfu ilil law and was ad­
mitted to the bar on his release from 
prison nearly two F ears ago. Several 
months ago he held up a faro game in 
this city. Sellman, the slayer o f Har­
din, is the officer who killed the noted 
Bass ou'law in this city a year ago.

Has a Meet Hall >ad Five Masts—la 
Spite of tUe Mysteries* r a l* * o f the 
Marta Klrkarare, the Patosl Has Be«n 
Made Larger.

1IE GROWTH IN  
the slxe of ships 
Is one of the most 
remarkable feat­
ures of maritime 
history during tho 
present century. 
Not only hare 
steamers of 10,000 
tons become qutte 
common, but sail­
ing vessels of enor­

mous balk have likewise appeared, and 
the smalt craft, such as those la which 
all the daring navigators of tho eight­
eenth century performed their voyages, 
have become scarce and are now but 
rarely see a, says the Nsw York World.

A stroll akng the wharves of Nsw 
York will show that aoarly all of tho 
ocean-going sailing reassta are larger 
than were the ships of fifty yearn ago. 
Such vessels ss those la which Magel­
lan. Drake and Frobisher sailed would 
now be regarded as Insignificant, and 
the raravrla of Cclumbna sent oat to 
the World’s Pair showed In n striking 
manner the relative size of tho veosela 
la nsc fonr hundred years ago.

This growth In the slse of ship# baa 
taken place mainly- during the past 
fifty years. Tbs Mains shipbuilders 
were among the first to lead off in this 
movement, and their example his been 
followed In other parts of tho world.

That it should be given In recog­
nition of talent alone was opposed by 
Napoleon’s counselors, and he was re­
luctant to bestow it against their ad­
vice. During his absence the next year 
the Empress acted aa Regent Her first 
act, when she retired to the palace of 
Fontainebleau for the summer, was to 
drive through the woods to the artist's 
home, and surprising her in the blue 
blouse in which she worked, pinned to 
her breast the cross and bit of ribbon 
that made her a Knight of the Legion 
of Honor, the greatest holier In the 
power of the Imperial Government to 
bestow.

In recognition of her work atg&s 
Columbian Exhibition the President of 
tbe French Republic advanced her to 
tbe grade of Officer of the Legion of 
Honor, bestowing an unusual and yet 
n deserved honor upon the most famous 
woman painter of her time.

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THERE’S HO SINCERITY IN IT.
Talk of a Third Term Being 

Used as a Blind.
HIDIVS & WHITNEY BOOM UHDER IT.
Tbs Ex-Secretary of the Navy After 

Presidential Honors Under Cover. 
Hational Capital Gossip-

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Washington, D. C., August 12.—  
There is some reason to believe 
that the Whitney boomers are re­
sponsible for the continued talk of 
a third term for Mr^ Cleveland. 
The Whitney people, of course, are 
well aware that Mr. Cleveland does 
not want a third term, and would 
not have it, but it answers their 
purpose just at this time to put 
forth the impression that Mr. 
Cleveland i%?so to speak, in the 
hands of his friends. There are 
many democrats— a great many 
in the South and West who are 
earnestly opposed to the nomina­
tion of an Eastern man for presi­
dent next year; but if an Eastern 
man became a necessity they would 
probably prefer Cleveland to any­
body else, ignoring for the time be­
ing the question of a third term. 
It is for the purpose of playing 
yrith the sentiment that the Whit­
ney people keep stirring up talk of 
a third term. Democrats, who 
would consent to the nomination of 
Cleveland and oppose the nomina­
tion of any other Eastern man will 
remain open to conviction regard­
ing the personality of the next 
presidential candidate while there 
is a probability of Mr. Cleveland 
accepting the nomination. It is 
for the purpose of herding people 
of this kind that Mr. Whitney’s 
friends are brutting the third term 
proposition.

