Loxpox, Jan, 27.—The Berlin cor-
‘respondent of the Times says: The
German minister at Caracas has been
instructed to present to Venezuela a
note pressing for the payment of the
Venezuela railway company’s de
mands against 1he Venezuelan gov-
ernment.

WasHiNGTON, Jan. 27.—The above
dispatch causes surprise in official cir-
cles here, as the understanding was
that the claims or demauds against
the Venezuelan government were paid
some time ago. The claiins arose in
counection with the construction by

German capitalists of a railway line
from Curacas to Velencia at a stip-
ulated price. The government
Venezuela was to guarantee the cap-
italists an income of 7 per cent ou the '
investment. -If the earnings failed to |
reach that amount the government
was to make up the balance. Owing
to the rough condition, ot the country
through which the line passes, the
railway cost several times what the
projectors estimated it would, and
theretore cousiderably inore than the
amount on which tho Venezuelan
government agreed to guarantee a
fixed income. The projectors de-
manded the 7 per cent on the amount
actually expevded, but the govern-
ment josisted that it should pay the
interest only op the amount first
agreed upon. The question was sub-
nitted to a number of well known
pative lawvers, who decided against
the government, A copy of the offi-
cial Gazette received here contaiued
notice of the payment of. the
amount agreed upon by the govern- |
ment, —Nothing heas been heard here
of the prescntadion of the note by the |
officials of the Veaezuelan legation.

A Splendid Record For His Ad-
ministration and the Demo-
cratic Party.

_ Austin, Tex. January, 1896—

Many laws enacted by the Twen-
ty-fourth legislature are of excep-
tional value and will materially
contribute to the public welfare.
