Red Cross and USO are two 
of the Muleshoe Area United 
Fund’s largest projects in help­
ing people of the community. 
Red Cross assists in disaster 
relief with fast mobilization in 
emergencies helping with shel­
ters,food, clothing and medical 
care. It provides GI’s with help 
in family problems and per­
sonal emergencies.

Many mostly volunteer work­
e rs  help with clinics, day nur­
series and blood programs. Red 
Cross provides instructors in 
home nursing, first aid, and life 
saving courses. It alsoprovid- 
es local youth the opportunity 
to serve their community by 
using them as youth volunteers 
in many programs.

Out of last year’s Muleshoe 
budget, 30 per cent was used 
for services for local service­
men; three per cent went to 
Pakistan victims after the mas­
sive tidal wave; and the bal­
ance was sent to the Nation­
al Red Cross Fund which is 
used for services rendered to 
finance disaster relief, blood

services, assistance to service­
men and veterans, and Red 
Cross services in military hos­
pitals anc clinics and commun­
ity hospitals and clinics.

The monies sent to the Na­
tional Fund are considered as 
insurance in case of a disas­
te r  in our community and to 
assist local servicemen and 
veterans.

The USO service is p rim ari­
ly to operate USO Centers in 
the United States and overseas. 
In the US there are 124 cen­
te rs  and overseas there 62 USO 
centers providing a place for 
soldiers to get away from it 
a ll.

During the last year, USO 
shows presented 8,100 perform­
ances to 8.7 million military 
personnel involving 1,066 p er­
form ers. These shows were 
presented free to military per­
sonnel and the USO centers 
a re  operated in the same man­
ner.

There’s just no doubt about 
it. The twin Titans of the Big 
Eight Conference, top ranked 
Nebraska and 2nd ranked Ok­
lahoma will be undefeated for 
their Thanksgiving Day clash.

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Goodwin Attends Convention
1971

Ross Goodwin, of Muleshoe, 
recently returned from Dallas 
after attending the 40th annual 
convention of the National Wa­
te r Resources Association. 
Goodwin is the Vice-President 
of the Board of Directors of 
the High Plains Underground 
Water ConservationDistrictNo. 
1. Mrs. Goodwin, Cap, also at­
tended the convention.

The National Water Resourc­
es Association was formally 
the National Reclamation Asso­
ciation and is primarily com­
posed of representatives of 17 
western states in the United 
States Bureau of Reclamation. 
Goodwin reportd that nearly 
40 speakers expressed their 
impressions and thoughts about 
the growing concern for the 
“ environment” , in accordance 
with the theme of this year’s 
convention, “ The Thinking 
Man’s Environment” . Goodwin 
noted that several speakers ex­
pressed ominous warnings that 
the public’s charges against 
surface water lakes made by the 
new breed of environmentalists 
will lead to the cessation of 
construction of all large su r­
face water impoundments, and

to critical water shortages in 
the future. Noting that surface 
water projects normally take 
several decades to plan, finance, 
and construct, even without the 
delays now being caused by the 
suits being filed by the nat­
uralists group seeking to halt 
such projects, Goodwin empha­
sized the need for the conser­
vation of our present ground- 
water return systems. He not­
ed that the groundwater con­
servation programs now being 
pursued by the High PlainsDis- 
trlc t are  intended to prolong 
the economic life of the ground- 
water beneath the High Plains; 
and that the conservation of this 
water, “ our only supply’’, is 
not only a moral obligation of 
this generation to those gener­
ations to inherit the economy 
we have built, but such conser­
vation is imperative to our own 
economic wellbeing. Goodwin 
noted that the rate of deple­
tion of our groundwater sup­
plies, and the many tens of years 
that will be required to im­
port surface water to this area, 
requires everyone’s coopera­
tion and effort to conserve our 
present water supplies.

Tractor Pull 
To Be Held 
In Ft. Worth

Another first for the South­
west was set recently when the 
Southwest Farm Show was sel­
ected for the site of a Nation­
al Tractor Pull in 1972. The 
announcement was made by R. 
B. Allen, Executive Director, 
Southwest Hardware and Imple­
ment Association.

