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The News from GrapeUnd.
E d it o r  Co u r ie r :

After so long a time, I come to 
chat a little with your readers 
through the columns of the Cou­
r ie r .

I will confess at the beginning 
that I have not the same bright 
hopes for the future of '05 that 
I had some time ago. W e  have 
had more rain this season than we 
have had in the same length of 
time for twenty-two years. We 
haye had a five days’ drouth, or 
at least it failed to rain for five 
days. However, it commenced 

■ • again on Saturday evening about 
5 o’clock and continued at inter­
vals until 8 o’clock Monday. The 
oountry is so bogfey that it is al­
most impossible to stay on top of 
the ground, especially horse-back. 
The creeks and smaller streams 
are all overflowed, carrying to the 
already swollen river great vol­
umes of water, thus flooding all 
bottom farms, drowning stock, 
WMhlngaway fences, etc. The 
prospects for crops this year are, 
indeed, gloomy.

There have been thro* oar loads 
of Irish potatoes shipped from 
this place in the last ten days, 
They were raised in the Trinity 
river bottom on the Jim Smith 
faVm. They were not matured—  
he had to dig them in consequence 
of the waters from the river about 
to overflow them. The extreme 
wet weather bad caused a great 
many of them to rot. W e  learn 
that a great many of the farmers’ 
potatoes are rotting on account of 
too much rain. Shipments of po­
tatoes will be regular from now 
nntil the crop is disposed of.

Hogs are dying all through this 
section; some farmers losing 
high as SO head and others even 
more. The disease that is taking 
them off so rapidly is supposed to 

I  be “dry cholera,”  yet all remedies 
heretofore used for cholera have 
failed to check this disease.

The up to-date farmer no longer 
spends hundreds of do lars annually 
la buying fertilizers for his ac:-Ji. In 
stead, he sends to the Department o( 
Agriculture in, Washington and re 
ceLes a !title package of bacteria 
and with these he vaccinates his soil, 
enables his plants to draw their nitro­
gen from the air inst* ad of from the 
ground, and increases his crops from 
100 to 1000 per cent,

What th:a rnvention means in dol 
lars snd cents to the country at larg-u 
nd *o the farmer In particular is 

something almost beyond computation. 
Imagine each acre of wheat and each 
acre of potatoes, following a crop of 
inoculated legumes, producing as 
many bushels as two acres formerly 
produced. Imagine each acre of peas, 
of beans, of clover, of vetch aad'of 
alfalfa producing as much as ten acres 
formerly produced. imagine the In­
crease in the Income of the farmer. 
Imagine the decrease in the price ol 
food stuffs for the general consumer. 
Imagine thousands upon thousands of 
acres that have been abandoned be­
cause of ‘‘worked out” soil, that now 
may be worked at a profit far greater 
than ever.

Nothing experlmentsttve remains 
about the application of these bee 
torla. The Invention is settled and 
practicable beyond dispute, for, the 
United States Agricultural Depart­
ment itself says so. Farmers through­
out sections la the entire land have 
experimented with the bacteria dur­
ing the past two years snd the re­
sults have' proved simply marvelous 
From two to twenty-fold crops hare 
been grows on three vaccinated lands. 
Worthless, barren ground,' literally too 
poor to grow weeds, has been vaccin­
ated and made to produce crops four 
times as large as those taken from 
tho average uovaccinated soils. HCro 
are a few specific Instances:

A field of poor ground was divided 
lato halvet, and one of the halves 
was vaccina?ed by the new method. 
The untreated half of the field pro 
dared only 300 pounds of clover to the 
sere. The Inoculated field produced

Similarly, two field* of vetch were 
experimented with, tho untreated 
patch yielding 631 -pounds and the 
treated patch 4601 pounds to the acre, 
or an average increase of almost 8 
per cent—a slng o vaccinated acre pro­
ducing as much as eight unvacclnatid 
acres.

Again, adjacent fields were treated 
and left untreated, the soils produc 
Ing rorp-actlvely C292 and 372 pounds 
of crimson clover to the acre. In oth­
er words, the vaccination repaid very 
nearly |20 for $1.

A Maryland farmer who had been 
obliged to abandon two-thirds of his 
farm because It was “ worked out," in 
creased his output 500 per cent, simply 
by vaccinating his soils. Scores of 
similarly abandoned farms were re 
claimed.

To understand the simple principle 
of this revolution in agriculture It is 
necessary only to bcar.lft mind that ni­
trogen 1b one of the chief foods of 
plants. Potash, iron, etc., a plant 
must have to thrive, but nitrogen u 
one of the most Important of ail the 
elements in plant diet.

