! Men May Not Land.
Unalaska resembles other northern
etations, having warehouscs, docks,
the inevitable Greek church and a
score of wooden cabins. Whalers leave
here for the Arctic regions.
Dutch Harbor is a station for our
revenue fleet. There is much coming
and going of ships of all nations;

there are quite a formidable fleet, and
only two ships out of twelve carry
colors of the rame country.

Just before entering the harbor one
notices a detached rock bhigh against
the side of the cliff. It bears a strik-
ing resemblance to a Russian prie
in full robes. Tcouched by the sunset
light, he seemed to stand llessing the

Sailing north out into Behring sea;
