\We, the members of the finance
committee appointed;by your hon-
or at the present term of your
court, beg leave to report as fol-
lows:

On accoynt of the very thor-
ough and vigorous overhauling of
the books and accounts made by
the.very efficient members of the
committee appointed by you at
the March term of your court, we
did not deem 1t best to take up the
limted time at our command in
checking the books and accounts,
only since they finished their la-
bors, and devoted what time we
could to the more important mat-
ters that have been the subject of
much adverse comment in pre-
vious reports.

Delinquent Taxes.

The subject of delinquent taxes
has been & much discussed subject
in previous reports, and is one
that deserves the most thorough
consideration, for it is not only
just and proper that all citizens
who enjoy the blessings of a
democratic government should
bear their part of the burdens and
pay n to the government a fair
return for the blessings that they
enjoy in the way of taxes on their
property, but particularly should
this matter receive our earnest
consideration in view of the de-

We thiok it proper that he be re-
quired to make bond to the coun-
ty, but under the present system
we fail to see where he is given
sufficient latitude 1n phanaging the
affairs pertaining to the camp to
make the bond of any real value.

We think it would be
the best policy for the county to
have the superintendent of the
camp have made, with each load
of supplies purchased, an invoice
showing each item and the cost of
same. These supplies should be
