Dallas, Tex., Dec. 13.— A crowd 
of 600 to 700 men sat and stood 
for nearly three hours in the Dal­
las City H dl tonight listening to 
a Hesuiu^sA^signinent of United 
States Senator Joseph W. Bailey 
pronounced by Cullen F. Thomas 
of Waco, who as county attorney 
of McLennan county, some six 
years ago, bad charge of the pen­
alty suits against the Waters- 
Pierce Oil company, and it sat 
and stood for fifteen minutes long­
er listening to a speech by M. M. 
Crane of Dallas, who, as attorney 
general o f Texas, bad charge of 
the suit whereby the Waters- 
Pierce Oil company was ousted 
from the state. A t the end of 
that time a majority of the crowd 

l went forward and signed petitions 
asking the legislators to vote 
against the re-election of Senator 
Bailey.

Cullen Y . Thomas said in part:
“ I arraign Senator Bailey he 

cause in the hour of need a great 
people showered him with their 
love and a great party surrounded 
him with its leadership, yet he 
turned his back on the people to 
become the servile tool of an out­
lawed corporation. The re-intro- 
doction of the Waters-Pierce Oi 
company into the state of Texas 
was the greatest scandal commit­
ted in the fifty years of Texas 
statehood. The people were en 
gaged in a war with a gigantic 
trust. The Standard Oil cornpa 
ny had left a slimy trail on many 
of the states of the union. It  was 
swollen with wealth and impudent 
in its powers. It had destroyed 
competition and driven its com 
petitors into bankruptcy, atx 
fixed the prices at too limit save its

sham. I denouce the methods by 
wjiich it was accomplished and 1 
shall make good my charges, and 
to  make them good 1 call no wit­
ness save the defendant, Bailey 
himself.

“ In bia recent opeu letter to 
the attorney general o f Texas, he

HOW TO PASTE PROPERLY.

Ability to Do It Well Makes Christ 
mas Gift Making Easy.

Since past l me 1» done on so many 
Christmas Rifts, suppose wi* tell you 
how to do It.

In the first place, always use the 
white photographer's paste Instead of 
mucilage or Hour paste. The kind 
that comes in tubes Is most easily 
put on.

First paste a piece of cotton wad­
ding over your cardboard, but do not

It Is not too much to say that 
in all probability Christ *aa born 
four or five years before the date 
usually given; so that this present 
year ought to be 1910 or 1911, There

Senator Culberson offered and the 
Senate passed a resolution suppllmen- 
lary to the Foraker-Penrose resolution 
of last week, calling on the secretary 
of war "to inform th® Senate whether 
Companies B, C and D, of th® Twenty- 
fifth United States Infantry, or either 
of them, were, previous to August 13.

The resolution further requires Sec­
retary Taft to state when and where 
such disturbances occurred, and to 
outline their character fully.

Senator Culberson desires that the 
final record of the Brownsville affair 
shall include the fact that two of these 
three companies which were dis­
missed for their connection with the 
Brownsville riots participated in the 
racial encounter at El Paso.

Harmless Substances That Ar* Easily 
Secured and Net Expansive.

Red.—Take 20 grains of cochiasai 
and 18 grains of rream of tartar; 8ns 
ly powdered; add to them a piece of 
alum the slse of a cherry stooe and 
boll them In a wineglass of water In 
an earthen veasei for half an hour. 
Strain through mnallq and kssp In a 
tightly corked vial.

Ysllew.—Taka a little saffron, put 
It Into an earthen vessel with a very 
•mall quantity of cold water, and let It 
steep until the Infusion becomes a 
bright yellow color. Then strain It.

Green.—Take fresh spinach or best 
leaves and pound them In a mortar. 
If to be used immediately, take bff ths 
green froth as It rises and mix It with 
ths article to be colored. To bottle, 
take the Jules, when about s teacupful 
has been pressed out. add to It S piece 
of alum ths sis* of a pea and 1st It 
come to a boll. Strain and bottle.

Whit*.—Blanch some almonds, 
scald them in cold water and pound to 
a smooth paste, adding at Intervals a 
little rose water. Thick cream will 
also produce a whit* color.

Preparation Can B* Made at Homa 
and Eaaily Applied.

The following method of cleaning 
carpets has been thoroughly tested 
and was secured from a professional 
source: First have the carpet cleaned 
In the usual way and tacked down on 
the floor where It is to remain perma­
nently and It Is ready for the clean­
ing process. Take one and a half 
IKMinda of the best white laundry soap, 
onehalf a pound of white-oak bark, 
three fourths of a pound of borax, 
one-fourth of a pound of fuller’s earth, 
one half a pint of good alcohol, one- 
half a pint of ammonia, one-half an 
ounce of chloroform and four gallons 
of water. Tie up the bark in a piece 
of thin material and boll In two gal­
lons of water for four hours. Keep 
boiling water at hand to replace that 
loat by evaporation. Now remove the 
bag. add the soap, shaved fine, the 
borax and the fuller's earth and let 
simmer uutll all are dissolved Then 
add the other two gallons of water, 
which ahould be boiling hot. and when 
partly coci add tbe alcohol, ammonia 
and ctalofoform This quantity will 
clean SO yards of carpet.

To clean, dip out a cupful of ths 
preparation, put It on ths carpet, 
spread it and scrub with an ordinary 
bristle scrubbing brush. The spot 
scrubbed will be covered with lather, 
but the carpet will not be wet through. 
When all the dirt has been removed, 
scrape the lather up Into a heap aad 
take It up with a scraper, which caa 
be had of any house^furnishing store, 
or a ahtngle with a smooth edge will 
answer very well. When the lather 
has been removed go over the carpet 
with a sponge wrung out of clean 
water and dry with n cloth.
