Washington, April 1.—Repre-
sentative Oscar W. Gillespie of
Fort Worth, a member of the
committee on hanking and curren-
cy, speaking tonight on the action
of Secretary Cortelyou in comng
to the aid of Wall Street in its two
recent panics, said:

“If any other president except
Roosevell had turned the treasury
over to Wall Street, as Secretary
Cortelyou has done, it would be
denounced from one end of the
country to the other. Wall Street
is now claiming 1t waots the gov-
ernment to pay $350,000,000 gov-
ernment bonds July 1 the
ground that this will case the
money market.

“My deliberate prediction is
that just as svon as the panic is
past Wall Street will demand that
refunding bonds be issued, that

on

this debt be not paid, but simply
renewed. Of course the debt
ought tc be paid. With a sur-

plan we see the necretary of tho
treasury, as soon as he makes
payment on the canal, to issue
bonds to recover the money paid
into the treasury.

“The Aldrich ‘bill proposed at
the last session of congress turn-
ing over to the banks the customs
receipts as well as the internal
revenuc. receipts, as heretofore
practiced, was at the demand of
Wall Street.

*“I'bis takes out of the hands of
the government the control of the
gold supply. They say we need
no such control, because all of our
money is upon a gold basis. This
18 true in theory, but not in fact.
We have declared by statute for
the gold standard, but have not
provided any gold supply for
meeting the gold obligations of
the government, except the $150,-
000,000 to puy upon demand the
$346,000,000 in greenbacks. But
under the ruling of the secretary of
the treasury, from Carlisle down,
every silver dollar is redeemable
on demand in gold, as well as ov-
ery national bank note.”

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RAILROAD BUILDING.

Extensive Construction Planned for
the Southwest—Many Lines Will
Be Double Tracked.

St. Louis, Mo., March 81.—The
Southwest has now reached that
stage in developfment when the rail-
roads traversing it are contemplat-
ing general reconstruction. For
the necessary work on the several
largest systems $500,000,000 to
$1,000,000,000 will be needed in
order to keep pace with the ter-
ritory’s advancement and take
precautions for prospective devel-
opment. The railroads will find
it imperative to start the desired
improvements within a year, pro-
vided the situation is encouraging,
and to keep at the work steadily
for ten years or more.

The engineering departments
have formulated plans and esti-
mates of cost and the executive
officials have also emphasized the
desirability, if not the necessity,
for making great improvements as
soon as possible,

All the roads between St. Louis
and Kaosas City will be double
tracked and possibly the distance

will be shortened. The lines from

St. Louis to Memphis aud from
St. Louis to the Arkansas and
Oklahoma boundaries will be doub-
le tracked, at least over a'mn)or
portion.

Southwest that will not double
track hundreds of miles of road,
eliminate grades and curves, im-
prove the roadbed, build new sta-
tions and depots, enlarge their ter-
minals, provide passing tracksand
sidings and construct extensions.

Heavier rails will be laid, strong-
er bridges will be constructed, the
roadbeds will he strengthened,

shops constructed and equipment
imncreased, The systems will, in
addition, construct extensions and
branches 1nto new districts.
