Cool Front Brings
Rains To Area

Rains Hamper Corn
Harvests In Area

A cold front which moved
through the Muleshoe area Sate
urday left three straight days
of rainy, cool weather and vary=
iIng amounts of rainfall in the
county.

Record breaking cool tempe-
eratures were recorded this
week over the panhandle and
South Plains areas,

Overcast skies and the rain-
fall stopped the corn harvest
temporarily the first of the
week, but with clearing skies
Tuesday, the harvest should
be in full swing again,

As of press time Wednesday,
the weather was promising some
more hot, sunning summer
weather before the onset of aue
tumn weather,

The heaviest rains apparently
fell in the southern and west=
ern parts of Bailey County over
the weekend.

The Bula area recorded ov=
er three inches over the week=
end plus some additional rain
Monday night.

Other parts of the county re-
corded one to two inches over
the weekend with the city itself
recording 1.10 officially,

Late afternoon thunder-
storms moved through the
county Monday night dropping
heavy rains in the west and
north sections of the county,
West of Muleshoe reports vare
ied from one and a half inches
to over two inches of rain fale
ling in a short time from the
fast moving storm system. No
violent weather was reported
during the rainy days here,

Apparently the rain and cool,
humid weather did not inflict
any serious damage onthe corn
or cotton crops of the area,

The moisture was beneficial
to the dry land farmers, exp=-
ecially on the feed and grain
Crops.

If the weather continues to
clear off and be hot and dry
for the next several weeks,
Bailey County will be well on
the way to producing one of the
best corn and cotton crops in
many years,

The entire high plains is
experiencing a bumper corn
crop this year,

Last year thisareagathereda
crop of 29,826,000 bushels off
245,000 acres that were har-
vested for grain,

The crop was worth $39,370,-
320 at the farm level, based on
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a season-average price of $1,32
per bushel. And that doesn’t
include 1,133,000 tons of corn
silage cut for the regions's
cattle feeding industry.

The 1971 crop on the Plains,
according to statistics released
recently by the Texas Crop
Reporting Service, comprised
69,2 per cent of the states corn
for grain production.

And the Plains accounted for
83.3 per cent of the state's
corn ensilage crop of 1,360,000
tons.

In 1962, a survey by the Tex-
as Agricultural Exteasion Sere
vice at Lubbock showed only
25,213 acres of corn planted for
all purposes on the plains,

Six years later, the acreage
had soared to 140,000, And last
year it had climbed to a grain
and silage total of 315,000,
up form 212,000 the previous
year,

Pacing the expansion have
been Castro, Lamb and Bailey
Counties, now the top three
corn couties in the state of
Texas which last year cut
9,193,000 bushels, 3,606,000
bushels and 2,960,000 bushels
respectively,

As for yields, the plains
produced an area wide average
of 121.7 bushels of corn per har«
vested acre, compared with the
all-time high national average
of 86.8 bushels,

The growth of the cattle feed=
ing industry along with the pro=
duction contracting by a big
corn processing plant at Dime
mitt and by Frito-Lay Inc,
have stimulated area interest in
the crop.

Cotton crops are also doing
real good with prospects looking
bright for a tremendous cotton

Communication Important For

Happiness In Marriage

Some people believe that of
all the millions of people in
the world, two individuals are
predestined for each other and
will find supreme happiness in
their union,

Others believe that provi-
dence has decreed a marriage
for a purpose,

“The unscientific ideas about
mate selection help us under-
stand why many people are av-
erse to finding in science an
explanation of why people fall
in love,” said Texas A&M Un-
iversity family life education
specialist Dorthy Taylor,

But, like all behavior, love
and marriage are subject toob-
servation and study, according
to Miss Taylor,

The specialist said that some
of the words used to describe
marriages that seem to be work-
ing out well are difficult to pin
down, One such word is ““hap-
piness,’

“In common currency, hap-
piness is a state of mind that
carries a sense of pleasantness
or excitement with it,”’ the Te-
xas Agricultural ExtensionSer-
vice specialist said, ‘‘There
are two problems involved when
we talk about the ‘happy cou-

ple’ or happiness in marriage,”’

The first is: when is happin-
ess real and when does it only
seem real? And secondly, what
makes a couple happy?

Happiness isn’t the same as
satisfaction or adjustment,
Many couples seem to lack
vitality in their relationship,
but they appear and feel satis-
fied with it,

Other couples are quite dis-
satisfied with their spouse, but
they’'re adjusted to the way
things are, and wouldn’t want
to change,

But what is it that
a couple happy?

““This question poses pro-
blems for investigators,’” Miss
Taylor said, ‘‘The happier a
couple is, the less they seem
to stop and think about it, There
may be a number of different
and complicated formulas for
the success that makes a cou-
ple happy.

“They depend on the partner’s
needs, abilities and ideals, and
the combination of these that
they work out in their relation-
ship, The ‘flavor’ is easier to
notice than the recipe that con-
tributes to making it,”’

MCALLEN -~ As the result
of a lot of billing and cooing,
this year’s whitewing crop looks
better than it has in a longtime,

According to Phil Evans of the

Texas Parks and Wildlife De-
partment, there were some
477,000 breeding white-winged
doves at the beginning of the
summear,

That is actually a nine per=
cent decrease from the 1971
population but each pair of adults
is producing a pair of young
this summer. Evans feelsthat
the increased reproduction will
more than make up for the small
decrease in returning adults.

“There has been a surge of
late nesting,’’ said Evans, ‘‘pos=
sibly because of recent rains."’

Evans and his crew have found
the birds to be nesting for the
most part in the Valley's cit=-
rus trees. There are 304,000
doves in the citrus and 173,000
in native brush such as ebony
and huisache,

The dependence onorange and
grapefruit trees for nesting is
a dangerous thing, especially in
the event of an unusually hard
freeze, Cold temperatures de=
stroy the fragile citrus trees,
and farmers must start anew
with little trees which require
years of growth before they are
suitable for nesting.

Funds obtained from the sale
of the three-dollar White=
winged Dove Stamp will go in
part to the acquistion of native
brushland,
