HOW TO RAISE BETTER CORN 

Vigorous Growth Will Help Plants to 
Withstand Injury Done by Many 

Injurious Insects. 

Rotation of crops, - keeping the land 
tree of weeds and trash of all kinds, 
late fall plowing of infested lands, 
and properly nourishing the corn 
plants, are about the only practical 
preventives or remedial measures 
that can be applied to the insects that 
ittsck corn in different ways, accord-
ing t, James Troop. chief in entomol• 
z,gy at the Perdue experiment station. 
In a bulletin on "How to Grow More 
aid Better Corn." 

"The effectiveness of certain fertili-
zers as repellents has not been defi-
nitely determine) as to extent, but the 
application of manure and fertilizers 
which produce vigorous growth will 
at least help the plarts to withstand 
the injury," writes Professor Troop, 
In commenting upon the difference be-
tween fields that had been treated and 
fields that were not given additional 
plant food. Illustrations show corn 
that was fertilized had been able to 
make good development in spite of 
the insects, while unfertilized corn 
had seriously suffered. 

GUINEA AND PEACOCK CROSS 

Extra First-Class Variety Weigh as 
Least Twenty Seven Ounce!, to 

Dozen and Are Clean. 

In large city markets eggs are usu-
ally graded into five classes. These 
grades are designated as follows: Ex-
tra firsts, firsts, seconds, thirds. checks 
and leakers. 

Eggs that go Into the extra first 
elves weigh at least 27 mires to the 
dozen. arc clean, of strong shell, and 
unifot•m in size, shape and color. The 
air cell must be no larger than a 
dime. 

Firsts must cOmpate with extra 
:irate on all points, excepting size. 
Eggs in this (lass must weigh at least 
24 ounces to the dozen. 

Eggs that are classed ca seconds 
weigh at least ?2 ounces to the dorm. 
The air cell may ne the size of a quar-
ter dollar. Eggs in this claesiti-ation 
must he clean. :rid uniform in shr.pe 
and color. 

All sound eggs that fall below the 
three claseliteations given above are 
termed thirds. This clans takes all eggs 
that weigh less than 22 ounces; to the 
lozen. all dirty eggs and eggs that 
show large air cells end dark yolks. 
The double yolked eggs and those of 
poor shape also go into this class. 

Cheeks and leakers are cracked and 
hrcken eggs. A check Is one cracked, 
but not sufficiently to allow the cons 
tents to escape. A 'palter is one 
broken so badly that the contents es-
cape. Cheeks and !eskers do not 
stand shipment. and should always 
he used or marketed at home while 
strictly fresh. 

In candling many eggs fall below 
any of these classifications given 
above and are a total loss. All rotten 
eggs, those that show blood rings. 
mold spots, and those that are badly 
soiled are unfit for food and are 
lumped.

These 
grades are designated as follows: Ex-
tra tirsts. firsts, seconds, thirds. checks 
and leakers. 

Fags that go Into the extra first 
eters weigh at least 27 ounces to the 
dozen. arc clean, of strong shell, and 
uniform in size, shape and color. The 
air cell must be no larger than a 
dime. 

Firsts must compare with extra 
,,rata on all points, excepting size. 
Eggs In this class must weigh at least 
24 ounces to the dozen. 

Eggs that are chivied ne seconds 
weigh at least ?2 ouneisa to the doyen;  
The air cell may he the size of a quar-
ter dollar. Eggs in this classiti-ation 
must he clean, acrd uniform In et.cpe 
and color. 

All sound eggs that fall below the 
three classifications given above are 
termed thirds. This Hers takes all eggs 
that weigh less than 22 ounces to the 
dozen, all dirty eggs and eggs that 
show large air cells and dark yolks. 
The double yolked ergs and those of 
poor shape also go into this class. 

Checks and leakers are cracked and 
broken eggs. A check Is one cracked. 
but not sufficiently to allow the con-
tents to escape. A leaker is one 
broken so badly that the contents es-
cape. Checks and leakers do not 
stand shipment, and should always 
to used or marketed at home while 
strictly fresh. 

In candling many eggs tall below 
any 	of these (Imminent ions given 
above and are a total loss All rotten 
eggs, those that show blood rings. 
mold spots, and those that are badly 
soiled are unfit for food and are 
dumped. 

In conclusion. it may be stated that 
the supply of extra firsts and firsts 
never equals the demand, and that 
more thirds. checks and leakers are 
tffered than can be disposed of.

Examining Trial. 
Dearman was arrested soon after 

the shooting and placed in jail where 
he remained until Tuesday when he 
had an examining trial before Justice 
of the Peace T. H. Floyd, The 
state was represented by District 
Attorney N. N. Rosenquest and the 
defendent by Otis Bowyer and W. 
It. Ely. Only three witnesses were 
placed on the stand: City Marshal 
W. 14. Ashton, .1. W. Turner and 
Dr. it. U. Powell. The bond was 
fixed by agreement at C1,500, which 
was made and the defendent released 
The case will come up at the May 
term of District Court. 

his death. 	Bob Scoggins was a 
peculiar man in many ways, we never 
saw one just like him. W e never 

shot by .1. M. Dearman, a tele-
graph operator, about 4:15. The 
shooting occurred between the Mae 
Hotel and Couche's Pool Hall. Ac-
cording to testimony introduced by 
the state the parties, Scoggins and 
Dearman met somewhere between 
the Pool Hall and the Mae Hotel. 
Scoggins was going south and Dear-
man north, Dearman turned to the 
right, when opposite each other 
Scoggins struck . Dearman and in 
the scuffle that ensued a shot was 
fired supposedly by Dearman, strik. 
ing Scoggins near the left ntple. 
Scoggins got the pistol and Dearman 
ran into the '1'. & P. Cafe. City 
Marshal W. L. Ashton, .1. W. 

Turner and perhaps others witnessed 
the encounter, 

Scoggins went into the T. & P. 
Cafe where he sat down as he was 
getting weak from loss of blood, the 
wound bleeding internally. Dr. 
Powell was autninoned and admin-
istet. cl a hyperdermic to relieve him 
hut the stint had done its deadly 
work and he died within about 30 
minutes from the time he was shot. 
The pistol used was a 25 automatic 
and only one shot was tired. It was 
a most unfortunate tragedy and the 
first shooting affray in which life was 
lost that has occurred in Baird in 
probably twenty-five years. 

Bob Scoggins was 44 years old 
and has made his home in Baird 
for near 30 years, and has many