Mr. Whitney stands for every-, 
thing on the financial question that 
Mr. Cleveland does. But, on the 
question of the tarifl, Whitney 
stands with # Gorman, Brice and 
Smith. This is pretty well known 
to the Democrats of the country; 
and for this reason it is easy to be­
lieve that Southern and Western 
Democrats will not take kindlv to 
the idea of Whitney's nomination. 
The office-holding element of the 
South arid West, of course, will hold 
aloof so long as there is a proba­
bility of Cleveland Jjj£g£jrj| caiqlii 

date. I f  they were formally and 
emphatically informed now that 
Cleveland would not become a can­
didate, many of the office holders, 
responsive to the sentiment of their 
own sections, might be inclined to 
commit themselves to the fortunes 
of a Western candidate. In order 
to win time to capture the support 
of the office-holding element, Mr. 
Whitney’s friends are dangling the 
third term idea before the people of 
the country.

some time to ooifie, it is safe to say 
that Mr. Clevelapd would be ready 
to oblige him. Jpst the same there 
need be no doubt but tjh&t at the 
proper time, if  the third term talk 
continues, Mr. Cleveland will put 
his foot firmly and forcibly on the 
proposition.

The Southern and Western dem­
ocrats here in Washington, and 
who drop in here from time to time, 
declare with emphasis that it will 
oe almost impossible for them to 
hold the democrats in their section 
in line for Mr Whitney.

It must be said that in a general 
way this is the feeling of the South­
ern and Western democrats who 
converse with me on the subject. 
They declare that it will be difficult 
to hold theextreme silver men of the 
democratic party in line next year 
anyhow, assuming that the Nation­
al convention will not declare for 
the unconditional free and unlim­
ited coinage of silver, but that 
nominating a man like Whitney 
would be rubbing it into these 
people. It  is known that Colonel 
Morrison, who seems to be almost 
exclusively in the minds of those 
who are opposed to an Eastern 
candidate, and especially to Whit­
ney, is not in favor of the free and 
unlimited coinage of silver at a 
ratio of 16 to 1. He is au earnest 
bimetalist, however, and would 
undoubtedly use the influence of 
his office to bring about a conference 
amoug the Nations looking towards 
free coinage on safe and agreed 
lines. Those who know Morrison 
best, too, feel assured that he 
would rigidly abide by platform 
declarations in the event of his 
election to the presidency.

An election having been ordered 

by the commissioners’ court to de­

termine whether not the sale of in­
toxicating liquors shall be prohib­
ited in Houston county, a solemn 
responsibility confronts every citi­
zen of the county as to how he will 
cast his vote, and I desire to pre­
sent my views upon some features 
of the qaestion that impress ine 
most forcibly. I will assume that 
all good citizen* are agreed that 
the liquor traffic is an evil— and 
an unmitigated evil; that it is a 
fruitful source of crime; that it 
makes vtidows and orpnans; and 
poverty and pauperism follow in 
its train. I f  a citizen will not con­
cede this, then I consider it useless 
to argue the question with him. 
Conceding therefore that tho liquor 
traffic— and the open saloon in 
particular— is an evil, then can we 
and ought we to prohibit it by law? 
In answer to this the friends of the 
traffic will tell you that we once 
tried “local option” and that it was 
a failure; that it simply converted 
the drug stores into liquor shops 
and that the law did no good. I 
will concede that the law as it then 
existed was systematically violat­
ed; that the drug store* sold large 
quantities of whiskey upon the pre­
scription of unscrupulous physi­
cians. and that no attempt was 
made to bring the offenders to jus- 
tios, but even under these circum­
stances much good was accomplish­
ed under the law. There was less 
drinking and lesa harm as a result 
of this illegal traffic than we have 
to-day as a result of a single open 
saloon. One saloon with its mani­
fold allurements and temptations 
will do more to oorrupt and de­
bauch men and especially young 
men, than all the drug stores that 
could be induced to violate the law. 
But this is not my reason lor beg­
ging you to support “local option” 
now. It must be remembered that 
about eighteen years have elapaed 
since we experimented with “local 
option.” At that time public sen­
timent iu Houston county was not 
what it is to-day. Other laws 
were defied then with more impu­
nity than now. It is a welt known