The Southwest Farm Show and 
Tractor Pull will be held in the 
Fort Worth convention center, 
March 3-4-5, 1972. The three 
day event will be sponsored 
by more than 1,200 farm e- 
quipment and hardware deal­
ers in Texas, New Mexico and 
western Oklahoma.

“Although tractor pulling is 
a new sport to this area, more 
than 1,500 tractor pulls will be 
held this year with over 45,000 
farm ers competing, primarily 
across the Midwest,”  Mr. Al­
len pointed out.

A tractor pull is a contest 
among tractor drivers with the 
machines pulling against a sled 
which is equipped with a weight 
transfer device. As the sled is 
pulled forward, the weight is 
moved from a set of wheels to 
the sled, increasing the bur­
den on the sled until the trac­
tor stalls or its wheels begin 
to spin. The distance the trac­
tor and driver can move the 
sled is used to determine the 
winner.

More than $12,000 in cash 
prizes is being offered for the 
tractor pullers and entries from 
the Southwest are encouraged 
Mr. Allen added.

I was extremely disappointed 
this past week that the major­
ity of the members of the Uni­
ted Nations voted to expel from 
its membership the government 
of Taiwan.

Those who had supported the 
seating of Red China as a mem­
ber of the United Nations had 
argued that the Communist re­
gime of Mao Tso-iung is in 
face the government of nearly 
800 million people and should 
be seated regardless 0f 
whether that government is law­
fully constituted.

Unfortunately the majority of 
U.N. members were unwilling 
to apply the same standard for 
the lawfully-constituted govern­
ment of the nearly 14 million 
people of Taiwan. This seems 
incongruous since 95 of the 
131 nations represented in the 
U.N. had even smaller popul­
ations and some of these have 
been members since the world 
body was founded in 1945.

Indeed, one of the original 
members, the Byelorussian So­
viet Socialist Republic, is not 
only smaller than Taiwan; it 
is like its sister member the 
Ukranian Soviet Socialist Re­
public, less of an autonomous 
government than are our state 
governments. These two UJt, 
members can be considered 
more states of the U.S.S.R. 
than sovereign nations. I would 
make more sense to seat each 
of our 50 state governments.

I believe that our delegation 
at the United Nations should 
explore methods for oust­
ing these two soviet socialist 
republics from membership.

I believe also that we should 
seriously consider the real 
value of the United Nations. 
There is no question but that 
this world body makes a pos­
itive contribution in term s of 
scientific technology and 
humanitarian service to under­
developed countries. And in 
some cases of conflict between 
smaller powers, it has contri­
buted to peace keeping efforts. 
But the United Nations has prov­
ed to be ineffective as an in­
strument for the preservation

of world peace where the ma­
jor powers are concerned, and 
particularly when faced with 
major Communist threats.

I would like to see the Ad­
ministration undertake a thoro­
ugh review of the advantages 
and disadvantages of our mem­
bership in the United Nations. 
I do not think it would be pro­
per for us to abruptly withdraw 
our membership in the United 
Nations. I do not think it would 
per for us to abruptly with­
draw our membership because 
we lost one major issue 
in the voting of the General 
Assembly. But at the same 
time, I see no future in main­
taining membership if the dis­
advantages appear to outweigh 
the advantages after a thorough 
review.

The United States makes a 
sizeable contribution to the Uni­
ted Nations annually. This con­
tribution represents a sign­

ificant portion of the funds which 
support that world body. I be­
lieve the Congress should re ­
view our financial support for 
the U.N. with an eye to re ­
ducing that burden — per­
haps drastically.

A good word is in order, 
I believe, for the Texan 
who heads the U.S. delegation to 
the U.N., Ambassador George 
Bush. He worked diligently to 
dissuade the majority of dele­
gates from its action. No one 
could have worked harder. He 
cannot be held personally re ­
sponsible for dishonored p ri­
vate commitments made by 
other delegations. Texans can 
be proud of his magnificent 
efforts in a most difficult and 
demanding post.