Orllnarlly, plants take their nitro­
gen qut of the ground through the 
medium of trfdr roots, snd each suc­
cessive crop draws on the nitrogen 
supply of the soil, so that, unless the 
drain. Is balanced bjr put ing back 
just so much of the ^*4^able food, 
the ground will become lean aad poor 
and, eventually, useless. Up to now, 
the method of putting beck tke nitro­
gen exhausted by the crops has been 
by usiag fertlltxew. Every fall and 
spring the farmer carted hundreds up 
on hundreds of loads of costly 
nur*. spreading It with untold labor.

How the Diacovery Waa Made.
From earliest times It has been re­

cognized that most exhausted soils, 
if permitted to rest for a few seasons, 
would regain ibolr fertility. Only com­
paratively recently, however, was it 
learned that what enriches those soils 
is a form of so)l bacteria which has 
the faculty of drawing nitrogeu from 
the surrounding air and, by atoring 
it up, rendering It avaiiible for plant 
food. A so, ever since the time of 
Pliny it has teen known that the legu­
minous. or pod bearing plants, like 
peas, beans, clover! etc., did not re­
quire tho same amount of fertilizer 
necessary for other plants. More, 
these plants, instead of drawing from 
the soil, actually enriched It by taking 
an excess of nitrogen from the air and 
storing it up in the ground for the 
benefit of other kinds of crops. ThU 
is what gave rise to the modern m-otU

The inoculating material is sent to 
tha farmer by the Government for ex 
t-crlmentsJ purposes In three pack 
ages The first of these contains the 
cotton penetrated with millions of the 
dried germs. The first and-the third 
packages are the media of food by 
which the farmer can multiply the 
germ.*, the entire procedure, accord­
ing to the department's directions, tru­
ing as follows:

‘ Put one gallon of water, preferably 
rainwater, in a clean tob or bucket and 
add No. 1 of the package* of salts— 
containing granulated sugar, potaasi- 

( urn phosphate, aud magnesium sul­
phate. Stir occasionally until dis­
solved. ___

“Carefully open package No. 2—con­
taining bacteria—and drop the en­
closed cotton into the solution. Cover 
the tub with a paper to protect from 
dust and set aside In a warm place 
for twenty four hours. Do not h< at 
the solution or you will kill the bar 
terla--lt should never be warmer than 
blood heat.

It was never suspected that 
these pod t-caring plants had a par 
tlcular attraction for the soil bacteria, 
and that here they congregated in 
snch numbers that they might readily 
be procured. It bad been noticed tha. 
ths roots of these legumes grew num­
bers of nodnlss. varying In aisc from a 
pin head to a potato, but these were 
supposed to be due to bltos from 
worms and tnaects. Not until the 
German Professor Nobbe brought tu 
berries under the microscope was tt 
found that they wero literally alive 
with soil bacteria.

To isolate, to breed and to colonize 
these nitrogen-fixing germs so that 
they might be shipped to all quarters 
of the globe waa the problem, and the 
Professor succeeded tn pari. He pro­
duced what he railed ‘‘NUragln." 
which waa widely advertised snd aold 
enormously But, aitnougn mere w»tv 
Instances of phenomenal success, on 
the whole Nitragin was a deplorable 
failure.

It waa at this point that Dr Georg* 
T. Moore, iu charg? of the Labors 
tory of Plant Physiology. Department 
of Agriculture, took up the invention 
and made It practicable. To thtw# 
minute, invisible organisms be applied 
a rule which holds for the higher an! 
msla. He decided that the German 
Professor had gone too far by being 
too good to his germs. At the out- 
sot. the professor had given his bac 
toria too much nitrogen and they nev 
er learned to gather It for themse vee, 
but died no Booner their original por­
tion was exhausted.

Dr. Mooro treated his g^rms Jnst 
as a wise father treats bis son. If* 
did not surfeit them with the good 
things of life. He gave them Just 
enough nitrogen to make them want 
more, and gradually they learned to 
hunt it for themselves and to hunt 
up enough for themselves and to 
spare. In fact, so active were these 
bacteria when turned out of the labor­
atory that ae-da soaked In the germ 
solution sprouted and grew luxuriantly 
In quartz sand which had been heated 
red previously In order to drive off 
the last traces of nitrates.

With this success phenomenally es 
ttbllshed, it remained merely to en­
able the cultures to be' distributed 
In sufficient quantity to become of 
practical use. It was found that when 
these bacteria were grown oa nitro­
gen-free medics they retained their 
high - activity, providing they were 
carefully dried out and revived In a

At the foot of this article is printed 
a table illustrating in figures the value 
of soil vaccination.

It is impossible to foretell bow much 
the Invention of Dr. Moore will In 
crease the crops of the United States, 
or those of the world— for the bac 
teria are applicable without regard 
to climate or country. In the opinion 
of agricultural scientists, not in the 
history of the Department of Agricul­
ture has there been a more promising 
development.