some of ou» 
officer* were in sympathy with the 
violators of the “ local option” law, 
and ibis alone was sufficient to 
prevent its proper enforcement. 
But there are other reaeons why 
the law can be better enforced now 
than then. The principal one is 
that we have a different and better 
law now. The law that we then 
had was the first local option law 
passed in Texas, the law of 1876. 
Many defects were found iu it, and 
it has been repeatedly amended 
until to-day we have the best local 
option law that ever adorned our 
statutes. I call especial attention

tified, on his honor, that he, the 
phvsiciau, has j»er*o..ally examined 
the applicant, naming him, and 
that he finds him actually sick and 
iu need of the stimulant presented 
as medicine: provided that a phy­
sician who does not follow the pro­
fession of medicine as his princi­
pal and usual calling shall not be 
authorized to give the prescription 
provided for in this article: and 
provided further, that no person 
shall be permitted to sell more than 
once on the same prescription, nor 
■hall any person be permitted to 
sell at all on the prescription of a 
phyeician not herein authorised to 
give it, nor on a prescription which 
is not dated, signed and certified as 
above required: provided, that ev­
ery person selling such stimulants 
upon the prescription herein pro­
vided for, shall canoel such pre­
scription by endorsing thereon the 
word “cancelled” and file the same 
away.”

The above law speaks for iiselt. 
It meets the case of the quack doc­
tor who would give indiscriminate 
prescriptions. It makes ample 
provision for the case of the un­
scrupulous druggist who would 
dare to convert his drug store into 
a drink ehop, and I give it aa my 
unqualified opinion that either the 
physician or the druggist who vio­
lates this law in Houston county 
can be convicted and punished.

Another feature of tue new Irw 
that demands attention is that 
which relates to what is commonly 
known as the "blind tiger.” Un­
der tlie old law a "H ind tiger” did 
actually exist in Crockett for a 
short time, because the officers 
could not legally invade the prem­
ises and break the doors.

WAS living In se­
clusion in a small 
town about thirty- 
five miles north of
London.

A SUBSTITU TE  FO R WOOD.

(teaks Made af Cera Arm I*  Be rtUlaea 
la Oar New Warship*

Several months age the Board or In 
■Section and 8urvey of the Navy De­
partment waa directed to make an In 
vesttgatton with a view of obtaining 
some practicable substitute for wood In 
fitting naval vessels. Tbe desire for a 
substitute was the fact that a lighter 
material was wanted If possible, one 
that would sot toko ao much space In 
th* vessel, and more than anything else 
8 material that would not splinter. It 
waa also desirable to have a non-com 
bustibi* substance. The board has 
made a report to the Secretary ot the 
Navy and some of Us recommendations 
have been adopted by him, sad It to 
probable that several of the new ships 
will be fltted with the new material as 
8 substitute for wood. One of the best 
materials which has been found by the 
board to a wood sobstRute composed of 
waste cork, or any cork. This to sub­
jected to 400 degree* of heat, and It to 
then pressed Into blocks of any re­
quired atm. It can be sawed Into thin 
•trip* ar handled very teach aa wood to 
handled. Cork has a gam which great 
host melts and glues Its particles to­
gether la a compact mass. After being 
pressed It sticks together as tightly as 
If It hod grown that way. The cork 
boards may be made heavy or light 
Some of the lighter kinds are used In 
the walla of refrigerators. It to a non­
conductor, and can scarcely be made to 
burn. This material to used In the 
plant of wood la German vraqels. Com­
mander Bradford, who aiade the scorch 
aad anamination of this particular sub­
stitute, found that the Germans were 
using It under a patent taken out by 
John Smith, of New York, and that 
companies In the United States had ob­
tained rights for Its manufacture here.
